Add the onion to the
stock of the chicken which is
then passed through a colander
so that no piece of onion is
left in the lipuid. Add the curry
owder, thicken with the milk,
butter and flour. Thin this down
with coconut milk and add the
rest of the graded coconut. Pull

all the meat off the chicken
bones and put in the sauce, al-
low the mixture to simmer on

the stove for 15 minutes, Al-
though curry can be eaten at
once, it is better to make it 24
hours beforehanéd in order to
allow the flavor to permeate the
chicken.
