when the calf is completely off milk
and entirely on dry feed; yet few
practical solutions for accomplish-
ing this feeding change have been
offered. Recent advances In milk
prices have made their problem
more acute. Research has shown
that calves are entirely capable of
digesting solid feed when only
three or four days old.

Calves with Mother 3 Days

A slmple plan for getting calves
on dry feed has been worked out at
the Purina Experimental Farm
where hundreds of calves are ralsed,
Calves are left with the cow only
three days. During that time they
get mother’s milk because of Its co-
lostral content, an Important and
necessary lubricant to the new born
calf’s digestive system.

Soon Learn to Eat Dry Feed

After the calves are three days
old they are taken from the cow and
fed all the dry starting feed they
will clean up. At first this Is not
much, but every day the amount is
increased. At first they get only
