Schools of Coryell County 
will all be closed by the end 
of this week. The system at 
present Is compused of twenty 
five seven grade school, fourteen 
nine grade  schools, and ten 
eleven grade schools. E ig h t  out 
of the  ten eleven grade  schools 
a re  fully aff ilia ted . The possi­
bility of some affiliation for 
the  n ine  and ten grade  schools 
d u r ing  th is  school year is very 
promising. The affilia tion  of the  
S tate  Juven ile  School is hard ly  
to  be expected a t  ,any time since 
its s tuden t  body is composed 
of person» who s tay  p u t  one or 
two years a t  a  time.

Ten of the  fourteen nine grade  
schools are  S tandard  a t  pres­
ent. Two o th e rs  a r e  m ak ing  
application for s tandard iza tion  
for the  present year. These two 
have always done a good grade  
of work but were unable  ac 
count of the num ber of grades 
ta u g h t  last year to meet teacher 
load requirem ents.

Jap an  has under consideration 
a plan calling for construction 
of battleships of 50,000 tonnage 
carry ing  18 inch guns and capa­
ble of 30 kots. The maximum 
ton n ag e  of battleships now 
afloat Is 36,000 tons; the  largest 
guns, 16-ineh. ^

Obviously, if Ja p a n  constructs  
four of these super-battleships, 
as planned, the  other m ajor 
naval powers will do likewise 
in o rder th a t  the ir  slower, 
battlesh ips  will not be an teda te r .  
T he  United States will surely 
follow suit, en ta il ing  continued 
expenditures for the naval branch 
of the defense in the  years 
ahead.

But in th is  a r tic le  we a re  
concerned with only one pro­
blem arising from the  a lm ost 
ce r ta in  construction of la rge r  
warships in the im m ediate  fu­
ture .  This is a  problem which 
i^ of as much in terest to com­
merce as it  is to defense: the  
construction of a canal th rough  
th e  Central American Republic 
of (Nicaragua.

Let it be emphasized at the  
'h)eglnni(ng th a t  a N ica raguan  
canal is no far fetched dream. 
As fa r  back as 1926 H enry 
Clay, Secretary of State, crea ted  
a  commission to investigate  the  
possibilities of a canal connec­
ting  the  Atlantic with the  Pacific 
and receiving a favorable repo rt  
on a  canal th rough  Nicaragua. 
In 1876 a commission reported  
“ lii ' g r a t e r  ad v an tages  and 
f e w r  difficultie,^" than  any o th ­
e r  link between the two oceans.

In 1916 the  United S ta tes  
won trea ty  r igh ts  to a naval 
base on Corn Island, in Nicara- 
g\ia’s Gulf of Fonseca, and canal 
option for $3,000,000. Ten years 
la te r  the  Seventieth Congress 
authorized the Corpti of E ng in ­
eers of the  Army to survey 
possivle N icaraguan routesi.

After two years Army topo­
graphers  of the Tw enty-ninth  
Engineer Battalion em erged from 
the  heated  jungles  with the ir  
report ,  advocating a canal 17 2.8 
miles lung and costing $722,- 
000,000. Ten years would be 
re<|ulred for the  co*mpletion of 
the  project.

From  the s tand  point of de­
fense and the length  of time 
required  for th e  construction  of 
the canal ,the need is for an 
im m edia te  au thoriza tion  of su r­
veys and construction by this 
seswion of Congress. Two bills 
have been in troduced which 
Would accomplish these aims. 
In the  House, Rep. Carl Vinson, 
C hairm an  of th e  House Naval 
A ffa ir  Committee, and in the 
Senate, Senator David I W alsh, 
Chairm an of the Senate  Naval 
Affairs Committee, a re  pressing 
for enactm ent of the ir  identical 
bills.

The P anam a Canal has  per­
m itted  the navy to be sepera ted  
yet s tra teg ica lly  concentered a t  
any potential danger spot. But 
th e re  is no as’surance  th is  route  
could be kept open an d  free 
from deetruction in time of com­
bat 'With some Pacific or Euro-

I

pt>an sta te . Destruction of the  
jcanal |w|ould mean th a t  the  
navy must travel 13,000 miles 
around  the  sitratee of Magellan 
to  reach the opposite ocean.

It is know th a t  an e a r th q u ak e  
could put the  P an am a  Canal 
ou t of commission fo'r weeks, 
dur ing  which time Uncle Sam ’s 
fleet would be isolated in e ither  
th e  Pacific o r  the A tlantic , while 
a long  the  proposed N icaraguan  
ro u te  f la t  rolling plains pre ­
c lude the  possibility of e a r th ­
quakes.

The g rea tes t  a rg u m en t  for a 
N icaraguan Canal is not the  
vulnerab ili ty  of the Panam a 
Canal to a t ta c k  from th e  a ir  or 
from  the aea, or the posaibility

000 tons. Yet the  practicability  
of 50.000-ton warships has been 
proved and there  is th e  distinct 
possibity if n o t  probability of 
the ir  Im mediate construction in 
the  shipyards of Nippon. Is 
there any doubt th a t  th e  U. S. 
will follow the  course of the  
Land of the Rising Sun in build­
ing 50,000-ton, 30-knot ba t t le ­
ships, and th a t  th e  a tb e r  world 
powers will do likewise? And If 
th is  is done, bow are  the«e 
ships to be shifted from one 
ocena to a n o th e r  as is com­
mon practice? B arring the  can- 
istruction of a canal th rough  
■Nicaragua, the re  are  only two 
a l te rna tives  for the  Navy De­
p a r tm en t  to follow: construct
two fleets, one for the  Atlantic 
and a n o th e r  of the Pacific, 
which of course would be pro­
hibitive in cost; sh ift th e  fleet 
from one w ater  body to the  
o th e r  day rou te  around  soutb- 
5 day  rou te  a round  tbe aouth- 

e rn  end of South America.

Aside from the  g reat naval 
advan tage  which would accrue 
from  th e  conetruction of the 
Nlcraguan Canal, th e re  a re  com­
mercial and political adv an ta ­
ges which would also be en­
joyed. Time on the  New York 
to San Francisco rou te  would 
be cu t  two days for passenger 
a n d  fre igh t vessels, and the  
heavy pressure  of commercial 
t raff ic  on the P an am a  Canal 
decreased. T he  N icaraguan  can­
al would be a n o th e r  tie of friend­
sh ip  b ind ing  th is  coun try  with 
its L a tin -A m erican  neighbors, 
s t ren g th en in g  the  alms of Pres­
ident Roosevelt and  Secretary 
Hull in thi*! direction.

NEW  O.VHE LAWS FOR TH IS 
COUNTY

Ph. 106-We Deliver

Some changes have been made 
in the  fishing laws of Coryell 
County, and  according to Mr. 
Earl  McCracken, the  Game W a r­
den. these changes a re  now lu 
effect.

The text of the  changes, be­
ing House BUI No. 1152 is as 
follows:

Section 1. It shall he unlawful 
to  use any seine or net for the 
purpose of tak ing  th e  flah from 
any of the waters of Coryell 
County, Texas, provided how­
ever, tha t  th is  section bill shall 
not apply to any .?elne or net of 
not less than  th ree  (3 )  Inches 
nquare mesh used for the  pur­
pose of of tak ing  suckers, carp, 
.-shad, buffalo, o r  gar. now »hall 
it apply to a minnow seine not 
m ore than  tw enty  (2 0 )  feet 
In length  used (or the  purpose 
of tak ing  minnows (or bait.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful 
(or any person In Coryell 
County, Texas, to take  or have 
In his posaeaslon any bass less 
than  eleven (11)  Inches In 
length or  any catfish less than  
nine (9 )  Inches In length or 
any orapple or white perch less 
than  seven (7 )  Inches In length.

Section 3. It shall be unlawful 
for any person to  take  minnows 
from the  waters of Coryell. 
Johnson, Bosque, and Sommer- 
vllle Counties. Texas for the. pu r­
pose of selling the same and it 
shall be unlawful for any per­
son to transpo rt  a t  any  time be­
yond the borders of Coryell, 
Johnson, Bosque, and Sinmer- 
vllle counties, more th an  one 
hundred  and twenty-five (125) 
minnows taken  from the fresh 
waters of said counties.

Section 4. Any person viola­
ting  any proviislon of th is  Act 
shall be deemed guilty of a mis­
dem eanor and upon eonvictlon 
thereof shall be fined not less 
tha twenty-five ($25) nor more 
than  two hundred  and fifty 
($250).

T he  republican m em bership  ot 
th e  house has  proposed th a t  the  
ad m in is tra t ion  of relief be r e tu r ­
ned to the  «.tales th rough  a 
system  of federal m onetary  
gran ts .  Such a s tep  has long 
been advocated by th is  w rite r  aa 
the  only apparen t  m eans of 
h a l t in g  the  continued huge 
ou tlays  for relief by th e  federal 
governm ent.

Represen ta tive  W hite , a  Re­
publican of Ohio, proposed th a t  
federa l g ran ts  to  sta tes  be m ade 
on a  non-partisan  basis, t h a t  ad­
m in is tra t ion  of le lief be vest 
ed in s ta te  and local au thorit ies ,  
and  th a t  each <tate c o u t r ib j ie  
a t  least 25 per cent of the  cost 
of its relief.

There is no th ing  unbound c r  
im practicable  about th is  p rofo- 
sal, which the eighty-seven Re­
publican members of the house 
have endorsed and will submit 
to  the  en tire  membership. The 
im m edia te  cry from who favc<r 
a continuance  of the  present 
outlay«« from the federal t rea s ­
u ry  is tha t  politics wonid ccii- 
trol ,-tale and iccal relief ad- 
inin istru tions. Yet there  have 
111 '< acusations galore ^upporl.ed 
liy ru inen ta ry  proofs of plain 
pi'UiiCii and political disci ittiin- 
a i ion  in the  d isbursem ent of 
re lief funds in uil New Deal 
agencies except f i r  the  CC'C. 
Tho«e fam iliar  witli t ru e  con­
d itions in the  re ir- i  agencies 
for the past four yc.rrs have no 
fear  th a t  politic*, couln reign 
m ore tup rem e  in s ta te  relief 
agencies than  Las been the ca.ne 
in t'he federel agencies since 
1933.

If federal g ran ts  were made 
to  sta tes  for relief, the dis­
bu rsem en t of these  funds could 
he checked and supervised by 
fede ra l  officials to p revent and 
abolish those evilo inheren t  in 
4he fVederul set-up since the  
wholesale d istr ibu tion  of relief 
funds  began with the  Roosevelt 
era.

iConsiderable criticism has 
been placed upon governors and 
m ayors for dem anding  th e  con­
t inued  expenditures of federal 
funds  for relief and public fund.s 
ill the ir  locales which resu lted  
in a perennially  unbalanced bud­
get. National h ead q u r te rs  of tlie 
United Statft-i conference of m ay­
ors Issued a s ta tem en t last week 
saying any reduction in the 
$1,500.000.000 relief request of 
P res iden t  Roosevelt is “ u n th in k ­
ab le .”

It was pointed out th a t  cities 
and sta les  put up $1,244.953,- 
000 for relief la s t  year.

It is known th a t  placing the 
en tire  Iturden of relief upon 
state»« and cities would impose 
an iirbearal)Ie load for them  to 
carry ,  but. as suggested  above, 
th is  is not th e  purpose of those 
who contend th a t  a reduction 
in relief expenditure? for all 
branches should be forthcoming.

The first remedy to be for the 
federal governm ent to qu it  the  
relief I>u.‘«ines8, but to aid the 
¡«tales financially in providing 
for  those actually  in need. By 
narrow ing  the adm in is tra t ion  of 
relief down to state«, counties, 
and cities, it U believed tha t  
m ore  fairness in the  d is tr ibu­
tion of relief funds could be 
exercised; th a t  thoee on relief 
funds could be exercised; th a t  
thoise on relief who have m ain­
tenance  could be dropped, and 
a substan tia l  reduction In the 
relief load the  governm ent must

carry  accomplished.
A nother remedy is one which 

the  present adm in is tra t ion  has 
been unwillig to  undertake . T ha t  
is a census of the unemployed, 
dirtcussed in detail in a previous 
a r tic le  in th is  «pace. A census 
of the  jobless would provide for 
a needed classification of the  
JoblesB as  to age, «ex, reason 
for‘ unem ploym ent, and ability 
to  assum e any prospective job. 
W ith th is  classification it would 
be much simpler to place the  
unemployed in the  jobs which 
private  industry  is rapidly cre- 
a tn g  for them  under the  s tim n- 
lUB of the  economic boom.
