AUSTIN— While still making 
no definite predictions at week 
end, it looked more like this ses­
sion will turn out a pension tax 
amendment that it has (or weeks. 
The Senate, by a vote of 21 to 4, 
engrossed a constitutional resolu­
tion submitting to the people the 
question of levying a combination 
sales-service-natural resource tax 
to finance social security. While 
the House rested (or several days 
on the pension problem, a move­
ment was underway at week end 
to force a statutory lax to a vote 
early next week, not a constitu­
tional amendment matter. On the 
other hand, the House state affairs 
committee unanimously recom­
mends Senate bill liberalizing old 
age pensions. The Senate passed 
the bill earlier.

At least two busy nights were 
spent last week, one each by the 
two houses. On Wednesday night, 
the Senate passed out 55 local and 
uncontested bills, while the House 
on Thursday night passed 63 bills. 
Veterans point out that some of 
the most dangerous legislation 
sometimes gets by during the fast 
consideration of local and un­
contested bills. Such a bill got 
by Thursday night when a mea­
sure cutting out tailor shops from 
the boiler inspection law got by al- 
mo.st unanimously. Members in­
terested in keeping the boiler in­
spection law intact got busy Fri­
day and will attempt to get re­
consideration of this bill, author­
ed by Roy Tennant and Ed. Ham­
ilton. It will prove to be a very 
controversial bill and a public 
hearing likely will result. Harris 
County also is attempting to get 
a bill that would exempt Houston 
from the state boiler inspection 
law, despite the known fact that 
tailor shop boilers are known to 
be very dangerous to human life.

It is interesting to note that 
the two outstanding critics of 
Governor O'Daniel of the week. 
Reps. Galbreath of Wharton and 
Abe Mays of Cass County, voted 
consistently last week for the mea­
sure that would raise the salary of 
legislators to $3,000 per annum! 
The final vote on the bill was 70 
to 60. It is the form of a consti­
tutional resolution and would have 
to be voted on by the people.

The race horse bill is evidently 
dead for this session, having fail- 
efi to muster enough votes to keep 
it from being tabled. The matter 
of a change of the present admin­
istration of the old age set-up is 
being held inabeyance, pending 
action on the tax measures. Ap­
propriation bills arc starting to­
ward the hou.se floor now. It will 
be a busy five weeks, the balance 
of this session. So the great major­
ity of the members went home for 
Easter to find out what the folks 
are thinking. Many already are 
thinking about races in 1940. And 
the very thought worries them not 
a little, believe it or not.

Attorney General Gerald C. 
Mann has entered the lists against 
the loan sharks of Texas, the big­
gest piece of news of the week in 
the combined legislative enforce­
ment fight to rid the State of 
these nefarious money lenders. 
Representatives Ma.son Harrell of 
Bastrop, one of the leaders in the 
House for a rigid law against 
the loan sharks, hopes to get ac­
tion this coming week along this 
line. Attorney General Mann, thru 
Assistant Ben Woodul, filed a 
motion in district court at Aus­

tin asking permi.ssion to join Co. 
Attorney Paul Holt in the latter’s 
injunction was against Austin 
loan sharks. At the same time, the 
attorney general announced plans 
to start a similar war on Dallas 
loan sharks along the same lines. 
The money lenders are charged 
with failure to comply with the 
state’s loan broker’s statue, dis­
regarded by these money lenders 
all over Texas.

One of the finest and most able 
editors in Texas, a real pioneer of 
the old school who has edited his 
own paper continuously for more 
than half a century, the Honor­
able J. E. Cooper of Georgetown, 
publisher of the Williamson Coun­
ty Sun, has the following pointed 
remarks regarding State politics 
in his paper this past week:

The friends of Mr. Gar­
ner are doing him an injustice 
by putting him foi'ward as a demo­
cratic presidential nominee in 
1940. They have no hopes of se­
curing the nomination for him, 
but they want Texas to instruct 
for him so they can withdraw his 
name in the national convention 
at a convenient time and barter 
the 40 votes of Texas for some 
anti-New Deal candidate.

“ The politicians are trying to 
use him as a stake in convention 
manipulations and they think the 
people .are so dumb that they cun 
not see thru the .scheme.

“ Liist Tue.sday a few members 
of the Legislature took up about 
$600 worth of time abusing the 
Governor for his Sunday morning 
speech. The time of the Legisla­
ture could be better utilized in 
trying to solve state problems 
than in listening to harangues 
from members who have more 
tongues than brains.”

Editor Cooper then goes on to 
add this refreshing comment:

“ The best speech Gov. O'Daniel 
has made since -commencing his 
Sunday broadcasts was delivered 
last Sunday morning. It was dig­
nified, straight-forward, p l a i n  
statement of his position. He was 
not dogmatic nor was he unrea­
sonable critical of the legislature 
or those who oppose him. He did 
state, in polite language, where 
he thought the opposition had fail­
ed to meet the issues fairly.

So much has been printed and 
published tending to show that 
big manufacturers are behind the 
two bills that it is most interest­
ing, we repeat, to find the great 
A. & P. Company one of those 
which also fights for repeal of 
the Texas chain store tax. The 
Dallas unit of this great chain 
on March 25th sent out letters to 
various wholesale firms over the

state calling attention to the five 
members of a subcommittee which 
has the Pope repeal bill in its 
hands now, with the idea these 
wholesalers might help the big 
chain bring pressure on the com­
mittee. And these consumers lea­
gues! The Southwide Association 
of Consumers, headquarters in 
Dallas, has enlisted leading club­
women to work for them gratis 
but many of these women dislike 
various aspects of the organiza­
tion and have resigned. Such a 
league in Houston is headed by a 
group of clubwomen, some of 
whom are connected indirectly 
with a big drug chain. And these 
consumers leagues make the big 
howl against allowing a fair-trade 
law to be enacted to protect the 
independent druggist and retailer 
in our small towns all over Texas.

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UNEMPLOYMEirr COMPENtA- 
TION QUESTIONS AND 

ANSWERS

• EDITOR’S NOTE: Because a 
million Texas workers and some 
15,000 employers are affected by 
the new employment compensa* 
tion law, the Answer Box will 
carry a series of questions and 
answers on the new law which 
went into effect April 1st.)

Series 1
Q. 1. Under the new law do 

workers contribute to the jobless 
insurance fund?

A. No. Only covered employers 
contribute to the fund. If a tax 
is deducted from a worker’s pay 
chf>ck, it for the old age insurance 
tax and not for jobless insurance. 
The unemployment compensation 
tax is paid only by covered em­
ployers and is collected by both 
the i'ederal and State govern­
ments.

Q. 2. Does the new law change 
the coverage of employees to less 
than eight per.sons?

A. No. Only employers who 
have eight or more employees 
during portions of each of twenty 
weeks in a calendar year have to 
pay this tax. Certain occupations 
such as domestic labor, agricul­
tural labor and other classes are 
exempt.

Q.3. Are all employees eligible 
for jobless insurance?

A. No, only employees of “cov­
ered” employers are eligible. Also 
they must have earned enough 
salary to equal eight times the 
amount of their benefit check.

Q.4. Are unemployment compen­
sation benefits a form of relief?

A. No. Benefits are wage insur­
ance to be drawn only by those 
who qualify. Unless an unemploy­
ed person has a work record of 
previous employment, he cannot 
receive benefits. His benefits are

figured according to the length of 
time he has worked and the 
amount of salary he has drawn.

Q. 5. W ill employers continue 
to pay three per cent payroll tax­
es after 1940 for jobless insurance?

A. No. A  merit rating system 
goes into effect in 1941 that will 
take in only the amount of con­
tributions necessary to pay bene­
fits. Rates will be graduated from 
Vi of 1 % to 4% by Vi% steps, 
based on experience rating of in­
dividual employers.

THIS WEEK IN 
AUSTIN

AUSTIN—Legislative observers 
in Austin expect this week to 
see the solons settle down to a 
real battle over the issue of a sales 
tax constitutional amendment vs. 
a tax bill, which may be with or 
without a sales |^x feature in­
cluded, before this week is out.

The lines have been closely 
drawn. The Senate unexpectedly 
revived the sales tax amendment 
after killing it, but students of the 
situation believed the vote on re­
versal was not a true reflection of 
the strength of the sales tax, but 
rather a reflection of the desire 
of the Senators to keep the sales 
tax amendment alive, so that if 
a deadlock develops in the House, 
and no tax bill comes over from 
the lower body, the Senate can 
still have something to lubmit, 
thus clearing the political skirts 
of its members, before the session 
ends. Several Senators who voted 
“ aye” on reviving the sales tax 
amendment admitted they would 
never support it on a final pas­
sage, and since 21 votes in its 
favor represent a bare minimum 
to submit the issue to the peo­
ple, the defection of even one Sen­
ator would prevent it going thru 
the Senate finally.

WORK ON TA X  BILL
Meanwhile, the anti-sales tax 

bloc in the House has taken mat­
ters into its own hands, and this 
week were to bring out an omni­
bus tax bill that will include new 
or increased taxes on all mineral 
products producted in the State, 
together with sales or “ luxury” 
taxes on numerous other items, in­
cluding a tax on public utility bills 
to be paid by consumers. They es­
timate it would yield about $20,- 
000,000 which many consider ade­
quate for the financing of the so­
cial security program, including 
pensions, teachers’ retirement, the 
blind and dependent children. That 
would certainly not finance $30 
pensions for everybody, nor a $30 
minimum income for everybody, 
but it probably would take care 
of around 200,000 aged, and likely 
would remove 90 percent of the 
pressure from pension seekers, as 
it would permit disregard of the 
ability of lelatives to support the 
aged as a factor in determining 
their need.
SALES TA X  WEAK, NOT DEA

The sales tax amendment pro­
gram, which was so strongly sup­
ported by the special interest lob­
by during the early battle, is not 
completely dead in the House cith­
er, as still another sales tax amen­
dment is pending there, but the 
decisive vote against the Petsch 
amendment in the lower House 
left thè sales-taxers little hope 
that they would ever get the sales 
tax written into the organic law 
of the State. The divLsian of opin­
ion among Hou.se members is so 
great that there is still the pos­
sibility of a deadlock on taxes 
there, with nothing being finally 
passed. In the event, the Senate 
could pass the Redditt substitute 
amendment, and put themselves 
in the clear with the voters who 
want pension money.

But the House members realize

this, and there is every evidence 
that the bloc which wants a con- 
stitional amendment w ill weaken 
rather than face a steril session, 
so far as taxes are concerned. So 
the opinion of best informed sour­
ces here is that a tax bill of some 
kind, originating in the House, 
will be sent to the Senate, and 
many students of the situation be­
lieve the sentiment against the 
sales tax has developed so strong­
ly in the House that no general

sales levy will even be included 
in whatever tax bill may be pas­
sed there.

HOPE FOR ECONOMY 
Disregarding the tax fight, the 

economy bloc in both houses this 
week is pounding away at the bi- 
enniel appropriation bills in com­
mittee, with several being about 
ready for floor action. Unless the 
members stampede the economy 
program on the floor, the indica­
tions are that substantial reduc-

Lush Postures in Hot Months

i'or a few months in spring and 
early summer native pastures in 
the Southwest usually grow luxu­
riantly, and livestock thrive ac­
cordingly. As the heat of summer 
grows, often intensified by insuf­
ficient irregular rainfall, the na­
tive pasture grasses slow up and 
sometimes dry up, and grazing 
animals quickly show the effect 
of changing from lush, green feed 
to scant, dry feed.

This is especially bad fur dairy 
cows and Uie weekly cream or 
milk check drops with discourag­
ing speed. A  dairy cow should 
have plenty of time to lie up in 
the shade and ruminate, in order 
to keep up a good milk flow. If 
she has to spend four or five 
hours grazing a “ fill”  or the sun 
becomes unbearably hot before 
she gets a “ fill” she hasn’t much 
time left to manufacture milk. 
Cows will not stiiy out in the hot 
sun and graze more than enough 
to assuage the pangs of hunger, 
so it is vitally important that the 
grazing be richer in hot weather 
than when it is cool. It is the sur­
plus feed above the hunger mar­
gin that supplies the milk flow, 
if any.

With native pastures, and in 
fact all except the very best im­
proved permanent pastures, the 
grazing begins to decline at the 
very time when it should be best. 
Sudan grass is ideal for filling 
out the midsummer deficiency, 
for it w ill be at its best after the 
spring growth of native grases 
begin to decline, and since the 
seed is cheap, there is no excuse 
for failing to plant enough to 
keep the cows happy during the 
hot months.

Sudan is adapted for temporary 
pasture throughout the Southwest.

It will prtiduce more tonnage per 
acre in its short season than any 
other annual grazing plant we 
have. It will grow on all our soils, 
and as someone once happily phra­
sed it, “Sudan grass laughs at the 
drough and rejoices at the rain.” 
In short it will pnxiuce under a 
wide variety of .soil and rainfall 
condition, and while it is resistant 
to poor soils and light rainfall, it 
responds luxuriantly to good soil 
and ample moisture.

Sudan grass may be planted at 
any time after cotton planting 
time, when there is sufficient mois­
ture to germinate the seed. It may 
be drilled or cultivation with 
whatever implements are available 
and expermental data shows that 
it thrives best under cultivation 
early in the season. The rows can 
be as close as 18 or 20 inches or as 
wide as standard width for corn 
and cotton cultivators. The prefer­
ence is for about half the width 
of cotton rows, for either grazing 
or hay.

Drilling with a grain drill or 
broadcasting is not recommend­
ed at all if it is to be grazed, and 
if sown for hay, broadcasting is 
adapted only on very fertile land 
where there is likely to be plenty 
of rain. By and large, experience 
indicates that row-planting, with 
some cultivation, is best.

Since we are concerned mainly 
with providing summer pasturage 
to keep up the milk flow and sup­
ply other livestock and poultry 
with a vitamin-rich forage all 
summer, let’s be sure .some Sudan 
is planted, sometime this spring. 
It there is a fenced field for it 
so much the better, but if not, a 
temjjorary fence can be run when 
grazing time comes. This may 
seem like a lot of trouble to take

for the sake of a few months 
grazing, but it will pay off in the 
milk checks, the egg yields, the 
thrift and growth of every ani­
mal and fowl that has access to 
good green forage when the na­
tive pastures fall off.

Mixe and sift 
one cup flour, 2^4 teaspoons bak­
ing powder, Vit teaspoon salt; add 
with t2 cup draincKl cru.shed pine­
apple to bran mixture. Pour in 
greased muffin tins. Bake in hot 
oven 30 minutes.
BACON BREAKFAST BREAD

1 egg
2 tbsp. sugar
Vi cup whole bran 
1 cup yellow corn meal 
1 cup milk
1 cup flour

tsp. salt
H i tsp. baking powder 

Beat egg; add sugar, bran, corn 
meal and milk Sift flour, salt, 
baking powder. Combine with first 
mixture. Pour into a greased pan 
(8"x8''x2"). Dice bacon, sprinkle 
on batter. Bake in a hot oven 20 
minutes. PlaVc under broiler, heat 
to brown if nef'essary. Serve im­
mediately.

RAISIN ROLLS
2 cup milk
4 cakes yeast 
V2 cup sugar 
V4 cup shortening
3 eggs, beaten 
Vft tsp. salt
1 tsp. lemon extract 

cup seedless raisins 
7 to 7 Ml cups flour 

ICING
1 cup confectioner's sugar
2 tbsp. hot water
Vfr tsp. lemon extract 

Scald milk. Cool to lukewarm. 
Soften yeast in Vi cup lukewarm 
milk. To the remaining milk add 
the sugar, shortening, beaten 
eggs, salt and flavoring and about 
half the flour. Add the softened 
yeast and beat thoroughly. Add 
raisins and flour stiff enough to 
handle. You may have to add V4 
cup more than the 7 cups, accord­
ing to the type of flour you use, 
but if you can handle the dough 
without it do, as too much flour 
in rolls causes them to be dry. 
Knead lightly on floured board 
about 10 minutes until light and 
springy.

Place in a lightly greased bowl, 
cover and let rise till double in 
bulk. Cut down the dough into 
three or four portions. Roll out to 
about 1-2-inch thickness. Cut 
with small round cutter. Place 
on greased baking sheets. Brush 
with a little soft butter to keep 
them from getting dry and crack­
ing. Allow to double in bulk and 
bake 20 minutes in a hot oven. Ice 
while still warm with an icing 
made by blending the hot water

and lemon extract until the sugar 
Is smooth. This recipe makes 4 
dozen rolls so you may wish to 
halve it.
