Children and Blasting Cap*
Renewed efforts are now being 

made by county agents, teachers, 
and safety organizations in all 
parts of the country to lessen the 
number of accidents occasioned by 
children playing with blasting 
caps.

These accidents often result in 
children being blinded, or losing 
fingers or hands, and thus going 
thru life in crippled condition. In 
some cases children are killed.

Most of these accidents occur 
in country districts where child­
ren find the caps in the neighbor­
hood of blasting operations, weher 
in many cases, they have been left 
by careless workmen. Playing with 
these caps—such as picking themi 
with nails, hitting them with ham-' 
mers, or throwing them into bon­
fires, usually results in an acci­
dent.

Blasting caps are small copper 
cylinders used to detonate explos­
ives in mines, quarries, construc­
tion work, and in blasting ditches, 
stumps, boulders. They are clos­
ed at one end and loaded with a 
sensitive and powerful explosive. 
Electric blasting caps are similar 
to the regular caps except that 
they have wires attached and de­
tonated by an electric current from 
a blasting machine.

When the cap explodes small 
articles of copper fly in all dir­
ections. Any child nearby may be 
hurt. I

All parents and teachers are re­
quested to warn children not to I 
play with these blasting caps, but | 
when they do find one, to notify' 
an officer of the law or other re- 1  
sponsible adult. ,

Every dog has his day, and to­

day is mine. Mr. Poage has sug­
gested that 1 write this week in 
order to give still a different slant 
on life in Washington and activi­
ties of our office and its workings. 
This time « f  the year makes one 
want to get back home, especially 
when some kind friend drops in 
for a short visit and leaves a few 
Bluebonnets and tells us how pret­
ty things are at home.

Each Congres-.sman is allowed 
two people in his office. Mr. Poage 
has a secretary, E. L. Upshaw of 
Belton, and the writer. In addition, 
Mr. Bonner Jennings of Marlin 
has a job here in the building <his 
position is what is known as a pa­
tronage position—each member of 
the majority party having the 
right to name ope employee around 
the Capitol). His hours are not 
long and he helps out in our of­
fice in his sp>are hours and hand­
les the dtftribution of almost all 
of the literature we mail out. Mrs. 
Poage is, herself, a stenographer, 
and she has a desk and typewriter 
(incidentally one which the Con­
gressman bought himself), and 
while she is not on the payroll, 
she puts in an average of ten 
hours each day handling much of 
the dictation and typing that has 
to be done. I also spend most of 
my time doing dictation and other 
letter writing. One great difficul­
ty in the office is that Mr. Poage 
must be out of the office so much 
that it is hard to find time to 
get the dictation done, and we 
cannot write the letters until Mr. 
Poage has a chance to dictate 
thorn. This he tries to do early in 
the morning before his committees 
begin to meet, but he is often in- 
terupted by visitors. Later in the 
mon'.ing he has to attend com­
mittee meetings, then the sessions 
of the House, and often he has to 
go to town to .see some depart­
ment. However, Mr. Upshaw does 
some of this work, and gets lots 
of the information required to 
answer various letters. We get re­
quests for all kinds of information. 
We are always glad to try to fur­
nish it, but very few- people real­
ize that we can only phone and 
write to various agencies trying 
to find the answers just as any 
other individual. There is no one 
to whom we can refer these re­
quests for answers. So it is with 
publications. We are furnished on­
ly a very limited number of most 
publications, and in many cases, 
none at all. We cannot get nearly 
all cf the documents that some 
people write for, but we are glad 
to try, and only hope that you will 
understand if we don’t get what 
you ask for.

No doubt some of you have writ­
ten us for one reason or another 
and failed to receive an answer 
by return mail. This can be ac­
counted for usually because of the 
very very slow action and red- 
tape of the departments. For in­
stances, two weeks ago yesterday 
Mr. Poage wrote to a department 
asking for certain information and 
so far we have received no reply. 
Thus, you can see how hard It is 
for us to answer each and every 
letter the day we get them. At

any rate, it takes six days for reg­
ular mail to go to and from Texas.
I trust that you will, when you j 
write us, be patient and try to  ̂
realize how difficult it is for usi 
to get an answer back from the! 
departments and at the same timel 
give personal attention to each and 
every letter. Mr. Poage does, give 
each letter his personal attention, 
and tries to give you an answer 
the same day they come in if 
possible. Sometimes, we have more 
than we can physically answer, 
and then it means night sessions 
over the typewriter and short­
hand book. In spite of all that, 
your letters are solicited any time 
and as often as you feel that we 
can be of any possible service to 
you.

We have two organizations on 
Capitol Hill for employees of our 
Congressmen; one called The Sec­
retaries Club, and the other called 
Little Congress. The former is pri­
marily for training and exchang­
ing ideas. In these meetings, which 
are held each week, we share the 
experiences and knowledge gained 
by other members in contacting 
departments, bureaus, and agen­
cies, suggestions as to the best and 
most prompt manner in which to 
secure information to enable us 
to better serve our constituents. 
The Little Congress is an organi­
zation composed of tho.se employ­
ed in connection with the Con­
gress, in which, open discussions 
and debates are carried on at the 
weekly meetings. Subjects are the 
same bills as debated on the Floor 
of the House, using the .same rules 
as those used in the House. This 
enables us to improve our pres­
entation of cases we have to put 
before various governmental agen­
cies. We for a great many contacts 
that are valuable to us in our 
work here, and oftentimes we are 
privileged tohave guest speakers 
from the departments who instruct 
us and discuss the workings of the 
departments and their policy.

We are fortunate to have quite 
a number of visitors from Texas,

SATISFYING MEALS THAT . 
‘^STICK TO YOUR RIBS”

In planning family menus one 
of the important considerations 
is the satiety value. Will this meal

Any of the less tender cuts of 
beef may be used.

Cover pan and allow meat to 
simmer slowly about three and 
one-half hours. During the last 
hour of cooking, add the pre par­
ed vegetables and cook only until 
they are done. If meat is nut dune 
by that time, remove the vege­
tables so they will not over-cook. 
Thicken the liquid in the kettle of 
gravy. Arrange the meat in the 
center of a large platter and tas­
tily arrange the vegetables around , 
the meat. Serve hot. Pass the ' 
gravy separately. A variety o f ' 
vegetables—string beans, peas, li-1 
ma beans, trunips, parsnips, cab­
bage, etc—may be used.
