A MESSAGE FOR ALL 
In the proclamation fixing the 

registration day for conscripted 
men, President Roosevelt declared: 

“ America stands at the cross­
roads of its destiny.

“ Time and distance have been 
shortened. A few weeks have seen 
great nations fall. We cannot re­
main indifferent to the philosophy 
of forces now rampant in the 
world. The terrible fate of nations

whose weakness invited attack is 
too well known to us all.

“ We must and will marshall our 
great potential strength to fend 
off war from our shores. We must 
and will prevent our land from be­
coming a victim of aggresion.”

The thought and substance of 
these words are particularly impel­
ling and apropos at this critical 
hour in the history of the world. 
They are words over which every

American should ponder. We need 
more of them, for the dangers con­
fronting this great republic can­
not be over emphasized.

The profoundity of the events 
now transpiring not only in Eu­
rope but in Asia, Africa and in our 
own hemisphere as related to the 
life of every American citizen is 
almost incomprehensible to per­
ceive.

Repercusión of the European 
struggle upon the daily lives of 
Americans will be more apparent 
in the future when our men and 
boys are drawn into the armed ser­
vices for compulsory training. The 
tendency of the last seven years 
for citizens and communities to 
the citizen and his property are 
subjected to government control in 
the interest of national defense, 
ject to governmental control in the 
interest of national defense.

This marks a fundamental and 
historical departure from the tra­
ditional American way of life. 
But those fully cognizant of the 
changes that have taken place in 
the last 12 months of century-old 
institutions that have been either 
destrbyed or abandoned in the 
mad rush of events in Europe, rec­
ognize the need for this country to 
be alert and to meet change with 
change wherever necessary.

Lamentations over the passing 
of an era in 1929 were loud and 
long among the American people. 
But the face of America will be 
more irretrievably changed and 
altered by the events now sweep­
ing the world like some consuming 
tempest than it was by the tem­
porary collaspe of the American 
economic system at the beginning 
of the last decade.

This war represents a gigantic 
test of strength between the ideals 
in which we believe and the prin­
cipals to which we adhere, on the 
one hand, and the opposing ideals 
and principles of government by 
dictatorship on the other hand. 
The winning philosophy of gov­
ernment will dominate the so­
cial, political, religious and eco­
nomic life of the world for an 
indeterminate future time.

These words represent no war­
mongering, no hysteria-inciting 
propaganda. They represent the 
cumulative opinions of every real­
istic person in this country.

The world has stumbled into an 
awful plight. We in America are 
an integral part of this world and 
w'e shall not be able to isolate nor 
to insulate ourselves from the re- 
percusions of the conflict in Euro­
pe by any conceivable measui'es, 
including the erection of a 20th 
century Chinese wall.

Only a mental wall created by 
the attitude and will of a brave 
and united people, determined, as 
are the gallant Briton, to sacra- 
fice all in defense of cherished in­
stitutions, can keep from our doors 
the charging steed of Mars, ridden 
by a kleptomaniac ex-corporal.

That is the wall that the Ameri­
can people must erect if they are 
to survive. This column whole­
heartedly approves of all of the 
defense measures now underway 
in this country.

But the fallacy of mechanical 
walls unsupported by the will of a 
people was proved in France. We 
in America are charged with the 
inescapable duty of maintaining 
the wall which this country is 
erecting for its defense.

ATTIC TO CELLER HAWKEYE 
TRIP WELL WORTH MAKING

A little attention now may mean 
the difference between comfort 
and discomfort when cold weath­
er sets in.
