Action being taken now by the!

United States Government in the
enforcement of the Federal Food,
Drug and Cosmetic Act is far rea-
ching in effect. The activity will
be keenly felt by Texas farmers,
dairymen and manufacturers of
dairy products who have not tak-
en steps to correct sanitary con-
ditions which might bring their
products under the ban of the law.

The act is intended a safe-
guard against adulterated foopd
products. Under its provisions un-
fit milk and cream going into the
manufacture of dairy products
falls under the class of adultera-
tion. Enforcement activities at
this time, insofar as the dairy in-
dustry is concerned, are centered
on butter made from old, mouldy,
rancid or unclean cream. Under
the law, butter made from such
cream is subject to seizure and
the manufacturer liable to a thou-
sand dollar fine or one year in jail
with stiffer penalties for those con-
victed after a prior offense. Fed-
eral inspectors have the right to
enter and inspect any place where
milk or cream is produced, receiv-
ed, held for shipment or manufac-
tured.

Among remedial measures sug-
gested are:

1. Get cream delivered from
farm to plant at least twice a week
or before it is four days old.

2. Cool cream to at least seventy
degrees or lower.

3. Insist upon sanitation on the
farm, in the plant and at the cream
station.

Germany, Ital yand Japan have
entered into a formal tripartite
agreement, the ultimate objective
of which is to divide the world
among the three. For the United
States, the Soviet Union, and the
British Empire, the new pact is
of the utmost consequence.

The three bandit nations have
assumed the obligation of destroy-
ing the status quo in all parts of
the world. First, of course, they
propose to dislodge the British
from their spheres of influence in
Africa, the near East and Asia, and
to subjugate the 400,000,000 of
Chinese to the will of Japan.
These are their announced inten-
tions.

Later, if they were able to ful-
fill these objectives, they undoubt-
edly would seek to “liberate” the
peoples of the Western Hemis-
phere from the domination of
American “imperialism”,

There is no reason for the United
States to become alarmed over
the agreement. We simply should
realize the full significance of this
alignment of brigands upon our
present and future policies.

Our government in Washington
—and I refer specifically to the
splendid officials of our State De-
partment, Mr. Hull and Mrs. Wel-
les—has assumed the sane tact in
refusing to sell scrap iron to Japan

and in preparing to increase aid to|

the British. These two actions
should and undoubtedly will meet
with the full approval of all who
realize the extreme gravitay of the
present world situation in its re-
lation to American security.

Wily Joe Stalin probably will be
invited to join the dictator com-
bination—but would he be per-
mitted to partake of the spoils
which Berlin, Rome and Tokio
would divide?

Stalin certainly shares a natur-
al affinity with the moronic cli-
ques which control Germany, Italy
and Japan. That is, the Russian
form of government, though theo-
retically Communist, corresponds
more closely with Fascist setups
which dominate the other three
states than with the governments
of Great Britain and the United
States.

But while Stalin personally may
harbor comradeship with the Fas-
cist leaders and totalitarian con-
cepts of government and of eco-
nomics, the natural interests of
the Soviet Union lie with the de-
mocracies, with Britain and the
United States.

As the malignant hand of Nazism
creeps across the hunger-stricken
continent of Europe, encompassing

within its grasp millions of people|

who perhaps would embrace Com-
munism if Hitler were destroyed,
Stalin inevitably must turn to an
alliance with nations whose every
concept of life
the Soviet concept but whose stra-
tegical interests correspond with
his own.

Japan and Russia are historic
enemies in the Far East. They
fought one war at the beginning
of this century and have been
clashing on the Siberian frontier
since the Japanese conquered Man-
churia in 1931. If Russia consented
to join hands with the new alli-
ance, would Japan concede Soviet
supremacy in the disputed areas?

The ethnic, georaphical, strate-
gic and economic interests of the
Soviet Union on the one hand and
Italy and Germany on the other
hand clash in the Balkans and in
the Near East. Does the astute
Stalin believe that Russia would
be granted control of the Darda-

pire are further endangered by
the new combination of totalitar-
ian power. While Germany occu-
pies the British in Europe, Italy
can continue to pinch in Africa and
in the Near East, perhaps with
large-scale Nazi help that would
permit a formidable attack upon
the Suez Canal.
