Bill was born near McGregor, 
April 27th, 1893, and was princi­
pally reared within a radius of fif­
ty miles of that city.

For more than twenty years 
Bill was a resident of Oglesby and 
here his exemplary character, won 
for him, the love and friendship, 
and respect, of all who knew him. 
In 1929 he married Hazel Howlin, 
of Pauls Valley, Oklahoma, who 
survives.

About one year ago Bills health 
failed, and three months ago he 
entered the Veteran’s Hqspital, 
where he passed away as indicated 
above.

Flashing a brilliant aerial at­
tack that netted two touchdowns, 
plus the accurate kicking of a 
guard named, Townley, gav’e the 
Clifton Cubs a 14-0 victory over a 
hustling crew of Gatesville High 
School Hornets in the Butter Bowl 
Friday night.

TEMPO OF THE WAR

Although Uie Nazis probably will 
not attempt an invasion of the 
British Isles until spring, if then, 
we must deduce Iroin this a.ssump- 
tion that active fighting in the sea, 
on the sea and on the land will 
cease for the duration of the win­
ter.

The totalitarian political and in­
dustrial machines are not geared 
for a prolonged war, and the fail­
ure of the Germans to follow their 
successes on the Continent with a 
knockout blow against the British 
likely is a subject of much con­
cern both in Berlin and in Rome.

The fact that the Nazis have, to 
all appearances, turned their faces 
eastward and away from England 
does not mean that there will be 
months of inactivity even in the 
war zone surrounding the United 
Kingdom. Shifting of the critical 
scene of the battle to the East will 
no relive congested English areas 
of continued bombardment. No lull 
in the meciless bombling which 
London and other industrial cen­
ters have experienced is in store 
for the British in the immediate fu­
ture.

Preliminary movements are now 
in progress which portend of sig­
nificant developments in South­
eastern Europe and the Near East. 
No one outside of the German and 
Italian high commands knows pre- 
ci.sely what the axis plans to do 
during the ensuing winter period 
to cripple or destroy the British.

The best guess is that a double 
purpose campaign was mapped  ̂
out in the Hitler-Mussolini conver-1 
sations designed to procure needed | 
oil supplies for the axis and to 
destroy Briti.sh power in the East­
ern Mediterranean.

If reports from the Channel 
fighting zone are correct, the Ger­
mans already are using inferior 
grade oil in their fighting planes 
This would indicate that by next 
spring Goering’s mighty air legion

. m ay be w oefully cripp led  by lack 
J of fuel oil if new  supplies a re  not 

m ade availab le  w ith in  a re la tive ly  
short period.

Rumania, now under axis domi­
nation, is incapable of providing 
even half of the annual German 
and Italian consumption. But in | 
Iraq and in Iran 'Persia*, where] 
large British-owned wells produce 
tremendous quantities ot petro­
leum each year, the axis partners 
could secure ample supplies for 
all their needs.

Furthermore, now that the Bri­
tish have demonstrated the diffi­
culty of a Channel crossing and 
invasion, the axis undoubtedly 
feels the need for new’ adventures 

f to stimulate their peoples to fresh 
I enthusiasm—a perpetual need of 
dictator states.

The British would be hard-pres­
sed to maintain their hold in Egypt 
and in the Near Eastern oil re- 

I gions alone, but with the aid of 
j Turkey, Egypt and Russia could 
I withstand any attacks which the 
; German Italian combination might 
launch. Developments which may 
align Turkey and Russia with ei­
ther side thus are of the utmost 
significance to the future course 
of this conflict, as the loss of the 
Suez Canal, the foothold in Egypt, 
and control of the oil wells well 
might prove a fatal blow to Bri 
tain and her Empire.
