NEW MEANING THIS YEAR
The horrors of conflict abroad serve to 
heighten the splendor of America’s 
Armistice Day. It is really “America’s 
Thanks for Peace Day’’, a thought which 
must make every American happy and 
grateful.

Thrust Detluction: Due to the 
influence of the propellers, there 
is a reduction of pressure under 
the stern of the vessel which ap­
preciably reduces the total pro­
pulsion effect of the propeller. 
This reduction is termed “Thrust 
deduction.”

Tractor: A type of airplane with 
the propeller or propellers in 
front of the wings.

Triplane: An airplane composed 
of three superimposed main sus­
taining surfaces.

Truss: TTie framing by which i 
the wing load.s are transm itted! 
to the body; comprises struts, stays! 
and spars. j

Veering: The win “veers” when i 
it shifts in a clockwise direction, 
that is, W-N-E-S.

Velometer: See “Air-speedmet- 
er .

Vet: To test the alignment of a 
machine by sight.

Vol-Pique: “Nose-Dive”.
Vol-Plane: See “Glide”.
Wake Gain: Due to the skin fric­

tion, eddying, etc., vessel in mov­
ing forward prixluces a certain 
forward movement of the fluid ; 
surrounding it. The effect of this 
is to reduce the effective resistance 
of the hull, and this effect, due to 
the forward motion of the wake, 
is termed the “wake gain”. In ad­
dition to this effect, the forward 
movement of this body of fluid re ­
duces the actual advance of the 
propeller through the surrounding 
medium, thereby reducing the pro­
peller horsepower.

Warp: To change tlie form of 
the wing by twisting it, usually 
by changing the inclination of the 
rear spar relative to the front spar.

Warp: The threads running 
lengthwise in a piece of fabric.

Wash-in: Increase in the angle 
of incidence of an aerofoil toward 
the tip.

Wash-out: Decrease in the angle 
of incidence of an aerofoil toward

the tip.
VV'eb, Rib: That part of a rib 

which prevents it from bendiitg 
vertically.

Wings: The main supporting 
surfaces of an airplane.

Panel: Any wing, or portion 
thereof, which is constructed as a 
unit.

Wing Loading: The weight ca r­
ried per unit area of supporting 
surface.

Wing Rib: A fore-and-aft m em ­
ber of the wing structu re used 
to support the covering and to 
give the wing section its form.

Wing Spar; An athw artship  
m ember of the wing s tructu re  re ­
sisting tension and compression.

VV’ires, A nti-drift: Wires which 
neutralize the tension of d rift 
wires.

Balance: Wires passing between 
ailerons of opposite wings but not 
to the pilot’s control mechanism: 
used for transm itting the motion 
given to the ailerons on one side 
to those on thhe other, in a reverse 
direction.

Cross-bracing: Wires connecting 
diagonally, counteract the effect 
of air resistance.

Flying or Lift; Interplane, wires 
extending upward and outward 
from the body, which carry  the 
weight of the machine in flight.

Interior Drift and Anti-drift: 
Wires running diagonally between 
the spars within the wing surfaces.

I.,anding: Interplane wires ru n ­
ning diagonally dow nw ard and 
outward, which transm it the 
weight of the wings to the body 
when the machine is on the 
ground.

Safety (or locking): Wires passed 
around both the fittings of a turn- 
buckle and through the turnbuck- 
le barrel, to prevent its unscrew ­
ing during flight.

Snake: Light wires wound round 
other wires to prevent them from 
flying out and becoming entangled 
with other parts of the plane in 
case of breakage.

Stagger: Interplane wires, run­
ning in a fore and aft direction 
and used to adjust stagger.

Woof or Weft: The threads ru n ­
ning crosswise in a piece of woven 
fabric: also called “ filler.”

Yaw: To swing off th& course 
about the verticle axis, owing to 
gusts or lack of directional s tab il­
ity. Angle of, the tem porary an­
gular devation of the fore-and- 
aft axis from the course.

Zoom: To climb at an extrem e 
angle of attack for a short dis­
tance and resume a level course 
before the machine stalls.
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GERMAN MOR.ALE S U F FE R IN G
U. S. observers acquainted with 

the morale of the German p/ople 
are getting bullish about Britain, in 
view of the heavy R.A.F. bombings 
of Germany.

These officials point out that Ger­
man conquests on land, even If they 
should be extended beyond the Bal­
kans into Egypt or even to India, 
do not relieve the problem of the 
8J,(M)0.(K)0 Germans who must con- 
t.ou“ to take punishment from Brit­
ish bombing.

It has been proved already that 
the m ’htary genius of the Germans 
is in land movements. They have 
no strength at sea, and they have 
failed to gain complete mastery In 
the air, though at times they have 
come close to it. This leaves the 
British with an air force growing 
daily stronger by arrival of Cana­
dian and American planes, to bomb 
the great German cities in an at­
tempt to break civilian morale.

German conquests abroad do not 
relieve the distress of people in such 
heavily populated centers as Berlin, 
Dresden, Leipzig, Hamburg, and 
Munich. So long as these people 
must spend cold winter nights in 
the cellars, with no rest, there can 
be no real victory for Germany.

ROOSEVELT BORROWS

The other day Postmaster General 
Frank Walker called at the White 
House with William Knudsen and 
other defense commissioners to sell 
the President the first 100 new "Na­
tional Defense” stamps, which come 
in one, two and three-cent denomi­
nations.

“This is a strictly rash on the 
line proposition. Mr. President." 
said Walker. “Have you got six 
dollars?”

Roosevelt reached for his billfold. 
It contained one five-dollar bill, no 
more. “Hmmm—short a dollar," 
he mused. ,

Borrowing, as Shakespeare said, 
may "dull the edge of husbandry," 
but on the other hand not everyone 
gets the chance to lend the Presi­
dent of the United States a buck. 
Everyone in the room grabbed for 
his wallet simultaneously. But 
Walker was the first to produce the 
dollar.

day.”

NEW ARMY TANKS

The United States arm y is new 
building a tank which will bo the 
equal of any which the Nazis sent 
against Frsneo with their famous 
panzer divisions.

These new war monsters each wlU 
eariy  one 7S-mm. gun. This is the 
remous field artillery piece which 
iha French army used during the 
World war, and which the Amerl- 
ran Expeditionary force later adopt­
ed. It has now become the standard 
8eld artillery for more than half the 
armies of the world.

However, not until the Oermae 
divisions rolled into Flanders, did 
modern armies conceive of mount­
ing guns as heavy as this in tanks. 
But from now on, even the medium 
unks built for the U. S. army will 
carry one French 75, plus a 37-mm. 
gun. plus four machine guns. This 
tank will weigh between 25 and 30 
Ions.

Note—It is impossible to estimate 
the cost of the mobile fortress carry­
ing a 75-mm. gun, and the war de­
partment is not even troubling to 
ask for estimates. At least three of 
the companies will proceed with pro­
duction on a "cost plus fixed fee"
