A SUMMARY OF WORLD, NATIONAL AND STATE NEWS

ITALY DROPS SHIPS

London, Nov. 13—(AP) The Bri-
tish announced today that their
bombers had left half of Italy’s
elusive battleships crippled and
reeling in Mussolini’s main naval
base of Taranta. “This glorious
episode,” Prime Minister Church-
hill said, *“‘will leave its impres-
sion on the naval situation in eve-
ry quarter of the globe”.

Planes swooped close to the
water and dropped torbedoes. Two
Italian destroyers were destroyed,
and other vessels were damaged.

GREEKS SIEZE WOPS

Athens, Greece, Nov. 13 (AP)—
The Greek high command declared
that in successful attacks in the
Pindus mountains its troops had
occupied a new series of hilltops on
Albanian territory.

Greeks were reported holding
fast in the Macedonian sector to
positions they occupied some days
ago.

ENGLISH GET SIGHT
Washington, Nov. 13 (UP)—An
outmoded but highly effective type
of American airplane bombsight
has been delivered to Great Bri-
tain, it was disclosed today.
The bombsight is not the highly

publicized and zealously guarded
secrete device now used by U. S.
army and navy planes.

R.A.F. PILOTS TRAIN HERE

Dallas, Nov. 13, (INS)-—The pos-
sibility that pilots for the Royal
Air Force (English) will be train-
ed in Texas became apparent to-
day as reports persisted the pro-
gram will start in the next 10 days
or two weeks.

Training of military pilots in
Canada, seriously impeded- by the
rigors of the severe winters in that
country, wil lbe done on a strictly
civilian basis, according to word
received in Dallas.

London, Nov 14. (UP)—The Bri-

erage around $6 apiece in mass
wholesale lots, but immediately ran
into serious tangles.

One was the fact that the govern-
ment was heavily in the market for
blankets for the army and navy,
and if the Red Cross also entered
the market, prices would certainly
skyrocket. So the Red Cross turned
to the defense commission’s busi-
ness aces, who immediately called
a conference of leading merchandis-
ers from Macy's, Sears Roebuck,
Filene's, Montgomery Ward and
others.

By long distance telephone these
‘ experts immediately made a flash

survey of U. S. mills, which nre-
veuled the discouraging fact that the
mills didn't have 200,000 army-spec-
ification blankets on hand, even at
$6 per blanket. But there were am-
ple ‘‘seconds’ available, blankets
rejected by government inspectors.
These could be bought at around $2
each,

And that was done. The British
got blankets without delay and at
a saving of $800,000. Simultaneous-
ly American mills cleared their
shelves and the domestic market
was undisturbed, !
