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The House has been enjoying 
what might be called the quiet be­
tween the storms. A fter passing 
the “ Aid to the Democracies” bill 
last Saturday night the members 
all seemed completely worn out. 
There has been some very im­
portant legislation before the 
House this past week, but it has 
failed to arouse the bitter debate 
that characterized the considera­
tion of the bill last week.

On Monday the House passed 
the bill to raise the debt limit to 
$65,000,000,000. This is such a 
tremendous sum that none of us 
can fully comprehend it. No one 
wanted to increase this debt to 
such figures, but it must be re­
membered that we in the United 
States are trying to do in a year 
or eighteen months what it took 
Hitler more than six years to do 
in the way of equiping our army, 
navy and air force. In fact, we are 
attempting to build a greater for­
ce for ourselves and at the same 
time to provide a larger part of the 
arms for Great Britain. In addition 
we are doing this great job on an 
American wage scale. Where Ger­
many paid 80c per day, and Ja­
pan paid half that, to the men who 
built their guns and tanka, we are 
paying $8.00 per day and often 
more. Little wonder then that our 
costs are so great— and we must 
all recognize that the further we 
go the greater the unit cost as well 
as the total cost w ill be . We are 
faced with a serious danger of in­
flation. The government recog­
nizes the danger and is taking eve­
ry possible step to prevent rising 
living costs and uncontrolled in­
flation. It hopes to check the in­
flationary tendency by increased 
taxes— not reductions in wages. 
Most of our people recognize that 
a much larger proportion of the 
cost of defense must be born by 
this generation in the form of tax­
es and a lesser share of the cost 
passed on to future generations in 
the form of government bonds. It 
w ill be hard to pay the new tax­
es, but our taxes are as yet little 
more than one-third as high as 
taxes in Great Britain, and we 
must remember that a larger part 
of the cost of defense must come 
from taxes, not only as a matter 
of abstract justice to the future, 
but as the only means of protect­
ing our own generation from the 
dangers of governmental insolven­
cy and unchecked inflation which 
would wipe out all private savings.

We must also plan with the 
thought in mind that sooner or la­
ter the European war w ill come to 
an end. I f  we can by the expendi­
tures of any amount of money 
manage to avoid the involvement 
o f American troops, we w ill have 
justified the expenditures. We are 
trying to confine our losses to 
money, but no matter how the war 
ends— and it w ill end— this coun­

try is going to be faced with the 
most trying economic problems. If 
our government is to be able to 
cope with them we must hold our 
present borrowing in check. I, 
therefore, think that it is a safe 
guess that before the debt limit is 
again raised that there w ill be 
very substantial increases in fed­
eral taxes.

The regular annual appropria­
tion bills for the operation of the 
Treasury Department and the Post 
Office Department were passed 
with very little debate. While such 
items as funds for new post office 
buildings and improvements there­
to were eliminated entirely, there 
was a greatly increased appropria­
tion for the Coast Guard, a defense 
agency under the control of the 
Treasury Department so that there 
was no net saving. The most con­
troversial matter to be considered 
this week was the resolution to 
continue the committee to Investi­
gate Un-American Activities (The 
Dies Committee) and the accom­
panying appropriation of $150,00 
While there are not very many 
members who fight the Dies Com­
mittee, those who do oppose it 
are very bitter, and the debate 
was quite heated. Mr. Dies is a 
splendid speaker and made a 
wonderful appeal for the continu­
ation of his committee. I have al­
ways supported the work of this 
committee and have voted for all 
appropriations for it. Of course, 
I voted to continue the work and 
to provide the needed money as 
did an overwhelming majority of 
the House. Since this committee 
is created by the House alone, and 
is paid from the contingent fund 
of the House, it is not necessary 
for this resolution to go to the 
Senate or to the President, but the 
committee now has the authority 
to proceed.

This is, of course, not true of 
the “ Aid to the Democracies” bill. 
This is a “bill” not simply a “ reso­
lution.”  It must be passed by each 
house separately and then they 
must agree on all differences be­
tween the houses. I believe that the 
Senate w ill pass the bill, but it 
does not begin consideration of it| 
until next week, and it w ill doubt­
less take two or three weeks for 
the Senators to get through de­
bating the measure. As long as the 
Senate has the bill under consid­
eration the spotlight of public at­
tention is going to be on that end 
of the Capitol building.

Mrs. Roosevelt's recent statement 

in a pension magazine, favoring a 
$.30-a-monlh federal pension, tips oil 
what the President has up liis sleeve 
on broadening the Social Security 
act.

During the' 1940 campaign and in 
his annual message to congress, he 
advocated a revision of the law by 
which a Hat federal pension would 
be substituted for the existing stale- 
contributory system.

t l) A federal annuity for all 
"senior citizens’ ’ over 65. without a

government), the difference be­
tween $30 and the larger sum would 
be made up by the state.

The next closest is Colorado with 
$29.68. Twenty-one others pay $20 
jr slightly more.

(3) Extend unemployment insur­
ance to groups not now covered, 
such as seamen and farm workers.

(4) A nation-wide program of 
medical and hospital service for 
low-income groups.

The booklet, entitled “ Important 
Facts About Texas Oil,’ ’ is now 
being distributed by the associa­
tion from its headquarters in the 
Continental Building in Dallas.

Wages and salaries to Texas oil 
production workers about to 49 1-2 
per cent of the net cost of produc­
ing the average barrel of oil in 
Texas, the booklet shows. One- 
eighth of the net cost dollar goes 
to Texas tax-collectors for State 
and local taxes. Supplies cost about 
26 1-2 per cent’ while deprecia­
tion, depletion, overhead and Fed­
eral taxes make up the remaining 
11 per cent.

To this net cost must be added 
an extra one eighth of the price 
of the oil which is paid as royalty 
to the Texas farmer or rancher 
who owns the land on which the 
oil is produced.

Texas petroleum workers and 
Texas farmers together receive 
$400,000,000 a year in wages and 
salaries and lease and royalty
payments from the Texas petrol­
eum industry, the book shows. Of 
this huge sum, the workers get 
$272,000,000 annually and the 
farmers and other land owners
$128,000,000. The $400,000,000 paid 
these two groups of Texans is 
four-fifths of the total value of all 
crude oil produced in Texas. Tex­
as tax-collectors get from the pe­
troleum industry an additional 
$75,000,000 a year.
