Reindeer Herds Are Growing in Alaska;
More 1 han 600,000 Animals Receiving Care

The reindeer herds of Alaska now 
contain more than flhff.OOO animals, 
owned by about 3.500 persons, ac­
cording U> a recent estimate of the 
Department of the Interior The 
federal government, through it* 
reindeer service staffed by seven 
employees, supervises these, herds 
over a vast are*, from Bristol bay 
to Point Barrow, on the mainland, 
and also on several islands.

In addition to exercising general 
supervision over the reindeer herds, 
the Interior department service as­
sists in keeping ownership records, 
•caches care and management, and

TTiere 
must be land, already available or 
obtainable, of sufficient fertility to 
promise a satisfactory return on hu 
man labor intelligently applied, and 
there must be a reasonable probabi­
lity that a successful farm and home 
management plan can be worked 
out for the farm In working out 
the.se plans special emphasis Is placed 
on the production of sufficient food 
and feed crops for all the people and 
livestock located on the farm, there­
by eliminating the necessity of pro­
ducing larger amount, of cash crops, 
the returns from which would have 
to be used for the purchase of 
and foodstuffs that should be pro 
duced on the farm Thus cash cr 
are limited to an amount nece 
to pay o ff the loan and meet oth 
cash needs of the family.

Remembering him thus in 
the role of peacemaker, it 
may be difficult for you to 
think of him as an ardent ad­
vocate of war, even a "jin­
go.”  and as the “ man whose 
influence and power more 
than any other produced the 
aecond war with England.”  
lYet that was the verdict of 
Josi h Quincy, one of his con­
tent >raries, and it is con­
firm d by Bernard Mayo, 
author o f “ Henry C lay, 
Spokesman of the New West,”  
published recently by the 
Houghton Mifflin company.

This book, the first of three 
projected volumes, deals only 
with the first phase of Clay's ca­
reer, that period when he was 
the "Cock of Kentucky "  It was 
the vitriolic tongue of John Ran­
dolph of Roanoke who called him 
that, and it was an apt nick­
name. For if ever a young Amer­
ican had reason to be "cocky" 
in those days, Henry Clay was 
that young man.

His career up to the outbreak 
o f the War of 1812 had been truly 
remarkable. He had left his na­
tive state of Virginia when he 
was barely twenty and had gone 
to the new state of Kentucky. At 
twenty-nine he was a member of 
the state senate He had proved 
himself the most successful law­
yer and the most popular poli­
tician in the new commonwealth. 
Me had made a fortune, built a 
tine house, married into the Ken­
tucky aristocracy, gained the 
friendship of all the best people 
and won the confidence of all 
others

By the time he was thirty he 
was already thinking of the Prest- 
idency. (That was to be his con­
suming ambition but one he was 
never to realize). Before he was 
thirty five b* was tn the United 
States senate but gave up his 
place in that dignified assem­
blage to become a member of 
the lower house where the oppor­
tunities for action—and personal 
power — were greater Chosen 
speaker of the house, he made 
that office for the first time m its 
history second in influence only to 
the Influence and power of the 
President and he proved it by 
making a war which everyone 
recognized as "M r. Clay's war ”

Examine Henry Clay's back­
grounds. as Mr Mayo d<w*s, and 
this meteoric rise is easily un­
derstood. He was born un April

It was only 
then that the appeals of the wid­
ow caused Tarleton to order off 
his British marauders. Clinging 
to his mother, Henry Clay, a boy 
of four, witnessed these scenes 
with eyes that never forgot.”  
(Who knows but that may have 
been one reason for his eager­
ness to fight Old England 30 
years la ter ')

Mrs. John Clay did not remain 
a widow for long. Within a year 
after Tarleton's raid she married 
Henry Watkins, a planter and mi­
litia captain. Ten years after the 
close of the Revolution she and 
her new husband decided to seek 
their fortunes in the new country 
beyond the Alleghenies. Four­
teen-year-old Henry Clay was left 
behind m Richmond to become a 
clerk in a mercantile establish­
ment and a little later in the 
office of the clerk of the high 
court of chancery.

There the tall raw-boned lad 
attracted the attention of Chan­
cellor George Wythe, who em-

His first impressionable years 
were filled with memories of stir­
ring events. Late in the Revolu­
tion Virginia bee a m e a battle­
ground and the British leader, 
Tarleton, led a raid on Hanover.
, Amid this martial hubbub and 
terror, st Clay's Spring three 
m iles away, a great personal sor­
row had settled—John Clay, man 
nf God and defiant crusader for 
freedom, had died But even 
here Tarleton's cavalrymen 
wantonly ransacked the kitchen, 
broke open chests, and Ailed the 
air with the feathers of fat bed- 
licks . . . Roistering dragoons

ployed him as secretary, and in 
1701 he began to study law with 
Robert Brooke, attorney general. 
A year later he obtained a license 
to practice and decided to follow 
his parents to Kentucky He ar­
rived in Lexington at a time 
when It was rapidly emerging 
from the rough pioneer stage 
that had made Kentucky known 
as the "dark and bloody ground."

First Political Success.
Clay's captivating manners 

and striking eloquence soon won 
for him the high regard of the 
other lawyers and also made him 
a social favorite Almost imme­
diately he plunged into politics 
and when a convention was 
planned to revise the Kentucky 
constitution. Clay was made a 
member of it although he was 
then only twenty-two years old. 
In the same year he also ad­

vanced his social standing by 
marrying Lucretia Hart, the 
daughter of a prominent citizen.

Four years later he was elected 
to the Kentucky legislature and 
this proved to be only the first 
step in his swift ascent which 
came to a triumphant climax 
on November 4. 1811, when he was 
chosen speaker of the house.

At that time the United States 
was on the verge of war with 
Great Britain. England's im­
pressment of our seamen, the in­
fluence of her traders and some 
of her officers in stirring up the 
Indians in the West and her Or­
ders in Council, declaring a 
blockade of nearly the whole 
coast of Europe, thus was ruin­
ing our trade—all these were 
factors in the complex situation 
which was leading inevitably to 
war. President James Madison 
vacillated between strength and 
weakness in dealing with the sit­
uation.

The "W ar Hawks."

But there was no vacillation in 
the policy of the speaker of the 
house. He was the leader of the 
"war hawks"—John C. Calhoun 
of South Carolina, Felix Grundy 
of Tennessee. Richard M. John­
son of Kentucky, William 
Lowndes and Langdon Cheves of 
South Carolina and others front | 
the South and West.

Through his position as speak­
er Clay arranged the Import., 
committees in the house so us 
keep them under control of t 
war party. He himself ma 
more than one stirring speech 
favor of preparedness for the w 
which he foresaw so clearly, 
favor of placing a large army 
the disposal of the President i 
finally in favor of declaring \ 
against Great Britain unless

On June 1, 1812, he 
sent a message to congress re­
counting the many causes which 
would justify hostilities with Eng­
land On June 4 a war bill was j 
passed by the lower house and 
sent to the senate. There its pas­
sage was delayed for various 
reasons so it was not until June 
17—the anniversary of the Battle 
of Bunker Hill — that it was 
passed by a vote of 19 to 13 Tire 
next day President Madison 
signed the act declaring that be­
tween the United States and 
Great Britain there existed a 
stags of war. Thus Mr. Clay's 
war" began.

Pasture Furrows Aid 
Growth of Range Grass

Failure* Tallin*
DENTON. November 24— Back in 

•Jl ana 32 hopes fell as Texas bu 
•mess failures mounted to almost a 
thousand each year Still farther 
back in 1931. the disheartening ta­
bulation had reached between 100 to 
too a month But in 1936. dcsoite 
pessimistic predictions and morose 
calculations, the figures show ihat 
(here was the lowest average of fail 
ures on record in this state. With a 
total of 17# for the year the monthly 
average was less than fifteen.

History Through Titles
Among the titles of early newspa­

pers can be found an indirect history 
o f Texas First comes "El Meccano" 
In 1113 at Nacogdoches, and after 
several other papers with a Mexican 
touch T h e  Constitutional Advocate 
and Publ.c Advertiser" was issued in 
Brazoria in 1933 Advocate of the 
People's Rights" was another step up 
and in 1934 the Texas Republican' 
appeared

Another Brazoria paper. "The Sin­
gle Star." reflects the period of state­
hood and in 1839 one finds Bhe an­
nexation problem mirrored in the title 
"National Intelligencer.' a Houston 
paper A still later publication begun 
tn Austin in 1936 looks to the future 
as the New Era.-

AMARILLO — Contour furrowing 
has increased grass growth approxi­
mately a ton to the acre on the C. K 
Weymouth ranch. 30 miles north of 
Amarillo tests made by H A Finch, 
superintendent of the Soil Conserva­
tion Service camp In this area, reveal

This section of the Weymouth 
ranch, whrv the soil Is a dark loam 
on a two per cent slope bordering 
rough broken land, was furrowed with 
a two-row lister in August 1936

The pasture received approximate­
ly 14 35 Inches of rainfall between 
May 1 and October I. 1937 or dur­
ing the growing season No grazing 
was allowed on an enclosed ares In 
which buffalo and blue trrama grass­
es predominate

After the growing season, five plots 
were laud out across the contour fur- 
raws. and five similar piota were se­
lected where the pasture had not been 
furrowed The sun-cured grass then 
was harvested from the ten plots, 
each being one rod square 

i A total of 94 pounds of grass was 
harvested from the contour furrowed 
piota. these ranging from 11 to 23 5 
pounds The unfurrowed plots yielded 
only 82 5 pounds, ranging from 5 to 
9 5 pounds to the plot

The yield from the contour fum w - 
ec test plots was 61 6 greater than 
that from the unfurrowed areas, or 
an increase in grass growth by 
weight of 189 2 per cent. Figured 
upon the basis of an acre, this was 
an Increase of 1 968 pounds or ap­
proximately a ton.

This increased grass yield was ob­
tained because the contour furrows 
held water on the land where It fell 
and allowed the moisture to seep into 
the soil where It was available for 
vegetative growth

Not only has the application of soil 
and moisture conservation practices 
established effective erosion control 
on this section of the Weymouth 
ranch, but a feed reserve had been 
obtained which will be a vallabl : tn 
case of drouth next year.

Increased gras* growth as a result 
of conservation practices and struc­
tures will pay direct (Jlvidenda to the 
rancher Grasses growing In and ad­
jacent to contour furrows will remain 
green and succulent for a longer ume 
than those grasses growing on un- , 
treated land where there is an exces­
sive runoff of rainfall Increasing the 
amount and pal stability of grasses 
produced tn a pasture will reault in J 
increased weight and subsequent 
higher prices for livestock marketed 
from the range land
