SAM M. BRASWELL IS 
MARRIED SATURDAY

In a ceremony featured by ex­
treme simplicity, Samuel McCoy 
Braswell and Eudora Spencer 
Blackburn were united in marri­
age l*at Saturday at high noon. 
The,Methodist church was the 
scerp of the ceremony performed 
by flevs. S. E. Allison, pastor of

Jim Clements, colored, for more 
than thirty years an employe of 
W. J. Coulson, was shot and in­
stantly killed while asleep this 
morning about 3 o'clock at his home 
in the negro section of the city. 
Ida Clements, his wife, who was 
sleeping with him, was arrested 
by Sheriff Frank Mills and Deputy 
R W. Somrall and is a prisoner 
in the city jail. The finger of sus­
picion points to her, officers said, 
hut no charges have been filed.

"I heard the shots," Ida told 
officers, "but they sounded long 
ways off. There must have been 
chloroform or something in that

fired
all entered Jim's head. Only two 
guns could be found on the premis­
es by officers and neither of thorn 
had been fired. One was the deceas­
ed man's pistol and the other a 
shot gun. The absence of a dis­
charged gun has given rise to thc 
theory that there might have been 
some third party involved.

"Ida Clements, wife of the de­
ceased, had a sleeve partly torn 
from the garment she had on and 
her arm was scratched, apparent­
ly with a pin," County Attorney 
Gilliland said, "and the window 
screen was, obviously, cut from the 
inside instead of the outside."

Mr. Coulson, for whom Jim 
worked so long and so faithfully, 
was a sad man this morning. ".Jim 
was a good servant," he said, "and 
was always dependable at the house 

t the store. If Mrs. Coulson need­
ed unything at the house, or if 
there was work to be done there, 
Jim vvas ready to perform the task 
cheerfully."

Jim Clements was well known 
to every man and woman in Cole­
man and many expressions o f re­
gret over his sudden demise were 
heard on the streets this morn­
ing. The consensus of opinion seems 
to be that a criterion for the co­
lored population of Coleman was 
removed when Jim Clements pass­
ed from life's stage.—Coleman 
Democrat-Voice.

Jim Clements was the youngest 
son of "Mammy" Caroline Cle­

ments. who lived with the late Dr. 
J. I). and Mrs. Windham at Tecum- 
seh for more than 30 years, com­
ing to them at close of the civil 
war at their home in Brown coun­
ty, Some thirty-five years ago 

they moved to Coleman, where 
Jim worked for a few years for 
Frank Anson, before he began 
work for Mr. Coulson, where he 
has been since. He is a brother 
to John Clements, who lives at 
Tecumseh. He is also survived 
by several sisters and his mother, 
who is near 90 years of age.
