I have been reading & whole lot 
of “hooey” during the peat few 
months about the prertdentfs ap­
pointment of Senator Black to a seat 
on the Supreme Court Bench, and 
have sometimes wondered Just what 
it Is all about, or what anyone hopes 
to gain by all this political uprcar 
about a matter, which, so far as I 
can see. can be of the least concern 
•o far as the average citizen Is con­
cerned.

A lot of the people are blaming 
the president for appointing Mr. 
Justice Black, because he is reported 
to have, at one time, belonged to 
the Ku-Klux Clan. Just what dif­
ference does It make to us ordinary 
mortals whether he has belonged to it 
or not; or whether he has ever be­

A serious incident, and that which 
came near being a tragedy, occurred 
here Friday night following the foot­
ball game between the Friona Chiefs 
and the Canyon high school team, 
when Dwayne York, son of Mr. and 
Mrs. Ed York, collided with the horse 
he was riding, with a truck on Eu­
clid Avenue near the Buck Chiles 
home.

According to reports of eye wit­
nesses. young York, who is fifteen 
years old. was riding rapidly down 
the street, either racing with or try­
ing to overtake a car In which, ac­
cording to repotrs. some of the spec­
tators from Canyon were riding, when 
for some unaccountable reason his 
horse collided head-on with a truck 
driven by two young men by the 
name of Williams.

The horse was killed immediately. 
Its breast being caved In by the con­
tact with the front of the truck and 
the rider was hurled entirely over 
the truck, alighting in the street lust 
in the rear of the right rear wheel. 
The boy was given medical attention 
at once and It was found that no 
bones were broken and no serious 
cut* sustained, suffering only a few 
bruises and a severe shaking up

Fearful, however, that he had sus­
tained internal injuries, his friends 
took him on to a hospital in Amaril­
lo. where an x-ray could be made.

Reports from Amarillo concerning 
him Saturday morning were to the 
effect that he had received no se­
rious Injury and would be returned 
that day to the home of his parents 
about four miles east of Friona.

The purpose of the conference wai. 
to make an effort to secure a more 

'equal treatment of the Panhandle 
cotton farmers In the matter of the 
government loan that is being made 
to all cotton growers who produce 
cotton of a certain grade

It appears that the government he > 
arranged for a loan of 9 cents a 
pound to all growers who produce a 
lint of not less than seven-eighths 
of an inch of fiber length, but no 
provision has been made for any 
loan on cotton that has a fiber 
less than that in length, and the 
plains cotton grower cannot produce 
a fiber of that length, and tills fact 
under the present plan, without the 
benefit of any government loan in 
assisting him in holding his cotton 
until a better price can be obtained

Such an arrangement is unjust to 
these plains cotton farmers, since It 
acts as a discrimination aganst them 

; in the matter of the government loan, 
and the purpose of the conference 
was to enlist the aid of Congressman 

; Jones in securing some kind of a loan 
that will benefit these cotton growers 
of the plains country in the matter 
of holding their crops for better pri­
ces.

The plains growers are not asking 
i that the government give them the 
same amount of loan on their short­
er fiber cotton that is being given for 
the longer staple, but they do ask 
that they may be given a loan in pro­
portion to the grade of cotton they 
produce, being somewhere from seven
to eight and a half cents per pound, 
thus giving them an equal advantage 
with the growers of the longer staple

WHOOPING COUGH

“To the very young there is no 
other disease as dangerous as whoop­
ing cough.” states Dr Qeo W Cox. 
State Health Officer

“In addition, there is no other di­
sease causing an equal amount of 
suffering of which parents show so 
much inexplalnable disregard, not 
only for the safety of their own child­
ren, but also for that of their neigh­
bor’s children.

“There does hot exist a natural 
immunity against whooping cough 
during the first six months of life as 
there does for measles. It is at this 
age that whooping cough strikes Its 
hardest blow, and over fifty percent 
of the deaths occur in children un­
der one year of age.

“Whooping cough Is usually trans­
mitted by direct contact with the se­
cretions of the mouth or nose, and 
only a very short exposure Is required 
to contract the Infection. Handker­
chiefs. drinking cups and toys may 
also transmit the infection.

“The Infection is communicable 
from the appearance of the first 
symptoms and Is most contagious at 
this early period when the nature of 
the affection can only be suspected. 
The incubation period Is commonly 
seven days. A slight fever, running 
of the nose, and cough make their 
appearance so gradually and insidi­
ously that a diagnosis is practically 
Impossible unless a history of expo­
sure Is obtained.

“When the whoop appears there Is 
no mistaking the disease If there is 
whooping cough in your community, 
keep other children away from your 
little children and keep your child­
ren at home. Call your family physi­
cian early. Isolation of all cases for 
at least two weeks from the develop­
ment of the characteristic whoop 
should be rigidly enforced ”

COUNTY AGENT-
1937 Cottea Adjustment Payment

With the time for marketing the 
1937 Parmer County Cotton Crop ra­
pidly drawing near it la important 
that those who are planning to par­
ticipate in the 1937 Cotton Adjust­
ment Payments be sure that they 
take care of the steps necessary for 
them to be in line for these pay­
ments. which will be made in the late 
part of the spring of 1939, at the 
time they can prove compliance with 
the 1938 Agricultural Conservation 
Program, which is necessary for them 
to be in line for payment. Producers 
selling cotton this fall should be sure 
to take the following steps:

l Have the purchaser of their cot­
ton give them a sales receipt show­
ing the amount of lint cotton bought 
by the buyer, the exact date on 
which the purchase was made, and 
this should be signed by the purchas­
er or his autliorised agent.

3. File the original of this receipt 
with the secretary of the County Ag­
ricultural Conservation Association 
who is the county Agent. This should 
be filed within fifteen days after date 
of sale These receipts may be mailed 
to the County Agent's office.

3. If the producer Is operating 
more than one farm in the county, 
he should be sure to designate which 
of the farms he is operating produced 
the cotton covered by the receipts If 
the producer has a worksheet under 
the 1937 A. C P filed on the land it 
is a good practice to indicate on the 
receipt the serial number of the 
worksheet covering the farm on which 
the cotton was produced

Forms will be made available to 
producers and cotton buyers at s 
very early date but a receipt contain­
ing the above mentioned Informa­
tion should be made on all cotton 
so ld  before forms are made available. 
The regular government forms will 
then be made out for these sales as 
soon as the forms are available 

Producers should be certsln that 
all cotton which they sell and wish 
to put In for payment must be evi­
denced by these sales certificates or 
receipts In order to be eligible for the 
payment

the exceptional conditions obtaining 
in the wind erosion area of the 
Southwest and the necessity for a 
lending arrangement which must be 
adapted to the needs of that situa­
tion. the Farm Security Adminlstra- 
ton. Region 12. with headquarters at 
Amarillo, Texas, has been authorized 
under special circumstances, to make 
loans to farmers with repayments 
extending over a period of 10 years.

This announcement was made this 
v f ek by Regional Director L. H 
Hauter. following receipt of a com­
munication from Secretary of Agri­
culture Henry A. Wallace who out­
lined the following reasons and ob­
jectives for this federal seency to 
make long-term loans

1. An economic unit sufficiently 
large to maintain a family on a sa­
tisfactory basis while following the 
type of agriculture most suitable to 
the land in th li 

2 Control by the 
lease or otherwise of an rcoiii—*iC 
unit for « -’fflycnt 1-tvrth ert time 
to jvstore the Dn . to suitable
use and to warrant the borrower In 
making improvements of the sod or 
equipment which are necessary for 
the effective opeatlon of the farm 
or ranch.

3. The provision of suitable foun­
dation herds which may be ugsd for 
the development of the family unit 
with principal emphasis on livestock.

4. The provision of credit for a suf­
ficient length of time in order to 
permit borrowers with small means 
to put Into effect the above men
ttoned practices.

8. A system of repayments which 
will recognize the variability of fsrm 
returns in the region

Mr Hauter said the new long-term 
policy will enable farmers to follow 
more closely those programs designed 
to salvage eroded ltnds and return 
them to their best economic use*. 
Under such a policy It will no long­
er be necessary for a borrower to 
gamble on large acreages of cash 
crops, such as wheat. It will also en­
able those farmers living on farms or 
ranches, which are too small for their 
operations, to lease adjacent land 
over a period of years with an op­
tion. where feasible, to purchase the 
land at the termination of the lease.

This long-term program. Mr Hau­
ter said, will be administered in very 
much the same manner as the short 
term loans It will be in charge erf 
the county supervisors of the farm 
Security Administration who have 
helped thousands of farm families re­
habilitate themselves since the rural 
rehabilitation program was Inaugu­
rated in 1935

'Ve have a good school system 
manned by u faculty of efficient and 
energetic teachers. and enough 
churches that It seems that anyone 
should be able, among them, to se­
lect a church home that would be 
congenial to his relgious faith, be he 
liberal or fundamental In his views

We have also all the necessary 
markets, repair and supply houses, 
and all the necessary public utilities, 
such as railroad bus lines, telegraph, 
telephone, electric light and power 
and natural gas for fuel; also a mu­
nicipal water system and most of 
the homes are equipped with modern 
plumbing

So far as culture and educational 
achievements are concerned, our peo- 

le will compare most favorably with 
those of any community, be It large 
or small, and this I hnve learned 
largely by communication* with them 
on the street corners

I meet many folk here, who a ca­
sual acquaintance with them leads 
me to the conclusion that they arc 
Just ordinary people with the ordina­
ry attainments or achievement*, but 
when, as it sometimes happens. I am 
drawn into closer contact with them. 
I find them to be far above the aver­
age In intellectual attaments. Most 
of them are high school graduates 
and many of them college graduates, 
which places them far in advance of 
me educationally Many of them have 
taught school, been lawyers or doc­
tors. and some have even worked 
on newspapers.

I drove with the other members 
of my family. Sunday afternoon, over 
to the Palo Duro Canyon. State and 
National Park, and spent a few 
hours then* most happily viewing the 
stone of the beauties and wonders of 
nature that are exhibited there In 
that great crack or crevice in the 
level surface of the prairies

As I looked out over the canyon 
from the brim of it. through the 
mellow, bluish haze that filled it In 
the bright sunshine it occurred to 
me that one might view that grand 
sight almost indefinitely without tir-

few miles southeast down the can­
yon

There are also small cabins built 
of stone by the same means and 
purse that the lodge at the top was 
built, and these are for the use of vi­
sitors who care to spend the night 
camping there, all accommodations 
being provided for cooking one's food 
and plenty of good water at hand.

At another part of the canyon we 
found places arranged for picnickers 
where a small outdoor fireplace was 
built of stones for cooking a camp' 
dinner, and small tables and seats, 
all of stone, were located cloee by 
these camp fireplaces

All-in-all. it is a beautiful sight, 
and If you have never been there It 
Is well worth your time and cost to 
vist it. It Is the Panhandle's greatest, 
park and recreation resort, and my I 
advice is—See It.

On our return trip we stopped In
the City of Canyon and visited the 
museum of the Panhandle Plains 
Hsitorical Society, which was an­
other feature of the trip that was 
well worth the time taken in viewing 
the many relics and curios of the ( 
past.

Among these of especial interest j 
are the many immense bones that \ 
have been unearthed at various pla 
ces in the plains country, and which 
form portions of the osseous system 
of prehistoric animals, whose im­
mense size must have made our large 
elephants of the present day look, 
like unto grasshoppers in size by way 
of comparison.

Then there were implements, ma­
chines and vehicles of the olden time 
which bring to one’s realization the 
many hardships and privations oui 
forebears were forced to endure. This 
museum has been established for the 
instruction, entertanment and plea­
sure of all the people who choose to 
visit it. and it Is another thing ih*t 
is worthy of your consideration when 
in search of wisdom and recreation. 
My advice is—See It.

October 7—Even the 
best of huntsmen may not know of 
the unusual laws tucked away In the 
state game regulatons of Texas 
Among the "don't*” one finds that 
it is unlawful to kill or Injure a bat. 
presumably because these birds are 
so destructive to harmful bugs and 
Insects.

Deer hunters must remember not
to use any sort of deer call except 
deer horns, which may be rattled. 
Nor can one hunt at Just any hour 
during the season; between sunset 
and sunrise the huntsmen must for­
bear shooting at any game animal. 
Game animals which must not be 
killed at any time are turkey hens, 
doe deer, fawn or *>ike buck.

Prey of Texas Hunters
For conversational purposes non- 

hunters may be interested in know­
ing Just what kind of game lures 
their fellow Texans to the chose. 
Listed as game animals are deer. elk. 
antelope, wild sheep, bear and squir­
rels. Among the game birds are tu r­
keys. ducks, geese, brant, grouse, 
prairie chickens, pheasants, quail or 
partridge wild pigeons, doves, snipes, 
chachalaca. plover and shore birds of 
all varieties

Fur-bearing animals, on which a 
tax must be paid, include badger, 
civet cat. fox, mink, muskrat, opos­
sum. polecat, skunk, raccoon, beaver 
land ringtail cat.

An example of such a group is 
th a t of five major pipe line compan­
ies who In one year reported a total 
net profit of forty-one million dollars 
but paid altogether to the state the 
“tremendous” sum of $5.647 99 in 
franchise taxes

These are the kind of folks I want 

to taxed—not to penalize them,
but so that they will bear their por­
tion of our state government cost.

The only group that I know who 
want to levy taxes that “affect agri­
culture as a whole” are the “sales- 
taxers." A sales tax would fall square­
ly on the shoulders of the farmers 
and working people.

Lobbyists for all the big pipe line 
companies and other special in ter­
ests watching the Legislature favor 
a  general sales tax. Spokesmen for 
this group are saying no new taxes 
are needed.

DENTON October 7 Vegetables 
are usually the stepchildren of a 
meal, since it is so easy to cook them 
all the same way and seemingly so 
hard to achieve variety But with a 
little affort they can be made into
