vestors. In the first place, some 
of the air onditioning stocks are 
fairly depressed. Frequently air 

j conditioning stocks rise in the 
I summer or early fall. Purchase of 
, stocks in this group at this par- 
I ticular time would give the In­
vestor the opportunity of having 
a long term holding at the begin­
ning of the I960 seasonal rise. 
Earnings of some companies may 
be above expectations because of 
the very hot summer and unusu­
ally warm fall to date. During 
1959 there has been a great deal 
of construction of office buildings, 
especially in New York City and 
nearly all of these have central 
air conditioning systems. Finally, 
a great transition has taken place 
in recent years wliercby air con­
ditioning is rapidly becoming a 
necessity rather than a luxury.

The structure of the air condi­
tioning industry is one that should 
be studied rather carefully. In 
1956 equities of air conditioning 
companies appreciated in market 
value as manufacturers’ sales of 
room air conditioners rose sharply 
from 1,275,000 units to 1,828,000. 
As a result many more companies 
entered this phase of the business 
and an oversupply of units oc­
curred with cut-throat competition 
sotting In which hurt the earnings 
of all companies. Investors and 
maybe even some companies had 
lost sight of the fact that the real 
growth in air conditioning lay in 
other areas. Today, air condition­
ing is getting increasingly wider 
use iu offices us it raises employee 
efficiency and does away with tlie 
“early days off’’ tliat many com­
panies gave their personnel on 
unusually hot (b'-ys. M.iny of (!n- 
new office buildin.gs bring con­
structed have central air condi­
tioning sy.itoms to service tha 
whole building. Plants, especially 
newly-constructed oiie.s, are resort­
ing to air condii ioiiing to some 
degree and certain chiMiiral and 
other processes require strict tem­
perature and humidity control 
making au air conditioned en­
vironment a must. In these areas 
lie perhaps the greatest growth

for the Industry today. Other 
flelds include air conditioning sys­
tems in new residential homes, 
theatres, stores, restaurants and 
other public places, ships, pleasure 
boats and automobiles. The indus­
try has estimated a $5-billlon busi­
ness by 1960, half of which it 
expects will go to tbe refidentiol 
field. It is debatable, however, that 
the commercial Held might not 
take up a greater portion of the 
industry’s sales.

Many air conditioning com­
panies have been absorbed l>y 
merger or have fallen by the way- 
side. Some companies with greater 
interests in other Helds have found 
it profitable to have a stake in 
some form of air conditioning. 
These include: American ¡{avia­
tor; BorgAVarncr; Chrysler; Gen 
eral Electric; General Motors; 
Philco; Westinghousc Electric: 
and Worthington Corg. Specialists 
in the air conditioning Held today 
include: Carrier Corg. and Trane 
Co. as major factors; Fedders 
Corg. iu the room air conditioning 
field; and CogcUmd Eclrigcratian 
and Tccumseli I'roducts in the 
components r-a '-i field.

Within a few weeks, how- 
iwer, the mother married the 
cliild’s father and filed suit for the 
child.

High court opinion was that the 
lower court erred in declaring the 
child ’ ’dependent and neglected.”

Flamable fuels storage in the 

home has increased through the 
years, according to Dewitt Pos­
ton, base fire chief.

Mr. Poston pointed out that 
according to a letter from Air 
Force the increase of this fuel 
storage in the home is a result 
of the popularity of power lawn 
mowers, outboard motors, por­
table and fixed barbec ic dcviccis, 
flame producing torches and do- 
it-yourself kits.
