The storm on Saturday night took 
i ffeel iii many plaeea where the 
ground had not hitherto been effort- 
id  by the wind and made mounds of 
dust Where none had Indore been 
ten. Following the flurry of dust, in 

appeared that a light shower of ruin 
had fallen and the imprints of rain 
drops v i e  quite visible in many pla- 
ees and there wa a noticeable 
d iinpui s in the top of the dust lay­
er

Quite a lot of dir* was still mov­
ing during most of the day Sunday 
and it seemed to move a little 
shrooghoiit Sunday night. hut on 
Monday was the climax of the whole 
forty-eight hour blow

The wind which wus Mowing some 
at day break Monday, gradually In- 
ereased In velocity until the air was 
so heavily filled with Idrt that from 
nine o'clock on throughout the re­
mainder of tip- day tt was so dark 
that it wa with dlffh-ultv that one 
could set to rend or do any kind of 
celrlral work. hihI ears went about 
the street with their lights glowing 
in order to prevent running against 
each other.

Not only was the wind utterly fill- 
ed with the dirt, hut during a large 
oar I of the time It blew with almost 
liurrlcan force, however, so far as 
lias hern learned there were no 
building blown down nr injured by 
the wind.
