Not long ago Rep. Henry A.
Dixon (R-Utah), who was an
agricultural expert before he be-
came a congressman, delivered
a speech to the House in Wash-
ington in which he strongly im-
plied that the present policy of
the U.S. Food and Drug Admin-
istration toward use of chemicals
in agriculture is dowright ridicu-
lous.

Rep. Dixon traced this policy
to the administration’s interpre-
tation of the Delaney amendment
prohibits in food any carcinogen
residue—a chemical which in-
gested under any conditions can
produce canger in animals or
humans.

“The original Delaney amend-
ment,”” said Rep. Dixon, “was
opposed by the Food and Drug
Administration and had been re-
jected in committee as being too

on the floor House members were
made to feel they would be voting
for cancer if they opposed the
Delaney amendment. So it passed
in a breeze, as it also did in the
Senate.

“The Food and Drug Adminis-
tration takes the position that the
Delaner amendment prohipits
even the most minute trace of
any carcinogen in human food,
even though it requires heavy
and sustained dosages to produce
cancer in an animal. This has
aroused the Farm Bureau, Farm-
ers Union, and virtually all other
farm organizations to an unpre.
cendented fury.

“Farmer groups want to use
these needed chemicals and pro-
tect public health through desig-
nation of safe, low, tolerances of
chemicals established by the Na.
tional Academy of Science, or a
commission of scientists They

Isaac Parsons Pancake, Jr. is a
short, wiry, wiskery, fellow with
traceries of ('hcwing tobacco juice
in the cheery wrinkles around his
mouth. He was standing Monday
before the heaquarters of his small
goat ranch near the city of Pan-
cake, Corvell County when |
drove up.

There in the vard enar Mr. Pan-
cake was a scarecrow made with
an old hat ad some long handled
underwear.

“Got this scarecrow to protect
my poultry,” explained Pancake,
whose nickname is “Judge.” “hawk
and owls fly over here when they
see them longhandles flopping un-
der that hat.

Then Judge added: “You ain't
| been here in 4 vears, let me show
i_\'ou my gol mine.”

Four years ago this department
called at the Pancake Ranch and
reported in a mildly scoffing tone
that Judge Pancake beleived that
he had the lost Jim Bowie Mine
on his place There was what look-
ed like a mine shaft in the mesa

quote as |

ters.

And Judge, who is a great one
for finling pieces of limestone with
ancient dates inscribed on them,
said he had evidence that this
mine shaft had sunk about the
time Jil Bowie was allege to have
been at his mining operations.

FouFr vears ago I sort of ed-
itorially laughed at Mr Pancake.
Yet since then a very professioal-
looking mining operation had been
installed in that mesa near the-
ranch house.

“These mining company fellows
seen your column and taken me
serious even if vou diln't,” said
the judge.
