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Our roadside gardens are
reaching their spring peak of
bloom, At this season of the
year, it would seem impossible
for anyone not to notice the
wide expanses of blue, pink,
yellow and lavender that wild
flowers splash across the
countryside, The mention of
Texas wildflowers immediately
brings to mind acres of blue-
bonnets blue dotted with the
red flames of Indian paint-
brushes, But Texas has ap-
proximately 5,000 native flow-
ering plants and about 2,000
of these are found in no other
state of the union.

Only California comes close
to duplicating the wonder-
ful display nature lavishes on
the citizens of Texas, Although
spring is the most obvious sea-
son for wild flowers, our own
Central Texas area hastthem
blooming all twelve months of
the year,

That people from other states
appreciate this wild beauty is
evidenced in the comnents you
will hear from tourists passing
through at this time of the year
and also by the fact that in
East Texas, the Dogwood Trails
attract around 100,000 visitors
in the spring and the Autdmn
Trails at Winnsboro registered
15,000 visitors in one six-week
period, 1 found the seeds of
twelve Texas wildflowers list-
ed for sale in just one of my
seed catalogs, as more proof
of their popularity,

With ever increasing land
use for building, farming and
livestock, our wild gardens are
disappearing, It is up to our
generation to begin the con-
servation practices that will
provide a permanent place for
these flowers in our landscape
or ‘“‘acres of bluebonnets’ will
mean no more to our grand-
children that “a sea of grass
as high as the stirrups’’ means

to us, Our new mu'ti-laned
highways with their broad
shoulders and wide median

strips offer one of the like-
liest areas for native plants to
be protected and displayed in
addition to locally sponsored
parks, trails and reserve a-
reas, It isup to us to guaran-
tee future generations the same
privilege of enjoying this wild
free beauty as we ourselves
enjoy,
