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‘ ‘Just as this Independence 
Day Holiday is based on past 
history, so is the statistician’ s 
grim prediction of 34 Texas 
traCfic deaths over this holi­
day weekend based on past ex­
perience,”  Major Hutchison 
said July 1. Major Hurry 
Hutchison, Waco DPS Regional 
Commander, pointed out, that in 
oompUing the present trend in 
traffic accidents with the ex­
pected heavy holiday traffic 
over this weekend, the statis­
ticians will probatuy be correct 
with their grim prediction.

The Major offered the follow­
ing two suggestions as to ways 
for the traveling public to as­
sist in preventing traffic ac­
cidents: First, you can plan
your driving trip s o as to 
allow enough time to leisurely 
make your trip without getting 
in such a hurry that you for- 
ret the normal safety precau­
tions. Secondly, you can ac­
cept the responsibility that goes 
along with being a responsible 
citizen and report suspected 
drunk drivers, as well as other 
dangerous violators when you 
see them. If you are driv­
ing in this area and see what 
you suspect to be a drunk driv­
er, call our office collect and 
we will dispatch a car as soon 
as possible to check the sub­
ject.

As usually, we in the De­
partment are planning an extra 
effort towards removing traf 
fíe law violators from the flow 
of traffic before they can cause 
an accident. So that we will

have allof the possible enforce­
ment assistance, all available 
uniformed patrolmen from the 
License ii Weight Service and 
the Motor Vehicle In fection  
Service will be on duty to as­
sist the Highway Patrol Ser­
vice in trying to do this job. 
"But no matter how hard our 
officers work and now many 
extra hours we put in, we still 
need the help of all responsi­
ble citizens in the State i f  we 
are to cut down on traffic ac­
cidents this holiday seasan,”  
the Major concluded.

Smith’s Pian Talk 
Vetoes Spending Bill

Governor Preston Smith vetoed the House Appropriation 
Bill in a June 22 televised meeting.

Smith and others have wanted a two year bill from the be­
ginning of the legislative session.

Below is an editorial reprinted from a Texas daily news­
paper concerning the June 22 television message.

The way Gov. Smith said 
things in his Friday night tele­
vision talk was as interesting 
as wiiat he said.

There were no flourishes of 
rhetoric, no fancy flim-flam 
phrases - just the slow, pains­
takingly patient explanation 
from 3 man who is sure he 
is right.

Tliere was none of the won­
der words such as escalation, 
activist and reciprocity so pop­
ular of late with our n.ition.-U 
politicos.

Smith turned his talk into a 
combination civic lesson and 
hack porch visit.

With the aid of charts and 
graphs, he was able to brief­
ly but clearly show how bills 
become law and how revenue 
is used for the state budget, 
prefacing each portion of his 
speech with hackgrouiKi and ba­
sics.

Smith was able to illustrate 
his explanations with examples 
that anyone could understand. 
(I f  you buy a car, which would 
be easier on the ^cketbook -- 
pay it out over two years or 
ride free for the first year 
and then pay it all the se­
cond year?)

With his home-folks logic 
put across by a quiet conver­
sational style, by the time 
he got to the key statement— 
"1 cannot in good conscience 
approve the one-year appropri­
ations bill”  -- you almost had 
to bite your tongue to keep 
from cheering, even if you 
couldn’ t have cared one way 
or the other before the pro­
gram,

It was interesting how he put 
into perspective why we should 
want to pay more taxes;

"1 don’ t want a new tax bill.

the lieutenant governor doesn’t 
want a tax bill, the speaker of 
the house doesn’ t want a tax 
bill, the legislators don’t want 
a tax bill, the people don’t 
want a tax bill - -  I don’ t know 
anyone who wants a tax bill.

"But, we do want new col­
leges, classroom buildings, 
clean air, good highways - - "  
and he went on to list a dozen 
attractive items that he feels 
would be made possible by a 
Ux bill.

The theme of the speech be 
made clear; "W ill it be pay 
as you go or pay later — and 
pay and pay and pay?”

Tlie governor made his mest 
effective example when he re­
duced the a ^ c t s  o f the tax 
bill down to the individual’ s 
part.

It went something like this;
"Say your share of the 1970- 

71 tax budget is $100. With 
the two-year budget, you would 
pay $50 the first year and $50 
the second year.

"Under the one-year tax bill, 
you would pay nothing the first 
year and then $100 the second 
year.

"But, don’t forget that this 
tax is ^ in g  to continue.

"In  five years, paying $50 
a year, you would have paid 
$2M under the two-year tax 
plan but $400 under the one- 
year plan. .

"A fter ten years, it would 
be $500 compared to $900, a 
difference of 80 percent.”

There is another side of the 
story--the one in favor of the 
one-year budget—and it was
^od  enough to convince the leg­
islature that it should be passed.

But, it will be interesting 
to see now if their logic is as 
persu:isive as the governor’ s 
was Friday night.

Urged to Help 
Fight Inflation

The National Association o f 
Manufacturers has reaffirmed 
the need fo r a total national 
commitment to end inflation 
and expressed alarm  that 
“ there appears to be a great 
deal o f wishful thinking re­
garding the seriousness o f our 
national economic problems 
fo r .solving them painlessly.” 

In recent testimony before 
the Joint Economic Committee

o f Congress, N A M  Vice P re s i­
dent and Chief Economist 
George Hagedorn said: “ The 
urgency and difficulty o f our 
national economic problems 
seem to have been insuffi­
c ien tly  stressed.
