Water supplies stable, algae outbreaks minimal
Special to the Herald________

Colorado River Municipal 
Water District officials say 
water supplies have declined 
slightly in a normal winter pat­
tern and Golden Algae out­
breaks have been minimal in 
spite of a dry winter and fluctu­
ating temperatures that often 
trigger the outbreaks.

Reservoir levels have dropped 
slightly over the fall and winter 
months. Total supplies were

just over 433,000 acre feet in 
mid-February, or about 33,000 
acre-feet less than they were at 
the end of August 2009;: When 
the last significant reservoir 
inflows occurred.

The National Weather Service 
predicted a dry winter for most 
of the southern United States in 
the first half of 2006. Dry win­
ters are normal for this region.

According to CRMWD 
Meteorologist Ray Jones, aver­
age rainfall for this region is 
only about a half-inch per

month in winter, usually in 
such small amounts that it 
rarely generates, runoff for the 
reservoirs.

“Of course, there are excep­
tions anci we have seen a few 
very productive rain storms 
from November through 
February,” Jones said. “A dry 
winter impacts agriculture 
because those small rains help 
soil conditions for planting.

“Getting zero to 50 percent of 
the average rainfall in a winter 
month may look bad in the per­

centages but it really doesn’t 
change our reservoirs,” Jones 
added.

It is a different story when the 
region receives 50 [lercent or 
less of its normal rainfall in the 
period fix)m March or April 
through October. “We normally 
have the kind of fast moving, 
violent convective storms in 
spring, summer and fall that 
produce a significant amount of 
rain at once. Those Acg t̂he ones 
that raise reservoir levels,” 
Jones said.

“Meteorologists know how to 
identify La Nina conditions by 
the water temperatures in the 
Pacific Ocean. We know a little 
about their impact on the 
weather but not enough to 
make any definite or broad pre­
dictions,” he continued 

“This La Nina could keep us 
dry through mid-year, or it 
could help us by producing tem­
perature fluctuations instead of 
the overriding high pressure

Rescuers trying to free workers in Mexican coai mine
Efforts slowed by the presence of 
toxic gases, including carbon monoxide

SAN JUAN DE SABINAS, 
Mexico (AP) — Rescue workers 
were burrowing through debris 
clogging a Mexican coal mine 
early Monday in a desperate 
effort to reach some 65 miners 
who were trapped for more 
than a day by a gas explosion.

The miners were carrying

only six hours of oxygen' With 
them when the explosion 
occurred early Sunday, and 
officials said it was unclear if 
they had access to flesh air. 
Rescue teams had failed to 
make any contact with thb 
trapped miners.

Several other workers a’who 
were near the mine’s entrance' 
at the time of the explosion

were able to escape alive and 
were treated for broken bones 
and bums.

Rescue teams worked round- 
the-clock as family members 
waited for news, huddled near 
bonfires and wrapped in blan­
kets to protect against the bitter 
cold outside the mine near the 
town of San Juan de Sabinas, 85 
miles southwest of Eagle Pass.

Ofllcialahad promised a i»%- 
dawn briefliig, but ffiey h i^ yet 
to'appear and wore not letting 
anyone in the security zone.

Sergio Robles, director of

Coahuila state’s emergency ser­
vices, said the miners were car­
rying six hours of oxygen with 
them and were located between 
one and three miles from the 
mine’s entrance.

He said rescue officials had 
advanced up to 300 yards into 
the mine after working for 
nearly 20 hours. The explosion 
occurred around 2:30 a.m. 
Sunday. It was unclear when 
ttiey would reach the miners.

Rescue efforts were slowed by 
the presence of toxic gases, 
including carbon monoxide.

Robles said. When asked if offi­
cials believed the miners sur­
vived the explosion, Robles 
said: “ It would be difficult 
because of the presence of gas. 
But we are holding out hope of 
finding someone alive.”

Juan Rebolledo, vice presi­
dent of international affairs for 
mining giant Grupo Mexico, 
which owns the mine, said oxy­
gen tanks were scattered 
throughout the site, but it was 
impossible to know if  the

Rep. Peter King, R-N.Y..

"I’m aware of Oie condi­

King 
said.

Critics have cited the 
UAE’s history as an oper­
ational and financial base 
for the hijackers who car­
ried out the attacks of 
Sept. 11,2001. In addition, 
they contend the UAE 
was an important transfer 
point for shipments of 
smuggled nuclear compo­
nents sent to Iran, North 
Korea and Libya by a 
Pakistani scientist.

A  Miami company. 
Continental Stevedoring 
& Terminals Inc., has 
filed suit in a Florida 
court challenging the 
deal. A subsidiary of Eller 
& Company Inc., 
Continental maintains It 
will become an “involun­
tary partner" with 
Dubai’s government 
under the sale.

Michael Seymour, presi­

Lawmakers ffom both 
parties questioned the 
sale as a possible risk to 
national security.

Sen. Lindsay Graham, R- 
S.C., said on "Fox News 
Sunday.” “Most
Americans are scratching 
their heads, wondering 
why this company from 
this region now,” he said.

Sen. Barbara Boxer, D- 
Calif., told CBS’ “Face the 
Nation": "It is ridiculous 
to say you’re taking 
secret steps to make sure 
that it’s OK for a nation 
that had ties to 9/11, (to) 
take over part of our port 
operations in many of our 
largest ports. This has to 
stop.”

Secretary of State 
Condoleezza Rice told 
Arab Journalists Friday at 
the State Department, 
that it was “the consid­
ered opinion of the U.S.

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trapped miners had 
access to any of them.

Coahuila Gov.
Humberto Moreira
Valdes, who was at the 
site overseeing the rescue 
operation, told Televisa 
network that the mine’s 
ventilation system was 
still working.

Rebolledo said several 
rescue teams were taking 
turns carefully removing 
debris that had clogged 
the steep shaft.

"It’s slow work because 
of the quantity of debris,” 
he said.

Worried family mem­
bers waited for any infor­
mation about their loved 
ones.

“We have hope that they 
are alive because they tell 
us that they have fans 
working” to ventilate the 
mine, said Olivia 
Camarillo, 50, whose 27- 
year-old son was trapped.

Norma Vitela heard 
about the explosion on 
the radio and came to find' 
out what happened to her

husband, 47-year-old Jose 
Angel Guzman. A father 
of four, Guzman had 
worked in the mine for 16 
years, earning about $75 a 
week.

“Now we are waiting for 
a miracle from God,” she 
said.

Vitela said her husband 
had mentioned before 
that there were problems 
with gas in the mine, but 
he couidn’t afford to quit.

Consuelo Aguilar, a 
spokeswoman for the 
National Miners’ Union, 
said there had been con­
cern over safety condi­
tions in Grupo Mexico 
mines. “We have pres­
sured for better safety 
conditions as well as for 
better pay at the mines,” 
she said. She called for an 
investigation to deter­
mine the exact cause of 
the accident and the 
responsibility of any com­
pany officials.

Rebolledo said safety 
conditions at the mine 
met Mexican government 
requirements as well as 
international standards. 
“We follow all the best 
safety procedures, but

accidents can always hap­
pen,” he said.

The company discusses 
safety conditions with the 
union in annual meetings 
and there has been no 
major disagreement on 
the issue, he said.

Pedro Camarillo, a fed­
eral labor official who 
was not related to Olivia 
Camarillo, told reporters 
during a news conference 
at the site that officials 
found nothing unusual 
during a routine evalua­
tion on Feb. 7.

As well as mining coal, 
Grupo Mexico is the 
world’s third-largest cop­
per producer, with opera­
tions in Mexico, Peru and 
the United States.

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aloft conditions that pre­
vent convective activity. 
It is possible La Nina 
could generate some 
short-lived but productive 
storms.”

Those kinds of tempera­
ture fluctuations are often 
good for precipitation out­
looks but they have also 
contributed to natural 
problems for CRMWD 
reservoirs in the past.

Temperature fluctua­
tions are one of the sus­
pected triggers for Golden 
Algae blooms. Although 
some small blooms 
occurred this winter, the 
fish population is doing 
well so far, thanks in part 
to Improved water sup­
plies and quality.

According to informa­
tion from the Texas Parks 
and Wildlife Service web 
site, researchers are not 
sure of all of the bloom 
triggers but temperature 
is one factor.

The golden variety 
seems to tolerate rapid or 
dramatic temperature 
swings better than the 
blue and green varieties. 
When the other varieties 
die, they become nutri­
ents for the Goldens, 
which multiply rapidly. 
The water in affected 
areas looks yrtlow or

golden, hence the name.
Sometimes (but not 

always) when Golden 
Algae populations 
increase, they secrete tox­
ins that produce foam on 
the water and kill fish. 
Other times, they don’t 
secrete significant toxins 
and even a high level of 
toxins does not necessari­
ly result in more dead 
fish.

Possible factors in the 
severity of a golden algae 
bloom or fish kill include 
the size and depth of the 
reservoir pool, the speed 
and timing of ambient 
temperature fluctuations 
and chloride levels in the 
water.

This year, Golden Algae 
populations at the E.V. 
Spence Reservoir
increased but have not 
become the natural fish 
killing mechanisms that 
were seen beginning in 
2001.

Water Quality Specialist 
Wendell Barber works 
closely with the TPWD 
and assists in monitoring 
Golden Algae counts and 
toxicity levels at District 
reservoirs.

"We had a little Golden 
activity at Spence in 
December, and people 
outside the TPWD pre­
dicted it might rise to the 
level of kills we saw in 
the past, but that Just has­
n’t happened,” Barber 
said. "We had a few iso­

lated kills but nothing 
that even compares to the 
massive bloom In 2001.

“From the fall of 2001 
through February 2002 
there were six major kills 
on the upper Colorado 
River, most in the reser­
voirs or along the river 
between Lake Colorado 
City and the Spence 
Reservoir. 1 saw foam 
standing four feet tall on 
the water and waded 
knee-deep in dead bass, 
catfish and trophy-sized 
stripers.

‘"rhe lake was really 
low because of the 
drought and the whole 
basin was yellow. The 
flsh had nowhere to go to 
escape it,” Barber added.

“ In December 2005 we 
were able to find a few 
locations where the water 
was golden and maybe an 
ihch or two of foam in iso­
lated spots,” Barber said. 
“There were a few reports 
o f dead flsh but those 
were limited to shad and 
small bait fish varieties.”

TPWD figures point to 
the same conclusion. In 
2001, almost 2.3 million 
dead game and large flsh 
were counted. ’TPWD set 
the loss at over $816,000 
and called it the “largest

loss of flsh and greatest 
economic loss to date in 
Texas from an ongoing 
bloom of this organism.”

Barber and the TPWD 
confirmed that after the 
flrst few days when its 
severity became apparent, 
no effort was made to 
count the vast numbers of 
bait flsh killed in those 
blooms.

Some small kills early 
in 2003 totaled less than 
1,400 fish but they did 
make TPWD reluctant to 
expend the resources nec­
essary to restock the 
reservoir until conditions 
Improved.

Spence caught some 
water in both 2003 and 
2004 and TPWD ..isplayed 
its optimism by undertak­
ing an aggressive restock­
ing strategy there in 2004 
and 2005.

Last November, Mandy 
Scott of the San Angelo 
TPWD office was opti­
mistic that flsh popula­
tions would be fully 
recovered within two to 
three years if there are no 
serious Golden Algae 
kills. Barber sees no indi­
cation that the small kills 
in December will have 
any Impact.

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Palestinian
situation in
need of restraint

le spokesman for the French Foreign 
'M in istry was asked the other day i f  there 
had not been some confusion in policy 
toward the fundamentalist group Hamas 

since its victory in the Palestinian elections. 
Answer: “There is no confusion at all in the 
French position, not on this or on any other ques­
tion.”

Well, OK. Still, things do seem a tiny bit muddled 
at the Quai d’Orsay: France, after all, is simulta­
neously refusing to talk to Hamas and encouraging 
Russia to do so. Nor is Paris the only capital where 
“ confused” seems to describe the thinking about 
how to handle the Islamic majority that is due to 
be sworn in Feb. 18 in the Palestinian legislature. 
Though they are pretty sure they disagree with the 
French, neither the Bush administration nor the 
Israeli government is clear about many o f the 
other questions Hamas’s ascendance has raised.

In part this is a good thing. Responding well to 
Hamas w ill require a careful balancing act from 
Israel, its Arab neighbors and the West. The trick 
is to calibrate a strategy that w ill push Hamas 
toward moderation — and punish it if  there is 
none — without provoking chaos in the 
Palestinian territories or undermining the democ­
ratic process that the United States has done so 
much to promote. The United States and its allies 
in the so-called Quartet for Middle East policy —

' the United Nations, the European Union and 
Russia — got o ff to a good start by spelling out 
three conditions for Hamas to meet in exchange 
for recognition: the renunciation o f violence, 
acceptance o f Israel and agreement to existing 
Palestinian-Israeli accords. The Bush administra­
tion and Israel have gone a step further, ruling out 
any aid or financial transfers to a Hamas govern­
ment, though not necessarily independent aid 
groups working with the Palestinian population, if 
the political conditions are not met.

Had the Quartet remained united in this 
approach, Hamas might have been forced to 
choose between transforming itself into a peaceful 
political movement or failing in its goal o f estab­
lishing an effective Palestinian government. But 
before the international pressure could even begin 
to build, Russian President Vladimir Putin opened 
a safety valve by inviting Hamas to send a delega­
tion to Moscow. His initiative was quickly backed 
by France — the other nation in the Quartet with 
a history o f trying to play Middle East politics to 
its own advantage. Having broken the diplomatic 
embargo, Hamas now needs only money: I f  it can 
squeeze enough from Gulf states, Iran or, eventu­
ally, Europe, it w ill establish the principle that 
Islamic fundamentalists openly committed to sui­
cide bombing and the destruction o f Israel need 
not alter their policies to rule. That means a tri­
umph for Osama bin Laden and Iran’s extremist 
president, Mahmoud Ahmadinejad.

Moscow’s intervention is not the only danger. 
Another is the temptation o f the Bush administra­
tion to join with Israel, which is lukewarm about 
Arab democracy, and Egypt, which is doing its 
best to prevent one from emerging in Cairo, to 
strip Hamas o f its victory or force it out o f office. 
The three governments have been consulting 
about ways to bolster secular Palestinian 
President Mahmoud Abbas and push him into a 
confrontation with the Islamists. This week the 
outgoing Palestinian legislature voted to hand the 
president extensive new powers, and Abbas him­
self has asserted his control over the security 
forces and media. While some o f the maneuvering 
may be permitted by the Palestinian constitution, 
the Bush administration w ill destroy its larger 
democracy policy i f  it is seen to conspire with 
Israel and Arab autocrats to reverse the outcome 
of one of the freest elections in Arab history. 
Letting Hamas rule and be judged by Palestinians 
on its results w ill require more patience. But it is 
also more likely to bring about, in the long run,’ a 
Palestinian government that the world can wel­
come

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Muslims blaming West for everything

■•hy are so many 
^Muslims so enraged 

by a handful of car- 
f j toons published in an 

obscure Danish newspaper? It’s 
not enough to point out how the 
governments of Egypt, Syria and 
Iran are stoking the protests in a 
cynical ploy to deflect Western 
pressure for democratic reform 
and to curry favor with Islamic 
radicals. Their strategy wouldn’t 
be so successful if it didn’t res­
onate with deeply ingrained atti­
tudes among the Muslim multi­
tudes.

I got an earful of those views 
last week in Kuala Lumpur while 
attending a conference sponsored 
by New York University and the 
Malaysian Institute of Diplomacy 
and Foreign Relations. The osten­
sible subject was: “Who Speaks for 
Islam? Who Speaks for the West?” 
We never did answer those ques­
tions, but the infidel attendees did 
get a red-hot blast of indignation 
from the Muslim participants, who 
hailed not only from East Asia but 
also from Europe, North America, 
Africa, the Middle East and South 
Asia.

Even though all of the Muslim 
delegates were intellectuals, 
activists, politicians and other 
movers and shakers, they resonat­
ed with the rage of the dispos­
sessed. With considerable justifica­
tion, they fulminated against the 
backwar^ess of the Islamic world 
compared to the West. With con­
siderably less Justification, they 
blamed their frustrations on the 
West.

Other complaints abounded —

the U.N. Security Council has no 
permanent Islamic member; and 
on and on.

Of course, blaming the U.S. for 
the world’s ills is not an exclusive­
ly Islamic phenomenon, as one 
non-Muslim attendee from Austria 
proved by complaining that 
Hollywood had destroyed the 
European film indushiy. (Pity 
those poor Europeans — forced by 
evil American capitalists to vifatch 
movies they hate.) But such * 
whininess is particularly pro­
nounced among the large number 
ot Muslims who have never come 
to grips with the subservient posi­
tion they have occupied in world 
affairs since Napoleon’s 1798 inva­
sion of Egypt., ■  ̂ .1

In recent yecu*s, some Muslims, 
notably the authors of the 2002 
U.N. Ainb Human Development

Report, have been acknowledging 
internal problems — a lack of free­
dom, honest government, gender 
equality, scientific research and 
education — that have turned 
their societies into global also- 
rans. But in Kuala Lumpur there 
wasn’t much introspection in evi­
dence. Most attendees — and I sus­
pect their views are broadly repre­
sentative of the Muslim world as a 
whole — preferred to rant against 
supposed Western oppression.

The cartoon brouhaha not only 
confirms this victimization legend, 
it assuages the shame many 
Muslims feel over the atrocities 
committed in their name by 
Osama bin Laden & Co. To hear 
many Muslim attendees talk, you 
would think there is no difference 
between a cartoonist who injured 
no one physically and terrorists 
who kill thousands of innocent 
people. The trope of the confer­
ence seemed to be: “We have our 
extremists ... and you have yours.” 
Former Iranian President 
Mohammad Khatami took this 
argument to its logical conclusion 
by equating American neoconserv­
atives with al-Qaida. As if Paul 
Wolfowitz were plotting to crash 
hijacked aircraft into Tehran 
office buildings.

The most depressing aspect of 
the whole cartoon affair is not the 
intolerance for press fr-eedom 
exhibited throughout Muslim 
lands. It is the willingness of so 
many Muslims — even those who 
would never bum a consulate or 
threaten a newspaper editor — to . 
scapegoat the West for their own 
failures. Muslim nations will 
never make any progress unless 
they stop focusing on the offenses, 
real or imagined, visited upon 
them by the outside world and 
start looking within for what ails 
them. '

Austin man charged in shooting 
death of high schooi senior

AUSTIN (AP) — A 19-year-old Austin man has been 
charged with first-degree murder in the shooting 
death o f a high school senior found in a wooded area 
near her home, police said.

Justin Allen Crabbe was arrested Saturday and 
was being held without bail, officials said. He was 
charged with murdering Jennifer Crecente, 18, 
whose body was found Thursday behind an Austin 
subdivision.

Authorities believe the Bowie High School senior 
was shot Wednesday. No information was released 
about whether Crabbe knew the victim or what led 
to his arrest.

Relatives of the victim said her murder shocked 
them and they could think of no reason why anyone 
would want to kill Crecente, a camp counselor and 
hospital volunteer who planned to study psychology 
after graduation.

The victim’s father said in a statement that her 
slaying had devastated the family.

“Jennifer was a wonderful, precious gift, and I will 
miss her forever.” said Drew Crecente, 38. of Atlanta.

Warmer weather forecast 
after weekend of cold, crashes

DALLAS (AP) — Warmer temperatures were fore­
cast across the state today after a weekend cold snap 
brought freezing rain and slick roads that con­
tributed to hundreds of crashes.

The National Weather Service issued a winter 
weather advisory for parts of North, Central and 
East Texas through this morning.

Slick roads over the weekend contributed to at 
least two fatal accidents.

An Aledo man was killed Sunday morning when he 
lost control on an icy patch of Interstate 20 near Fort 
Worth, the Texas Department of Public Safety said.

In the Austin area, C6-year-old Seareatha Matetich 
was killed Saturday when she lost control of her 
sedan in rainy conditions on Texas 71 and skidded 
into oncoming traffic, the Austin American- 
Statesman reported on its Web site.

Also in Austin, an 18-vehicle pileup at the 
Intersection of U.S. 290 and Interstate 35 early 
Sunday resulted in one critical ii\jury, Austin police 
said.

There were more than 800 wrecks in the San 
Antonio area but no fatalities, the San Antonio 
Express-News reported. The upper level of a stretch 
of Interstate 10 and ramps in both directions were 
closed much of Sunday morning, according to the 
Texas Department of Transportation.

Fifteen Dallas Fire-Rescue vehicles were involved 
in crashes on Sunday.

“Unfortunately, we’re out there too and being 
involved in as many accidents as anyone else,” 
spokeswoman Annette Ponce told The Dallas 
Morning News.

A  Fort Worth Fire Department ladder truck parked 
along Interstate 35 was totaled early Sunday when a 
motorist crashed into it. The truck had been set up 
as a barricade as rescue workers tended to another 
weather-related accident.

Dozens of flights were canceled over the weekend 
at Dallas-Fort Worth International Airport, including 
85 American Airlines flights, according to a compa­
ny spokesman.

Humans risk more diseases from animal world
ST. LOUIS (AP) -  

Humans risk being over­
run by diseases from the 
animal wortd, according 
to researchers who have 
documented 38 Illnesses 
that have made that Jump 
over the past 25 years.

That’s not good news for 
the spread of bird flu. 
which experts fear could 
mutate and be transmit­
ted easily among people.

There are 1,407 
pathogens — viruses, bac­
teria. parasites, protozoa 
and fungi — t ^ t  can 
infect humans, said Mark 
Woolhouse of the 
University of Edinburgh 
in Scotland. Of those. 58

percent come from ani­
mals. Scientists consider 
177 (rfthe pathonns to be 
“emerging” or *riMmerg- 
ing.” Most w ill never 
cause pandemics.

Experts fear bird flu 
could prove an exception. 
Recent advances in the 
worldwide march of the 
H5N1 strain have rekin­
dled fears of a pandemic. 
’The virus has spread 
across Asia into Europe 
and Africa.

Controlling bird flu will 
require renewed focus on 
the animal world, includ­
ing the chickens, ducks 
and other poultiy that 
have been sacrificed by

the tens of millions to 
stem the progress of the 
virus, experts said at a 
news conference late 
Sunday at the annual 
meeting of the American 
Association for the 
Advancement o f Science.

“The strategy has to be 
looking at how to contain 
it in the animal world, 
because once you get into 
the human side, you’re 
dealing with vaccines and 
antiretrovirals, which is a 
whole new realm,” said 
Nina Marano, a veterinar­
ian and public health 
expert with the National 
Center for Infectious 
Diseases.

Bird flu has killed at 
least 91 people — most of 
them in Asia — since 
2003, according to the 
World Health
Organization. It appears 
to kill about half the peo­
ple it infects. However, 
should it mutate so it can 
pass from human to 
human, it likely will grow 
far less deadly, said Dr. 
Stanley Lemon, o f the 
University of Texas 
Medical Branch at 
Galveston.

“ It is very unlikely that 
it would maintain that 
kind of case mortality 
rate if it made the jump,” 
Lemon said.

Gear detects ‘signs of life’ at school buried by landslide
GUINSAUGON, Philippines (AP) 

— High-tech gear detected “signs of 
life” Monday at the site of an ele­
mentary school buried under up to 
100 feet of mud that swept down a 
hillside soaked by rain in the east­
ern Philippines, ^ e  provincial gov­
ernor said.

Sounds of scratching and a rhyth­
mic tapping were picked up by seis­
mic sensors and sound-detection 
gear brought in by U.S. and 
Malaysian forces, said South Leyte 
Gov. Rosette Lerias. Generator- 
powered lights were set up to allow 
teams of rescue workers to dig 
through the sludge during the 
night.

Lerias said rescuers picked up “a 
faint, rhythmic tapping” at 5 p.m.

Two hours later, “We received 
news that there was increased pos­
itive signs of life. To me, that’s 
more than enough reason to smile

and be happy. The adrenaline is 
high as far as people are con­
cerned,” Lerias said.

The search for survivors in the 
farming village of Guinsaugon had 
focused on the school because of 
unconfirmed reports that some of 
the 250-300 children and teachers 
believed trapped inside may have 
sent cell phone text messages to rel­
atives soon after Friday’s disaster.

U.S. Marines digging at the site 
found bodies but no survivors by 
Monday night. Marine Capt. 
Burrell Parmer said at the site.

The death toll is expected to be as 
high as 1,000 after earth, boulders 
and trees thundered down a rain- 
drenched mountain. A few sur­
vivors were pulled out in the first 
hours after the disaster.

“There is a lot of rubble, a lot of 
large boulders,” Parmer said. “On 
some sides near the river, it’s very

moist, very soft soil, and you can 
get stuck up to your heels and your 
waistline i f  you’re not careful.”

Rescuers said the noises might 
have come from shifting and set­
tling mud covering the school. But 
the discovery offered a glimmer of 
hope to rescuers who had all but 
abandoned expectations of finding 
anyone alive.

“We know there’s something 
down there,” said U.S. Marine Lt. 
Richard Neikirk, pointing to a spot 
under a big boulder, where seismic 
sensors detected sounds. “The far­
ther down we went, the signals 
grew stronger.”

A Malaysian team using sound- 
detection gear picked up noises, 
too.

“We have a sound,” said Sahar 
Yunos of the Malaysia Disaster and 
Rescue Team. “Knocking, some­
thing like that.”

British historian pieads guiity to charges of denying the Holocaust
VIENNA, Austria (AP) 

— Right-wing British his­
torian David Irving plead­
ed guilty today to charges 
of denying the Holocaust 
and conceded that he was 
wrong to say there were 
no Nazi gas chambers at 
the Auschwitz concentra­
tion camp.

Ir^lhg, hilfrdrtiflb4. and 
wearing a navy blue suit, 
arrived in court carrying 
a copy of one of his most 
controversial books — 
“HiUer’s War," which 
challenges the extent of 
the Holocaust.

“ I made a mistake when 
I said there were no gas 
chambers at Auschwitz," 
Irving told the court.

But he insisted he never 
wrote a book about the 
Holocaust, which he 
called “just a fragment of 
my area of interest.”

“ In no way did I deny 
the killings of millions of 
people by the Nazis,” tes­
tified Irving, who has 
written nearly 30 books.

Irving, 67, has been in 
custody since his 
November arrest on 
charges stemming from 
two speeches he gave in 
Austria in 1989 in which 
he was accused of deny­
ing the Nazis’ extermina­
tion of 6 million Jews. He 
has contended that most 
of those who died at con­
centration camps such as 
Auschwitz succumbed to

diseases such as typhus 
rather than execution.

A  verdict was expected 
later today, with a convic­
tion almost' certain 
because of Irving’s guilty 
plea. He faces up to 10

years in prison under the 
1992 law, which applies to 
“whoever denies, grossly 
plays down, approves or 
tries to excuse the 
National Socialist geno­
cide or other National

Socialist crimes against 
humanity in a print pub­
lication, in broadcast or 
other media.”

Irving’s trial comes 
amid new debate over 
freedom of expression.
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Make your body 
pull its own weight

In the search for the 
right exercise gizmo, do 
not forget the most com­
pact, convenient and 
portable one of all: your 
own body. It generally 
travels well and, if used 
correctly, can give you a 
challenging workout.

Remember the good old 
push-up? Some refer to it 
and a series o f like 
maneuvers as body- 
weight exercises. Fitness 
expert Alwyn Cosgrove 
calls his program “Your 
Body Is a Barbell.” You 
can make them as hard 
as you wish and you will 
work up a sweat. Form 
and balance are critical 
to get the most out of 
these exercises. So focus 
and pay attention to your 
breathing.

Seattle personal trainer 
Laura Martin recently 
demonstrated part of 
Cosgrove’s program for 
me. A former gymnast, 
Martin owns a business 
called the Exercise Co., 
which specializes in in- 
home consultations. 
Here are just a few of the 
moves:

The Bulgarian split 
squat: Start with a bench 
or coffee table behind 
you. Lay the top of one 
foot on the structure and 
put the other foot about 
two or three feet in front 
of you. With most of your 
weight on the front leg, 
bend your front knee 
until the trailing knee is 
grazing the floor.

You can hold the posi­
tion for several counts 
and put your hands 
behind your head to 
make it harder. You 
should not feel a strain 
on your knee. The ten­
sion goes to the quads 
and glutes.

Partial co-contraction 
lunge: This is a personal 
favorite of Martin’s. 
Beginning in a lunge 
position, lower your 
back leg until the knee 
touches the ground. 
Place one hand on the 
teardrop-shaped muscle 
just inside your forward 
knee. Place your other 
hand on the glute of the 
same leg. Raise your 
back knee an inch off the 
floor and you will feel 
the knee muscle — called 
the vastus medialis — 
contract. This is the 
starting position.

Slowly extend both legs 
while you pay attention 
to the tension in both 
muscles you are monitor­
ing. When you do, pause 
briefly, and return to the 
starting position. It is 
important, says
Cosgrove, that you stay 
within the range in 
which the two muscles 
are firing. Martin says 
this exercise strengthens 
the inner muscles of the 
knee, which are chroni­
cally weaker than the 
outer ones. She recom­
mends this exercise to 
skiers, especially.

Centipede with push­

ups: This is a good one 
for the upper body and 
core. Start in push-up 
position with arms, legs 
and body all straight. 
Pull the belly button 
toward the spine to 
engage the abdomen 
muscles. Begin to walk 
your feet toward your 
hands_as far as your 
flexibility allows. Then 
walk your hands out to 
the starting position and 
do a push-up. Repeat this 
10 times.

Don’t let your hips sink 
in the middle of the 
movement. Breathe in as 
you walk your feet in; 
breathe out when you do 
the push-up. You can 
also do this without the 
push-up.

Side plank: This builds 
core muscles. Lie on one 
side with your elbow 
directly under your 
shoulder and the rest of 
your body in line with 
the shoulder. Legs can be 
straight or bent at the 
knees depending on your 
strength. Press up from 
the hips to lift your body 
into a straight position 
while the hand on the 
other arm rests on the 
upper hip or the head. 
Hold for anywhere 
between 10 seconds and a 
minute; repeat on the 
other side.

The exercise, says 
Martin (www.lauramart- 
intraining.com), is effec­
tive in working the 
oblique muscles and the 
lower back. Keep your 
body and shoulders in 
line with each other. 
And again, don’t hold 
your breath.

Many of these exercises 
can incorporate the use 
of stability balls or other 
baiancint^  ̂ devices. 
Performing push-ups 
while your Hands or your 
legs are on a stability 
ball activates core and 
other muscles critical to 
performing both sports 
and everyday activities. 
If you can’t master the 
regular push-up on a 
ball, consider holding 
the ball off a wall and 
performing the push-up 
off it while standing.

The beauty of these 
simple weight-bearing 
exercises — other than 
the fact that they require 
no spendy gadgets — is 
that they can challenge 
the advanced or interme­
diate athlete but include 
the beginning, rehabbing 
or challenged athlete.

49ers, incorporates body- 
w eight exercises in “Hom e 
Fitness for Kids, G et Up and 
Move!"

The video features three

Davis makes history in Turin

TURIN, Italy — Say 
what you want about 
Shani Davis. Call him a 
trailblazer. Accuse him of 
selDshness. Snicker at 
him for being a momma’s 
boy.

Just don’t forget this: 
He’s also an Olympic 
champion.

Davis became the first 
black to claim an individ- 
Itial gold medal in Winter 
Olympic history
Saturday, winning the 
1,000-meter speedskating 
race and justifying his 
decision to focus on him­
self first, his team second.

Joey Cheek made it a 1- 
2 American finish, adding 
a silver to his victory in 
the 500.

“ I ’m one of a kind,’’ 
Davis said, fully aware of 
how much he stands put 
in the mostly white sport. 
“ I’m a different type of 
person. 1 have a different 
charisma. A lot of people 
don’t understand me.”

That much was clear 
from the racially charged 
messages to his personal 
Web site — “people say­
ing they hoped 1 would 
fall, break my leg, using 
the n-word,” he said. 
Even the great Eric 
Heiden had some choice 
words for America’s 
newest gold medalist, 
regarding his decision to 
skip the team pursuit.

“He is going his own 
way,” said Heiden, who 
won five gold medals at 
the 1980 Lake Placid 
Games. “He’s very differ­
ent to a lot of speed- 
skaters, and we have to

respect that, but he is not 
a team player.”

Maybe not, but the 23- 
year-old firom Chicago’s 
South Side is building a 
heck of a rivalry with 
Texan Chad Hedrick.

Hedrick won the first 
speedskating gold with a 
dominating performance 
in the 5,000. Davis got 
him back in the 1,000, the 
weakest of Hedrick’s indi­
vidual events. They’ll face 
off again Tuesday in the 
1,500 — an event Davis 
ruled until Hedrick 
snatched away the world 
record.

“ I ’m not trying to beat 
Chad," Davis insisted. 
“ I ’m trying to beat every­
one.”

Hedrick, who had only 
skated the 1,000 a half- 
dozen times in his career, 
put up an early time that 
stood until Davis bested it 
in the 19th of 21 pairs 
with a clocking of 1 
minute, 8.89 seconds. 
Four other skaters passed 
Hedrick as well, leaving 
him in sixth place.

Erben Wennemars of 
the Netherlands claimed 
the bronze, which was 
fine with Hedrick.

“Once Shani beat me, 1 
didn’t care if I got a 
bronze,” he said. “ I ’m 
here to win. It’s all or 
nothing.”

The testy relationship 
between the two U.S. 
sfars was apparent after 
the race. Hedrick didn’t 
even bother congratulat­
ing Davis.

Davis came under fire 
for skipping the team pur­
suit — especially when a 
Hedrick-led squad was

knocked out by Italy in 
the quarterfinals, doomed 
by a slow skater who 
might not have been on 
the Ice if  Davis was avail­
able. The loss denied 
Hedrick a chance to go 
after Heiden’s record of 
records, those five golds 
at Lake Placid.

But Davis’ world record 
holder in the 1,000, want­
ed to focus on his signa- 
tiu^ event. And his victo­
ry — a third straight indi­
vidual triumph for the 
U.S. men at the Olympic 
oval — means that 
Hedrick’s quest would 
have come up short, even 
with a gold in the team 
pursuit.

After Davis became the 
first guy to break 1:09 on 
the slow Turin ice, there 
were still two more pairs 
to go — four skaters capa­
ble of knocking him out.

Cheek went in the next 
group and came the clos­
est, fading a bit at the end 
for a time of 1:09.16. Five 
days earlier, he dominat­
ed the shortest race on 
the schedule and donated 
his $25,000 bonus to a 
charity run by speedskat­
ing icon Johann Olav 
Koss.

This time, he’ll hand 
over a $15,000 check to 
Koss. Dutch stars 
Wennemars and Jan Bos 
went in the final pair, but 
neither caught the 
Americans. Wennemars 
grabbed the bronze in 
1:09 32.

Davis showed no imme­
diate emotion after the 
last two skaters failed to 
beat his time. He was 
cooling down in the
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Team USA’s Mathiau Schneider (23) and Mike Modano (9) scramble for a loose puck with Sweden’s 
Samuel PaMsson (26) and Mika Hannula (51) during the third period of a preliminary round In the 
2006 Winter Olympics at Torino Esposizloni In Turin, Italy Sunday.

warmup lane, skating 
slowly with his arms 
behind his back.

Finally, he smiled and 
waved to the crowd, pick­
ing up a stuffed bear that 
a fan tossed on the ice. As 
h  ̂came to the other end

of the rink, Davis found 
Wennemars waiting. The 
friendly rivals gave each 
other a big hug in front of 
the orange-clad, predomi­
nantly Dutch crowd, 
prompting the biggest 
cheer of the night.

“1 like him as a person, 
I like him as a speed- 
skater,” Wennemars said. 
“What the United States 
thinks about him doesn’t 
matter because Shani is 
the Olympic champion, so 
he is right.”

33 tries, finished third.
But after, Newman

The cheater stigma is 
one Johnson will have to 
live with — even after the 
biggest win of his career.

Johnson stayed under 
the radar — and away 
from Stewart — to pull 
out the victory.

Earlier this week, 
Stewart forced NASCAR 
to crack down on bump 
drafting and aggressive 
driving when he warned 
that someone could be 
killed in the 500’.

Then he became the

first Cup driver to be 
penalized under the new 
watchdog policy.

He began his day by hit­
ting Gordon — a heavy 
favorite to win a second 
straight 500 — early in 
the race to eliminate him 
from contention.

Then Stewart took out a 
secpnd potential winner 
when he made a hard left 
turn into Matt Kenseth.

It wasn’t clear if 
Stewart’s contact was 
intentional, but it severe­
ly damaged Kenseth’s car 
and NASCAR quickly 
penalized Stewart by 
ordering him to the back 
of the field. The punish­
ment dropped him from 
fifth to 34th.

Clearly angry, he 
pushed his in-car camera 
away so television view­
ers couldn’t see him rag­
ing.

Just seconds later, 
Kenseth exacted his 
revenge as the two cars 
raced each other off pit

road. Kenseth passed 
Stewart, ran him low to 
the apron and appeared to 
hit him. NASCAR then 
called Kenseth into pit 
road for his own penalty, 
but the driver was irate 
and slow to comply.

“You’>ve got to come in. 
Matt, they are going to 
pull our scorecard!” crew 
chief Robbie Reiser 
radioed.

“Not until they tell me 
what I Aid. I put my hand 
up, asked him, ‘Why did 
you do that?’ That’s all I 
did,” Kenseth replied.
