Police investigating aggravated robbery

Local law enforcement is
currently searching for a
man who allegedly held up a
local convenience store
Thursday night using what
was believed to have been an
improvised explosive device.

According to Lt. Terry
Chamness, spokesman for
the Big Spring Police
Department, a Hispanic male
— possibly in his 40s —

walked into Kwik Kash,
located in the 1800 block of
Gregg Street.

“The man, who was on foot,
placed the device on the
counter and demanded
money,” said Chamness. “He
was given an unknown
amount of cash, after which
he left, leaving the device on
the counter.”

Chamness, who also serves
as the BSPD’s bomb techni-
cian, was then called to the
scene.

“I was called to the scene,
along with the Big Spring
Fire Department,” said
Chamness.

“The store was evacuated
and we moved everyone
back, just in case it was a
real device. I examined the
IED (improvised explosive
device) and determined it
was a hoax.”

According to Chamness,
the suspect was wearing a
hooded sweatshirt, a blue
jean jacket and a ball cap. No

injuries or property damage
were reported.

No arrests had been made
as of mid-morning today.

Pilot error blamed in deadly Gulf crash

GALVESTON (AP) — Two pilots’ lack of attention
to a helicopter’s altimeter is to blame for a crash
two years ago that killed 10 people in the Gulf of
Mexico, investigators said.

National Transportation Safety Board investiga-

| tors said they were unable to determine the

sequence of events leading to the 2004 crash because
the helicopter did not have a flight data recorder.
“However, since cockpit instrumentation was
available to the pilots, the board concluded that the
flight crew was not adequately monitoring the heli-
copter’s altitude and missed numerous cues to indi-
cate that the aircraft was descending toward the
‘water,” investigators wrote in a report released this
week.
Anotrer factor in the deadly nighttime descent
. as the helicopter’s lack of a crash warning device
common in airplanes, investigators found.
Such equipment was not available for helicopters
at the time. The NTSB has since recommended the

| Federal Aviation Administration require the

devices on helicopters.

' Company that scans SATs says

rain may have caused errors
(AP) — Blame it on the rain. The company that

| scans the answer sheets for the SAT college

entrance exam said Thursday that wet weather may
have damaged 4,000 tests that were given the wrong
scores.

Abnormally high moisture content in some
answer sheets caused them to expand so they could
not be read properly at a scanning center in Austin,
said Pearson Educational Measurement.

The affected test day, Oct. 8, coincided with the
beginning of a week of heavy rain in the Northeast,
where most of the tests came from. Rain that week-
end forced hundreds of people to evacuate their
homes. As much as 10 inches fell on New Jersey.

“When there’s moisture in the paper, it actually
grows,” said Pearson spokesman David Hakensen.
That causes the ovals students fill in “to move just
slightly, enough so that it will be out of registration
for the scanning head to read the answers,”

The answer sheets are carefully packaged but still
could have been affected by high humidity, he said.
The company was still investigating.

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Clinton conflicts, arrogance, duplicity

iven her husband’s insa-
tiable ego and ungamench-
able quest for public
affection, presidential
aspirant Hillary Clinton will face
some hard choices during her
eampaign, which has already
‘begun.

Even Bill Clinton’s enemies con-
cede he is nothing if not political-
ly astute.

So let’s not fool ourselves. They
both have grotesque conflicts of
interest. But this is nothing new.

Since they got awov ... h similarly
unseemly conflicts tor years, there
is no reason they should fear
accountability now.

Tn my book “Absolute Power,” I
described how the Clintons had
played this game before. Seeking
to ingratiate herself to Puerto
Rican voters during her New York
Senate campaign, Hillary first said
she supported clemency for the

FALN terrorists, provided they
renounced violence.

But when a public backlash
ensued against Bill’s clemency
offer, Hillary publicly called upon
him to “immediately withdraw”
his offer. They were orchestrating
this public charade, pretending to
be isolated from each other’s deci-
sion-making processes, while
spending the weekend together at
Camp David.

The enormity of their public
deception manifested itself when
ABC News revealed the White
House knew the clemency offer
had been accepted a full two days
before Mrs. Clinton publicly
demanded that her husband
rescind it.

outh Dakota is so rarely
found on the leading edge
of the far out, the wiggy,
the California-esque. But it
has now staked its claim. First to
Outlaw Abortion This Century.
The state legislature of South
Dakota, in all its wisdom and
majesty, a legislature comprised of
sons and daughters of the soil
from Aberdeen to Zell, have
usurped the right of the women of
that state to decide whether or not
to bear the child of an unwanted
pregnancy. THEY will decide.
Women will do what they decide.

These towering solons, repre-
senting citizens from the great
cosmopolitan centers of Rapid City
and Sioux Falls to the bosky dells
near Yankton, are noted for their
sagacity and understanding. When
you think “enlightenment,” the
first thing that comes to your
mind is “the South Dakota
Legislature,” right?

As well it might. The purpose of
the law is to force a decision from
the United States Supreme Court,
where the appointments of John
Roberts and Sam Alito have now
shored up the anti-choice forces.

The South Dakota Legislature
has made it a crime for a doctor to
perform an abortion under any
circumstances except to save the
life of the mother. There are no
exceptions for rape, incest or to
preserve the health of the mother.
Should this strike you as hard
cheese, State Sen. Bill Napoli, R-
Rapid City, explains how rape and
incest could be exceptions under
the “life” clause. Napoli believes
most abortions are performed for
“convenience,” but he told “The

NewsHour With Jim Lehrer”
about how he a “real-life
example” of the exception could be
invoked:

“A real-life description to me

would be a rape victim, brutally
raped, savaged. Thz girl was a vir-
gin. She was religious. She
planned on saving her virginity
until she was married. She was
brutalized and raped, sodomized
as bad as you can possibly make
it, and is impregnated. I mean,
that girl, could be so messed up,
physically and psychologically,
that carrying that child could very
well threaten her life.”

Please stop and
reread the paragraph
above. See? Clearly
Napoli’s exception
would not apply to
il the South Dakota
woman also inter-
viewed by the
NewsHour.
“Michelle” is in her
MotLy 20s, has a low-paying

Ivins job and two children.
And says she simply
cannot afford a third.
She drove five hours to the state’s
only abortion clinic.

“It was difficult when I found
out I was pregnant. I was sad-
dened because I knew that I'd
probably have to rhake this deci-
sion. Like I said, I have two chil-
dren, so I look into their eyes and
I love them. It’s been difficult, you
know, it’s not easy. And I don’t
think it’s, you know, ever easy on
a woman, but we need that
choice.”

But who is she to make that
choice when Bill Napoli can make
it for her? He explains: “When I
was growing up here in the wild
west, if a young man got a girl
pregnant out of wedlock, they got
married, and the whole darned
neighborhood was involved in that
wedding. I mean, you just didn’t
allow that sort of thing to happen,
you know? I mean, they wanted
that child to be brought up in a

home with two parents, you know,
that whole story. And so I happen
to believe that can happen again.
... I don’t think we're so far
beyond that, that we can’t go back
to that.”

I find this so profound I am con-
sidering putting Sen. Napoli in
charge of all moral, ethical and
medical decisions made by
women. Certainly lucky for the
women of South Dakota that he’s
there, and perhaps that’s what we
all need — a man to make deci-
sions for us in case we should
decide to do something serious
just for our own convenience.

Look at some of the incompetent
women we have running around
in this country — Condoleezza
Rice and Madeleine Albright, now
there are a couple of girls in need
of guidance from the South Dakota
legislature. Female doctors,
lawyers, airplane pilots, engineers
and, for that matter, female mem-
bers of the South Dakota
Legislature — who coula ever
trust them with an important deci-

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Free throws, defense lift Hawks to victory

LUBBOCK — It wasn’t
exactly pretty Thursday
for the top-ranked
Howard men’s basketball
team, but a win is a win
in March.

The Hawks shot 30 per-
cent from the field, but
played their typical
defense, only committed
seven turnovers and out-
rebounded Grayson, 41-30,
and advanced to the sec-
ond round of the Region 5
Tournament after taking
down the Vikings, 68-55.

“We had some first
game jitters and a lot of
why we weren’t ready to
play can be attributed to
the coaches,” said
Howard head coach Mark
Adams. “Grayson’s a
good team and it never
gave up. We were able to
make the right adjust-
ments at halftime
though.”

Perhaps the biggest dif-
ference in the game came
at the free throw line
where Howard sunk 28 of
32 shots. Grayson was
just five of seven.

“I think us hitting free
throws and taking so
many more than Grayson
was the difference in the
game,” said Adams.

In other men’'s Region 5
Tournament action
Thursday, Midland
defeated Collin County,
71-62, McLennan took
down Odessa, 74-66, and
South Plains rolled past
Temple, 86-66.

Howard, which
improved to 30-1 with the
victory, will faéé South
Plains and the confer-
ence’s leading scorer in
Steve Harley, who scored
31 points in the first
round game, in the semi-

finals Saturday at 7 p.m.
And they may have to do
it without backup center
Herve Banogle, who went
down against Grayson
with an ankle injury.

“(Howard College head
trainer John Overton)
said it was probably bro-
ken, but we will get an X-
Ray tomorrow,” said
Adams.

Howard struggled in the
first half against
Grayson. It did not take
its first lead until back-to-
back- 3-pointers by
Richard Forbes: put the
Hawks up 10-8 with 14:10
to play until halftime.

Phil Murphy’s 3-pointer
put the Hawks up 20-19
with 5:40 left, but the
Hawks’ offense was not at
its best.

Sophomore stars
Charles Burgess and
Dezmon Harris had poor
shooting nights from the
field. Burgess was just
three-for-12, but scored 19
points because he went
13-for-15 from the charity
stripe. Harris was just
one of eight from the
field, but did go four-for-
four from the line and
scored seven points.

Two free throws by
Trevor Guy, who scored
14 first-half points for
Grayson, tied the game at
23-23 with 3:28 to go until
halftime. The Hawks
ended the half on a 12-6
run and grabbed a six-
point advantage at half-
time.

Guy-started the second
half with jumper to cut
the Hawks’ lead to four,
but a 13-5 run by Howard
after that put some dis-
tdnt ' Between the two
teais™=4s the Hawks
pushed the lead to 48-34.

Texas Tech advances, Baylor’s
season over at Blg 12 tourney

* Cowboys knock off
lowa State, Cyclones.
hoping for NIT bid

DALLAS — Considering
all the great seasons
they've had, Bob Knight
and Eddie Sutton will
probably want to forget
most things about this
one.

Unless their teams can
build on what they did
Thursday in the first
round of the Big 12 tour-
nament.

Knight's Texas Tech
club fulfilled his modest
goal of winning its tour-
nament opener with a 73-
65 victory over Kansas
State, then Sutton’s
Oklahoma State team
kept alive hopes of win-
ning this event for a third
straight year by beating
Iowa State 79-70.

Sutton has been away
from his team since a
Feb. 10 car wreck that left
him hurt and facing
charges that include
aggravated drunk dri-
ving. Still, the Cowboys'
wins and losses go on his
record — and this victory
was No. 798. Two more
would get Oklahoma State
into the conference finals
and would make Sutton
the fifth major college
coach to reach 800.

Tech's victory was the
869th for Knight. More
importantly, it snapped a
four-game losing streak,
his longest in five seasons
with the Red Raiders, and
gives him a chance to

avoid his first losing sea-
son since 1970-71 at Army.

He was satisfied simply
with  continuing® his
streak of winning a Big 12
tournament game every

year since he’'s lived in
Lubbock.

“I have always thought
that you start out the sea-
son trying to win the
national championship,”
Knight said. “When that's
eliminated, you are try-
ing to go to the NCAA
tournament. ... Our goal
was to win a game in (the
Big 12) tournament and
then see what we can do
from there.”

Tech’'s victory ended
Kansas State’s season,
which in turn cost coach
Jim Wooldridge his job.
His bosses had basically
given an NCAAs-or-bust
ultimatum, and with a 15-
13 finish the Wildcats
aren't going to make it.

In the other two first-
round games Thursday,
Colorado had to rally late
to pull out a 65-61 victory
over bottom-seed Baylor
and Nebraska held off
Missouri 71-64.

The Red Raiders (15-16)
advanced to a quarterfi-
nal game Friday against
No. 8 Texas, the tourna-

ment'’s top seed.
Oklahoma State (17-14)
gets No. 17 Kansas, the

second seed.
Colorado (20-8) played

Texas A&M in what could
be an NCAA tournament
elimination game, and
Nebraska (18-12) will play
Oklahoma.

Texas Tech 73,
Kansas State 65

Big 12 scoring leader
Jarrius Jackson shot only
4-0f-17, but made 10
straight free throws over
the final 1:10 to still end
up with a Tech-best 21
points.

While he struggled, the
Red Raiders’ offense was
propped up mostly by
Martin Zeno’s 17 points
and reserve Tanner
Ogden scoring a career-
best 14.

“Before the game, coach
told me to get ready. You
never know. Some days
he tells me to get ready
and I never come in. You
just have to. always be
prepared,” said Ogden,
who'd never scored more
than eight points in 41
career games and had
only 36 all season.

David . Hoskins led
Kansas State with 25
points, tying his career
best, and Dramane Diarra
had 12 points and 12
rebounds.

The Wildcats closed the
season losing four of their
last five games, dropping
their record under
Wooldridge to 83-90 over
six seasons.

Oklahoma St. 79,
lowa St. 70
Torre Johnson was
asked to spark the offense

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and did, scoring 15 points
in the first half, then
adding two rim-rocking
baskets late in the second
half, when the Cowboys
saw an 18-point lead
dwindle to two.

Johnson finished 9-of-11
for 20 points, his most
since mid-January.

The Buffaloes missed
their first 12 shots after
halftime and had to over-
come a seven-point deficit
in the final 5 minutes.

The Bears (4-13) came
close to becoming the

first No. 12 seed to ever
win a game in the Big 12
tournament.

violations uncovered fol-
lowing the death of
Patrick Dennehy.

themselves by going 14-of-
28 from the foul line.

Jimmy McKinney led

This was the Tigers’ first
opening-round loss in
this tournament and it
ended the school’s 100th
season, -a tumultuous
year that included coach
Quin Snyder resigning
and being replaced by
Melvin Watkins.

_ your shoulders to create the correct swing

Ready; set, relax

By T.J. TOMASI

Great players make it look easy, don't they?
Because they hit the ball using their abdominal
core, professional golfers are rotators extraor-
dinaire; you cannot rotate correctly when
you're all bound up in poor posture.

Here ] offer you two of the most relaxed-look-
ing setups in the business — short but arrow-
straight Fred Funk (in the top photo below) and
power player Tiger Woods. They both look com-
fortable even though they're set in a ready, ath-
letic position that prepares them for dynamic
motion.

There is no hunch in the shoulders and no |
arch in the lower back, configurations that \
would severely limit hip action and disrupt bal-
ance. In the correct setup, you can draw a
straight line from the buttocks through the
lower back and up the spine.

Another line that helps produce the correct
posture can be drawn from Tiger’s back pocket
through his hands and into the pile of practice
balls he’s working on. This is the angle of the ‘
hips that opens the way for athletic rotation. [

This is an important angle because while the |
hips have a tad ot .ilt, they have much less tilt
than the shoulders during the swing. This is
why the correct starting position is so impor-
tant in making a correct swing. You must bend
from your hips (not your waist) in order to
point the hip sockets more toward the ground.
This way your hips have enough tilt to allow

angle.

Another aspect of golf balance is the align-
ment of load-bearing joints whose role it is to
allow movement while providing maximum
stability. At address, the shoulder-knee-ankle
joints are stacked on both sides. The hip joints
are set back to facilitate the incline of the spine
angle and the ballast of the extended fanny.

When these joints are not in their strongest
alignment to accept the transfer of load during
the swing, they buckle, unbalancing the swing
motion.

I remember talking with the great Bob Toski
some years ago about the importance of cor-
rect posture, and to make his point he suggest-
ed a foot race of 30 yards. I was very fast in
those days, and it would have been no contest
except for the way we lined up: He faced the fin-
ish line and positioned me pointing in the oppo-
site direction. I protested that I couldn’t win
this race facing the wrong way, and his re-
sponse was, “Exactly. And you can’t get to the
ball correctly from a bad start either.” Point
well-taken.

ASK THE PRO

Q: I haven't taken any lessons
yet, but I've read a couple of golf
books and I watch the Golf
Channel, but I'm not getting any
better. I've been playing for about
two seasons. I'm a good athlete,
and I love golf, but I thought I'd
catch on faster than this. Anything
I can do to speed up the process? —
John, from Rutland, Vt.

A: John, I'm going to bring you
home the long way, so bear with
me. Let me tell you something
about your brain: It doesn’t care
what it learns; it’s simply a learn-
ing machine.

It is a servo-mechanism that
over millions of years of evolution

keeps you (1) upright, (2) your

belly filled, (3) preserves your abili-
ty to reproduce and (4) readies you
to fight or flee.

Your brain can learn ANY-
THING (even golf) if it’s presented
correctly. Unfortunately, your
brain doesn’t have a quality detec-
tor. It learns the bad right along
with the good, so it’s up to you to
choose your own learning.

In golf, your outcomes (the shots
you hit, the scores you shoot, the
enjoyment you have) are dependent
on the quality of what you learn, so
you'd better make sure that what
you put in your database is quality
information. If it's not, you will
fail, and then blame yourself.

You probably already have a doc-
tor, an accountant and a lawyer
