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BSISD students TAKS scores continue to climb

Big Spring students continue
to show improvement in state
standardized testing results.

Preliminary results from the
latest round of Texas
Assessment of Knowledge and
Skills (TAKS) testing shows
almost across-the-board
improvement in subject areas,
said Michael Downes, superin-
tendent for Big Spring

& Independent School
| District.

District-wide, stu-
_dent scores in
English/Language
Arts and Reading
improved from 80
percent passing rate
in 2005 to 86 percent
this year. Other test
areas show improve-
ment as well, with mathematics
(69 percent vs. 64 percent), writ-
ing (95 percent vs. 87 percent)

and science (63 percent vs. 50
percent) showing significant
improvement.

Social studies scores
remained unchanged, with 86
percent of students passing the
TAKS exam.

Downes said final results, to
be released later this year,
should be slightly better.
Preliminary results are of all

students who took the TAKS

test, while official results will
reflect scores only from stu-

dents in attendance at BSISD as
of the last Friday in October.

Needless to say, Downes was
quite pleased with the
improved scores.

“I’'ve always maintained that
as long as scores improve each
year, there’s no goal we can’t
reach,” he said. “To show con-
sistent gains for three consecu-
tive years in the core subjects
is really amazing. The credit
for these successes belongs to
the students, involved parents

and an outstanding teaching
staff.”

Individual campus TAKS
results, with 2006 scores com-
pared to 2005, include:

« Bauer Elementary —
Reading, 95 percent vs. 77 per-
cent; mathematics, 89 percent
vs. 81 percent; writing, 92 per-
cent vs. 96 percent.

District 2 seat on
Big Spring Council

heading into runoff

The Big Spring City
Council District 2 elec-
tion will have to go to
round two, while
Coahoma school district
voters returned two
incumbents and elected a
newcomer to the school
board.

In other area elections,
Stanton voters returned
the incumbent mayor and
city council member to
office, and Glasscock
County school district
voters gave the thumbs
up in overwhelming fash-
ion to a $4 million bond
issue to finance renova-
tion and construction pro-
jects in the district.

Donna Gamboa and
Manuel Ramirez Jr. were
the top two vote-getters in
extremely light polling
Saturday to decide who
replaces outgoing council
member Woody Jumper
in District 2 on the city

_ council.

With only 3.2 percent of

" the district’s registered

voters casting ballots,

' Gamboa received 25 votes

to Ramirez’ 16, with
Cindy Lopez earning 14
votes.

Since none of the candi-
dates received a majority
of the votes, Gamboa and
Ramirez will .vie in a
runoff election likely to
be held eitner June 17 or
June 24.

Both Gamboa and
Ramirez expressed disap-
pointment at the light
turnout, but vowed to
redouble their efforts to
get out the vote before the
runoff.

“T think it could have
been a lot better, but I'm
grateful for those people
who came out to vote
(Saturday),” said
Gamboa. “I'll do whatever
I can in the next few
weeks to get out there and

talk to the people of the

district.”

“It could have been bet-
ter, and it should have
been better,” Ramirez
said. “We're going to have
to hit the streets more
and get the word out ....
We have to let people
know they can have a
voice in the city.” ©

With only 55 out of 1,718
registered voters casting
ballots, county election
administrator Saundra
Bloom was understand-
ably nonplused about
Saturday’s turnout.

“I'm very disappointed
with the turnout for the
City of Big Spring elec-
tion,” Bloom said. “With
three candidates on the
ballots, we had hoped for
a better turnout.”

More voters went to the
polls in the Coahoma
school board election,
which resulted in new-
comer Alan Wright and
incumbents Jody Reid
and John Wayne Metcalf
winning seats.

In a seven-person race
— with the top three vote-
getters winning election
— Reid led the way with
146 votes, followed by
Metcalf (127) and Wright
(118). _

Incumbent James White
narrowly missed re-elec-
tion, garnering 99 votes,
followed by Lori Martinez
(98), James Gilbert Jr.
(33) and Jackie W. Hill
(32).

Bloom said 10.45 per-
cent of registered
Coahoma voters cast bal-
lots.

“It sounded like it was a
pretty close election,”
Reid said. “It was good
that we had as good of a
turnout as we had
Overall, it seems as if
things are going pretty
good right now, and hope-
fully, we can keep things
going in the right direc-
tion.”

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State considers raising West Texas speed limits on I-10, I-20

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Speed
limits would increase to 80 mph
on two West Texas interstate
highways under a proposal by
the Texas Department of
Transportation.

The ' Texas Transportation
Commission could take up the
proposed change, which would
apply to Interstate 10 and
Interstate 20 in West Texas,
when it meets in Austin next
week.

Some advocates for fuel con-
servation and safety have ques-
tioned the wisdom of boosting
speed limits, but transportation
officials said most drivers are

already cruising at nearly 80
mph.

Carlos Lopez, director of traf-
fic operations for the depart-
ment, said a survey of both
interstates found that 85 per-
cent of motorists were driving
up to 79 mph.

“If people begin to think that
the number on the sign is
unreasonable, then they won’t
respect it,” Lopez said. “Just
putting up a lower number on
the highway isn’t going to slow
down traffic.”

The change was made possi-
ble by state legislation passed
last year making 10 counties in

West Texas eligible for higher
speeds, starting with Kerr
County and stretching to the El
Paso County line.

But with gas prices at a pre-
mium, some groups said dri-
vers should be encouraged to
slow down rather than speed
up.

Increasing the speed limit
“will have a perverse reaction,”
said Peter Iwanowicz, director
of environmental health at the
American Lung Association.
“Increasing the speed limit will
increase fuel use.”

U.S. Department of Energy
studies show gas mileage usual-

ly decreases rapidly at speeds
above 60 mph. The agency’s
Web site says that motorists
generally pay an additional 20
cents per gallon of gas for each
5 mph they drive over 60.

Lopez said fuel conservation
is already lost for most drivers,
who are traveling at 77 to 79
mph.

Safety advocates also fear that
raising the limit will lead to
more traffic fatalities.

“Our concern'is that the two
biggest contributors to traffic
accidents is speed and alcohol,”
said Jerry Johns, president of
the Southwestern Insurance

Information Service, an indus-
try group. “That has been con-
sistent for years and years and
years.”

Statistics kept by the Texas
Department of Public Safety
show each time the state has
changed its speed limits, there
has been a correlating effect on
the number of traffic fatalities.

Department spokesman
Randall Dillard said the 80 mph
speed limit is intended to make
driving on the interstate safer.

“It’'s generally considered a
safer condition when motorists
are traveling at a uniform

Bush will call for National Guard
troops to work Mexican border

WASHINGTON ~
President Bush is sending
thousands of National
Guard troops to bolster
patrols along the Mexican
border, a move designed
to win support for immi-
gration reform from get-
tough conservatives in
his party.

Bush, in a speech to the
nation Monday, is propos-
ing to use the troops in a
supportive role to the
Border Patrol while it
builds up its resources to
more effectively secure

the 2,000-mile line
between the U.S. and
Mexico, White House

spokesman Tony Snow
said.
Snow said the effort

would use only “a very_

small percentage of the
Guard,” which numbers
about 400,000 members
around the country.
White House officials say
it would involve fewer
than 10,000 Guardmen.

In a signal of the high
stakes on the issue, Bush
was to make the
announcement at 7 p.m.,
in a rare prime-time
speech from the Oval
Office. He planned to fol-
low up the address with a
visit Thursday to the bor-
der in Arizona to further
press his case.

The broadcast networks
ABC, CBS, NBC and Fox
and the cable networks
Fox News Channel, CNN
and MSNBC plan live cov-
erage of the speech, set to
run less than 20 minutes.

Under Bush’s proposal,
formed in consulation
with border-state gover-
nors who command the
National Guard, Border
Patrol agents would main-

‘tain primary responsibili-

ty for physically guarding
the border. National
Guard soldiers will not
perform law enforcement
duties, but will help in
such areas as construc-
tion, surveillance and
transportation, Snow
said.

Snow *would not say
how long it would take to
beef up the Border Patrol
to the point where the
National -Guard troops
would no longer be need-
ed — or how the opera-
tion would be funded. But
he said Bush’s proposal
goes further in beefing up

Don’t let deadline
for Medicare drug
coverage get past

e deadline is midnight. That’s right, if
you're a senior citizen who has not yet
signed up for Medicare Part D drug coverage,
you have until midnight tonight to do so

without having to pay some pretty substantial penal-
ties.

The new program allows 43 million seniors and dis-
aoled people to enroll in a government-paid private
plan that will subsidize the cost of their prescription
medications through Medicare. Approximately 37
million people have now either signed up or been
automatically enrolled.

So, according to the federal government, there are
still millions of eligible Americans who have not yet
signed up for the new drug coverage plan and there’s
little doubt that at least a few of them live here in the
Crossroads.

Now, if you are one of those who hasn’t yet signed
up for the program, more than likely one cf two fac-
tors are involved — you're either frustrated by the 40
or so different coverage plans available or you're one
of those people that works best under deadline pres-
sure and always wait for the last minute to do any-
thing.

As newspaper people, we're obviously familiar
with being our best under deadline pressure.

But if you haven’t signed up due the confusion fac-
tor, it's time to make sure you get some help and
meet tonight’s deadline.

The program, which uses private companies to
make prescribed medications available at a consid-
erable discount to a large percentage of Medicare-
enrolled citizens, consists of a number’ of different
plans.

There is help available, however.

Local pharmacists are ready to help. While they’re
not allowed to suggest any one company, but they
can help you decide what type of plan is best for you.

After tonight’s deadline, people will still be able to
get on the program, but it’s going to cost consider-
ably more, and those costs will be taken out of Social
Security income.

Of course, the new plan may not be in everyone’s
best interest. If you currently have co-pay coverage
for prescriptions, Medicare Part D is probably not a
good idea for you. However, if Medicare is the only
health coverage you have, you should seriously con-
sider the program.

‘United 93’ us no flight of fancy

e movie “United 93"
depicts what David .,
Beamer, father of United

» Flight 93 passenger Todd
Beamer, calls the first “counterat-
tack” in the war on terror after
Sept. 11, 2001. Beamer rejects the
notion that the movie is coming
out “too soon” after Sept. 11. He
wrote in The Wall Street Journal
that if anything is “too soon,” it is
“too soon for us to become compla-
cent.”

You won’t hear
family members of
the 33 passengers
and seven crewmem-
bers complain that
writer-director Paul
Greengrass exploited
their loved ones. The
film depicts the  ic-

tims from a respect- DEeBRA
ful distance, with no SAUNDERS
designated star pas-
senger.

You see the PO —

unnamed passengers from the per-
spective of a fellow traveler board-
ing the same plane — on their cell
phones in the waiting room, set-
tling into their seats, reacting to
news that the plane would be late.
(If th~ flight had left on time,
United 93 might have crashed into
the U.S. Capitol.)

You have to know the story well
to recognize Mark Bingham —
who arrived just before the gate
closed — or Todd Beamer in his
baseball cap, or Tom Burnett, who
phoned his wife, Deena, after ter-
rorists hijacked Flight 93, stabbed
a passenger and killed three
crewmembers.

From San Ramon, Calif., Deena

Burnett told her husband that two
planes had flown into the World
Trade Center, but you don’t hear
what she told her husband, you
only see his reaction.

There is no defining, dramatic
moment when a passenger says,
“Let’s roll,” and male passengers
storm forward to take back the
cockpit. Instead, you see passen-
gers and flight attendants fum-
bling with a harsh reality, debat-
ing over what to do and phoning
loved ones as the plane jerks and
falls and forces all to grab whatev-
er they can as they hold on for
dear life.

Meanwhile, at the Federal
Aviation Administration, air traf-
fic controllers wre grappling with
the unknown. Is American
Airlines Flight 11 the plane that
flew into the World Trade Center?
Wait, word just came in that the
plane is still airborne. It takes
time for personnel to decipher the
words, “We have some planes” —
that’s nlanes, not a plane.

Wha “United 93” does best is to
bring you back to the pre-9/11
world. When one air traffic con-
troller announces that he believes
American Flight 11 has been
hijacked, staffers don’t bolt into
action.

They muse about when the last
American hijacking occurred.
They do not comprehend the situa-
tion — they haven’t seen it on TV
yet.

Greengrass persuaded a number
of government workers — includ-
ing Ben Sliney, head of air traffic
control in Herndon, Va. — to play
themselves. Sliney is key because
he is the bureaucrat who boldly

decided to halt all flights in
America because the country was
at war, when he didn’t know there
were four planes involved and
couldn’t get good answers from
the military. \ ‘

This is a valuable perspective
that debunks the belief that warn-
ings of the attacks were loud and.
clear or that officials should have
jumped to action the minute :
American Flight 11 hit one of the
World Trade Center towers. At the
time and on the scene, decision-
makers didn’t have the informa-
tion or ability to respond surgical-
ly. See the military planes flying
over the ocean, where they were
least needed.

The attacks were simply too
quick. The 9-11 commission report
concluded that minutes after the
Flight 93 crash, President Bush
authorized a shooting down of
American planes, if necessary. But
the brass didn’t pass on the order,
lest American pilots shoot down
the wrong plane. The movie
makes it clear how the wrong
response might have followed.

One morning, 33 passengers and
seven crewmembers boarded a
plane expecting a simple, if
tedious, cross-country flight.
Instead, they walked into bloody
history, and they did the best they
could. The Sept. 11 panel found
that their “actions saved the lives
of countless others.” It is not too
soon to relive that day.

Month. I cannot emphasize enough
how important it is to report any
sexual abuse crimes that you may
be aware is happening.

So many children and young men
and women are molested everyday.
Some feel like they have no one to
turn to for help and support, so the
abuse continues. Unfortunately,
there is a seven-year statute of lim-
itations which prevents many per-
petrators from standing trial for
the horrible crime they have com-
mitted.

By the time the victim is strong
enough to come forward, it is too
late to prosecute and the perpetra-
tor continues molesting innocent
children.

Last <month, the Big Spring
Herald featured a story about two
women who was molested by their
step-father when they were little
girls.

Fortunately, they reported this to
someone who took a stand for
them, and their stepfather was
charged and locked up. Thank God!
Some children are either too afraid
to tell anyone or their family mem-
ber just ignores it.

Unfortunately, by the time I w: s
able to come forward and report
my sexual abuse case, the statute of
limitations had passed. Since then,
my father has married two more
women and molested their children
too. He is 62 years old and still
molests children.

Molesting children is an evil sick-
ness. I called Child Protective
Services the last time I heard he
was living with children and g=ve
them a history about him. He took
the children out of schocl and
moved to another town with them
before CPS could investigate.

I always alert the mother of the

children, but they don't believe me
until it’s too late. One of the moth-
ers contacted me five years ago and
told me that her son finally told her
he had been sexually abused when
he was a child.

It's too late to prosecute, but she
said they are both receiving coun-
seling. Child molesters never stop.
If they do, it’s because they're in
jail.

I'm so glad to see interventions
such as Dateline working with law
enforcement in cracking down and
catching these “sick” individuals
whose sole purpose is to stalk and
abuse children.

The trauma that these predators
cause is enormous, just as “Lacy”
and “Amber” described in their
story.

If you know of any children who
need help, telephone the local
authorties, Child Protective
Services, or Victim Services.

We must help and support chil-
dren — we may be their only hope.
If telling my story will help at least
one person, then it's definitely
worth coming forward.
