Will voters in Big Spring sup­
port part or all of a $21 million 
municipal bond for nearly a 
half-dozen improvement pro­
jects ranging from a conference 
center to street reconstruction?

That’s the question the Big 
Spring City Council pondered 
Tuesday following its regular 
meeting. The answer among 
council members was a 
resounding... Yes.

“We’re at a crossroads,” said 
Mayor Russ McEwen as the 
council digested the scope of

the projects. “ It’s time for us to 
decide whether we re going to 
be bold and make these deci­
sions, or we’re just going to be 
caretakers.”

The projects include;
• Street reconstruction for 

much of Main and Scurry 
streets, including parts of 
Nolan and Johnson near the 
downtown area. Included in the 
scope of the project are land­
scaped islands on Main Street

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Forcib le overdose suspected
Police believe m other gave herself and  her daughter deadly dose

A 12-yeat old girl believed to have 
been forcibly overdosed by her 
mother has been released from the 
care of a Lubbock hospital and 
remains in the custody of Child 
Protective Services.

According to Sgt. Tony Everett, 
public information officer with the 
Big Spring Police Department, the 
girl s mother, 50-year-old Callie Jo 
Nickle, is still under investigation 
for the incident that sent both to 
the emergency room at Scenic

Mountain Medical Center.
“No charges have been filed 

against the mother at this time,” 
said Everett. “However, we fully 
expect charges to be filed as the 
investigation into the matter con­
tinues.”

According to BSPD reports, a 
drug overdose was reported in the 
1800 block of Nolan at approximate­
ly 1:25 p.m. Wednesday, June 7.

Nickle and her daughter were 
rushed to the emergency room after 
the mother allegedly forced her 
daughter to take a number of 
unidentified pills, according to wit­

nesses at the hospital.
Nickle was stabilized at SMMC, 

while her daughter was flown to a 
hospital in Lubbock, where she 
remained in serious condition for 
several days.

Everett declined to speculate 
whether the overdoses were part of 
a suicide attempt by the 56-year-old 
female, saying the matter is still 
under investigation.

“We’re looking at an 
area a little more than 
five miles southeast of the 
airpark.” said Woodson. 
“ We re looking at an oper­
ation that would generate 
between 80 and 150 
megawatts of electricity, 
which translates in 
approximately 55 to 100 
turbines.

“Of course, because of

the proximity to the air­
park. we re working with 
the Federal Aviation 
Administration to make 
sure the location will 

work. We re 
very inter­
ested in 
that area, 
and we’ll 
cont inue 
to work

with the 
KAA on the issue.”

Woodson said the pro­
ject is still in the develop 
ment phase.

X marks the spot — but not on TAKS test

A Big Spring ISD inves­
tigation into areas of con­
cern on some local TAKS 
tests has apparently satis­
fied state education offi­
cials that no wrongdoing 
has occurred.

The local school district 
received a letter from 
Texas Education Agency 
officials noting that an 
audit of April 2005 Texas 
Assessment of Knowledge 
and Skills (TAKS) showed 
potential irregularities in 
results from Marcy 
Elementary’s third-grade 
TAKS scores.

“My specific 
concern 
with this 
issue i s ... 
that our 
tests were Downes 

questioned based on 
a teaching method 
that was and remains 
valid.”

The analysis, conducted 
by Utah-based Caveon 
Test Security, flagged the 
Marcy results because of

multiple marks on 
answer sheets. These 
marks, which usually 
occur through smudging 
the answer sheet and 
changing answers, could 
indicate that answers 
were being inappropriate­
ly modified.

BSISD Superintendent 
Michael Downes took 
strong exception to any 
hint that officials might 
have tampered with test 
results.

“The third graders at 
Marcy are taught — and 
this is a perfectly valid 
teaching method — to put

Teacher incentive pay program

Two incentive 
programs both tied to 
student performance in 
the Texas Assessment of 
Knowledge and Skills 
(TAKS) test are to be 
in place within the next 
two years.

The first of those pro­
grams. the Student 
Achievement Program, 
provides incentive pay of

between $3,000 and 
$10,000 annually to teach­
ers whose students per­
form well enough on the 
TAKS, BSISD
Superintendent Michael 
Downes said. The second 
incentive program, the 
Educator Excellence 
Award Program, will be 
instituted at a later date.

A traffic accident 
Sunday morning resulted 
in the death of a Big 
Spring man.

Ernie Kerr, 41, died as a 
result of injuries sus­
tained in a one-vehicle 
accident in the 1900 block 
of Simler, police records 
state.

Big Spring Police

The miracle of Big 
Spring?

Those are the words 
used by Gary Davis, rep­
resentative of West, Davis 
& Company, the company 
charged to audit the 
municipality’s 2005 finan­
cial statements, during 
Tuesday evening’s meet­
ing of the Big Spring City 
Council.

“We refer to it as ‘the 
miracle of Big Spring,’’’ 
Davis told the council, “ if 
you go back 10 years ago 
and look at the fund bal­
ance ratio to fund expen­
ditures, it was 4 percent. 
This year the city exceed­
ed 30 percent. A home run 
for any city is 20 percent, 
and this city exceeded 
that by quite a margin.

“Big Spring’s financial 
situation has continued to 
improve over the years. 
Ten years ago, the city 
had quite a bit of debt. 
This year, the city’s debt 
service was 1.8 percent. A 
home run for this is just 
keeping it under 5 per­
cent.”

Davis said the city is 
still seeing a financial 
loss on its ambulatory 
services, but that trend is 
common.

“ it’s a statewide trend

that virtually every city 
tliat runs an ambulance 
service is having,” said 
Davis, ‘i t ’s no secret that 
if I were advising a client. 
I’d tell them to stay well 
clear of the ambulance 
business.”

A council member 
asked Davis what the 
statewide trend was con­
cerning municipal ceme­
teries — a fund that con­
tinues to be a thorn in the 
city’s side — drawing 
much the same answer.

“ If I were advising a 
client, I would tell them 
to stay clear of the ceme­
tery business as well,” 
Davis said with a laugh.

Davis told the council 
the progress the city has 
made financially is 
“amazing” from an 
accounting standpoint.

“ It takes most cities or 
counties 15 to 20 years to 
turn something around 
like this,” said Davis. 
“This shows the compe­
tency and control in cost 
being exercised. It repre­
sents a continued 
improvement in the state 
of the city.”

And while the council 
heard good news for the 
city’s coffers, area 
motorists who drive with­
out proof of their liability 
insurance may get a dose

8,700 square-feet of meet­
ing space and 9,400 
square-feet of support 
space. The location of the 
project would be deter­
mined by the architect. 
Estimated cost: $9.04 mil­
lion.

• An annex for the 
municipal animal shelter 
on Midway Road. The 
2,350 square-foot struc­
ture would be located 
adjacent to the existing 
shelter and include 34 
caged pens, a cat room 
and desk space. Estimated 
cost: $420,000.

• Upgrade and expan­
sion of ‘ ĥe Roy Anderson 
Sports Complex, includ­
ing renovations to exist­
ing fields and the addition 
of football, soccer and 
baseball fields. Estimated 
cost: $4.6 million.

• Repairs and painting 
of the Northside Elevated 
Reservoir, including an 
overcoat of the existing 
lead-based paint, new 
interior painting system 
and various upgrades and 
repairs to meet TNRCC 
(Texas Natural Resource 
C o n s e r v a t i o n

The council members 
agreed the bond election 
would include a menu, 
allowing voters to pick 
and choose projects to 
support.

“ I can see a situation 
where parents and youth 
athletes might want to

support the idea of a new 
youth sports complex,” 
said McEwen. “This way 
they can get out and polit­
ically support that project 
without having to support 
all of them.”

According to City 
Secretary Peggy Walker, 
the bond if passed at 
$21 million would cer­
tainly have’ an impact on 
municipal taxpayers.

“Taxes would increase 
approximately 42-cents 
per $100 valuation,” 
Walker told the council. 
“For the average 
appraised home in the 
city approximately
$30,000 that would 
translate into a $135 annu­
al increase in taxes. For a 
$100,000 home, it would 
increase by $336.”

first reading of a resolu­

A lmost half of the 12 mil­
lion illegal immigrants in

You 
don’t see xenophobic 
Republicans introduc­
ing measures to track 
down and deport 
those who came from 
Europe and over­
stayed their welcome.

Today, when you arive past the rows of flags on 
our city streets, think about the greatness that is 
America — and how our flag represents that to the 
entire world.

much concern about illegal immi­
grants coming through the 
Canadian border, either.

Immigrant-bashers are only 
obsessed with the Mexican border, 
and then they have the gall to say 
that their obsession has nothing to 
do with racism.

There are a lot of white folks 
among the overstays and the 
Canadians. But apparently those 
folks don’t cause as much xeno­
phobia as Latinos.

While the Mexican border gets 
all the attention in Congress 
and in the media a staggering 
number of the nation’s illegal 
immigrants have never been to 
Mexico. A recent study by the Pew 
Hispanic Center in Washington, 
D.C., found that 45 percent of the 
illegal immigrants in the country 
are here because they overstayed 
their legal visas.

The U.S. government doesn't 
even bother to track them. 
Authorities don’t bother to com­
pare entry and exit information to 
determine who should have left 
the country. And Congress doesn’t 
bother to correct the problem 
certainly not with the same zest

devoted to the Mexican border.
If overstays are affected by the 

current immigration bills being 
discussed in Congress, it will only 
be because of the legislation’s 
sanctions against employers who 
hire illegal immigrants. But 
unlike the Mexican border, noth­
ing is being done to return over­
stays to the airports where they 
entered the country.

Yet the reluctance to crack down 
on overstays is part of the double 
standard that is blinding many 
Americans.

Unfortunately, from the way the 
media have covered the current 
immigration debate, you would 
thiqk that all illegal immigrants 
are Latinos coming through 
Mexico. Border-crossers get the 
bulk of the attention, both from 
reporters looking for easy images 
to illustrate the problem and from 
politicians eager to aggravate and 
capitalize on the anti-immigrant 
climate spreading throughout the 
nation.

Racism against Latinos is clearly 
the driving force behind Congress’ 
efforts to crack down on illegal 
immigration.

When they talk about Latino ille­
gal immigrants, the bashers sound 
like broken records: “What part of 
‘ illegal’ don’t you understand?” 
they keep asking.

And the answer is simple: “The 
part that makes some more illegal 
than others the part that makes 
Mexican-border-crossers the only 
villains.

That’s the part that makes the 
anti-immigrant zealots clearly 
racist. It’s not xenophobia that ails 
them. It’s Latino-phobia!

Obviously, they fear Latinos are 
taking over, and their agenda is to 
reduce the growth of the U.S. 
Hispanic population.

Otherwise, they would be propos­
ing measures to help locate those 
who have stayed beyond their 
allotted time here. After all,
Islamic terrorists are more likely 
to be among these people, along 
with those who come through the 
northern border, than those who 
come through the southern border.

So why are Canadians and over­

stays mostly overlooked in the 
current rancorous debate on ille­
gal immigration?

Obviously, because many of 
them are not Latinos. While the 
Caucasian illegal immigrants are 
typically ignored, even Latinos 
who came legally and overstayed 
are usually lumped together with 
the border-crossers.

When the bashers say, “We must 
control our borders,”-'what they 
are really trying to say is, “We 
must control the growth of the 
Latino population.” They use code 
language to disguise their racism.

Amazingly, many of these con­
servative zealots are more worried 
about honest, hardworking 
Hispanic laborers than they are 
about Islamic terrorists.

As much as they try to hide 
their bigotry, they just can’t.

“ I don’t like to see the American 
economy being undermined by 
employers who use illegal day 
laborers,” said a man who protest­
ed against Latino day laborers ip 
New Jersey recently.

He was part of a group of pro­
testers who favor enforcement- 
only measures to deal with the 
nation’s broken immigration sys­
tem.

To them, any form of path to 
legalization for illegal immigrants 
is nothing more than “rewarding 
lawbreakers.” It’s “amnesty,” 
which is a dirty word in their 
vocabulary.

“ I believe American culture 
should stand.” the protester told 
me. “ I believe that people should 
speak English. I don’t believe we 
should be hearing Spanish on PA 
systems. I'm just here to defend 
my country.”

From what, workers?
Among the Latino laborers who 

stood across the street, none of 
them looked like Osama bin 
Laden. None of them had terrorist 
intentions.

They didn’t come here to kill 
Americans.

They came to become 
Americans.

The money factory is fun place to visit

The Western Currency
Center in Fort Worth pro­
duces more than half of 
the nation’s paper money.

It can turn out about 6 billion bills 
a year in several denominations. 

“We make ones, twos, fives, 10s,
20s and 50s,” says ___________
Charlene Williams, 
manager of the Texas 
branch of the U.S.
Bureau of Engraving 
and Printing (website 
moneyfactory.gov).
More than 800 people 
work there.

“When someone 
comes to work here, 
it becomes a big part 
of his or her life,”
Williams said. “Some 
jobs stay in the same 
family for generations.”

Some positions at the plant 
require years of training.

“We have picture engravers and 
portrait engravers who go through 
an apprentice program for seven 
or 10 years depending on which

type of engraver they are,’

Williams added.
Only two cities in the U.S. have 

plants that print our currency.
The other one is Washington, D.C.

The facility has been in Fort 
Worth for 15 years. A plane crash 
in the nation’s capital made some 
people at the Bureau of Engraving 
and Printing a little nervous.

“ In 1982 there was an Air 
Florida flight that crashed into the 
14th street bridge. Had that plane 
been only inches closer to the 
bureau, that would have caused a 
major economic devastation,” 
Williams explained. “There had 
already been talks about building 
another plant outside of the 
Washington area. That plane 
crash sped up efforts to get one 
built.”

When word got out that the 
bureau was looking for a place to 
build a new facility, 80 cities indi­
cated they were interested in get­
ting it. The list was narrowed 
down to 11 cities, then three: Las 
Vegas, Denver and Fort Worth.

“ It’s the civic pride that got this 
plant to Fort Worth,” Williams

said. “The people here were very 
committed to getting it here. It’s a 
brand new multi-million-dollar 
facility that sits on 100 acres of 
land. People of Fort Worth wanted 
this place here. They donated 100 
acres of property and a 240,000- 
square-foot shell building. In 
return, we would bring jobs to the 
Dallas-Fort worth area. The first 
100 jobs that were offered here 
brought in 14,000 applications.”

The facility offers free 45-minute 
guided tours. Sometimes the 
guides are people who actually 
work with producing the money.

“ It’s a great way to see how our 
money is made,” Williams noted. 
“We have two floors of education­
al, interactive exhibits and dis­
plays. There’s a 15-minute film 
that talks about the overall pro­
duction of the bills. And there’s a 
gift shop for people to buy sou­
venirs. We consider our output 
here a product. We want it to be 
the best. If an employee starts 
thinking of it as money, then it 
might be time for that person to 
find another job.”

Three jailed in alleged beating
SAN ANGELO (AP) -  

Three of four adults asso­
ciated with a Christian- 
themed youth camp were 
jailed in the alleged beat­
ing of a 13-year-old boy at 
the unlicensed facility, 
authorities said Tuesday.

Jason Brian Baker, 30, 
Robert James Kelly, 18, 
and James Edward 
Esther, 33, face one 
charge each of injury to a 
child, according to the 
Tom Green County sher­
iff’s office. They were 
arrested Saturday and 
remained in the county 
jail Tuesday. None had 
attorneys.

The charge relates to 
the beating of a 13-year- 
old boy at U-Turn for 
Christ, an unlicensed 
boot camp for children 
with discipline and sub­
stance abuse problems. 
Chief Deputy Truman 
Richey said.

The Texas Department 
of Family and Protective 
Services plans to investi­
gate the facility, said 
spokeswoman Marleigh 
Meisner. She said operat­
ing such a camp without 
a license is illegal.

Eleven boys were at the 
camp, most of whom 
lived out of state. Child 
Protective Services spent

the weekend returning 
them to their parents, 
Meisner said.

Richey said investiga­
tors are looking into alle­
gations that some of the 
boys, who ranged from 12 
to 17 years old, were 
made to stand in a field 
with little or no water for 
several hours.

Richey said he did not 
know when the camp, 
once used by adults, had 
been converted into a 
children’s facility. Jail 
records list its address as 
the home of Baker. Kelly 
and Esther.

The camp, about three 
miles north of San 
Angelo, came to the 
attention of sheriffs 
deputies when a county 
resident reported passing 
the facility and seeing a 
boy sitting in a field, 
Richey said. The resident 
drove past several hours 
later and saw the same 
boy sitting in the same 
field.

The felony charge the 
three men are facing is 
punishable by up to 10 
years in prison and a 
$10,000 fine. Kelly and 
Esther are being held on 
$150,000 bond, and Baker 
is being held without 
bond.

an X by the (TAKS) 
answers they know are 
wrong ... and then, using 
the process of elimina­
tion, choose the correct 
answer and erase the 
X’s,” Downes said. “Now, 
more than a year later, 
we’ve been told we 
shouldn't have multiple 
marks on the test.”

Downes further bol­
stered his argument by 
noting that Marcy read­
ing scores remained vir­
tually unchanged from 
2004 to 2005. In 2004 (the 
year before the results 
were audited), 81 percent 
of Marcy third-graders 
passed the initial round of 
TAKS reading testing. 
The next year, 82 percent 
of the students passed the 
first round.

Downes contacted TEA 
officials with the results 
of the local investigation, 
and he said they were sat­
isfied with the results.

“Gloria Zyskowski 
(TEA’S director of student 
assessment) told us our 
work was done,” Downes 
said. "My biggest problem 
with all this is that 
(Marcy students) used the 
same test-taking strategy 
this year, so it is entirely 
possible that this time 
next year, Marcy will be 
in the same situation it is 
now.”

While satisfied that the 
district has been cleared 
of even the hint of cheat­
ing, Downes still was 
upset by what he called 
Caveon’s “flawed” analy­
sis of the test results.

"Compliance is very 
important to this school

district, and we will com­
ply with any require­
ments the state legisla­
ture or TEA mandates,” 
he said. “My specific con­
cern with this issue is ... 
that our tests were ques­
tioned based on a teach­
ing method that was and 
remains valid.

“ If we are going to place 
so much emphasis on

(TAKS) testing, then we 
need to place just as much 
emphasis on how we 
review those tests,” he 
added. “This is obviously 
flawed.”

reached its crescendo on 
Gary Payton’s jumper 
with 9.3 seconds left as 
the Heat escaped with a 
98-96 win over the Dallas 
Mavericks in Game 3 
Tuesday night.

The Heat rallied from a 
13-point deficit in the 
final 6:34 to keep alive a 
series that looked to be 
over with Dallas up 2-0.

Despite blowing its big 
lead, Dallas still had plen­
ty of chances late but 
Dirk Nowitzki missed one 
of two free throws with 
3.4 seconds to go and the 
Mavericks couldn’t con­
vert on an inbounds play 
in the final second thanks 
to Wade, who tipped away 
the last gasp pass after 
scoring 15 points in the

fourth quarter.
Now, after watching 

Wade’s heroics and 
Shaquille O’Neal and 
Udonis Haslem hit four 
straight crucial free 
throws in final two min­
utes, they’re coming back 
for Game 4 Thursday 
night.

Miami was down and 
apparently done after 
Jason Terry’s basket 
made it 89-76 with 6:34 
remaining.

That’s when Wade, play­
ing with five fouls and 
conjuring memories of 
Michael Jordan’s playoff 
miracles, decided it was 
time for him to take over.

He hit a jumper, com­
pleted a 3-point play and 
dropped in another buck­
et to bring the Heat with­
in five. Then, after a miss 
by Nowitzki, Wade drove 
baseline, hung in the air 
for what seemed like an

eternity, and hit a floater 
to make it 91-88 with 3:36 
to go.

Dallas, meanwhile, was 
coming apart at the 
seams. Nowitzki’s two 
free throws slowed Miami 
for a moment, but O’Neal 
calmly spun in two 
attempts to pull the Heat 
within 93-90 with 1:48 left.

Wade’s jumper got 
Miami within a point, 
and Haslem came up with 
the play of the game, 
picking off a pass intend­
ed for Nowitzki. Haslem 
was fouled and the Heat’s 
toughest player made 
both attempts.

Then, with the game 
tied, Payton, the defen­
sive specialist coach Pat 
Riley brought in this sea­
son, knocked down a 21- 
foot jumper — just his 
second field goal of the 
series.

MAMARONECK, N.Y.
There was a time this 

spring when Tiger Woods 
went an entire month 
without touching a golf 
club.

The thought of playing 
18 holes, or even lining up 
a putt on the practice 
green, was out of the 
question. Everything 
associated with golf 
reminded him of his 
father, who was no longer 
there to share his love of 
the game.

After Woods finished 
tied for third at the 
Masters in April, he left 
the PGA Tour to be with 
his ailing dad. Earl 
Woods died of cancer on 
May 3, leaving Tiger in 
no mood to dabble in the 
sport that bonded father

and son for more than 25 
years.

“1 really had no desire 
to get back to the game of 
golf because of all the 
memories,” Woods said 
Tuesday at Winged Foot, 
where he will seek to win 
his third U.S. Open.

When he finally decided 
to pull his clubs out of the 
closet last month. Woods 
found that the time he 
spent with his father was 
something to savor.

“ It was hard times going 
out there late in the 
evening like I always do. 
Anytime you take time off 
and start back, you 
always work on your fun­
damentals: grip, posture, 
stance, alignment. Well, 
that’s what 1 learned from 
Dad,” Wood said. “ It 
brought back so many 
great memories.”

When Woods ends his 
nine-week hiatus from 
the PGA Tour on 
Thursday, it’s likely he 
won’t play a single hole 
without thinking of Earl 
Woods. But his focus will 
be on winning another 
major, the 11th of his 
spectacular career.

“ I’m here to win the 
tournament, and all my 
energy is going toward 
that,” he said. “We’ve 
gone through a lot 
already. Hitting a golf ball 
around is the easy part.”

Woods twice previously 
went through extended 
layoffsl.

He needed time to recov­
er from knee surgery in 
2002, and took around six 
weeks off last winter. On 
each occasion, he 
returned to win the first 
time out.
