Some 8,000
of 25,000 U.S. citizens in
Lebanon have asked to
leave. ‘'So many people
were leaving Lebanon
that boats were forced to
line up outside Beirut
harbor and had to wait
before docking in nearby
Cyprus.

Exhausted and shaken,
the Americans stood in
line at the harbor in
Larnaca, dragging their
luggage and their chil-
dren as they waited to be
told where they would
sleep and when they
might leave.

Many worried about rel-
atives left behind in
Lebanon.

“This war is unfair. It’s
unfair if you see build-
ings fall and there are

Salvation Army
school supplies
effort needs help

than a month away, we need to remem-

ber that one of the most important

things we can give children is an educa-
tion.

And with that in mind. it’s time to be thinking
about making sure our children have everything
they need when school bells begin ringing in August.

Sadly, there will be too many families in Big
Spring who simply cannot afford what many of us
take for granted —providing their children with the
necessities such as paper, pencils, notebooks,
crayons, scissors, rulers and the like.

That’s where the Salvation Army steps in. Last
year, the organization handed out school supplies to
several hundred Big Spring children from kinder-
garten through the eighth grade and this year Capts.
Russ and Linda Keeney expect they’ll need to pro-
vide supplies for even more.

And that means the call is now going out for dona
tions for the program. While donors can purchase
school supplies and bring them to the Salvation
Army offices for distribution, it should be noted that
monetary donations are preferred.

The Salvation Army is a tax-exempt organization
and therefore can purchase more supplies with the
same money than individuals.

Applications from parents or guardians of students
in need of school supplies will be taken for two days,
Aug. 10-11, from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m., at the Salvation
Army building located at 811 W. Fifth.

Applicants will need to bring some information
with them when they register, such as a birth cer-
tificate or Medicaid card and Social Security card for
each child, as well as proof of residency, income,
expenses and a photo ID for the person applying for
the program.

ometimes you have to just

wonder if these liberal

geniuses at the New York

Times and elsewhere have
the slightest scintilla of common
sense, let alone goodwill.

Economic democracy just buried

aven't had so much fun
reading a book since I
was 12 and found “The
Three Musketeers.”
Thomas Frank’s “One Market,
Under God” is a populist romp
over the most delicious idiocies of
the past decade. The obligatory
subtitle is “Extreme Capitalism,
Market Populism and the End of
Economic Democracy,” which
doesn’t sound promising, but this
is a ring-tailed tooter.
The book is a deli-
cious chronicle of the
hubris of capitalism
in our time, and it
contains some of the
most savagely funny

have ever come

across.
Of course, it's really MoLLry
not fair — all Frank IVINS

has to do is quote
them: business as
God, technology as divinity, the
New Economy as the end of histo-
ry. We live in a culture that pro-
duces books like “God Wants You
to Be Rich” and “Jesus, CEOQ.”

What's startling about this book
is the extent to which we’re so
surrounded by this nincompoop-
ery but don’t even notice it.

How many TV ads for stock bro-
kerages do you suppose you've
seen in the past 10 years?
Anything about them strike you
as funny?

It should have. The specific sub-
text of the IBM-is-God ad is so out-
rageous that it could gag a mag-
got. But I, for one, never even
thought about it until I read
Frank’s dissection of it.

Much of this book has the charm
of the child who pointed out that
the emperor was wearing no
ciothes. It's been a long time since
anyone commented on the obvious
with such gleeful disrespect:

“Very little of thé ‘New
Economy’ is new. What the term
describes is not some novel state
of human affairs but the final
accomplishment of the longstand-
ing agenda of the nation’s richest
class. ... Once Americans imag-
ined that economic democracy
meant a reasonable standard of
living for all — that freedom was
only meaningful once poverty and
powerlessness had been overcome.

“Today, American opinion lead-
ers seem generally convinced that
democracy and the free market
are simply identical. ... What’s
‘new’ is this idea’s triumph over
all its rivals: the determination of
American leaders to extend it to
all the world; the general belief
among opinion-makers that there
is something natural, something
divine, something inherently
democratic about markets.”

One of his most useful observa-
tions concerns why politics in the
‘90s was so often surreal — pop-
ulism got stood on its head.
Anyone who questioned the Great
God Market was held to be an
“elitist.” Pointing out that the
majority of American workers
either lost ground or barely kept
up with inflation during the ‘90s
was considered bad form, like
belching in church.

While the likes of Rush
Limbaugh and George Gilder
raged against “elitists,” CEO com-
pensation during the decade went
from 85 times more than what
average blue-collar employees
received in 1990 to 475 times what
blue-collar workers received in
1999.

Any old populist can rage
against the gross maldistribution
of wealth; Frank'’s special contri-
bution is his mordant examination
of the cultural snow job that
accompanied the redistribution of -
wealth to the rich.

{

-Just one symptom of how deeply
this nonstop propaganda has
affected us lies in the fact that the
new president and Congress are
on the verge of repealing the
estate tax. Gee, taxing estates —
what an un-’90s notion.

The tax affects the 1.5 percent of
Americans with estates of more
than $2 million; they can pass
along the first $2 million tax-free
but have to pay now-lowered taxes
on the rest. The people who
brought us welfare reform on the
grounds that getting $8,000 a year
to raise three kids is very bad for
a mother’s moral fiber now tell us
that Junior, who never worked a
day in his life, needs to inherit
$200 miillion tax-free. And anyone
who thinks otherwise is an elitist.

The redistribution of wealth
upward keeps getting worse.
Under President Bush’s tax pro-
posal, the richest 10 percent of
Americans will get 60 percent of
the benefits of the tax cut. And
this is at the end of a decade in
which the rich have made out like
bandits while everyone else
stalled.

We all know why such decisions
are made: The political process no
longer represents the people — it
represents money. It's been
bought. While we were being sold
a bill of goods about how the mar-
ket “empowers” us because we get
to choose between the mint-fla-
vored and the cinnamon-flavored
toothpaste, thus expressing our
individuality, we lost something
important in our vision of a just
society.

Frank, being a good populist, is
also an optimist. He doesn’t think

. we've really lost the vision of eco-

nomic democracy — it just sort of
got buried beneath the bull.

This eye-catching
new Saturn roadster
holds lots of promise

Let’s get this on the

record first: The 2007
Saturn Sky is a knockout.
Though it shares a plat-
form and a powertrain
with the Pontiac Solstice
— also a knockout —
General Motors designers
made the two roadsters
look quite different but
equally appealing.
- During a 1,100-mile
weekend round trip, peo-
ple asked about the car at
most every stop. And the
majority were impressed
with the price — slightly
more than $23,000 to start,
and loaded, as the test
Sky was, $26,074.

This under-$25,000
sports car market has
been the near-exclusive
domain of the Mazda
Miata since 1990. Now,
with the Sky and Solstice,
there are two legitimate
challengers. - And
although the price of the
pair is appealing, good
luck finding them for list
price — that’s how hot
they are.

It's easy to praise the
styling of the Sky.

The rest of the car?
Well, not quite as easy.

The engine is the GM
corporate 2.4-liter, 177-
horsepower four-cylinder.
The standard transmis-
sion is a five-speed manu-
al, and a five-speed auto-
matic, which the test car
had, is an $850 option.

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Indonesm recovers from latest tsunami

PANGANDARAN, Indonesia
(AP) — Rescue workers dug
through the ruins of this tsuna-
mi-devastated town in search of
bodies Thursday, as frighteged
locals woke up from a third night
spent in hillside camps. A mass
burial was held for some of the
531 people killed by the waves.

Some tsunami  survivors
scoured the Pangandaran beach
for nails, wood, tin — anything
they could use to start rebuilding
their lives.

“We need a family shelter,”
said Sakiman, 71, who was
among tens of thousands waiting
to return home. “The camps are
crowded, inconvenient. We've
received donations of rice and
noodles, but can’t cook them
because the water is too dirty.”

Hundreds stood at the edge of a
mass grave, some covering their
mouths, as unidentified corpses
were lowered into the ground.
The bodies were photographed
and tagged in case relatives later
warnted to claim them.

A magnitude 7.7 earthquake
tsunami,
which smashed into a 110-mile
stretch of Java island’s southern
coast, destroying scores of hous-

es, restaurants and hotels. Cars,
motorbikes and boatg were left
mangled amid fishing nets, fur-
niture and other debris.

Police and army teams with
dogs and mechanical equipment
continued to hunt for bodies in
the ruins, while others took their
search to the sea, going island to
island in search of people listed
among the missing.

The death toll stood at 531, said

Maman Susanto of the govern-,

ment’s disaster coordinating
board.

The government has come
under fire for failing to warn res-
idents about the impending dis-
aster or, in at least one case, mis-
informing the public about the
sequence of events in its after-
math.

Vice President Jusuf Kalla
claimed most people fled inland
after feeling the temblor, so “in
actual fact there was a kind of
natural early warning system.”

But Sri Rahayu, 34 — like most
others interviewed by The
Associated Press — said she did
not feel the earthquake that
struck deep beneath the Indian
Ocean 150 miles southwest of
Java’s coast.

She said she would not have
known what was happening if
her neighbor hadn’t run out in
panic screaming “The water is
raising! Run!”

“l am traumatized,” said
Rahayu, who escaped with her 5-
year-old daughter and is now liv-
ing in a makeshift tent camp
overlooking Pangandaran. She
said she would not return home
until “the government
announces formally it is safe.”

The tsunami has taken away
the jobs of tens of thousands who
worked in shops, bars or gave
surfing lessons to vacationers.

Businessman Sirkusumo
Sudjanarko, 58, who owns the
Bunga Laut seaside hotel on
Pangandaran, said his business
has been devastated.

“I lost my bungalow and
restaurant just like that,” he
said, estimating the damage
caused at roughly $110,000.
“Tourists are going to avoid this
place for at least three years.”

Lilianti Bachtiar, who runs the
Grand Mutiara Hotel with her
American husband Oscar, saved
her grandchildren by grabbing
them from their rooms and run-
ning to the second floor when

she heard neighbors screaming.

“The waves broke down the
walls and washed away the car.
We don’t have a business any-
more. It will be at least a year
before we have recovered,” she
said from a run-down motel in
Banjar, a nearby city.

Her family all survived, but she
identified the body of a former
employee at a temporary
morgue.

Indonesia was hardest hit by a
2004 tsunami that killed at least
216,000 people in a dozen Indian
Ocean nations — with more than
half the deaths occurring in
Aceh province on neighboring
Sumatra island.

Though the country started to
install a warning system after
that disaster, it is still in its
early stages.

Indonesia has been hit by a
series of disasters — natural and
man-made — since 2002.

Al-Qaida-linked militants have
killed at least 260 people in ter-
rorist attacks, the devastating
2004 tsunami that struck
Sumatra island left at least
131,000 dead and a May earth-
quake on Java killed 5,800 peo-
ple.

“I think we're moving
too slowly,” Vice Admiral
John Cotton, chief of the
Navy Reserve, told the
Commission on the
National Guard and
Reserves. “I think we’re
not changing and shaping
our forces for the threats
that are out there today.”

The 13-member commis-
sion is charged by
Congress with assessing
how well the units are
equipped and organized.
It began a yearlong
review in March to
address future roles and
missions.

Commission Chairman
Arnold L. Punaro, a
retired Marine Corps
major general, said one of
the independent commis-
sion’s challenges is mak-
ing recommendations for
updates in laws to reflect

that the Guard and
Reserves have become
increasingly “opera-
tional” rather than
“strategic.”

“Basically what you're
saying is the

Pentagon’s not moving
fast enough to make all

these necessary
changes?” Punaro asked
the panel.

“In a word, yes,”

responded Lt. Gen. Jack
Bergman, commander of
the Marine
Reserve.

tems and categories need
more flexibility as mem-
bers of the Guard and
Reserves are called on
more often for the same
tasks as active duty
troops, instead of previ-
ously existing to augment
and reinforce.

There has been testimo-
ny about some reservists
who were getting a regu-
lar paycheck in their
civilian lives but didn’t
see a check for weeks
after they were called to
duty, Punaro said.

Lt. Gen. Jack Stultz,
chief of the Army
Reserve, said equipment
and funding levels have
to be able to support units
that are now required to
be trained and ready for
deployment on a regular
basis.

Cotton also testified that
the pool to draw
reservists from is too
small. He said only 28 per-
cent of the nation’s youth
is eligible for military
service because of physi-
¢al fitness and skill
requirements.

The Guard and Reserves
need to focus on recruit-
ment and retention to
widen the pool and keep
good personnel around,
he said.

“We re all competmg for

the same folks,” he said.
“So that if we have some-
one, we have to cherish
their service and keep
them.”

Lt. Gen. Craig R.
McKinley, director of the
Air National Guard, said
there must be enough
funding to keep reservists
operating at the pace they
have been or a draft could
be possible.

“What is the cost if we
don’t support our Guard
and reserve?”’ McKinley
said during discussions
about funding for the
units. “I believe it would
be a debate over conscrip-
tion.” ,

McKinley said his force
of 106,800 men and
women is being funded at
adequate levels to remain
operational.

“I’'m not saying the sky
is falling,” he said. “I'm
saying the system works

.. we want that to contin-
ue.”

Wednesday’s hearing
was the commission’s
first outside of
Washington. Another
field hearing is planned
this fall in San Diego.

Enlisted personnel told
the panel that the benefits
afforded reservists are
key in decisions to re-
enlist.

Assessing the
performance of
the 2006 Nextel
Cup rookie class

" McClatchy Neaspapers

his year’s Nextel Cup Series rookie
class was touted as possibly one of
the best ever.
So far, the original seven-member
group has been successful, but not spectacular.

Joe Gibbs Racing’s Denny Hamlin became
the first member of the class to eam a Cup win,
taking a victory in June at Pocono Raceway,
site of Sunday’s Pennsylvania 500. Hamlin also
has two Busch Series wins this season.

So far, Hamlin and Martin Truex Jr., who
won the Busch race at Talladega, Ala., are the
only drivers of the class to earn any victories in
NASCAR's top three series in 2006.

It has been a bumpy but memorable season
for most.

Brent Sherman, who started the year with
BAM Racing; didn’t make it past the season’s
eighth race. Hamlin, who grew up on the short
tracks of Virginia, has been the surprise top per-
tormer, while all but David Stremme has at
least one top-10 finish.

Hamlin is also the only rookie who appears
in contention for a spot in the Chase for the
Nextel Cup, the 10-race playoff that determines
the series champion. Since his win last month at
Pocono, he has flirted in and around the top 10
in points, which guarantees participation.

I think it’s tough because everyone who's
doing that in and out thing (of the top 10) every
week, they're running the same position every
single week. So it's just whoever is going to
eliminate bad luck is going to get in there,” said
Hamlin, 25.

“We're trading spots every single week. |
think in years’ past there’s kind of been a gap of
the top-10 guys, then there is everybody else,
I'1th through 15th. There’s going to be a lot of
good guys that are not going to make it.”

The rookies continue to make strides. Two
weeks ago at Chicagoland, three rookies fin-
ished in the top 10 — Reed Sorenson (seventh),
Clint Bowyer (ninth) and J.J. Yeley (10th) —
tfor the first time this season.

Richard Childress Racing’s Bowyer, 27, and
Sorenson, a 20-year-old native of Peachtree
City, Ga., who drives for Chip Ganassi Racing,
have been close on Hamlin’s heels.

Bowyer started the year with a sixth-place
finish in the Daytona 500 and earned a career-
best fifth at Phoenix. He has struggled in quali-
fying, with seven starts of 30th or worse.

“It’s been a lot of ups and downs but we’re
starting to get things smoothed out,” Bowyer
said. “We’ve had a rough month-and-a-half
where we ran good but just didn’t get a good
finish.

“We’ve had the speed. It feels good to final-
Iy get things turned around in the last couple of
weeks.”

Sorenson and his Chip Ganassi Racing team-
mate, Stremme, both appeared headed to strong
finishes last weekend at New Hampshire utiliz-
ing new short-track cars.

Patience pays off for race winner Kyle Busch

) ne of the most fascinating ele
ments of auto racing is just how

often patience equates with success.
 That, of course, could not be more
counterintuitive. The whole point of
the sport is to go faster than everyone
else. But sometimes, that’s absolutely
the worst thing a driver can try to do.
Syhday’s Lenox 300 at the New
Hampshire International Speedway
illustrated that point in two ways.
[.ate in the race, Kyle Busch found
himself seventh on a restart behind
six cars that hadn’t pitted in apparent
hopes that the fuel in their cars would
miraculously regenerate. It was
already an established fact that
Busch's Chevrolet was the strongest
car on the track. At the least, the
strongest one left with a chance to
win after other challengers had gone
out with mostly self-inflicted wounds.
Busch, who is barely 21 years old,
hasn’t always been able to control his
youthful exuberance and find the
right mixture of aggressiveness-and

patience. There were
times Sunday when he
pushed the issue a httle
more than necessary.

“I know we had a
great car, and I knew
whoever got to the front
first was going to have
the best shot at winning
the race,” Busch said.
“You want to make sure
that you bide your time,
but you're patient enough that you
don’t get yourself in trouble, but
you're aggressive enough to where
you can get there first.”

Busch was getting pressure from
Greg Biffle and Denny Hamlin. too,
but once he got far enough in tront of
them to feel comfortable, he settled
in. Busch wasn’t back to the lead yet,
but he figured he’d get another cau-
tion. If those in front 6f him stopped
for fuel, he wouldn't have (0 pass
them. If they didn’t stop, Busch fig-
ured — correctly — he’d get them

anyway.

Earlier in the afternoon,
on the other hand, Tony
Stewart found himself
with Ryan Newman in his
rearview mirror.

Newman had made a
pit stop and had fresh
tires, so he was trying to
use the tires to make up
ground. Stewart, who was
leading the race, knew
Newman had fresh tires. But in
Stewart’s mind, Newman had made
his Dodge difficult to pass in the early
laps when Stewart’s Chevrolet was
signiticantly faster. Therefore, Stewart
decided he would not cut Newman
any slack as Newman tried to get back
one of the laps he was down.

The result? Stewart and Newman
wrecked. ‘

The crash dashed Newman'’s
hopes for climbing back into the
Chase picture. For that reason alone,
he should have done more to avoid

the incident.

But Newman had only an outside
shot at the Chase anyway. Stewart, on
the other hand, certainly had a much
better chance to win Sunday and
almost certainly was strong enough to
finish in the top five.

Instead, Stewart finished 37th and
is now outside the top 10 in the stand-
ings.

Stewart undoubtedly doesn’t see it
this way, but it doesn’t matter
whether-he’s right about Newman not
giving him enough room before the
Lap 90 incident ruined his day. It
doesn’t matter whose fault the wreck
was, because the fact that Stewart
didn’t avoid it was far more costly.

Stewart and his team won the
championship last year by racing with
intelligence and consistency.
Consistency requires patience. The
teams that are most consistent and
patient over the next two months are
going to be the ones who advance
into the Chase.
