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City approves tougher sex offender ordinance

Sex offenders moving to the
Big Spring area may find pick-
ing a residence a little tougher,
as the Big Spring City Council
approved final reading of a new
ordinance that will create “safe
zones” around areas where
children gather.

The ordinance, which amends
Chapter 14 of the city code by

adding an article entitled “Sex
Offenders,” makes it an offense
for convicted sex offenders to
reside within 1,000 feet of
schools, daycare facilities and
city parks.

Big Spring Police Chief
Lonnie Smith said the new
ordinance won’t stop child
predators from committing fur-
ther crimes, but it will make it
tougher for them to do so on the
streets they know best.

School vaccine season
more complex than ever

ATLANTA (AP) — The
growing list of childhood
vaccinations reads like
an alphabet soup: Hib,
HepA, HepB, IPV, PCV,
MCV4, DTaP, Tdap, vari-
cella and influenza.

Parents dragging their
kids to the doctor’s office
for those required school
shots can expect to hear
about more vaccines and,
if they're uninsured, new
expenses.

Twenty years ago, it
cost $75 to $100 to immu-
nize a child with the four
available vaccines.
Today, 12 are generally
recommended for Kkids
and adolescents, at a pri-
vate-sector cost of about
$1,250

And the government is
expected to recommend a
13th vaccine for girls _ a
shot that protects against
cervical cancer. It costs

about $360 for the three-
dose series, potentially
raising the per-child vac-
cination bill to more than
$1,600.

“The good news is we
can now prevent so many
diseases. The bad news ‘s
it's gotten more compli-
cated,” said Dr. Anne
Schuchat, who heads
immunization programs
for the U.S. Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention. '

For some, it’'s more
than complicated.

“I’'m not sure. I was just
told I need a shot,” said
Holland White, a 16-year
old from Stone Mountain
who this month went to
his doctor for a meningi-
tis shot.,

Although vaccinations
are routinely covered by
health insurance, some
worry that government
funding for shots for the

A new state law lets restaurant-goers
recork and take home leftover wine as
long as it is wrapped in a tamperproof
bag.

Council deserves
kudos for passing
newest ordinance

ollowing Tuesday’s meeting of the Big

Spring City Council, convicted sex offend-

ers moving to the area will more than

likely find picking a residence tougher
than it has been in the past.

That’s because the council approved on final
reading a new ordinance that will create “safe
zones” around areas where children gather in
our community.

The ordinance amends the city code, making it
unlawful for convicted sex offenders to reside
within 1,000 feet of schools, daycare facilities and
city parks.

While the council’s action may seem like a “no-
brainer” to some, we believe its members
deserve accolades for taking this step that hope-
fully will provide a little more safety for our chil-
dren.

As Big Spring Police Chief Lonnie Smith noted,
the new ordinance won’t stop child predators
from committing crimes, but it will make it
tougher for them to do so on the streets they
know best. ;

While these so-called “safe zones” are routinely
a part of a sex offender’s probation or parole, the
ordinance will pick up where the courts leave off.

Once the offenders get off court ordered super*
vision, if they are required by law to register as
a sex offender, the new ordinance will apply tp
them. f

Big Spring Police Department records show
that 41 sex offenders live within the city limits,
and according to the police chief, 31 of them were
involved with victims that were 16 or younger.

And that is, indeed, why there’s a definite need
for child protected zones..

No, the new ordinance is not a cure-all, but
most assuredly a step in the right direction, as
has been the cooperation between the police
department, Howard County Sheriff’s Office, the
county and district attorneys’ offices and the
adult probation and parole offices to makes sure
that convicted sex offenders register and meet
the terms of their probations and paroles.

Children are, after all, the most valuable asset
of any community. And when it comes to sexual
predators, we can’t protect our children enough.

hearings are supposed to

be for elected officials to

1 hear the voice of the peo-

ple, that they usually occur before
legislators make major decisions,
even if only to give the appear-
ance that they are following the
will of their constituents.

But Republicans in
the House of
Representatives are
introducing a new
concept: hearings
seven months after
they voted and
passed a bill, hear-
ings for them to sway
people into support-
ing their draconian
immigration legisla-
tion.

Seeking to delay
comprehensive immigration
reform by reconciling their bill
with a more compassionate mea-
sure passed by the Senate in May,
House right-wing extremists are
using the hearings to stall, so that
nothing gets done to fix the
nation’s broken immigration sys-
tem this year.

They have refused to negotiate
with the Senate in conference
committee meetings that should
have started several weeks ago, to
find a middle ground between the
House and Senate bills.

“During my seven years in the
House, I cannot remember ever
holding hearings after a bill
passed,” said Rep. Charlie
Gonzalez, D-Texas, who took part
in one of the hearing in Laredo,
Texas. “Clearly, the House
Republicans are delaying progress
on securing our nation’s border in
the hopes that using immigration
to inflame Americans will allow
them to retain control of the

. House in this fall’s elections.”

It’s true. These hearings are not
really about border security or
even immigration reform. They
are really about election-year poli-
tics. v

_“Rather than hammering out the
details of this long-overdue plan
before the elections, they choose
to stall by holding ‘hearings’ on
legislation that both chambers of
Congress have already passed,”
said Rep. Silvestre Reyes, D-Texas,
a 26-year veteran of the U.S.
Border Patrol who was also at the '

Laredo hearing. “Rather than
focusing on the comprehensive
immigration needs of this country,
they choose to look solely at the
security of our Southern border.
Having spent over 26 years pro-
tecting the border, I see the
Republican approach for what it
is, and empty rhetoric is not what
the nation needs right now.”

Several weeks ago, House
Republicans wanted people to
think there was no issue more
urgent or important. But now that
they know they can’t have their
way, they want to sweep the prob-
lem under the carpet. The hear-
ings are just a gimmick to stop
efforts to grant a path to legaliza-
tion to the 12 million illegal immi-
grants in this country.

They don’t care that an over-
whelming majority of these immi-
grants are honest, hard-working
people .ud that this country needs
them. I'hey would rather talk
about the minute minority who
may be criminals, gang members
or terrorists. Instead of concentrat-
ing on the bad apples, they want
to go after the whole barrel.

And so they are holding hear-
ings all over the country, trying to
convince Americans that enforce-
ment-only measures are necessary
and that legalization can wait.

Some say we may be able to talk
about legalization in a few years,
once their enforcement efforts are
successful. But that’s just another
gimmick. From their anti-immi-
grant rhetoric, we know they
would rather not see an immi-
grant — particularly from Latin
America — ever again.

At the hearings, the GOP
extremists are attracting people
who think like they do — xeno-
phobes who keep framing the
debate as a choice between border
security or legalization. But you
cannot have one without the
other!

After all, what they are propos-

- ing has already been tried — quite

unsuccessfully. For a couple of
decades, there have been massive
increases in border enforcement
resources, numerous punitive
measures have been passed and
immigrant communities have been
terrorized by roundups and r&ids.
It has accemplished nada. Yet
that’s what the enforcement-only
extremist keep pushing — more of

the same ineffective
strategies.“The point of compre-
hensive immigration reform is to
combine tough border security
and enforcement with measures to
take the pressure off of the border .
by expanding legal avenues for
immigration,” says Angela Kelley,
deputy director of the National
Immigration Forum, a
Washington, D.C., pro-immigrant
advocacy organization.

“The Senate legislation recog-
nizes that it would be better if
immigrants came with a visa
rather than a smuggler,” Kelley
adds. “This will make it much eas-
ier for the Border Patrol and other
enforcement entities to prevent
and apprehend smugglers, crimi-
nals, potential terrorists and those
who could not stand up to official
scrutiny. But to do this, the sup-
ply of legal immigration visas
must come closer to the demand
for visas created by a growing
economy, families seeking reunifi-
cation and immigrants seeking
opportunity.”

This makes sense, of course. But
unfortunately, catching smugglers,
criminals and potential terrorists
is not necessarily the agenda of
right-wing firebrands. Their goal
is to slow down the growth of the
Hispanic population in the United
States.

They are threatened by the

‘Spanish language and Hispanic

culture, and they use terrorism as
an excuse to disguise their big-
otry. And they are using the hear-
ings to scare and divide the

" nation. They are turning a “nation

of immigrants” into.a nation of
xenophobes and bigots.

“In order to achieve border secu-
rity, Congress niust enact compre-
hensive immigration reform that
includes border and workplace
enforcement, family and worker
visas, and a path to citizenship for
undocumented immigrants,”
Kelley says. “Those insisting on
enforcement-only approaches to
immigration and border security
are actually s'anding in the way of
the only path to real border secu-
rity.”

Of course, the immigrant-bash:
ers already know that. They just
have a more important, anti-
Latino agenda.

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The lady bullfighter emerges

at McCormick saw her

first bullfight in Mexico

City when she was 7 years

old. That experience had a
profound impact on her life. Back
in the hotel room with her par-
ents, she practiced the moves she
had seen in the bullring.

After growing up in
Big Spring, she went
to the University of
Texas in Austin with
hopes of becoming an
opera singer. Her
music instructors
suggested she switch
to art. When she
brought home some
of her artwork and TUMBLEWEED
showed it to her SMITH
father, he said, “Pat,
if you're going to
draw a tree, it needs
to look like a tree.” He told his
daughter she should enroll in a
school that taught realistic art.
She enrolled in Texas Western in
El Paso.

Pat wandered across the border
and started hanging out in the
Juarez bullring. She met a couple
of bullfighters who taught her
some rudimentary moves.

With an old World War I blanket
and a chair, she practiced them in
front of a mirror in her dorm
room. She practiced a lot.

Bullfighting became more impor-
tant to her than her studies. She
became a familiar figure at bull-
fights across the border, learning
a little more at each one she
attended.

Her presence and her fervor did
not go unnoticed by a bullfight
promoter, who had watched her
fight cows in a nearby pen.

He lined up a nire-fight schedule
for her. She joined the bullfighters
union, which enabled her to fight
the big bulls, the same ones men
fought.

She became the first woman in
North America to join that union.
She had a suit made for her in
Mexico City and acquired three
swords.

At her first fight, the bull tossed
her into the air. Pat got up,
brushed herself off and killed the
bull. The crowd gave her a stand-
ing ovation. It was a good kill and
Pat got an ear.

Her career as a bullfighter was
fully launched.

“I practiced in secret so my par-

ents wouldn’t find out what I was
‘doing,” said Pat. “When I finally
told them I was going to fight
bulls, they were shocked. At that
first fight, my father stood on the
sunny side at the top. My mother
was unable to watch, even thought
I dedicated the Kkill to her.”

Pat had no sisters or brothers.
Her parents pleaded with her to
give up this crazy notion of bull-
fighting. Pat told them, “It’s like
becoming a fighter pilot. It's just
something I have todo.”

She fought bulls for 10 years,
from 1952 until 1962. She fought
600 bulls, getting top billing in
bullrings in the U.S., Mexico and
South America. )

She quit fighting when the bulls
got smaller.

“I didn’t want to be remembered
as a person who fought small
bulls,” she says.

After her bullfighting career, she
seldom mentioned it while work-
ing as a secretary for an art
school in California.

She now lives in Del Rio.
Recently she was a guest of honor
in Villa Acuna where she had
fought bulls. People stood in line
to get her autograph.

Oil company officials are making obscene profits

omething my grandfa-

involved in the production of
petroleum-based products, the
most vital of which is gasoline.

As of writing this column, oil
is currently $74 per barrel,

gasoline prices in Big Spring

are teetering on the brink of $3
a gallon, and violence is esca-
lating in the Middle East as
Israel prepares for what
appears to be a ground offen-
sive against Hezbollah.

This, of course, will translate
into yet another excuse for a
hike in gas prices.

That's right, I called it an
excuse. And while the oil com-
panies, large and small, will
shake their heads in the normal
fat-business, holier-than-thou
because we hold the keys to the
family car fashion, it’s not hard
to understand what’s really
going on with gas and oil
prices.

First it was the hurricanes on
the Gulf Coast. It just makes

sense that threatening hurri-
canes would cause refineries
and oil operations along one of
the most refinery-rich coasts in
the world to shut down, crimp-
ing the life-lines to the gas
pumps all over the country.

The price of gas jumped con-
siderably overnight.

Then it was time to turn
everything over to summer
operations, once again cutting
the flow and driving the cost up
to $3 a gallon and above.

And, with the summer
months, came the annual price
hike in expectation of the fami-
ly vacation season ... you
guessed it, driving the price of
gas up even higher.

And now, with so many petty
excuses unaer the bridge they

‘might even choke Mr. Ed, we

have the ongoing violence in
the Middle East, set to drive the
price of gasoline beyond the $3
mark into the black oblivion.

So, are we blinded with bril-
liahce? I don’t think so.

If you follow this everlasting
chain of excuses from the oil
companies and beyond, it
would reason ‘hat gas prices
are so high because they have
to charge more to maintain the
same profit margins they were
posting before all this malarkey
began. I mean they wouldn’t
gouge the American public,
would they?

You bet your little red wagon
they would.

The five oil behemoths releas-
ing quarterly results this week
— BP PLC, ConocoPhillips,

Chevron Corp., Exxon Mobil
Corp. and Royal Dutch Shell
PLC — earned an estimated
$33.6 billion in profit just dur-
ing the last financial quarter,
and estimated 32 percent more
than a year earlier, according
to analysts.

Did you catch that? That’s not
operations costs, just pure,
unadulterated profits in one —
count it — one financial quar-
ter.

The average profit margin
from refining was $19.10 per
barrel of crude, or 60 percent
higher than a year ago, accord-
ing to J.P. Morgan.

OK, so I'm confused. These
nice guys were simply raising
their prices because of skyrock-
eting costs, right? They weren’t
trying to ride a.trend or exploit
hurricanes and violence in the
Middle East. Right?

While you mull that over,
think about this.

The city of Big Spring, which
just recently finished a series of
budget workshops, can tell you
first hand what these costs
increases, which aren’t just
limited to gasoline, are doing.

Pipe used by the city water
department to repair water
lines saw a 38 percent increase
over last year, wilile the price
of asphalt tripled. Regular

‘unleaded fuel is up nearly 70

percent, and the price of diesel
has gone up 87 percent.

The average price of gasoline
in the state reached $2.89 a gal-
lon this week, according to
AAA Texas, marking the fourth

straight week gas prices have
jumped.

The lowest average price for
self-serve regular was in
Corpus Christi, at $2.76, a 6-cent
jump from last week. The high-
est average price for gasoline is
the Galveston-Texas City area,
at $2.94, or 1-cent higher than
last week, the organization
said.

The nationwide average price
for gasoline this week rose 2
cents, to reach $2.98, according
to AAA.

It’s obvious where the pro-
ceeds of our involuntary gas
donations — doesn’t that just
sound so dignified — are going.
The CEOs of these oil compa-
nies weren’'t just walking
through the park one day when
they stumbled upon $36.6 bil-
lion. Finders keepers, losers
weepers.

Those billions came out of the
pockets of struggling motorists
all over the world. It came out
of the pockets of city, county,
state and federal  agencies
which are forced to make cuts
to services in order to keep
vehicles on the streets.

In short, it came out of your’s
and my pockets.

With the mental vision of a
greasy, oil dripping hand
sneaking into our pockets each
and every day fresh in every-
one’s mind, what can we do
about it?

That’s a really good question.

We could rely on our govern-
ments — both state and federal
— to protect us from price

gouging from the oil barons
through the power of embar-
goes and negotiations. Geez, I
couldn’t even type that with a
straight face.

We could try the old “don’t
buy gas for one whole day”
trick that seems to find its way
into my e-mail inbox at least
two or three times a year. Of
course, when people just have
to buy twice as much gas when
the day is over, it kind of
defeats the purpose.

I've heard talk that boycotts
of particular oil companies, the
latest beihg the Exxon Mobil
Corp., but it just stands to rea-
son that will make their compe-
tition even fatter.

In the end, I simply don’t
have a good answer. Every idea
designed to slap some sense
into the oil companies seems to
fall flat on its face, giving our
little petroleum buddies some-
thing else to giggle and point at.

Maybe those young men I see
riding bicycles down Gregg
Street with the pressed white
shirts and black pants are the
only ones with a real answer. |
wonder if my daughter would
let me borrow her bicycle for
work.

Now that would certainly be a
sight to see.

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Texas, lllinois vie for near-zero-emissions coal power plant

DALLAS (AP) — Texas and Illinois will compete for

the world’s first near-zero-emissions coal power plant,

- a $1 billion project headed by the U.S. Department of
Energy and a consortium of 10 energy companies from
the United States, China and Australia.

The Energy Department and the consortium
announced Tuesday that two sites from each state will
vie for the project known as FutureGen, a plant
designed to turn coal into a hydrogen-rich gas to pro-
duce electricity for about 275,000 single-family homes.

The project dates to 2003 when President Bush
announced the need for FutureGen to address global
warming and touted technologies that would capture
carbon dioxide for other uses. Those include fertilizers
or liquefying the gas to inject it into old oil wells and
push remaining oil or natural gas to the surface.

The process would not release into the atmosphere
pollutants usually associated with coal-burning plants,
such as carbon dioxide. Scientists have blamed the
burning of fossil fuels as one of the main causes of
global warming.

Sites in Mattoon and Tuscola in Illinois and near
Odessa and in Jewett in Texas, beat out eight other
candidates. The winner will be announced in
September 2007 and will be operating a facility deemed
the “ultimate power plant” almost five years later.

“This project makes coal, one of the most abundant
fossil energies in the world, available in the future in
the face of growing concern over greenhouse gas emis-
sions and climate change,” said Jeff Jarrett, the
Energy Department’s assistant secretary of fossil ener-
gy.

The selection committee, known as FutureGen
Alliance, declined to discuss specific criteria that pro-
duced a final four until they had talked to those who
did not make the cut. But Mike Mudd, chief executive
officer for FutureGen, identified strengths of each.

Jewett’s site in Central Texas is 400 acres, more than
twice the minimum, and sits near existing industry
transmission lines. :

“So, looking strictly at
the technical aspects of the proposal, our site is far and
above the other three sites.”

Texas officials have long believed the state's formi-
dable energy infrastructure — rail lines, ports and gas
pipelines — should make it a front-runner.

“Texas has once again proven it is a leader in diver-
sified energy production, and we are one step closer to
having the world’s first near-zero-emission coal-fired
power plant in Texas,” said Gov. Rick Perry. “We will
continue to work with the Texas congressional delega-
tion to bring FutureGen to Texas.”

Texas is putting up $20 million to the FutureGen
alliance for use on infrastructure or development.
Additionally, a new law indemnifies the alliance of
any legal entanglements arising from the plant’s car-
bon dioxide.

Illinois officials said they're ready to back up their
candidates with up to $80 million in incentives on the
table, from grants to low-interest loans.

Plans call for the 275-megawatt plant to capture most
of its emissions of carbon dioxide and inject them per-
manently into underground reservoirs, a process
called sequestration.

FutureGen wants to measure the progress of the
finalists’ proposals next week in Pittsburgh.

The FutureGen Alliance has already committed
more than $250 million to the project.

after 10th straight day of 100-degree temps

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) — Gripped by a 10th
straight day of 100-degree heat, California sweated out
the possibility of more blackouts Tuesday as the num-
ber of suspected heat-related deaths climbed to at least
56 and the rotting carcasses of thousands of dairy cows .
and other livestock baked in the sun.

Some communities faced their third day without
electricity as the record-breaking temperatures
strained transmission equipment.

“We're asking people for one more day of conserva-
tion,” said Gregg Fishman, t he California Independent
System Operator, which manages the state’s power

grid. “We're not out of the woads yet.”

The stretch of 100-plus degree scorchers that
descended on the state last week marks the first time
in 57 years that both Northern and Southern
California have experienced extended heat waves
simultaneously, California Undersecretary for Energy
Affairs Joe Desmond said.

In the Central Valley, where most of the deaths have
occurred, temperatures hoviered between 100 and 105
degrees Tuesday, down from 110 to 115 in previous
days. Truly cooler weather was not expected until
Wednesday, when the system was forecast to move
east into Nevada and Utah.

Reports: Several Israeli soldiers killed

in heavy fighting in southiern Lebanon

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — Hezbollah fighters battled
Wednesday to stop Israeli forces from capturing a
southern Lebanese town, leaving several Israeli sol-
diers dead, Arab TV stations reported.

Al-Arabiya, a Dubai-based satellite TV channel, said
12 soldiers were killed as Israeli forces tried to gain
control of the town. The Qatar-based satellite TV sta-
tion Al-Jazeera reported that nine Israelis had been
killed and 25 wounded.

In Jerusalem, the Israeli military would say that no
more than several soldiers had been wounded in heavy
fighting at Bint Jbail, which lies 2 1/2 miles north of
the Israeli-Lebanese border.

Israel Radio reported that “ar least 10 Israeli soldiers
had been hit” in heavy fighting against 200 Hezbollah
guerrillas in the town. It did not specify how many
Israelis were Killed.

Rice at international conference under

pressure to call for Mideast cease fire

ROME (AP) — Almost every nation attending an
international conference in Rome is pressing
Secretary of State Condoleezza Rice to call for an
immediate end to the fighting on the Israeli-Lebanese
border.

But Rice, the session on

who was attending
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Wednesday, stood her ground in two days of diploma-
cy in Lebanon and Israel and the West Bank. Rather
than a quick fix, she has repeatedly said the region
needs enduring solutions, and other U.S. officials have
raised doubts about an immediate cease-fire between
Israel and Hezbollah fighters in the south of Lebanon.

The Rome meeting of European and moderate Arab
officials was to discuss the fighting sparked by the
July 12 Hezbollah abduction of two Israeli soldiers.
Rice attended a morning meeting with Italian Foreign
Minister Massimo D’Alema before the international
conference was set to begin.

When asked if she planned to announgce an interna-
tional force for Lebanon, Rice smiled and wouldn’t
comment.

On Tuesday, Rice said her effort was designed “to
bring about an urgent but enduring cease-fire in
Lebanon, one that can deal with the causes of extrem-
ism that began this crisis and that can also lead to the
establishment of the sovereignty of the Lebanese gov-
ernment throughout its territory.”

Senate passes bill making it a crime to cross

state lines for abortion without parents’ OK

WASHINGTON (AP) — An abortion bill aimed at
stopping people from helping pregnant girls skirt
parental-notification laws has gained passage in both
houses of Congress, but sticky political and policy dis-
putes stand between it and President Bush’s desk.

Just moments after the Senate passed its version 65-
34 late Tuesday — with the support of 14 Democrats —
Sen. Dick Durbin, D-Ill., used a procedural motion to
halt its progress.

Moreover, there are significant differences between
the Senate bill and the House version passed last year.

For his part, Bush urged Congress to resolve the dif-
ferences and send him the bill.

“Transporting minors across state lines to bypass
parental consent laws regarding abortion undermines
state law and jeopardizes the lives of young women,”
he said in a statement.

Saddam returns to court, asks to be executed

by firing squad if sentenced to death

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — A thinner but combative
Saddam Hussein appeared in court Wednesday for the
first time since his hunger strike and hospitalization
and asks to be executed by firing squad if the court
convicts him and sentences him to death.

Saddam also complained that he had been brought to
the chamber against his will and rejecting the tribunal
as an agent of the U.S. occupation.

“The Americans insisted that I come against my will.
This is not fair,” Saddam told the chief judge.

The ousted president was then allowed to make a
statement, beginning with a verse from the Quran, in
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which he challenged the validity and impartiality of
the court which could sentence him to death by hang-
ing.

Saddam and seven co-defendants have been on trial
since Oct. 19 in the killing and torture of Shiites in
Dujail following a 1982 assassination attempt against
l}lm there.

Prime Minister Nouri Al-Maliki turns focus to

Congress to shore up U.S. commitment in Iraq

WASHINGTON (AP) — Seeking to shore up the U.S.
military commitment in Iraq, Iraqi Prime Minister
Nouri al-Maliki must charm an increasingly skeptical
Congress that is wary of his criticism of Israel and
concerned about rising violence in Baghdad.

During his first trip, to Washington since becoming
prime minister two months ago, Al-Maliki was to
address the House and Senate in a joint meeting on
Wednesday.

In earlier meetings with President Bush, the Iraqi
leader asked the United States for more military equip-
ment and recommended increasing U.S. and Iraqi
forces patrolling Baghdad neighborhoods.

Al-Maliki told reporters he and Bush agreed Iraqi
forces needed training and better arms “as quickly as
possible,” particularly in the besieged capital city, to
stabilize the country. Bush said the violence in
Baghdad “is still terrible” and more troops are needed
there.

The president said U.S. forces would be moved into
Baghdad from other parts of Iraq. He did not say how
many troops would be redeployed, but Pentagon offi-
cials have suggested several thousand soldiers would
be moved to"Baghdad including some now based in
Kuwait.

‘Prison Break’ star Wentworth Miller braces for

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) — Wentworth Miller is brac-
ing himself for more hours in the makeup chair to
apply the intricate tattoo his “Prison Break” character
wears.

The Fox drama returns for its second season Aug. 21,
with the convicts having escaped from prison and the
subjects of a nationwide manhunt, led by a ruthless
FBI agent.

The upper-body tattoo featuring the prison’s blue-
prints takes about four hours to apply.

“I have to admit I'm much less a fan of the tattoo

than I was when we started,” Miller told the Television

Critics Association’s annual meeting Monday.

“It is an arduous process, but it’s such a cool special
effect, I think the most ambitious faux tattoo ever
attempted for TV or film. It is the reason why some
people are tuning in, because they think it’s such a
great set piece.”
