e Passing School 
Bus Law 
Changed
Under a new Texas law 

drivers passing school buses 
must stop and remain stopped 
while the buses’ lights are flash­
ing.

The former law required that 
drivers stop for school buses 
loading or unloading pupils and 
were then permitted to proceed 
with caution. The new law would 
give bus drivers the responsib­
ility of signaling when pupils 
were safely inside the bus or 
out of the traffic area by turn­
ing off the flashing lights.

Vehicles on another roadway 
of a divided highway are not 
required to stop for buses load­
ing or unloading and drivers 
are not required to stop if the 
bus is stopped in a loading 
zone of a controlled access high­
way where pedisterians are not 
permitted to cross.

Adams is convinced that 
considerable chemical applic­
ation for control of crop pesls 
is  indiscriminate and in some 
cases ineffective except to make 
inroads on beneficial Insects.

The role of insecticides may 
change in the near future as 
knowledge is gained for new 
avenues of control. At least 
that is the Indication from find­
ings of research conducted by 
Dr. George L. Teetes, assist­
ant professor and entomologist 
in charge of grain sorghum in­
sect research at the Texas AAM 
University Agricultural Re­
search and Extension Center at 
Lubbock. Teetes is working at 
the Center on a long range re­
search program on greenbug 
control.

“ Integrating insecticides with 
other methods of control is the 
goal of our research,”  explains 
Dr. Teetes, “ however, since al­
most any aspect of an agro­
ecosystem can significantly in­
fluence the pest complex, and 
ultimately plant damage and 
crop losses, changes in any 
one aspect can cause far-reach­
ing changes in others.

“ This interrelationship in­
creases the complexity and 
scope of the research problems 
of integrated control. An 
integrated control program 
must be based on sound re­
search in areas such as thres­
hold levels, natural enemies, 
biological knowledge, crop sus­
ceptibility and differential toxi­
city of insecticides,”  Teetes 
says. He adds that research 
is underway in all these areas.

“This year we used several 
methods at different locations to 
determine the population levels 
of greenbugs that must be pre­
sent to cause losses in grain 
yields,” he explained.

Determination of injury levels 
is an essential part of any 
insect control program. 
Teetes’s initial findings show 
that grain sorghum past the 
boot stage can withstand high 
numbers of greenbugs without 
causing severe damage. But re­
searchers need to know more 
accurately what this level is.

The greenbug has many nat­
ural enemies and Texas A&M 
has research underway to de­

cant per acre had little direct 
effect on beneflclals,”  Teetes 
said, “however, such effective 
control of greenbugs was ob­
tained that beneflclals had no 
food supply on which to main­
tain themselves and rapidly de­
crease In numbers.” These 
tests were conducted In small 
replicated plots as well as large 
fields with similar results.

Crop susceptibility is one of 
the main areas of research. 
The scientists are cooperating 
with sorghum plant breeders In 
selecting for plant resistance 
to the greenbug and attempting 
to determine the type of re­
sistance that is exhibited, such

as tolerance, non-preference or 
antibiosis. “ We have sources of 
resistance, but we must trans­
fer this resistance into material 
that is agronomically accept­
able,”  Teetes explained. This 
process often appears to go 
slowly, but some of the crosses 
made this year look encour­
aging.

Biological knowledge of the 
greenbug Is gained every year, 
but scientistsareprim arilydir- 
ectlng their research to study­
ing the overwintering habits of 
this pest.

Eventually researchers hope 
to Incorporate all these findings 
Into an Integrated control 
scheme, not necessarily elimi­
nating greenbugs from sorghum, 
but maintaining populations 
below economic Injury levels 
using all available means in 
conjunction with limited insect­
icide applications.

LUBBOCK . . . The recent 
quarantine for hog cholera in 
portions of Hockley, Lamb and 
Lubbock counties has resulted 
in the discovery of swine ery­
sipelas, according to Dr. Gil­
bert R. Hollis, Extension area 
swine specialist.

“ Positive results of speci­
mens from 27 of 30 different 
swine herds in the Lubbock- 
South Plains area have con­
firmed the presence of erysi­
pelas,” the specialist says. The 
discoveries were made by state 
and federal animal health offici­
als who were inspecting herds 
for cholera.

“ Erysipelas is an infectious 
disease affecting swine of all 
ages, but is usually most com­
mon in young and growing ani­
mals,” Hollis explains.

The disease Is caused by a 
bacterium that is resistant to 
ordinary disinfectants. The or­
ganism may be widespread in

soil that has been contaminated 
by infected pigs at an earlier 
date. Recovered animals some­
times carry the disease and may 
contaminate water and soil, he 
continues.

Erysipelas may occur in any 
of three forms; acute, subacute 
(diamond skin form) and chronic 
form. Acute swine erysipelas is 
characterized by a sudden ap­
pearance, with death of one or 
more animals.

The subacute, or diamond skin 
form, follows an attack of the 
acute form. Diamond shaped 
skin lesions may devalop which, 
at first, are areas of purplish- 
red discoloration, but maytiiiiu- 
ly result in peeling away of 
some sections. Chronic ery­
sipelas may follow the acute 
form or it may show up indep- 
ently. The resulting arthritis 
causes joints to be stiff and 
enlarged. The extent of arth­
ritis varies with the duration

COMMITTED ON ARMED SEtJRfft

As those of you In the affect* 
ed areas are acutely aware, 
recent heavy rains have caused 
significant flooddamageinsome 
areas of Texas, particularly 
portions of the Gulf Coast and 
the Lower Rio Grande Valley, 
Rising waters from torrential 
rains have invaded homes and 
businesses, remained for sev­
eral days and receded, leaving 
property damage estimated in 
the millions of dollars.

In most of the affected areas, 
the federal government has re­
sponded with Small Business 
Administration and Presidential 
disaster declarations and dam­
age surveys are continuing in 
the most recently flooded areas.

Traditionally, flood insurance 
has been unobtainable, Insur­
ance companies have either re­

fused to offer flood insurance 
or have demanded premiums 
so high as to make them 
undesirable from the standpoint 
of the property owner.

This is understandable, for 
there would be an exceedingly 
high risk in insuring property 
located in a flood plain, while 
the chances against flooding are 
such for property on high ground 
that no owner would wish 
to purchase such insurance. It 
became apparent that no flood 
insurance could be available 
except with the support of the 
federal government.

In order to meet the pressing 
'n e e d  for flood insurance, the 

Congress enacted the National 
Flood Insurance Act of 1968, 
embodied within the Housing and 
U rban Development Act of 1968

as Title xm .
The flood insurance program 

now administered through HUD, 
the Department of Housing and 
Urban Development, enables 
property owners to purchase 
from their local Insuring agents 
insurance against losses re ­
sulting from physical damage 
resulting from flooding. The 
program is carried out in co­
operation with private insurance 
companies, agents, brokers, and 
adjusting organizations.

This federal flood Insurance 
is now available in many com­
munities in Texas and will be 
available in more as increasing 
numbers of local authorities 
meet federal criteria for 
zoning and other regulations 
designed to further protect a- 
galnst the potential of flood da­
mage.

The recent heavy flooding in 
parts of Texas points up the 
advisability for property owners 
throughout the state to take 
advantage of the federal flood 
insurance in areas where it is 
available.

The federal flood insurance 
law contains a penalty clause 
designed to encourage property 
owners to avail themselves of

the insurance, rather than de­
pending wholly upon federal dis­
aster assistance potentials. It 
provided that in areas where 
flood insurance was available, 
that Small Business Admini­
stration disaster assistance 
loans maybe made only to cover 
damage over and above those 
which would have been covered 
by flood insurance, regardless 
of whether the owner actually 
purchased the insurance. The 
Congress provided a one- 
year grace period to this pen­
alty clause in the belief that 
one year would be adequate time 
for property owners to take 
advantage of the flood insuran-

We have now found that the 
one-year grace period is not 
sufficient and last week I of­
fered legislation to extend this 
grace period through the end of 
1973. When the torrential rains 
came and caused the recent 
flooding, it was found that re l­
atively few property owners had 
purchased flood insurance even 
within those areas where it 
had been available for more than 
a year. This was due at least 
partially to an inadequate job 
of public information by the 
federal government. I believe 
that a three-year grace period 
would be a proper extension

which would give property own­
ers a reasonable period of time 
to become aware of the avail­
ability of federal flood insurance 
in their local area and to as­
sess the merits of purchasing 
such insurance.

Owners of the flood insurance 
would continue to receive the 
protection and remain eligible 
for federal disaster assistance 
loans if needed to cover any 
uninsured loss.

It seems to me that it is 
almost contradictory that por­
tions of our state are suffer­
ing disaster from flooding while 
earlier this year much of the 
state, indeed, some of the areas

that were most adversely affect"
ed by the flooding were experi­
encing severe and persistent 
drought conditions earlier in the 
year.

I hope that our federal flood 
insurance amendment will help 
meet some of the problems 
caused by the recent flooding.
