Soaps, detergenta glycerin, de. 
natured alcohol, bensene, carbon 
tetrachloride, sodium hydroeulfite, 
sodium thloaulphate and a weak 
solution of ammonia are accept­
able cleaning i^ents as far aa the 
foam rubber is concerned.

Specialists warn that tetrach­
loride should be used sparingly. It 
la rubber solvent. Normal rubbing 
of the outside cornering on right 
or fixed seats will not hsi-m the 
foam rubber cushion. Foam rub­
ber la tender w'hen wet but its 
noimal strength returiu when 
dry.

Cleaning agents that do havs a 
harmful effect on foam rubber are 
o f the bleaching and uxidixing 
types. The following are not rec. 
ommended; vinegar, turpentine, 
acetone, chlonne, hydrogrn pero­
xide, oxakc acid and sodium per­
borate.

11 the nature of the alain or the 
type o f the fabric calls for the use 
of one of the above cleaning agent, 
specialists suggest that the fabric 
be removed from the foam rubber 
and cleaned separately.

Each of these three decades ha* 
been marked by different and dla.

Going bark to the 1960’s, the de- 
cade of the Great Depression, 
there was an economic disaster 
that atifled the entire economy 
and pushed one out of every four 
farmeis Into bankruptcy. The prwb. 
lem then was aliictly a dearth of 
fuarketa Instead of excessive pro­
duction. and the Washington rem­
edy wwa to plow up crops, kill little 
pig* and put the government Into 
the rattle-buying buatneas.

The beginning of the 1940's saw 
the technological revolution In 
farm production coming to the 
front, producing what at that lime 
appeared to be huge surpluses 
Hut there was war and poet war 
recovery that took up these ap. 
parent surpluaea. wtth high prices 
encouraging maximum production. 
Price* went up from 36 per cent 
of parity In the 1930'* to 123 per 
rent of parity In the I940'a.

But in the 1960’a the vast In­
crease* in production again dev­
eloped aerlouB surplus problema. 
Eventually. In 1956. a Democratic 
Cong res* gave the Republican Sec. 
retary of Agriculture the authority 
to flex price Rupport* between 75 
per rent and 90 per cent of parity 

I for basic crops. This was done In 
I the theory that alnre high sup. 
I port* had ertcouraged excessive 
’rri'ductlon. loa-er supports would 

lev s cause farmer* to reduce produc-

to set new record high* year after 
year.

I f  the lambs are 
being developed for the breeding 
flock, oats la a good feed to place 
In the creep. If the ewes are not 
too good milkers, then add some 
cotton seed meal, about 10 per 
cent.

I f  the iambs are to all be mar. 
kKed a mixture of 2 parts grain 
aorghum or cracked corn, two 
parts coarsely ground or crushed 
oats and one part cottonseed meal 
is a good creep ration.
