full grade higher than the morn­
ing harveatisl lots. Loss of color 
associated with delay In ginning 
of the high.molsture seed cotton! 
accounted for a large part of grade I 
differences between these morning 
and afternoon harvested treat, 
ments.

To get smooth preparation, har. 
vest cotton as dry as possible and 
keep it dry. Cotton quality can 
be maintained by eliminating the 
heavy tramping and crushing seed 
cotton !nto small ‘ ransport ve. 
hides.

FumlgmUon la the best pro­
tection against insect damage to 
stored grain.

Several fumigants are effective* 
for killing stored grain Insects 
They are formulated as various 
combinations, and are sold by com. 
panics under different trade names. 
When applying liquid fumigants, 
the storer should be careful to 
spray th# entire surface ’ of the 
grain, khiinlgant application done 
with hand pump sprayer for small 
quantltlea or with some form of 
power operated aprayer for large 
amounts. The bin should be closed 
after the fumigant la applied, and 
It should not he opened for at leaat 
24 hours—beet 4 or 5 days. As a 
safety precaution, at least two 
men should be present when the 
fumigants are being applied. For 
grain sorghums a motstura con. 
lent o f 12 per cent Is beet for stor. 
Ing. With the weather like it has 
been for soma time, grain sor. 
ghums ara apt to go Into etorsge 
with a moisture content that 
might eauaa soma trouble a little 
later on.

It may ba well to recall that the 
aeparata estate of a huaband or 
wife Includes property ow-ned by 
either before marriage, and that 
which la acquired after marriage

previously deceased children, the 
children and their descendants Im­
mediately obtain a full (fee ) title 
to two.thirds of the real estate 
Involved. The surviving spouse re- j 
celves a life Interest In the re. | 
malning one.thlrJ of the real prop. | 
erty, which passes on to the chil­
dren and tbqlr descendants upon 
the death of the apouae.

Where no parent survives hut 
there are brothers and sisters and 
descendants, the full one-half Is 
divided among these survivors.

And, i f  there are no parents or 
brothers and atsters (and their 
descendants) surviving, then the 
surviving hu*l>aad or wife Inherlta 
all of the real estate.

The Governor also repeated his 
request to Texas sheriffs and 
chiefs of police to "crack down 
hard" on violations Involving ex 
cesslve speed and driving while 
drinking.

day traffic.

Texas newspapers hsve been fill­
ed with n«w-s sloriiMi. feature ar. 
tk-les and editorials about the up­
coming holiday and Its traffic 
problems. Radio an.I TV statluna 
have carried thousands of safety 
siinouticruirn'.s, spwial Interviews 
and programs, and again ara spon­
soring their "Drive Lighted nd 
L ive!” campaign, asking drivers to 
burn their headlUhti In daylight 
hours to signal their cooperation 
with safe and legal driving prmc. 
tlces and laws.

Governor Daniel concluded: 
PThe exceptional nwiperatlon of 
Texas drivers, news media, law 
enforcement officials and thous­
ands of traffic safety voluntesrs 
resulted in a reduct.on of 18 per 
rent In actual traffic deaths over 
predictions for last Christmas and 
the Fourth of July. B'lth this 
same type of cooperation, I believe 
we can save still more Uvea this 
Labor Day.”
