NF.W FARM Ol'TLOOK 
IN WASHINGTON

An Immediate attack on the vl. 
tal ehort range operating credit 
problem for farmers, along with 
a more favorable prospect for cot­
ton producers, are the two major 
developments of the new Kennedy- 
Johnson administration anticipat­
ed for the near future by Texas 
Agriculture Commissioner John C. 
White.

Returning from a visit to 
Washington which Included con­
ferences with Secretary of Agri­
culture Orville L  Freeman and 
re. negotiation of Federal-State co­
operative agreements, Commiasion- 
er White found the attitude of the 
rew agricultural team In Wash­
ington both realistic and enthu­
siastic.

"ft was my Impression." said 
White, “that Secretary Freeman 
and his assistants are demonstra­
ting a profound sense of obliga­
tion to agriculture. They are sin. 
crre In Iheir determination to 
help the famlty-site farmer to 
maintain a reasonable standard 
of living and to stand on his own 
feet."

“ As a group I found them to be 
highly Intelligent and quite young 
Their average age la probably 40 
or 41 years. They are coldly real­
istic about our farm problems— 
that la, they are fully aware there 
la no panacea which can be Insti­
tuted to provide any quick or eaay 
solutions. At the same time, they 
are enlhuilastle In their approach

to the oh."
White said he was Impressed by 

John Baker, the nrpv farm cred­
it administrator, and his grasp of 
both the short range and long 
rstige credit problem of Americnn 
fatmers. The commlaaloner point­
ed out that the provlaion of Im. 
mediate operating credit Is vital 
to farmers In soma parts of Tea- 
os where unfortunate weather 
conditions laat year created situa­
tions approaching hardship.

"I found them willing to listen 
to our problems," said White "and 
a spirit of eagerneas to do some-
