"W e have become a nation of 
the skipped breakfast, the quick 
lunch and the pre-cooked supper. 
The food Industry has kept up 
with thla demand. Their produc­
tion m -'th (^  are geared to this 
harassing cry for quick and easy 
meala These time-savers often 
prove to be great robhera of nutri­
tion from oar meals and they help | 
deflate our pocket books as w ell'  j 

In th< highly competitive race 
for the housewife's shopping dot. 
lar. White pointed out. food In-1 
dustry advertising concentrates on! 
"easy preparation" and attractive, 
packaging of foo<l.

"Very little la said about the 
amount of health-giving proper­
ties of the product," he said. ‘‘As 

matter of fact, many of these 
properties have been refined a- 
way In an effort to make It more 
appealing to the eys—and less 
nourishing to the stomach.

"When It comes to feeding live­
stock, the farmer knows that It 
Isn't the fancy feed bag or even 
the taste nl the feed that counts. 
He realises that the Importance 
o f any food lies primarily In Its 
nutritive value. The farmer's
grasp of dietetics Is often super. i 
lor to that of the housewife."

A vast educational program i
might be part of the answer. Com- | 
mlssloner White suggested, to, 
convince "the housewife that a ' 
proper balance should be main- 
talned between fresh foods and 
staples and the highly refined pro-1 
cessed prt>ducta. B«]th processed
and natural foods have a place on
her table, but one should not be 
excluded entirely for the other."
