state capitol grounda

It Is the State Library and Ar­
ch ives Building, now nearing com  ‘ 
pletiun on a site directly east of 
the Capitol.

F or  many years history minded 
Texans decried the fact that the 
priceless early docum ents of th e . 
state had no real home. Finally 
theee docum ents were moved from  
a  mouldy basem ent to  a Quonset 
bat. There many feared for their 
sa fety . I

Now. the new edifice provides 
the state's historic docum ents with 
a  am gnlfUent home. In addition 
there are quarters for the dtats  ̂
L ibrary and the tlenersl Land O f - ' 
rice. (

M ore Interesting to  the visitor | 
w ill be the way in which Texas 
history Is dram atised In the arch­
itectural decor o f the bu ild in g., 
On each side o f  the entrance are 
ala large flagpoles From  them 
will fly the flags o f  the nations 
w hich have ruled Texas- F rance,' 
Spain, Mealcu. the Republic o f . 
Texas, the Confederate States of 
Asserica and the United States.

Embedded In the stone o f  the 
front are brtght-colored m osaic 
ahlelda Theee also represent th e ' 
same els nations. Smaller b ro n se . 
emblems decorate the heavy m et-, 
al doors at the front. Acroaa the 
bach o f the structure, even larger 
shielde. bearing the six nations' 
seals In colored reram lca are 
m ounted on the face o f the build­
ing

Pink granite, the “ o ffic ia l" stone
