In many Inatancea where farm­
er* are plowing straight down or 
acroea the hill, water ran over the 
terraces causing a great deal of 
erosion damage Not only were 
tons of topsoil loat from the field*, 
but conalderable expense to the 
farmer In rebuilding the terrace* 
will reault Contlnueti neglect of 
this maintenance work reault* In 
severe gulllea which are extreme-

Another problem now faced by
