T h is  tru e  story  is concerning a 
h ighly respected  citizen in th e  F n o -  
nn com m unity , an d  his business as 
affected  bv th is  w orst offensive of 
th e  AAA regu la tions He owns and 
opera tes som ething like two sections 
of good land. His a llo tm en t for 1940 
w heat plaoU ng, as a r t  by the C oon- 
*y AAA com m ittee, was ab o u t 600 
acres In th e  fall of 1940 th is  m an 
hao a perfectly  legal and m oral rig h t 
to  use all h is own land  as best s u it­
ed to  his Judgm ent Also he had  a 
perfec tly  legal rig h t ( I  am n o t sure 
sbou t th e  m oral r ig h t)  to p la n t in 
com pliance and  a t  governm ent e x ­
pense He had a free r ig h t to  choose 
h is  course He chose to p la n t 1300 
acres of hLs farm  to w heat a t  his 
own expense His neighbor, whose 
scruples did no t coincide w ith  his 
own. was a t liberty  to collect all his 
governm ent m oney

On May 31 1941 under the AAA
ju risd ic tion  a regu la tion  was e s ta b ­
lished w hereby th a t  same respected 
and  o therw ise law -abid ing  citizen 
should  be fined for having previously 
p lan ted  to  w heat a p a r t  of h is farm  
In excess of the  designateo  a llo tm en t 
T h e  am oun t of the fine will run  close 
to  $3 000 00 To my way of lookup: 
a t  th a t  exam ple any fine or penalty , 
in flic ted  on th is  m an for producing 
a useful com m odity w heat, was 
w rong and  does violence to th e  fu n ­
d am en ta l princip les of a free society 
an d  to sound econom ic se t-u p  T here 
can  be little  doubt but th a t  any free 
logical course, would hastily  correct 
sych a m ess But for th is  m a n ’s gov­
e rn m en t to  collect 49 cents per bu sh ­
el on th is  w heat, seems confiscatory 
in n a tu re  and  a d irect slap  a t all 
p riva te  ow nership  of p roperty  Let 
us n o t forget, th a t in some o ther 
case, m ight belong to  some m inority  
group

A nother rase  I w an t to tell about 
ls of an equally honest and respected 
citizen in th e  Lazbuddy com m unity  
T h is  young m an w ith h is  first crop, 
saw fit to  and did choose, to  com ply 
w ith  th e  AAA w heat p rogram  in 
1940 His allo tm ent was set by the 
county  com m ittee a t 200 acres.

l.eaky  Brick V eneer
/QUESTION During heavy rains 

w ate r seeps th rough  m y brick 
veneer house a t the jo in t betw een 
the sill and the top of the  founda­
tions. W hat kind of cau lk ing  com ­
pounds can  I use to close the leak?

A nsw er: T hat condition is fairly  
com m on with brick  veneer houses 
W ater w orks th rough the b ricks and 
the m o rta r  jo in ts  and  ru n s down into 
the space  betw een  the veneer and 
the sheath ing , which is usually  about 
an inch wide. As the shea th ing  is 
covered with w ate rp roo f p ap e r, the 
w ate r th a t co llec ts  in the bottom  of 
the space  can  escap e  only th rough 
the jo in ts along the sill. T hese jo in ts 
can  be closed with cau lk ing  com ­
pound, w hich should be forced in 
w ith a cau lk ing  gun. A b e tte r  re m e ­
dy is to d rill a se rie s  of holes 
th rough  the m o rta r  jo in ts  in the low­
es t course of b ricks, so th a t w a te r 
can  d ra in  off to the outside. These 
holes can  be m ade  with a q u a rte r-  
inch rose drill.

M aps on a Wall
Q uestion: 1 have rem oved  the p a ­

per from  the w alls of a sm a ll room , 
and am  going to cover th em  with 
m aps. Should the w alls be sized? 
And can 1 use re g u la r  w allpaper 
paste?

Answer Y es; size the w alls and 
put on the m a p s  by the sam e 
m ethod as w allpaper. G et the best 
g rad e  of w allpaper p as te  th a t you 
can  find. S pread  the m a p s  on the 
floor for pasting . In stick ing  them  
on, begin a t the top edge and roll 
the m aps dow nw ard so th a t all a ir  
will be excluded. If you find th a t 
bubbles of a ir  have been caugh t, 
use a rub b er ro lle r of the kind m e an t 
for m ounting photographs. If the 
bubbles will not roll out, punctu re  
the paper with a need le ; the  a ir  wiil 
escape, and  when the p ap e r is 
p ressed  down, the hole will d isa p ­
pear.

House Colors
Q uestion: The low er half of my 

house is im ita tion  red  brick , the up­
per half shingle sta ined  d a rk  brow n, 
and the roof is g reen  sh ing les In 
repain ting , w hat color would you 
suggest for the  sh ingles th a t will 
blend with the red  low er half and 
the green roof’

A nsw er: My choice for the sh in ­
gles would be e ither w hite , o r w hite 
with a ca s t of c re a m  or w arm  g ray . 
You will p robably  have to use a first 
coa t of a lum inum  paint to keep the 
brown sta in  from  bleeding through. 
F or a suggestion , go around  your 
neighborhood to notice the colors 
th a t houses a re  pain ted , not fo rg e t­
ting the colors of tr im , to  see which 
com binations you p refer

Stopping O verhead  Noise
Q uestion: The kitchen of the up­

s ta irs  a p a r tm e n t is d irec tly  over our 
bedroom , and we h ea r  ev e ry  sound. 
Can our ceiling  be m ade  sound-proof 
so th a t we can  sleep?

A nsw er: It canno t be m ade en ­
tire ly  sound-proof, but the noise can  
be g rea tly  cu t down. Line your ce il­
ing with insu lating  board . On tha t 
put 2 by 2 s tr ip s  of wood to sup ­
port a second lay er of insulating  
board  P ieces of thick felt should 
be put under all nail head s A nother 
m ethod would be to put a f ra m e ­
w ork of 2 by 4s under your p resen t 
ceiling, but not touching it, su p p o rt­
ing a lay er of in su lating  board .

G rea t D raft H orses.
W hat happened to  the g rea t d ra ft 

ho rses of F ra n ce  and B elgium , 
w hose s tra in s  a re  a lread y  well e s­
tab lished  in A m erica, is not known. 
M any, it is reported , w ere slaugh ­
te re d  because of la rk  of fodder to 
suppo rt them . M any w ere used for 
food, for even in the piping days of 
p eace  the continen tal has no p re ju ­
d ice ag a .n s t “ s teak  equine

Now. A m erica can boast all the 
pure-blood s tra in s—horses, sheep, 
c a ttle , hogs, and poultry. F rom  now 
on, instead  of being chiefly an  im ­
p o rte r , as we have been from  the

Today, th e re  a re  m ore H olstein 
cow s in the United S ta tes  than  fleck 
w ith  black and white the fields of 
the province from  which th a t prize 
m ilk -g iver gets its nam e As a m a t­
te r  of fact, we have the w r ld ’s rec ­
ord H olstein producer of m ilk and

O ther Bovine B reeds.

W ashington 's "O p era  H ouse" is 
going. It is a long tim e since ac ­
to rs  trod  its boards, since its "A m ­
b a s sa d o r 's  t ie r "  g littered  with the 
jew eled  lad ies of the d ip lom atic  set. 
F or y e a rs  it w as known as the  “ Be- 
lasco  th e a te r ,”  one of the m ost a t ­
tra c tiv e  p layhouses in the country. 
Of la te  it has been a m ovie house.

On m y way back  ac ro ss  L afay ­
e tte  park  the o th e r day I glanced 
up a t its sad  facad e—doors closed, 
w indows blank. And it w as then, 
for the first tim e in all the 27 y ea rs  
th a t 1 have passed  it or en tered  its 
p o rta ls  th a t I noticed  the w ords "O p­
e ra  H ouse" en g rav en  above them . I 
w alked over and looked a t the plaque 
on the w all, w hich I had never rea d  
before. It sa id :

On this site  C om m ander John 
R ogers built an elegan t house in 
1831. In it on April 14. 1865, an 
a tte m p t w as m ade to asaassi- 
nate  W. II S ew ard, se c re ta ry  of 
s ta te , by one of the ro n sp ira to rs  
who m urdered  A braham  Lincoln 
on th r  ta m e  night.

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CHANGES IN PKKNIItKNT
WASHINGTON —R ecent m onths 

of w ar in Europe have m ade som e 
sign ifican t changes in the hab its und 
the  outlook of the P resid en t He is 
m ore  serious, m ore w orried. Also 
he is m ore  c ircu m scrib ed  The la t­
te r  is im portan t, because it m eans 
th a t he sees few er people, loses 
som e of his old contacts.

D uring his first eight y e a rs  in 
office, probably  no P resid en t in h is­
tory  w as in closer touch with the 
country  a s  a whole than F ran k lin  
R oosevelt. Not only did he see a 
g rea t nu m b er of congressm en , la ­
bor lead ers , business m en and poli­
tic ian s during  his daily  routine, but 
he trav e led  m ore than  any other 
P re s id en t. S evera l tim es a y ea r  he 
took tu rn s  round the coun try , kept 
h is e a r  to  the ground, m et all so rts  
of people.

E v e r since the in te rnational e m e r­
gency, he has stuck close to W ash­
ington. Not once has he got out 
in to  the M iddle W est, even during  
th e  1940 cam paign . Seldom  h as he 
gone fa r th e r  aw ay than  New York 
o r down the P otom ac. Thus he has 
m issed  the re laxa tion , the re s t, and 
the obvious joy he used to get from  
h is roving junke ts. Also he has 
m issed  his old personal con tac ts.

Note—The P resid en t boasts th a t 
he re s ts  on a ra ilro ad  tr ip , and 
th is is really  true . He seem s to 
sleep  b e tte r  on a P u llm an , and on 
occasion  o rd ers  have been given to 
the  tra in  engineer to s tre tch  out a 
run  betw een tow ns in o rder to give 
the P re s id en t ex tra  sleep.

More Gold Braid. 
R oosevelt's  con tac ts thus a re  lim ­

ited  by rem ain ing  in W ashington, 
and in W ashington also, he is m ore 
c ircu m sc rib ed  than ever. He does 
not see n early  as  m any  m em b ers  of 
co n g ress  and m en from  m any w alks 
of life as  fo rm erly . This is because  
he is co n cen tra tin g  so m uch tim e on 
national defense and foreign affairs.

All im p o rta n t decisions in the 
s ta te  d e p a rtm e n t com e ac ro ss  his 
desk. The freezing of Axis funds, 
the closing of G erm an-Itu lian  consu­
la tes , the  speeches of S ecre ta ry  
Knox, have to get the P re s id e n t 's  
O. K. Im p o rtan t decisions re g a rd ­
ing the  a rm y  and navy com e to 
him , and a constan t s trea m  of q u es­
tions reg a rd in g  OPM  and aid  to 
B rita in  confron ts him  daily.

So the P re s id en t sees fa r less of 
the  m en who helped to build up the 
New D eal, fa r  m ore of a rm y-navy  
officials, One D ollar Men and d ip­
lom ats. Much of th is is unavo id ­
ab le, though p a r t of it could be 
e lim in a ted  by m ore d iversification  
of control.

H ow ever, th is change in the P re s ­
id e n t's  m ode of opera tion  is not as 
im p o rta n t as the change which g ra d ­
ually  has c rep t over his general out­
look. On the su rface , and in p ress  
conference, he is the sam e old 
w ise-crack ing , fun-loving Roosevelt. 
B ut u n d ern ea th  he is not.

No longer does he have the sam e 
zest, for w hat he is doing. In the 
old days when he w as building PWA 
b rid g es and WPA schoolhouses, 
w riting  labor law s, c ru sad ing  for so­
cial secu rity , fighting the big u tili­
ties, he loved every  m inute of it. 
H e w as building up, c ru sad ing  for 
h u m an  needs and hum an righ ts. 
And his en thusiasm  w as boundless. 

No W ar E n thusiasm .
Now, how ever, he knows th a t ev ­

ery  s tep  he tak es  in foreign policy, 
every  do lla r he spends for the navy , 
every  m an  he inducts into the a rm y , 
m ay be a  s tep  tow ard  tearing  down 
ra th e r  than  building up. He believes 
the  s tep s he is tak ing  a re  abso lu te ly  
n ecessa ry . But he has no en thusi­
asm  for them . In o ther w ords, he 
h as  no en th u siasm  for w ar.

M ost of the m en around Roose­
velt believe th a t w ar is inev itab le, 
and it m ay  be th a t he does, too— 
though he has not ad m itted  th a t 
publicly. But judging  by his h an g ­
ing back in opposition to his m ore 
vigorous m ilitary-foreign  policy a d ­
v isers . the P re s id en t h a tes  and 
d rea d s  the idea of th is nation going 
into w ar.

He ha tes the reactions and a f te r ­
m a th s  of w ar, and he ha tes  the idea 
of having history  record  him  as a 
W ar P residen t.

At the  sam e tim e he believes th a t 
th is country  will have to m ove fast, 
and if it does not m ove now it m ay 
be too late. F or the best definition 
of an iso lationist, Roosevelt firm ly 
believes, is one who by p ro c ra s t in a ­
tion w an ts to see his w om en and 
ch ild ren  in the thick of the fighting 
here a t hom e

Bacteria Growth Causes an 
Unpleasant Taste,

Sour m ilk is probably  the g rea tes t 
cause  of loss to the milk supply, 
and yet it is one of the m ost sim ple 
troubles to coniiol.

When 
milk is first produced it contains 
about 13 per cen t lac tic  acid , not 
enough to be detec ted  by the ta s te
