When people get together 

these days, there's most always 
talk about rationing probably 
because it's srt 111 new to us here 
In this country. Right now con­
versation turns to meat and 
gasoline which will soon be ra­
tioned like sugar.

Home Demonstration Club 
members have been doing a 
little advanced study on these 
items in order to make neces­
sary adjustments when the time 
comes .

There is talk of community 
tran."portation pools, fewer club 
meetings and community re­
creation centers, .to meet the 
gasoline rationing.

As for meat rationing, club 
members have been looking 
around to find foods that “stay 
with you,” which may be used 
Instead of meat. They have 
learned some Interesting ways 
to use whole grain cereals in a 
casserole with a small amount 
of mea: to give that good meat 
flavor and at the same time 
make the meat go farther.

In planning meatless menus 
they have learned one must not 
only check to see that the neces­
sary protein requirement Is met 
but must also be sure that the 
niacin, thiamine, riboflavin and 
iron needs are supplied. In order 
to be able to check all these re­
quirements one must know 
something of nutrition.

Homcji#J)emonstratlon club 
women f t c  been getting infor­
mation M t nutrition at '.heir 
meetingfr however, the Parmer 
County club women are going 
a step farther in 1943 The clubs 
are sponsoring Red Cross Nu­
trition Classes and arc invit­
ing all their neighbors and 
friends in to take advantage of 
these lessons.

The following recipes have 
been used In .the demonstration 
at club meetings this month: 
ROLLED WHEAT CASSEROLE
1 lb ground raw beef or ham­

burger
''a teaspoon pepper
2 large sliced onions
3 tablespoons ketchup 
Va cup boiling water
1 teaspoon salt
4 tablespoons bacon fat or drip­

pings
2 cups tomatoes
1 cup crocked wheat 

Saute onions in fat until 
slightly brown. Remove onion, 
add meat and brown. Combine 
ingredients, mixing thoroughly. 
Turn mixture into well greased 
casserole or baking disih. Bake 
In moderate oven (375 Ft 1 hour 
or until brown.

TAMALE PIE
Make a mush, using 5 cups 

boiling water and 2 cups of corn 
mcaflRr grits, salt. Line a pan 
2f£ Inches deep and about nine 
Inches square with this mush. 
It should be brought up on the 
sides Just like pie dough, and 
at least an Inch thick on the 
bottom of the pan. Save out 
enottfth of the mush to cover 
the top. Of course, you may use 
any pan- that you have, but I 
merely give you this size because 
It Is the pan I use for the fol­
lowing recipe:
1 pound beef, ground course 
Vi pound pork, ground course 
1 small can tomatoes . . .
1 onion sliced
2 tablespoons chill powder 
Halt and pepper

In an iron skillet heat a little 
bacon grease and fry the onions. 
Onions to be used in this way 
for seasoning should be fried 
very slowly and not scorched or 
burned. When they are a pale 
yellow they are ready to use.

Now add the beef and pork, 
stir well, browning as much of 
It as possible Pour In the toma­
toes, add the chill powder and 
the salt and pepper. Let this 
simmer for 10 minutes, mixing 
well.

Into the pan which you line 
with mush pour this mixture. 
Cower over the top with the re­
maining mush and bake tn a 
moderate oven for two hours.

During the past few days 

truck owners all over the na­
tion have been registering their 
trucks in order to obtain a cer­
tificate of war necessity. There 
are many truck and pickup 
owners who did not get an ap­
plication from the Office of Dc 
fense Transportation on which 
to furnish the Information to 
obtain one of these certificates 
of war necessity. Those truck 
owners who did not get one of 
these certificates should come 
by the War Board Office and 
a.->k for a form on which they 
can make this request for such 
an application and then when 
the application is received they 
should Immediately get it filled 
out to send in to the Office of 
Defense Transportation. With- 
oui a certificate of war neces­
sity truck owners will not be 
able to operate their trucks af­
ter Nov. 15.

We have noticed that the 
Local Rationing Board is get­
ting some criticism from some 
people when those people are 
no: able to obtain tiros Just as 
soon as they need tihem. We 
shuld all understand that thp 
Local Board can issue certifi­
cates only up to their quota and 
can’t go any farther. In a re­
cent survey of the tires used In 
the county we have found that 
farmers In Parmer County are 
using from 8,000 to 10,000 tires 
on the farm not including pas­
senger automobile tires. The 
quota to the county is only 
about I t- of this number. When 
you think about so many of 
these tires not being in good 
condition at the start of ration­
ing we see what a big Job it is 
to keep all these farm imple­
ments and trucks In tires with 
such a low percentage of tire." 
available for replacement In 
both new and retread tires.

We are going to have to make 
up our minds that we are going 
to either take care of our tires 
or do without for the duration.

But the 
speaker of the occasion yell'd 
for order and said In a loud 
tone, “Wait, folks, and let’s find 
out how the man votes, first." 
To which the man replied T 
vote as I dang please.” Which 
is a plain but potent way of ex­
pressing how everybody should 
exercise his or her use of the 
ballot Especially if he or she 
believes in a republican form of 
government Nobody belongs to 
a party- the party belongs to 
him ”

From the Yellowjackct.
Surely all legal voters should 

do their duty next Tuesday at 
the polls In this time of na­
tional puril and threatened 
calamity, all people should at 
least assert their Judgment to

the momentous questions of the 
day. It le not only in the war 
effort Uhat the services of every 
loyal citizen Is needed, but the 
Influence of every citizen’s Judg­
ment Is needed In these strenu­
ous times. AH people more than 
half realize the time Is near 
for some very far reaching de­
cisions.

It is especially important that 
antl-New Dealers and Republi­
cans vote. The chance to ex­
press themselves hangs In the 
balance In Texas. It was by 
common consent that the Dem­
ocratic Primary was made equal 
to election for this year. The 
Democratic candidates will, of 
course, be elected. But the ques­
tion valid to the interests of 
democratic government is. will 
the Republican party be elimin­
ated by the vote next Tuesday? 
It is certain that the total vote 
will he very light. Regardless of 
the percent of the Republican 
vote cast, they must have as 
many as ten thousand votes. 
Otherwise, the party will be 
barred by statute from func­
tioning in tile stale two years 
hence.

In that case there will be no 
organized equipment In the 
state that could hope to success­
fully oppose the thoroughly 
organized and Intrenched New 
Deal. Nobody doubts but that 
the New Deal crowd has the 
Democratic party grabbed No 
man with obvious ability or pa­
triotism has a Chinaman's 
chance to be heard in the old 
party circles, unless he first 
bows to the ambitions of the 
Chief.

Senator O’Daniel Is about half 
an exception to the above asser­
tion. He obligated himself to 
support Mr. Roosevelt as Com- 
mander-in-Chief but, in ques­
tions governmental, economic, 
or moral he generally heads in 
the opposite direction. He can’t

be more than (half New Deal.
There can be little doubt but 

that the people's only hope of 
breaking the hold of these anti- 
American tendencies is through 
the Republican party. There­
fore, surely it Is the common 
people's Interest that the Re­
publican organization be kept 
intact Texans doubtless will 
have urgent need for all the 
equipment possible two years 
henee If they hope to break the 
strangle hold of the entrenchea 
politicians. The only practical 
way In sight to accomplish that 
feat is for 10,000 Texans to vote 
the state Republican ticket or, 
at any rate, to vote for the Re­
publican candidate for Gover­
nor. His name is W E. Mc- 
Dowel.

It makes not one whit of dif­
ference how many or how few 
Democratic votes are cast. It 
is the Republican and antl-New 
Deal voters who need to bestir 
themselves To ache and knock 
and cuss and cry and pray won’t 
get the Job done. It takes votes 
Unless there are ten thou 
votes for the Republican Gov­
ernor next Tuesday, the only 
opposition to the farm and busi­
ness regimentation, the com­
munistic tendency, the coddling 
of labor-union racketeers, the 
war haggling, the political stall­
ing and the general effort to 
buy popularity with public 
funds will be totally unorgani­
zed and most likely Ineffective. 
Any effort to dislodge the pres­
ent regime would have to be by 
petition, impeachment or some 
radical revolutionary means.

It seems to me that It Is the 
patriotic duty of every voter, 
whose better Judgment opposes 
the New Deal, to so conduct him ! 
self that he or she can lhave a 
logical, legal and effective 
means of opposing the threat to 
sound government and freedom , 
of the Individual and the nation ;
