county hospital. Chicago, 7€ per 
cent o f the rheumatic eases were 
found chronic abscesses of the teeth.

Certainly not all rheumatic or 
systemic diseases are due to  pus 
around ths necks p f the teeth, or 
from concealed abscessea at their 
roots, nor ys4 to lnfe<;tlons of the 
tonsils. Y e t . lt  Is strongly suspect­
ed that such mouth Infections may 
often be the cause, or at least a 
contributing cause, o f many dls> 
eases, such aa tonallltis. rheuma­
tism.

The gums become Irr i­
tated and Infected by disease-pro­
ducing germs, the tlssaes sre 
broken down and pus forms. Unless 
the pyorrhoea sufferer is prompt In 
putting his case In the hands o f a 
dentist the Infection continues, rap­
idly d issolving the soft bpne sur­
rounding the teeth, and destroy­
ing the attachment o f the soft tis ­
sues o f the gum to the teeth. In 
severe cases the teeth become Loose 
and eventually are lost.

Meld Up By Prwteat
Anglo-Japanese objections to the 

American scheme held up construc­
tion fo r  roeoths.

The federdBrngrOement. barked by 
Che United Htatee. was signed by 
ths Chinese government. Jan. I. this 
year. Both Tokyo and London Im- 
medlatsly protested to Pek ing on 
the ground that the American con­
tract violated Japanese and British 
monopolies.

The Mitsui company claimed a 
monopoly. In China, for long-dis­
tance wireless fg r  30 years, dating 
from Febr^iary. I f l t .  while the Mar­
coni company clamed the right to 
supply all China’s w ireless equip­
ment by virtue o f a contract aigne<1 
In August. 1911.

Bo. desflte  repeated protests from  
Washington, the Pek ing govern ­
ment. under strong Anglo-Japanese 
pressure, refoaed to close the Am er« 
lean deal by authorising the neces­
sary Chinese loan.

abewdowa Arrived
Then came ITesIdent Harding's 

Invitation to Washington to  discuss 
arms reduction and the problems of 
the Psclflc.

A showdown at once loomed as 
inevitable.

In their treaty o f alliance. Crest 
Britain and Japan had aperlfira lly

guaranteed equal opportunities for 
a ll In China.

In 19401 both countries had acqui­
esced In the American policy of the 
open door In the Orient. In 1921 
both had pledged. In writing, to 
maintain the status quo in the Far 
East, at which time there existed a 
HIno-American treaty of more than 
40 years’ standing wherein China 
agreed that any p rivilege granted 
any other nation would "a t once 
freely enure to the benefit o f the 
United States. Its public officers, 
merchants and cltlsens.’*

Though for 20 years all **open 
door*’ pledges had been booted all 
over ths lot and with perfect safety, 
the W ashington conference auto­
matically promised to throw the 
Chineae grab game Into vivid rellsf.

Then, just as Japan « t  once be­
gan to try' to get out o f Shantung 
gracefu lly, promse<l the evaeuatlon 
of Siberia, and urged the early and 
immediate settlement o f the Yap 
controversy, so did opposition to 
America's w ireless claims In China 
melt like snow In the sun.
