FIFTEEN HUNDRED POLICE
GUARD CHICAGO PLANTS

CHICAGO, Dec. 3.—Fifteen hun-
dred policemen were sent to the
stockyards early this morning.
when, long before Aaylight, several
groups of persons, including a few
women, gathered about the stock-
yards. Only a few hours before 200
pollcemen had fived into thousands
of wtrike pympathizers who at-
tacked plant employes and finally
the policemen. Last night's toll of
ecasunities Included nine wseriously
injured and an unaccounted number
hurt when mounted police charged
foto the crowd with drawn clubs,

All saloons In the nelghborhool
of the yards were cloped today by
order of Chief of Polics Fitymorris
The chfef sald that the rioting
would be stopped at any cost.

“The wemen are mord difficult to

. Aeal with than thé men.” Chief Fia-

morris sald this merning. “They
earry red pepper and throw It In the
policemen’'s eyes. Tacks have been
soattered through the adjacent
streets In an effort to stop the mo-
tor policemen.

“But we're going to control the
fisorder In this strike. We may
have to use every available police-
man In the ¢ity and then call upon
the reserves, but we'll do 10"

When the strike went Into effect
Monday there was little trouble and
the situation remained quiet untll
last night when workers began to
leave the yards. The few hundred
strikers on plcket duty and a few
“hangers on” Intercepted their pas-
sage to the car lines and police en-
deavored to make lanes through the
erowd. Without previous warning

e numbers of persons began to
%ﬂtm the strike sympathizers
W they overwhelmed the few
hundred policemen on duty and riot
caAlls were sent In When rein-
foroements arrived the crowd was
that the regular 500 policemen on
cleared at midnight No further
trouble was expected at the time
and the heavy guards were par-
tially withdrawn,

However, by 2 o'clock this morn-
ing they began wandering back and
the number Increased wmo qulickly
that the regular 500 policement on
duty were increased to 1,500

The day shift was 1o report at §
o'clock and every precaution Wwas
taken by the chief of police for
their safety.

Efforts toyverify a rumor that a
negro was thrown into Bubby ereek
snd stoned wuntil he was drowned
could not be eonfirmed.

CHARGE THE INDIA
WARDS DEFRAUDED
BY POLITICAL AGENT

TULSA, OKLA. Nov. 8.—The Tulsa
Tribune today publishes what it
claims to be an exclusive story of
charges of how the Indian waris of
the government in Oklahoma have
been defrauded and how a politieal
agent accused of the embexsiement
has been arrested through the in-
fluence of Charles H. Burke, com-
missioner of Indian affalrs.

The story deals with the invest!-
gation that led to the indictment of
Charles T. Coggeshall, former su-
perintendent of the Indian agency at
Cantonment, Okla.

Coggeshall. a New York state po-
litical appointee, who has long held
government offices, was indicted by
a grand jury on charges of defrauvd-
ing the Indlans whom he was
charged to protect on the reserva-
tion. He was arraigned before Fed.
eral District Judge John Cotterall,
December 6, at Guthrie, and re-
leased on $5.000 bond to awalt trial
In the January term of court.

Approximately $400,000 {s known
to have oveen expended by Indians
at cantonment during the 14 months |
when Coggeshall was superintend-
ent. It is understood that from
$10,000 to $40,000 of this amount is
alleged to have gone into his pock-
ets through dealings with mer-
chants who were given the right by
him to well goods to the Indians
at exorbitant prices, the govern-
ment charges.

Coggeshall is alleged to have re- |
ceived big “commissions” on the
sale.of Indian lands to favored pur-
chasers for whom he would secure
the sections they wished on pay-'
ments ranging from $200 to $1,000
He ix charged with accepting bribes
according to Assistant District At-
torney Tisinger at Oklahoma City.

Approximately $400000 is known
to have oeen expended by Indians
at cantonment during the 14 months |
when Coggeshall was superintend-
ent. It s understood that from
¥10.000 to $40,000 of this amount is
alleged to have gone Into his pock-
ets through dealings with mer-
chants who were given the right by
him to well goods to the Indians
at exorbitant prices, the govern-
ment charges.

Coggeshall s alleged to have re-
ceived big “commissions” on the
sale of Indian lands to favored pur-
chasers for whom he would secure
the sections they wished on pay-
ments ranging from $200 to $1,000.

Communist parties In this coun-
try, Mr. Daugherty says, have
united to more effectively carry on
propaganda and the policy Is to en-
deavor to gain control of the laber
orgenizations through the control of
the executive committees or other
governing bodles therein.

“Many of the leaders of this
movement are American citizens,”
e says, “though they are subject to
orders from Moscow as to thelr ac-
tion ‘and activities in the United
States.”

The attorncy general says there
Bhas been a noticeable effort “upon
the part of various so-called de-
fense socleties to propagate and
carry on agitation In behalf of the
uitra«radicals in the United States”

“Inconspicuous individuals in the
ultra-radical movement apprehend-
od locally,” he asserts, “are mar-
tyred and propaganda started iIn
their behalf, not only within the
United States, but throughout the
entire world. In many Instances the
mo-called defense organizations are
found to be merely a camouflage
for such movements as the united
communist party which must con-
@uoct Its activities underground.”

the case. Murphy doesn't use any
field glasses or employ any other
outside help to gather his Informa-
tion, other than a keen sense of
observation and the ability to thiak
quickly.

To me Danny Murphy s one of
the most remarkable characters In
baseball. Standing on the third
base coaching lines when the Ath-
letics are at bat, he Is far from an
Imgosing figure. His position |is
usually a careless one, and he
emits no wild yells like Hughey
Jennings did in the days of olds

As a atter of fact Murphy
probably Impresses the Average
fan as a player who had but little
interest in his work. Usually as
the pitcher astarts his delivery,
Murphy can be seen uttering »
few apparently unintelligible re-
marks to the batter. While. the
fan can't hear, and doesn’t under-
stand what Murphy Is saying. the

batter s getting & lot of inside
stuff.

“Step Into this one, Jimmy,™ Is

the signal for the batter that the
pitcher intends to throw a curve.

I asked Danny,how he did it. He
explained his methods. They seemed
ecasy after 1 had gotten the key.
He showed how Hoyt always held
the ball a trifle differently in
throwing the curve Instead of the
fast one,, The moment Hoyt gets
up over his head, he tips off his
stuff. It is then time enough for
Murphy to flash it to the batter,
“In all my expirience,” sald
Murphy, “I don't belleve I have
seen a dosen pitchers who throw
the various deliveries, without a
noticeable difference. It seems &
physical Impossibility for most of

them not to have some tell-tale
motion. I wateh every pitcher
carefully, and If he has = weak-

ness in Ms delivery I get It.
rest is easy.”

American league pitchers will
frankly admit that when pitehing
against the Athletics, they realise
every ball Ilp being tipped off and
yet they are unable to conceal
what Is coming. Murphy ocertainly
is & wonder.

It is Impossible to make money
in any business where more money

is being spent than taken In.

That is the sitmation that has pre-
valled In the minor leagues for sev-
eral years. If they are to continue
in business it must be remedied.

Unfortunately for most minor
leagues, there is usually one owner
in every circuit who Is In baseball
simply as & sideline., It is a sport
with him rather than a business.

Of course it is the desire of every
owner to have a winner. The mag-
nate In the game meyely for sport's
sake, doesn’t think of the money in-
volved. He simply wants a winner.
Profits mean nothin_ to him.

In order to keep up with that type
of magnate, A number of the others
overplay themselves. The result Is
& general loss throughout the
league, rather than a tidy profit, if
the magnates observed the salary
limitations,

Economize seems té be the watch-
word of the minor league magnates,
and well It should be. There Is no
reason why - most of the mingr
leagues should not be successful.

One of the suggestions offered to
cut down expenses was the elimina-
tion of the double umpire system. I
am positive that would be a grave
mistake. The exprnse of the double
umpire system is as nothing com-
pared to the way money is spent in
other directions.

Umpiring is no longer a one-man
job. It is a difficult matter to satis-
fy with two men officlating. To go
back to the single system would be
anw backward by the minors.—

It is for this
reason thay meda|l play is so hard,
for one has simply got to play every
short carefully,

Perbaps we do not play medal
rounds enough to realize how im-
portant one poor play Is in increas-
ing the score, and we should remedy
It by goving out on the course and,
instead of playlng match competl-
tion¥, suggest that we also hole out
every putt and make an additional
wager on the medal outcome, Our
meda] rounds may cause us to think
that our golf Is nothing to brag
about,

I am Inclined to think that when
two players, who are very evenly
matched, meet In competition it is
the one who takes the chances and
gets by with them who emerges the
vietor. Of course I do not mean by
this that a player should attempt
wild shots, but If It is & course with
which he is familiar he ean afford
to play for birdies. For Instance, It
might be that he is 200 yards from
A green which is severely trapped
in front. If he plays short it means
possibly that he will land In the
trap, but If he makes the green it
means only two more strokes, with
a possibility of enly one putt. In
this case It is just as well to at-
tempt the long carry, for even If he
should land in the trap he has an
opportunity to halve the hole, and
In golf at match pidy: where two
are well matched it Is a ocase of
“nothing venture mothing have.”

One thing which is true in match
play is that a man should play his
own game regardiess of what his
opponent is doing. Perhaps you play
& rather short game, with more or
less accuracy, and you find yourself
matéhed against one of the long
hitters of the'game. Stick to your
own game and do not press, for
pressing never alds one’s game, If
on the long holes your opponent has
the advantage through his loag
game, well and good; yeu have an
opportunity to even things up on
the short holes.
