Jones, 
with a committee of citlaene of 
Electra, recently made an Inapre- 
tlon trip thruuaheut the cotton 
fields In the acrIcuLtural section 
north of this city and after makink 
a careful Inveetlaatlon were coa- 
vlnoed beyond doubt that the weevil 
waa responsible for euttina the cot­
ton crop down to a arret extent 
last year. Evidences of weevil were 
found on every, hand and It la feared 
that If Immediate steps are not 
taken to prevent ths spread that 
next aeaeen'e crop will be ’cut half 
Into by tho peels.

No aeeewd Itehlaa-
Cotton waa earlier In thia arrllon 

than over In the history of west 
Texas. Many thlna*. ' Includlna 
wsather oondltlona. contrlbuird to 
ths early crop, but one farior that 
has been overlooked, which pre­
vented a second ploklna. was caused 
by the weevil. The Insect fed on 
the late equarre end so bllBhte.! 
them, that they failed te mature and 
as a eonacquenre thers waa no eec 
ond piohins In practically all the 
fields. M a n y  of the formers 
threudhout this section who have 
had weevil experience In south and 
east Texas recoanlied ths havoc 
was-wrought by the weevil and are 
amend the first that are hscomliid 
alarmed over the eltuatlon.

A Delayed Bpread,
The weevil le late In reaching 

this part of the country. The cold 
winters and bot dry eummera of the 
plains and panhandle country have 
proven unhealthy for the weevil, 
but he le gradually becoming mor- 
acclimated and year after year he 
has pioneered a llltia further Into 
this ae<-llon of the country. Klret 
appearancea of the weevil In west 
Texas developed several years ago 
following a Bovere coaelal storm, 
which spread over the entire slats 
of Texas. He waa borne Into west 
Texes by th* hldh winds, but the 
winter that followed waa so aevere 
that the weevil perished with It and 
the following year had almost en­
tirely disappeared. But thia year he 
has made hla advent oq a more euh- 
alantlal baale. working dOdunlly In 
and beromind adaple.1 In tha e ll-

maU and hla poall loa la aK>re as- 
oaro and It will take ardsnlsed and
InleHIdast effort .to./combat his 
sprssE. I

Ha said that a fight against the 
weevil would also rid the country of 
many green bugs, which are very 
deetructlve to the wheat and would 
also sound the death knell to manv 
a ohlnch bug end grneehnpper, both 
of which have been most dettruc- 
Uvs In the past.

The movement 
la. of oourae, of vital Importance to the four echoole 
dlreetly Involved; It la of acnreely loaa Importance to 
nil the other rural echoola, for their future will de­
pend to 'n largo extent on whether thla plan provea 
taaalble.

The Tlmea la Informed that the four echoola men­
tioned are exoelloat rural echoola, aa rural achoola 
go; that la to eay. Judged by atandarda of the paat, 
they are up to or above the average. But when the 
yenag man or yonng woman la one of the dlatrlctq 
haa flnlahed the diatiict acbool work, ha or aha atlll 
laoka eeveral yeara of being ready for college, or 
even for aa acadamy. To continue hla education, 
the youth muat leave home. Ho muat leave home to 
obtain ovhn the meager equipment tor Ufa that the 
ordinary high echool givet.

With a coaaolldated acbool that will, at no greater 
nxponee, add aeveral additional expenae, there la no 
renaon why the young man of the Bacon community, 
or any of the other three, ahould not be able to 
oquip ktmaclt for college without leaving home. 
When he la ready for college, be muat. thanka to 
Wichita Falla' long Indifference In the matter, leave 
home, but leaving Foma tor, college la quite a-dlffar- 
ont matter from leaving to get a high aohdol educa- 
tloa.

Tba good roada that Wichita ^ n t y  la acquiring 
will bring the conaolldated acbool wtthin reach of 
every child In the four diatricta it la to aerve. Prob- 
nbly, aa In many other aectlona whore good rural 
echoola and good roada abound. It will found feaa- 
Ible to provide tranaportatlon.

The Tlmea hopea alncerely that the plan will be 
adopted. It doea not believe that the realdenta and 
tax-payera bf the four diatricta will over regret, and 
It beltOToa that the Idea will aoon find omnlaiort In 
other parte of the county.
