The slgn-up period for the 
19“*0 wheat, feed grain, anti 
cotton voluntarv urograms will 
begin on February 2 and con­
tinue through March 20.

Fllgible producers may sign 
un at the Counry Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation 
Service Office In F arwell during 
office hours throughout this 
period.

Notice of feed grain base 
acres, projected yields, and 
payment rates are now being 
mailed to farmers. Leaflets 
explaining the program are in­
cluded with these notices. The 
programs are almost Identical 
to the 1969 programs and It Is 
believed that most farmers un­
derstand the details. However: 
the ASCS Office will continue 
to Issue Informatlonon • week­
ly basts thru the slgn-up per­
iod.

As has been mentioned pre­
viously. the 1970 programs are

about the same as the 1969 
programs. There are two big 
changes - These are; There will 
be no advance payments made 
and the planting of sweet sor­
ghums (cane) and forage sor­
ghums is NOT permitted on 
designated diverted acres.

Parmer County farmers are 
urged to come in and sign up 
at the earliest convenient time 
as there's always a last minute 
rush. Farmers are also urged 
to try to have their 19T wheat 
acreage measured anil he ready 
to report It when they come to 
the ASCS Office to sign up In 
the programs. Farm opera­
tors are inquired to certify 
their crop acreages In 1970-Just 
as they have done for the past 
few years.

W. L. (Preach) F delmon has 
been selected by the Tlerra 
Blanca Soil and Water Conser­
vation District ([leaf Smith Co 
unty) as the "Comeback F armer 
of the Year 1969,'* It was an 
nounced by district officials In 
Hereford.

The nomination of Fdelmon 
will be entered In the Texas 
Conservation Awards Program 
sponsored by the Fort Worth 
Chamber of Commerce.

Selection to the "Comeback 
Farmer of the Year" Is don* 
so on the basis of a farmer or 
rancher who has done the great 
est job of reclaiming an eroded 
place he owns or operates.

Fdelmons' farm Is located 
3 miles north of the Summer 
field Community. He Is tarry 
ing out a complete conservation 
program on the 160-acre irr i­
gated farm. He purchased the 
farm In 1962. At that time it 
was a dryland farm. An irrl 
gated well was drilled. The 
farm has a large number of ac­
res of excessive slope which 
presented problems with Irri­
gated cropland. The farm did 
not have any underground irrl 
gation pipeline. 1 delmon tried 
farming the land but could not 
avoid the soil and water loss due 
to the steep slope.

In 1966, I delmon entered Into 
the Great Plains C onservation 
Program, a program adminis­
tered by the Soil Conservation 
Service. Roth technical and 
cost-share assistance were gi­
ven In planning and applying 
the needed conservation prac­
tices to Improve the farm. In­
cluded In 1 delmon’s conserva- 
tion plan were prac tices such 
as conservation cropping sy­
stem, crop residue use, Irrl 
gadon pipeline, tallwater r* 
turn system. Irrigation water 
management, stubble mulching, 
contour farming, pasture plant 
Ing, pasture management, an

proper grazing use.These con 
servatlon practices are being 
carried out by [ delmon. They 
have helped In preventing ero 
slon and the farm has become 
more productive.

I delmon says that the con­
servation practices that he has 
carried out on die farm have 
more than doubled the value of 
the farm.
