Confusion Reî îs in Conven­
tion, Both Sides Showin f̂ 

Bitterness in Debate

Bperlal to The Telepram,
PEORIA, 111., Aug. 22.—By a vote of 

1,038 to 570 the democratic convention 
placed upon the table the request of 
William J. Bryan for the resignation 
of Roger C. Sullivan from the national 
committee. Despite the fact that Mr. 
Bryan had declared that he did not 
wish to be indorsed unless Sullivan 
was repudiated, the convention de­
clared him to be the one and only man 
capable of leading the democratic 
party to victory in 1908. The indorse­
ment of Mr. Bryan and the tabling of 
the motion calling for the resignation 
of Mr. Sullivan came at the close of 
a most exciting session of the conven­
tion, in which there were several fights 
and throughout which confusion 
reigned supreme.

The committee on resolutions de­
clined to report a plank calling for the 
resignation of Sullivan and the debate 
followed upon a motion made by Jack 
Owen Thompson of Jacksonville, call­
ing for Sullivan’s resignation. It had 
been agreed that each side should have 
forty-five minutes in which to present 
its side of the case and Judge Thomp­
son was the first advocate of the cause 
of Mr. Bryan. He allowed his feelings 
to carry him somewhat to an extreme 
and aronsed the hostility of Sullivan’s 
friends by the unsparing manner In 
which he dwelt on the last democratic 
conference at Springfield. He strode 
up and down the platform, his face 
white with wrath, and his form shak­
ing with the intensity of his feeling. 
His caustic criticism finally lost him 
the ear of the convention and he 
might never have been able to conclude 
his speech if Sullivan had not person­
ally requested quiet.

Sullivan, who followed Thompson, 
and who was the first speaker in his 
own behalf, declared that the ear of 
Mr. Bryan had been poisoned against 
him and that the demand for his resig­
nation sprang from personal enemies.

* Great Feeling Displayed
Great feeling was displayed on both 

sides during the debate and at times 
personalities of a disagreeable char­
acter were indulged In by various 
speakers.

The end came on a motion made by 
ex-Congressman Kern of Belleville, 
that the request for the resignation of 
Sullivan be laid on the table.

Feeling during the roll call on this 
proposition ran very high.

The votes of several counties were 
challenged and one delegate from War­
ren county declared that the vote from 
the county , had been deliberately gar­
bled. When all these difficulties 
had been straightened out the vote was 
declared to be as given above.

ed great excitement in Vladivostok and 
Siberia. Officials, It is said, are do­
ing everything possible to prevent the 
dissolution becoming known, but Rus­
sian revolutionary papers, published at 
Nagasak, Japan, printed a special edi­
tion and circulated a number of the 
par>ers through Siberia, giving the 
news.

Decides for Mutiny
The result was that a meeting of 

soldiers of the first army corps was 
held, and it decided for mutiny. A 
meeting of the Russian governors and 
generals was arranged for Aug. 8, two 
days before the steamer left Yokaha- 
ma, to arrange for the moblizatlon of 
loyal troops, owing to the situation.

Following the receipt of the douma’s 
dissolution, the Japanese government 
received a note from the Russian mili­
tary governor, Primorsk, to. the effect 
that the importation of arms and am­
munition for private use or for sale 
was prohibited.

Two Hamburg-American liners, the 
Sllnla and the Herédenla, arrived at 
Vladivostok early in August w’ith full 
cargoes of military materials.

NATIVE OF TEXAS

Abraham White Was Bom 43 
Years Ago in LaGrange

BOUGHT McCALL PALACE

Haa Juat Claanad Up Mora Than Two 
Million Dollara in Riaa of Union and 

Southern Pacific Stocka

NEW YORK, Aug. 22.—Standing out 

prominently In the frantic financial do­
ings of the last few days is Abraham 
White, the ortgiua} “postage stamp" 
financier of the land. White cleaned 
up more than 12,000,000 in the rise of 
Union and South Pacific stocka.

He did two sensational things. One 
was to buy the great palace near Liong 
Branch, built by the late John A. Mc­
Call, former president of the New York 
Life Insurance Company, and whose 
death was hastened by the recent 
Bcandala, and the other was to make 
Samuel Byerlcy vice president of a 
bonding company organised by W'hile. 
Byerley is the express clerk who maoe 
a amali fortune in buying United 
States bond« on “nerve."

It is Just ten years since White in­
vested 44 cents in stamps to send a 
letter to Secretary of the Treasury 
John O. Carlisle, bidding on tS.OOO.MV 
worth of bonds. He got them, and 
bankers were glad to take them off iiis 
hands at |IUO,000 profit to White.

‘Tve got a warm spot in my heart 
for postage stamp bidders.” be said, 
"and 1 have proveid it by making Sam 
Byerley an officer In the bonding com­
pany. He has shown that he has the 
business courage and Judgment which 
pushes a man to the front these days."

Speaking of his great winning on 
the market. White said:

“I came back from St. Louis about 
six w eeks ago. and every house In the 
street was bearish then except Wotf 
Brothers 4k Co. 1 had been studying 
Union Pacific and Southern Pacific fur 
a long time, and felt confident that 
both would have a tremendous rise be­
fore the end of the year. Of course, 
I didn't know when they would begin 
to move, as I am not in the confidence 
of Ifr. Harriman or any of the giants 
of the street. I am no novice in Wail 
street matters, having had many ups 
and aome downs in the last dozen 
yeara It wasn’t necessary for me to 
be in the secrets of Mr. Harriman to 
know that the shares of both his roads 
would sell higher.
,."I watched the market every day, 

sitting alongside the tape from 10 a. 
m. to 3 p. m. for ten days before I 
made a trade. Then 1 bought my first 
lot of Union Pacific when 1 thought it 
had touched bottom on the do '̂ '̂nwarJ 
movement. I got'the stock at 140. Tlio 
lowest price It sold at in that move­
ment was 139%, so my calculation 
wasn’t far out.

“I bought it slowly up to 150, and 
then I began to buy It like sixty. I 
bought it right along to ICO, and i 
didn’t stop buying Thursday aRernoon 
when some people got cold feet *and 
went short because no dividend an­
nouncement was made.”
- Mr. Wliite had on bis desk a stack 
of slips from various brokerage firms 
which contained records of faundreda 
of purchases, ranging all the way from 
lots of 100 shares to 15.000-siiare 
blocks. It is doubtful If he knew him­
self the total of his purchases. He 
began buying Southern Pacific in tlie 
60s. and bought it all the way up, as 
he did Union Pacific. To all questions 
regarding hia profit he fought shy, but 
when asked if he would sell his win­
nings in Union Pacific and Southern 
Pacific for 31.000,000 each, he hesi­
tated a moment and then shook his 
head. His profits are said to have ex­
ceeded 12,000.000 at the time the stock 
exchange closed Saturday noon.

Always a Speculator
The new owner of the McCall place 

had rather a peculiar start as a 
financier. He is now 43 years old. and 
came to th^ city from Texas about 
twenty years ago. He was bom in La 
Grange, Texas, and started out to sup­
port himself when he was 12 years old. 
H» had made considerable money be­
fore be was 21, but has always been a 
speculator, and had many ups and 
downs in the first year of hia bustness 
career in this city. After going Into 
many ventures he speculated heavily 
in upper West Side real estât* before 
that part of the town was extensivety 
built up. '

Mr. White had one of his reversals 
of fortune during th* »panic year of 
1893, and for the next three years he 
was not sailing on the high tides of 
prosperity. It was in 1896 that he first 
blossomed out as a financier.

"It was all on account of an editorial 
that appeared in a newspaper in Jan-

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uary or February of 1896. The Cleve­
land adminlatratlon wwa about to make 
a bond issue to replenish the depleted 
gold reserves of the national treasury. 
The Cleveland plan was to make a deal 
with the Morgan-Belmont syndicate, 
and to give them a monopoly of the 
bond issue. The newspapers opposed 
that plan very vigorously and Insisted 
that the bonds should be offered for 
population subscription, claiming that 
the people of the country were abun­
dantly able to furnish all of the gold 
the national treasury required.

Th* Great Bond Coup
"I spent some time collecting sta­

tistics on that particular aubjeat, and 
found that the savings banks held 
more than $638.000.000 of the »people’s 
money. I was confident that a popular 
bond Issue would be a great success, 
and I determined to put In a bid. After 
the Morgan-Belmont gold ring was 
broken, I kept track' of the matter 
very closely and had figured things 
down to a nicety when the time came 
to submit bids.

“In all I bid for about $8.000,000 of 
the bunds, putting different prices op­
posite different amounts. I registered 
the letters which I sent to the treas­
ury department, and the postage 
stamps cost me 44 cents. That was 
my total outlay. I was allotted $1,500,>
000 of the bonds, and later I went to 
see Russell Sage to get him to help 
me finance the transactions. Mr. Sage 
examined Into the matter carefully, 
found that I had a good thing, and 
agreed to lend me the money necessary 
to purchase the gold which was re­
quired by the government. I think I 
am about the only man Mr. Sage ever 
loaned money to without security. He 
asked me what my resources were, and
1 frankly told him that my cash in­
vestment in the transaction was 44 
cents.”

Referring to his purchase of the Mc­
Call house. Mr. White said;

"We have no children, and I Intend 
to arrange my affairs so that when niy 
w ife and I are dead the McCall houe  ̂
will pass to some charity and be used 
hereafter for humanitarian purposes. I 
alw’sya had a great admiration fur 
John McCall, and believed that he was 
more sinned against than sinning. The 
place that he built and furnished shall 
always be a monument to him. I In­
tend to erect In some suitable place 
on the grounds a tablet In bronze or 
marble as a memorial of Mr. McCall.”

Shortly before the death of Mr. Mc­
Call. last February, he sold the Long 
Branch place to Myron H. Oppenheim 
and three associates for a mere frac­
tion of Its coat. A month before Mr. 
McCall had placed a mortgage on the 
property for $150,000. and with $85,0i)0 
which he raised on hl.s life Insurance 
policy paid J*ack to the New York Life 
Insurance Company $235,000 which he 
had advanced to Andrew Hamilton, 
and for which Hamilton had rendered 
no account. In addition to the mort­
gage for $150.000, there was a prior 
mortgage on the place for more than 
$ 100.000.

The sum paid by Mr. Oppetihelm and 
his assot'lates was only a trifle above 
the amount of the two mortgages. The 
Oppenheim syndicate purchased the 
property ns a speculation and made a 
good profit on the sale lo Mr. White.

Mr. McCall spent more than $200.000 
on the furnishings of the house. The 
billiard roonri eoM $50,000. Immense 
sums were spent on the grounds.

PUMPED PAID FOR

Recoriis Show Only 35,000,000 
Gallons Throngh Meters

Responsive to an endeavor to get tho 
total amount of water pumped by the 
city waterworks and the total amount 
paid for by the consumers of water' In 
the city who draw from the city sup­
ply, figures have been complied by the 
waterworks department and the totals 
are in round numbers about 95 million 
pumped during the month of July and 
the total paid for about 39 millions, 
or but little more than one-third.

Accounting for the difference atten­
tion may be directed to these facts: 
The city sewers are flushed; fires are 
fought; streets are sprinkled; all of 
the city departments us« the water and 
no r**cord is made of the amount used; 
various free supplies of water are made 
to charitable institutions, churches, etc., 
and no record is made of the amounts 
80 given. The sum of all of these may 
reach the difference between the total 
amount paid for and the total amount 
pumped.

The report says it Im pumped. The 
record shows that it is not paid for. 
and there are all of the facts in the 
case.

Hon dollars' worth of sugar beets are 
being harvested In this state, which 
shows that the nation Is raising a good 
deal of Its own sugar. This Is nearly 
$2,000,000 more t»an the crop was worth 
last year.

William L. Petrikln of the Great 
Western Sugar company, says there 
are more than 100,000 acres in Colorado 
planted to beets, and the farmers of 
that state are growing more of that 
vegetable than ever. They say it beats 
wheat and corn, and scores of land 
owners are getting wealthy.

At this time there are more than 2.- 
000 helpers In the fields harvesting th« 
crop, and these, together with other 
thousands who will be similarly em­
ployed before long, will receive for 
three months’ work close to $1,600,000 
In wages.

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FOR THE HONOR OF TEXAS
James S. Hog* gave to the people of Texas the best 

and most active years of his life. It may be true that 
In return he could have had any honor he desired at 
the handj of the people, but the honors of that kind 
do not satisfy the butcher and the grocer. During all 
the time Hug* was governor he was a constant bor­
rower of money, and all because the state of Texas did 
net pay its executive, urho was a poor man, sufficient 
salary to enable him to live In accordance with his 
sui roundings. If the Idea is to sell the office of gover­
nor to the highest bidder and limit the holding of that 
position to men with fat bank accounts, then the pres  ̂
ent method is the proper procedure. But If the Idea 
Is to always call to the gubernatorial chair men of un­
questioned ability, lofty patriotism and thorough de­
votion to the best interests of the masses, then It must 
be borne In mind that the laborer is worthy of his hire 
and the state should fix the financial emoluments in 
conformity w'ith the real demands of the situation. The 
governor of Texas should be paid an official salary of 
not leas than SIO.OOO per annum.—Fort Worth Tele­
gram.

It Is the testimony of Fnose who have of recent years 
held' the governorship of Texas that they went out of 
office poorer than they went into It. When one re- 
flecti that under a fee system some of the sheriffs 
of the larger counties make from 115,000 to 120.000 a 
year, the absurdity of i>aylng the chief executive but 
14,000 a year is apparent. A man of sufficient ability 
to be governor of Texas can easily earn IIS.OOU to 320,- 
^̂ 00 a year; hence, a salary of 110,000 would be a irfud- 
sst return.—San Antonio Express.

It is a great honor to any man to serve as governor 
of the Imperial state of Texas, but honor is but scant 
compensation for the great responsibilities and large 
amount of work actually Involved. Honor does not re­
imburse men for the large amount of money they 
are compelled to expend in a political campaign, and 
It does not satisfy the men or Institutions who may 
happen to have financial claims upon the state’s chief 
executive.

If Texas was a small state and her people were 
not able to pay a man what his services are actually 
worth, it w'ould be different But Texas is os large 
as four average states, her people are prosperous and 
accustomed to do things on a broad and liberal scale. 
There Is nothing small or parsimonious about the 
dttsenship of Texas, and the fact that the governor’s 
salary has been permitted to remain at the paltry 
figure of $4,000 per annum is doubtless largely due 
to the fact that no special effort has ever been raadO to 
properly increase it.

The Telegram contends that for the honor and glory 
of the greatest of all the states the time has come 
when the gubernatorial salary should be made at 
least $10.000 per annum, and It further believes the 
term should be lengthened to four years and stop right 
there. Pay the governors of this great and glorious 
ttate the sum of $40.000 for four years and make them 
Ineligible for re-election. Taat step would be the prop­
er thing to do and should be attended to during the 
session of the next state legislature.

THE TERRELL ELECTION UkW
’There is one demand of the state democratic plat­

form which the next state legtslature will cheerfully 
comply with, and that is the thorough revision of the 
Terrell election taw. The experience with that law in 
the recent state primaries will still be sufficiently fresh 
In the minds of the lawmakers when they assemble 
In Austin next January to insure that the existing 
measure will have the necessary attention, and Oov- 
emor Campbell will not have to pen the legislators 
and keep them in durance vile In order to have them 
do theif plain duty.

demand for the revision of the Terrell law is 
backed up by the people of all Texas. There to noth­
ing sectional In IL as was the case when an abortlvs 
attempt was made to open the entire questhm at the 
L'irt asocial seuston called hjr Governor r.anhsm At

ijiat time there was a hue and cry ral.<»ed that the law 
as It stands discriminates against the southern por­
tion of the state to the extent that It threatened to re­
duce that section to a condition of political vassalage. 
The blanket primary was urged then, as it wai in- 
ilo.-sed by the state democratic convention, and the 
olanket primary idea will be applied. Commenting 
on the law as it la. the Austin Statesman says:

It is beyond the ability of two-thirds of the voters 
of the state to thoroughly appreciate and understand 
the present law by reason of the fact that they simply 
fiaven’t time to flounder through Its many compUca- 
tJons. Of the other third who dabble in politics most 
all the time there are many who have simply a smat­
tering of its many provisions and would gladly see 
it set aside entirely.

It was the Intention of the law to purify i>olltii*. 
At least that was the claim made for It. If this be 
iU mission then it has done right well, but If It is to 
be a part and parcel of the election laws of Texas then 
It must be simplified to the point of g.meral under- 
j-tandlng. No law that deals with the Interest of the 
people should be so muddled as to be confusing. The 
demand of the democratic convention tiiat the law be 
|.}iiinged. and above all simplified. Is a ilemaml that 
mast not pass unheeded.

The detnand that the blanket prlmar>- clau.se be In­
serted for fulkire elections is al.so a goo«l Idea if we are 
to adhere to the primary ptillcy of electl«»n at all. Once 
the law is up for simplification and revision there are 
dosens of things to be corrected and numerous changes 
to be made.

The legislature should therefore give the law care­
ful attention when it meets and in the meantime the 
various members shoul(\ see to exactly what is best 
In the way of modifications and abridgements.

The Telegram thinks there need be no uneasiness 
as to what the next legislature will do to the Terrell 
election law. It will be reduced in proportions to the 
lK>int wfhere it will be of easy average comprehen.sloii 
and all its untenable features will be entirely oblit­
erated.

STILL FIGHTING FREE SEEDS
According to advices from Washington, the next 

session of congress is going to witness a renewal of 
the fight against free seeds, and a campaign of edu­
cation Is already being mapped out. led by the big seed 
growers of the country. Henry W. Wood <>f Richmond, 
president of the American Seed Trade Association, In 
an open letter to the public, says the association op­
poses the practice because it is an unjust Interference 
with a legitimate industry as well as a waste of pub­
lic money. President Wood, points out that the total 
packet seed trade of the country amounts to 120,600,000 
parkets, of which the government gives away 40,- 
000,000 and the dealers sell 80,000,000.

“ What Industry could survive if the government 
gave away free half as much as those engaged In the 
Industry sold?” he asks. He suggests that It Is time 
tor congress to change oft and give away axes, saws, 
pocket knives and looking glasst>s and give the poor 
seed merchants a rest. The American Seed Trade 
Association is composed of growers, wholesalers and 
retailers and is thoroughly in earnest In Its opposition 
to government Interference In its business. The Whole­
sale Seedmen’s League is also out against It. Between 
them they are in touch with about 10,000 persona en- 
g.'ged in growing and selling seeds, and with at least 
50,000 storekeepers who carry seeds in stock. As some 
of the larger seed merchants have more than 100,000 
customers who purchase seeds in small lots, it is ex­
pected that they will have been in communication with 
hundreds of thousands of people before next session.

It is said that an analysis of the vote In the last 
congress by which the present methods were perpet­
uated shows Alabama, Arkansas, I'lorida, Georgia. Ken­
tucky, Louisiana, Maryland, Missouri, North Carolina. 
South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas and Virginia cast 
seventy-eight votes for free seeds and eight only 
against them, and the democratic party i.s really re­
sponsible for the appropriation being made.

MANUFACTURERS TO BE HEARD
'The department of agriculture at Washington Is 

going to give the food manufacturers of the country a 
chance to be heard before it promulgates the rules 
and regulations under which the national pure food 
law is going to be put into effect. Hearings will be 
held at the department from Sept. 17 to 28, inclusive, 
at which time the manufacturers will be invited to 
appear.

This procedure is not obligatory under the law, but 
Is an act of courtesy and fairness to the manufac­
turers which the three departments interested have de­
cided to extend. Representatives from the department 
of commerce and labor, from the department of agrl- 
cu’ture and from the treasury department will be pres­
ent at the hearing. ,̂ and it is believed that subject will 
be divided into groups so as to simplify the Situation. 
Among the questions to come up will be a number of 
important problems relating to the collection, exami­
nation and Identification of .samples, the constituents 
of original packages, the difference between what Is 
considered to constitute an import and export pack­
age, the flavoring and coloring of vegetables, and of 
animal matter, and the use of adulterants.

Proprietarj- and breakfast foods of all sorts will com* 
up for discussion, as well as the best methods of pro­
tecting trade formulae. Patent medicines will be among 
the matters discussed, and fair opportunity will be 
afforded for all Interested to be heard. And in the 
meantime, the consumers of the country are hoping 
the new law will bring them relief from a situatipn 
tliat has grown almost intolerable.

Two negro regiments of infantry 
w-ere recruited some time after the 
civil war. responding to two de­
mands, one that the negro and white 
soldiers should not be associated In 
the same regiments and the other 
that the colored troops who fought so 
bravely at times should bo recognized. 
At that time the Republicans were 
running the inii>osslble ’’social equal­
ity" idea for all the political value 
it had and so the Second regiment of 
Infantry and two regiments of calvary 
were organised and did in the main 
good service.

The Ninth and Tenth cavalry saw 
much service in the southwest and 
did tours of duty at Sill. Riley, and 
to a more limited extent at Concho 
and Clark in Texas.

The Twenty-fifth infantry was at 
one time stationed in part at Sill, and 
even then there was a turbulent ele­
ment in the regiment, which caused 
frequent trouble and some of it at least 
was due to the social and all other 
kinds of equality with the white sol­
diers or civilians desired by the ne­
groes.

For some reason, or lack of rea.son- 
Ing. the recruits for the Twenty-fifth 
soon after they Joined the regiment be­
came imbued with the equality with 
the whites Idea, seemingly, as natu­
rally as the Ru.sslan, under certain 
conditions gravitates to Nihilism.

Outbreaks Frequent.
The visible result has been fre­

quent outbreaks, often between the 
negroes and the white soldiers of other 
regiments, who might chance to be 
stationed In proximity. Rut at times 
between civilians and the negro sol­
diers. It was this same regiment .or 
a detachment of It. which some years 
ago at El Pa.so cau.sed .such serious 
trouble that .several deaths resulted 
and some of the negro troops were 
surrendered to the civil authorities and 
punished, (yfie of them, a brave ser­
geant. getring what many believe was 
an undeserved life sentence for his 
complicity in the affray.

The^Teglment. or a battalion of it. 
was at that time statloneil at Fort 
Bliss and one day one of tl^ soldiers, 
under the influence Of "me.seal.’’ be­
came so disorderly that he was placed 
under arrest. A party of about fifty 
or sixty of his companions in arms 
left the post one night, rescued the 
man and in the melee killed the only 
policeman on duty at that time of 
night. A number of arrests were made 
and several convictions had and among 
them waa the sergeant referred to 
above, Klmpner. by name, who got a 
life term on omvlctloTt. It Is practi­
cally certain that he had nothing to 
do with the Immediate row which re­
sulted In Policeman Rogers’ death, but 
then he was the "noneom’’ who had 
the keys of the gun racks. The rack.s 
had been o.nened and not broken open 
either, and that circumstance led to 
Kimpner’s conviction, probably as an 
accessory.

In this instance, though, the com­
manding officer aided the civil au­
thorities in discovering the guilty ones 
and in effecting their arrest. Indeed, 
for a time, the whole detachment at 
Fort Bliss was under arrest and con­
fined to the limits of the post, and 
that was continued until the whole 
matter had been sifted. Not long after 
the regiment was moved and it was 
with a feeling of regret, in a seme, 
on the part of many of the citizens, for 
the commanding officer bad long been 
a resident at El Paso and was highly 
esteemed by the citizens. There was 
no other trouble with the negro sol­
diers while he was there.

Fought at San Juan.
In the Spanish-American war the 

Twenty-fifth displayed .some of the 
good ir it. At the battle of Sun Juan, 
the Twenty-fifth charged right over 
the Seventy-Il.-st New York and saved 
tl.e day at that menaced point. It was 
that charge which gave Rooaevelt the 
chance to make a reputation, as the 
hero of that battle.

Indians Couldn’t Scalp ’Em.
In passing It may be permissible 

to recall the effects of the first sight 
of the negro soldiers on the Indians. 
Some were killed and the Indians tried 
to scalp them, in the very few in­
stances. be it said, where thew got 
the chance, and the difficulty o^ tet- 
ting a scalp lock hold on the wool of 
the negro head was the cause of deep 
disgust to the noble red man. The 
common name for the negro soldiers, 
given by the Indian, was "buffalo sol­
diers.”

When the Twenty-fifth last got Its 
orders for Texas posts it was freely 
stated at Fort Niobrara. Neb., from 
whence they came, that they were not 
pleased with the assignment and de­
clared they would make it hot for the 
civilians with whom they came in con­
tact. That assertion has been made 
the subject of an Associated Pres.s dis­
patch from the town of the same name 
and is presumably true.

The resultant acts warrant the 
belief in the truth of It.

There is this most remarkable phase 
of the case, as presented at Fort 
Brown, and that is the heretofore un- 
contradlcted .assertion, that the sym­
pathy of the officers seemed to be en­
tirely with the soldiers they command, 
and whom it is their duty to keep 
in check. If they attempt to transcend 
the bounds.The removal of the negro battalion 
from Texas is a happy solution of a 
mistake that should never have been 
made. It is a matter of record that 
Major Penrose’s failure to restrain his 
men led to a demand for the removal 
S  a p « t  of this same Twenty-fifth 
?iglment from Salt Lake. Utah, for 
similar disorder» to those at Browns­
ville.

Ascends Heij^ht of 23,000 Feet 
in India Ranji:e

BOMR.VY, India, Aug. 23.—Dr. Pan*, 

ny Bullock Workman. the“noted travel­
er and mountain climber. Is camped at 
a height of 23,000 feet above the sea 
in the Nunkum mountain range In 
Kashmir. Her ascent marks a new 
record for women in mountain climb­
ing.

Fanny Bullo< k Workman Is a daugh­
ter of formér Governor Bullock of 
Massachusetts. She was married to 
Dr. William H. Workman, who was 
born In Worcester, Ma.-?s., but they 
make their home In London, when not 
traveling for exploring purposes.

Climbed Mountains Everywhere.
Mrs. Workman has traveled exten­

sively In Notth .\frlca. In India, Cey­
lon, Java, Cochin-China and other 
countries. She has devoted consider­
able time to mountain climbing and 
exploring. In 1899 she made three first 
record ascents for women in the Kara­
koram mountains.

Dr. William H. Workman, her hus­
band. Is also a noted tniveler and 
mountain clliniser. In 1903 he made the 
record climb of 23.394 feel In Baltis­
tan. a dependency of Kashmir.

Even before her marriage Mr.s. 
Workman had ascended all peaks in 
the White mountains, and had com- 
ple'ed her kindergarten exercises with 
the conquest of the Jungfrau, Matter­
horn and other well known Alpine 
heights.

First Great Feat.
In 1899 Dr. and Mrs. Workrîlen went 

to India and spent two years traveling 
that country.

It was while upon this trip that th^y 
determined to conquer the loftiest 
peaks of the towering and forbidding 
Himalayas.

The Hrst great fe^t .«he ever at­
tained lay in reaching the summit of 
Chpgo Lungma, a glacier In the Bal­
tistan. India, which is thirty inlic.s 
long, two or three miles wide and rises 
to a height of 19,000 feet.

aOSED HERE

Potter Connty Ranch Traded 
for Farm and House

One of the largest deals made In a 
number of years in Tarrant county real 
estate outside of the city, was closed 
Wednesday morning, the total consid­
eration being $67.090. C. A. Lanlus. 
of Bonham, purchased property to the 
above value, part of It being a large 
farm southwest of the city on the Fort 
Worth-CIebume road and part being 
the old home place of Ben O. ■mitb at 
the north end of Pecan street. Mr. 
Lanius bought of John L. Castell of 
Fort Worth a 900-acre farm in the 
Castillo, Aibirado and Ware surveys, 
southwest of the city, eleven miles, 
at $50 an acre amounting to $45,000 
In all. He also bought of Mr. Caateil 
the Ben O. Smltn place for $18.000. 
This place Includes the north onc-half 
of block 14 in the original town addi­
tion.

In payment to Mr. Castell for the 
above mentioned property Sir. Lanius 
turns In a ranch of 12.000 acres in Pot. 
ter county northwest of Amarillo for 
$65,000 and pays the remaining $2,000 
In cash. The farm In Tarrant county 
is In rich black land and is considered 
reasonable at $50 an acre. A farm 
near it sold a short time ago for $65 
an acre. There are two sets of good 
farm buildings on the tract and It is 
In a good state of cultivation. The res. 
Idence which Mr. Lanius acquires by 
the transaction is one of the finest In 
the city and was one of the first fine 
residences built here. It is situated 
on the bluffs overlooking the Trinity 
river and North Fort Worth. It has 
been occupied by Mr. Castell and fam­
ily for a number of years.

By two purchases of property made 
Tuesday the Shaw Brothers Company 
acquired the land lying between Terry 
and Crump streets, facing Seventeenth 
street. ’They bought the comer of Sev­
enteenth and Terry. 100x150 feet, from 
George Siinson for $6,000 and a short 
time later secured from Mrs. Rintle- 
man 100x100 feet lying just east of the 
Simson property, for $$.500.

RUSH IS NOW ON

Many Applicants Are Nesjoes 
Seekinji: Separation

The divorce case rush is on In the 
district clerk's office and District Clerk 
John A. Martin and his force of depu- 
tle« are kept busy docketing the cases, 
and Citation Clerk Hutt has more than 
he can do to Issue the necessary cita­
tions. Eight divorce cases were filed 
In the two courts Tuesday, and as the 
term In which service can be had be­
fore the September term is growing 
short, the rush is not expected to let 
up until the last day.
, "  ‘The divorce evil,’ as It Is called." 

said District Clerk Martin, ’i«  growing 
rapidly and it is a nuisance to dis­
trict clerks. The public is not fully 
Informed as to the situation; If it was 
there might be a change. Dlvort“« 
suits are filed that never should be 
filed, and they never would be filed If 
the plaintiff was required to give bond 
for costs.

A large percentage of the divorce 
cases filed In my office are filed by 
negroes and In seven out of ten of 
them a pauper’s oath is filed. whlelL 
compels the clerk to do ail the work 
In the case that Is Incumbent on him 
by virtue of his office for nothing. 
These negroes go to a lawyer and state 
their case, the lawyer files the suit 
and with it a pauper’s oath of the 
plaintiff, and under the law the clerk 
has to do the clerical work in the 
case free of charge. The negro gets 
a divorce and marries again and prob­
ably at the next term files another 
suit for a divorce, another pauper's 
oath and, the clerk has to work for 
the negro for nothing again.

“The way I look at It Is that a 
pauper ought not to be permitted to 
marry; and If It was understood among 
a certain rlas« that divorces could not 
be secured without paying the legal 
costs there would be fewer pauper 
marriages and fewer divorce cases. In 
a great many eases It doesn't matter 
a great deal whether the parties are 
divorced or not. They have but little 
regard for their marital obligations 
and only file suits for divorce for sen­
sational purpo.ees. Oh, yes; the lawyer 
who flies the case with pauper 
oath attached gets his fee; If he didn’t 
there wouldn’t be any suit filed. The 
pauper oath does not apply to him. 
It's money first with the lawyer and 
his pauper client^always manages to 
raise anywhere from $25 up to pa/ 
him. The divorce laws of Texas are 
simply rotten.”

a fair cook, among other things. I > 
don't know where Mr. Olenarm got 
Bates, but he bad every confidence in 
him.

RAILROAD TO WIPE
OUT BIG SALTON SEA

VOS ANGELES. Cal.. Aug. II.—Sal- 
ton sea—85 miles long and 15 wide— 
is to be evaporated’off of the map of 
the Southern California desert! The 
land beneath this great inland sea is 
worth close to $10,000,000, and the 
Southern Pacific wants It.

The railroad is also tired of nature'^ 
tampering with railroad track.-», the 
sea having washed out the roadbed 
several titnes.

Saltón sea was started by a break 
of the Colorado river years ago. It has 
grown by a gradual over f̂low. It Is 6o 
feet deep, and covers about 825 square 
miles or 528,000 acres.

Track Is being built from Pilot Knob 
to the point at which the river break.s 
and runs into the Saltón sea. for the 
purpose of hauling rock .to build a gi­
gantic dam to turn the river back 
from the sea.

As soon as the overflow Is shut off. 
It is expected that the sea wTll be 
lowered rapidly by evaporation. Water 
will also probably be pumped out.

The rallsjay company is playing for 
three big sRakes: First, the preserva­
tion of thei present railway line; sec­
ond. the frejght and passenger business

of the Imperial valley, which Is de­
pendent upon the issue; third, the ob­
taining of 200,000 acres of new land 
made by the silt of the flood and which 
will be worth to the company, when 
reclaimed, about $10,000,000.

Text of Provision Effective Jan. 1, 
1907

In the confusion of passing the Iley- 
burn rate bill, so near the end of the 
late sos.sion of congress, a large meas­
ure of uncertainty came, naturally, as 
to what was In and what was not l.s 
the bill. Possible more confusion ex­
ists as to the real text of free trans­
portation section than any other.

It is generally believed that the sec­
tion is stringent in its nature, and It 
is known that it becomes effective on 
and aft«r Jan. 1, 1907.

That is about all that is known, ex­
cept to those who have given careful 
study to the section.

The document has been printed for 
general distribution among railroad 
men and shippers, and Is now the sub- 
Jeol of much discussion among railroad 
attorneys and general traffic managers 
who are meeting all over the country 
to Interpret the various provisions. As 
the clau.se relating to pusses is not 
generally understood, the full text is 
given below for the information of all 
concerned:
• No common carrier subject to the 
provisions of this act, shall, after Jan. 
1, 1907, directly or indirectly, issue or 
give any Interstate free ticket, free 
pass, or free transportation for pas­
sengers. except to Its employes and 
their families, its officers, agenta, sur­
geons, physicians and attorneys at law; 
to ministers of religion, traveling sec­
retaries of railroad Young Men's Chrls- 
tlon Associations, inmates of hospitals 
and charitable and eleemosynary work; 
to indigent, destitute and homeless per­
sons, and to such persons when trans­
ported by charitable societies or hos­
pitals, and the necessary agents em­
ployed In such transportation; to In­
mates of the national homes or state 
homes for di.sabled volunteer s<*ldiers, 
and of soldiers’ and sailors’ homes, 
including those about to enter and 
those returning home after dl.scharge 
and boards of managers of sucii 
homes; to necessary caretakers of live 
stock, poultry and fruit; to employes 
on sleeping cars, express cars, and to 
linemen of telegraph and telephone 
companies; to railway mail service em­
ployes, postoffice inspectors, custon's 
Inspectors and immigration inspectors, 
to newsboys on trains, baggage agents, 
witnesses attending any legal investi­
gation in which the common carrier Is 
Interested, persons injured in wrecks 
and physicians and nurses attending 
such persons.

Provided, that this provision shall 
not be construed to prohibit the inter­
change of passes for the officers, 
agents and employes of common car­
riers and their families; nor to pro­
hibit any common carrier from carry­
ing passengers free with the object of 
providing relief in cases of general epi­
demic. pestilence or other calamitous 
visitation. Any common carrier vio­
lating this provision shall be deemed 
guilty of a misdemeanor and for each 
offense, on conviction, shall pay to the 
United States a penalty of not less 
than $100 nor more than $2.000, and 
any person, other than the persons ex­
cept^  in this provision, who uses any 
such interstate free ticket, free pass or 
free transportation, shall be subject to 
a like penalty. Jurisdiction of offenses 
under this provision shall be the same 
as that provided for offenses in an act 
entitled "An act to further regulate 
commerce with foreign nations and 
among the states," approved Feb. 19. 
1903, and any amendment thereof.

The Illinois Central has taken time 
by the forelock and has issued a cir­
cular to the effect that it will honor 
no kind of free transportation after ’ 
the 27th of this August.

REFUSE THROUGH BILLS
Railroads Will Lst Shippers Taka Own 

Chancss
Until the Interstate commerce com­

mission decides the matter for them, 
the lines handling cotton shipments to 
foreign ports will not issue through 
bills of lading to destination, but will 
give bills of lading to the seaboard 
and then let the shipper care for him­
self. The bill requires the publication 
of a tariff sheet, to be kept open for 
the inspection of the public at all 
times, and no change may be made in 
this sheet except after thirty days’ no* 
tice. The Texas roads, at the St. 
I,iouis conference Tuesday, which had 
this matter before it, pointed out that 
they could not publish a through tariff 
from Texas, or other American points, 
to foreign ports, for the reason thgt 
the fluctuations might be almost of 
dally €>ciiurrence. F'or instance there 
could be a rate In force today at Gal­
veston which might be entirely dif­
ferent from the rate In force at New 
Orleans, tlie lines reaching both of the 
ports. This Is only one of the diffi­
culties they might have to contend 
with and the other lines handling cot­
ton for foreign shipment could be met 
with the same troubles at the Atlantic 
const ports, for the supply of shipping 
generally controls freight rates, espe­
cially with tramp steamers.

The checking of baggage must be 
watched, and all excess over the au­
thorized free allowance collected for at 
tariff rates.Agents are reminded that If they act 
contrary to the instructions of this of­
fice and violate the law they are per­
sonally amenable to the law.

To many persons erroneous Ideas 
have come regarding application of the 
provisions of the law. It is current 
belief, seemingly, except In the case of 
students of the bill, that the roads 
must cease issuing free transportation 
except In specified cases on Aug. 28.

As a matter of fact, the rate feature 
of the bill Is effective on that date, 
while the matter of free transporta­
tion Is effective Jan. 1, 1907.

CORONER COMES FIRST?

Railroad Attorneys Asked to Determine 
As to Persons Killed

Who shall have the first care of 
dead found on railway property? This 
question has caused much contention 
with many coroners and has prompted 
the executive officers of some of the 
railways of the state to ask for an 
opinion from the legal departments of 
the several roads. To that request the 
Missouri, Kansas and Texas has a 
reply.

The coroners have held and still 
hold, for that matter, that they have 
the right to view and handle the dead 
and there are no rights that the rail­
way company has In these cases which 
are not subordinate to the rights of 
the coroner.

The railway contends that It has 
the right to pick up the dead when 
it is clear that the death has been 
caused by the railway, and that is the 
opinion of the legal department. The 
point in the contention is the possible 
effects on litigation for damages.

George Q. McGown, In speaking of 
the cotton situation, said that he had 
been in Eastland county a tow days 
ago and there he saw field after field 
where the farmers were plowing up 
every alternate row of cotton In order 
to allow the plants to spread out and 
get plenty of air. The plants were 
growing very rank and even with 
every other row out the ground will 
still be covered.

ELECTION WORK

Officers at Leonard’s Send in 
Claim for Primary

Santa Fe and Denver Prepare for Fall 
Trade

The Santa Fe and the Denver have 
both inaugurated their special fall 
stock train service, the former from 
San Angelo and the latter from Ama­
rillo.

The Denver run will be semi-weekly 
and will take what stock Is offered at 
Amarillo to begin with and all of the 
stock which may be ready for ship­
ment *at other stations along the line, 
and Is to make quick time into Fort 
Worth.

The Santa Fe San Angelo-Fort 
Worth special stock train service be­
gan Monday, and will be continued 
during the season. The trains will 
leave San Angelo Monday and Thurs­
day of each week, and will arrive in 
Fort Worth the following da" in ample 
time for the early markets of Tues­
day and 1-Tlday, In either case the 
privilege of going to another market 
is in force and If the Fort Worth mar­
ket Is unsatisfactory the shipment can 
be sent on to other destination. If

iiat is done the earlier in the week 
ilpments will reach the other mar­
kets in a good time for the mid-week 
markets, and the later shipments will 

arrive in time for the early markets 
of the week following.

At this late day comes a demand on 
the democratic executive committee of 
Tarrant county for primary election 
expenses. Nearly a month after the 
date fixed for the holding of the elec­
tion Leonards comes In with a request 
of E. B. Randle, who was the general 
manager of the election for the cam­
paign committee of the democratic ex­
ecutive committee, that he pay those 
who held the election.

The facts are, as reported to the 
committee, that there were Irregular­
ities In the holding of that election 
which corné perilously close to a vio­
lation of the Terrell election law.

The supplies for the Leonard elec­
tion precinct were given to the presid­
ing officer but afterward, at his re- 
que.ot, sent to the address he gave by 
express. They did not reach the des­
tination, Leonards, until the next day 
or the presiding officer did not show 
up, whichever may be the fact, for 
there seems to be some uncertainty 
about the whole matter, though it Is 
the fact that the supplies went to the 
Express office at the designated point 
the day before the date of the election. 
Anyway, another fact is the polls were 
not opened until long after dinner; one 
statement is, about 3 o’clock in the 
afternoon and then, to cap all the re­
turns were never made out, so far as 
the campaign committee knows, for no 
returns have ever been received by any 
one connected In any way with the 
committee.

Those Interested will recall that the 
reports of the result of the election, 
printed in the papers, reiterated the as­
sertion that "Leonards was still amibng 
the missing.”

During an absence of Mr. Randle 
from the city the request for pay from 
those of the voters at the Leonards box 
who got themselves together, as a body, 
to hold the election Saturday after­
noon, July 28, was received and since 
then inquiry has again been made 
about the pay.

Mr. Randle sent word to them that 
he had no evidence that the election 
was ever held; but that the democratic 
party of Tarrant county was not In 
the business of repudiating any kind 
of an obligation, even a constructive 
one, and If they would send In the re­
turns, accompanied by the proper proof, 
those who made thé claim as officers 
who held the election at Leonards, on 
the receipt of that proof would be paid.

From the election returns for the 
primary held July 28 the Leonards vot­
ing box is still missing, and the dem­
ocratic election totals for the county 
of Tarrant are, to th^t extent, defective 
as to the election returns of the pri­
mary of July 28, 1906._____
