For sey-
eral years one firm had a monopoly of
the business, but competition had
forced tthem to bury the dead in pot-
ter‘s. field at 25c for each burial. When
it came time to renew his contract a
few days ago, all the undcrt_aklnc
firms in the city put in bids, some fig-
uring the cost at $11.76 and others
agreeing to do the work for nothing,
Then one firm, not to be outbid, of-
fered to pay the county 26c for each
pauper turned over to them for bugial.

He foresees that
he will be victorious and will seize
this opportunity to hoist himself upon
a still higher pedestal when he can
dictate terms to the empire, against
which there ean be no reply.

“It might be that the issue of this
war would be diametrically opposite to
what he expects. Internal revolt pre-
vails in the German army to a far
greater degree than is generally sup-
posed. Owing to the governing of the
army with a mailed fist, this body
seems far more diseiplinéd than It is
in reality, and the troubles and dis-
turbances consequent wupon a cams-
paign carried on with disobedient and
undisciplined troops of socialists, col-
lectivists, Poles and Alsace-Lorraine
will ensue. Believe us, we are on the
eve of terrible events.”

Up to the present it has kept
discreetly silent In regard to bringing
the proposed new charter before the
people for vote on election, but in-
stead it has been fostering the idea of
making it a law as quickly as possi-
- ble, so a general election can be called
in April to elect a mayor and com-
mission, S
«~It-poses as a champion o e peo-
ple’s rights; and yet it has used Its
influence to secure this new charter
and establish this new form of gov-
ernment without consulting all the peo-
ple’s wishes. It takes for granted that
all the people, or a great majority of
them, are itching for this new charter
and new 'form of government,

The 'morning paper with Its utmost
sktll and acumen, has been trying to
smold - public - sentiment ' against - our
present charter and council, and to
foist another charter and smaller
council upon us with enormous salaries,
for that is all this commission can
possibly - mean. -~ -~

It now says the council acted sus-
piclously and with undue haste in call-
ing an election. The coungil waited
for the mayor and citizens’ cemmittee
to call such an election for it was
generally understood _that the sald

a seund came ‘from the Record,’the
mayor or committee in behalf of an
election, -hence the eesuncil acted, part-,
ly on its own account and because
hundreds of citizens were demanding it
of that body.

In calling the election the council
has stirred up a hornet's nest among
those who wish. this newly formed
charter to become a law without a vote
of the people upon It

The Record says that “not a single
representative citizen has gone into
print’ with an objection - against the
proposition of the citizens’ cammittee.”
The Record is not very choice in its
words, else every citizen who writes or
ﬂpoxks upon the subject iIn its estl-
mation must wear silk stockings and
a beaver hat. Again it says: “No
man has lifted his voice against the
proposed change, and no ‘one has
taken active steps to Interfere with the
rroject unless he is actuated by sinis-
ter motives.”

That is’'a serious charge, as the
word ‘sinister” implies dishonesty, Not
very choice of words again and com-
ing from such a high source is surely
belittling to. our citizenship. From
such a ‘statement it is to be wondered
it the Recorll’ concedes that our citi-
zens, who differ from It in opinion,
have any rights it i§ bound to recog-
nize? Are those people who differ
from its views disreputable and im-
bued with sinister motives? It would
seem Sso.

Would it be w»rtlnent to ask the Rec-
ord if any ordinary, humble citizen of
Fort Worth who paid his taxes and
had the right of suffrage has any
voice in the matter of saying what
kind 6f a city government he should
live under?

Would the Record condescent to tell
us what kind of a document is our
United States constitution, and our
state constitution, and how they be-
came constitutional, and how they are
amended?

If our constitutions are to be amend-
ed or substituted, they are presented
to the people in an election called for
that purpose, are they not? Assuredly
80.

Now, what is a city chartr? Nothing
more nor less than a constitution un-
der which we operate a municipal
form of government, and the Record
and its citizens committee, all good
men, tho they be, have shown a ten-
dency to foist a brand new charter,
and a new form of government upon
the city of Fort Worth; without sub-
mitting the same to the people for ap-
proval or rejection. If such action is
Democratic and just to every citizen
in Fort Worth, then justice rules with
a rather lordly hands ‘

The Record charges some of the city
employes with being behind the char-
ter élection and that under the new
government they could not be elected
by th people at large..This is an amus-
ing argument, as only the city attor-
ney and taw -collector can run before
the people under the commission gov-
ernment. The committee has taken all
the power from the people and dele-
gated it to the commission. Of course,
such a pewer is highly Democratic and
gives the poor disreputable and sinister
citizen all that he deserves

The Record charges the present
council with trying to “fool the people”
by getting them to retain the present
charter with a few amendments, An-
other amusing argument: The council
is endeavoring to call an election so
that tne people, whom the Record
claims are for. this new charter and
commission, can nhave a chance to
vote their sentiments. Surely if a
great majority of the voters is for the
Record’'s charter then it should not
cry out that the council is trying to
“fool the people.” It is llke the bos
who hollered “wolf” when there was
no wolf around.

The Record says “the people will not
be decelved by the movement now set
on foot by those opposing the com-
mission form of government,” inti-
mating that no one is opposing it but
the council and some of the city em-
ployes. What is the Record afraid of?
If that is all the .opposition. the new
charter has, them it should not be
afraid. of an election to determine the
matter. The fact is, the RecorJ] is as
afraid of this election as the devil is
of holy water, and it is very plain it
wants the new charter, with its com-
mission form of government, to become
a law without the voice of the peo-
ple, and the quicker the better. A
child could easily determine its atti-
tude by its Sunday editorial,

The Record has a right to its views,-
but it should not consider every citizen
not in accord with it to be disrep-
utable or to be “actuated by sinister”
or dishonest motives. A paper of the
high standing of the Record should set
a better example In its choice of lan-
guage in referring to the citizenship of
¥ort Worth, as many men are here in
the humble walks of life and who op-
pose its views, and its new form of
city government, and these men have
no taste to be charged with holding
sinister motives in exercising their
God-given privilege of differing from
the Record.

Yes, it is now up to the mayor to
either call an election and give the
people a chance to vote upon this new.
constitution, or to peremptorily refuse
to do so. If we are to nave no say,
by our votes, on thls new charter, then
it will be an_arbitrary, high-nanded

Making a Charter

To The Telegram:

It was a great and most unexpected
surprise- to read In"your columns the
opposition to a commission form of
government by one claiming to be as
up to date and progressive as my
friend C. M. Brown, who is, -after all
his assertions of being advanced In
modern methods, advocating that old
rut worn and stony pathway of city
government by ward councilmen. That
custom died long ago in all well regu-
lated communities, is anclent as the
hills and better ada,pted to running
cities into debt and keeping them there,
with less to show where the money has
gone, than any form of government
ever instituted, and in his sober second
thought and recollection of conversa-
tions had with the writer he will ad-
it to being off on the wrong foot this
time. Some features of the new char-
ter. are most objectionable to myself
and friends. First, the ele®ion of
commissigners in classes: That is not
representative nor by rule of the ma-
Jority. Public opinion can only b€ ex-
pressed hy a full and open election by
blanket primary and choice at large,
Lthe five recelving ‘the highest number
of votes to be declared elected, they to
crganize themselves by choosing a
chairman-mayor, and all reads of de-
partments, then you have a compact
business body which outclasses the
present form so badly there is no com-
parison. The politiclan and ward
neeler lose their advocation, but the
city becomes the galiner.

Second, the charter committee has
been memoralized on the salary ques-
tion, $3,000 for the chairman and $2,400
for commissioners being suggested as
a happy medium between the $1,800
proposition presented and the charter
draft. And to get something in—the
way of a practical government to
supplant the present abomination for
civic operation, cencessions must be
made on both sides,

Third, instead of legislating against

' street car companies so they will in-

crease their demands and reduce the
service in way of retaliation, require
only reasonable action on their part
and as an offset to allowances jnade
by the charter, make them concede
4-cent fares in quantities of twenty-
five purchased at one time, That will
reach a greater numper than all. the
other provisions named and make ex-
ceedingly popular all elements con-
tributing to such beneficial reform.
With the foregoing substitutes for
the sections now in the charter, much
gtrength will be gained for the pro-
gressive commission form of govern-
ment. Get the charter right, give all a
chance to analyze its features and pass
upon it by popular will, then submit
it to the legislature stripped of all
semblance of class preferment and
with the voice of a majority of our,
people behind it we shall get what the
greatest number says we need and
want, There has been some show of
haste for getting it before the legis-
lature in the exact form the framers
desired without very liberal show on
part of a few to accept amendments or
new suggestions, This we admit rather
reluctantlysbut was there not a secret
craving to be known as the father of
the measure? Methinks there was an
o'er weening ambition to pose for ef-
fect., That, in all probability, has
helped to stir up the hornets' nest now
buzzing 30 loudly. But would not the
stirrers also enjoy being known as teh
champions? A rightly constructed
charter will win by the popular will
regardless of the one source of oppo-
sittlon so evidently chagrined at pros-
pect of losing their professional and
perpetual ealling. But it must be a
people’s measure by a representative
majority vote for all candidates at
lgrge or its failure is certain,

SALT OF TEXAS
SHOWN IN TEST

Statement That It Is Inferior
to Michigan Is Untrue

special to The Tclmn-.

“COLLEGE STATION, Texas, Jan, 19,
—The following interesting bulletin has
just been issued. from the Texas ex-
periment station, division of chemistry,
and was written by G. S. Fraps:

Two kinds of salt are found on the
Texas market—Téxas salt and Michi-
gan salt. The Michigan salt is used
chiefly for curing meat, there being the
opinion in some quarters that Texas
salt will net cure meat. Five hundred
or more carloads of Michigan salt are
sold in Texas every year, at about $50
per carload more than for the Texas
product. In ofher words, over $25,000
more is pald for Michigan salt than
would suffice to pgurchase an "equal
quality of Texas salt. The Michigan
product retalls for 30c to 756¢c more per
barrel than the Texag article.

The department of chemistry of the
Texas experiment station has made a
study of the composition of the salts
sold in Texas to ascertain if the dif-
ference |[ustifies Jhe additional ex-
penditures mentioned—$25,000 or more
per year. Samples of salt were secured
from a number of representative
wholesala grocers, each sending one
sample of Texas salt, and one of Michi-
gan salt of equal grade,

Before discussing the composition of
the salts, the following quotations from
the letters received are given to show
the attitude of the wholesale grocers:

1. “General impression is that
Michigan salt is best for curing meat.
Texas salt seems to answer all other
purposes to entire satisfaction of con-
sumers.”

2. “From what we can learn from
the producers direct, they are preju-
diced against the home product, fear-
ing it will not cure meat, all of which
is not so; we consider the Texas pro-
duct as fine, or even better than the
Michigan or any other salt.”

3. “Ag to the difference in the
grades of the salt, our candid opinion
is that if there is any difference. the
Texas salt is the better of the two.”

4. “"Have no experience, but some
are prejudiced against 1exas salt, We
really think that Texas salt is as good
as Michigan but Texas salt, ag a rule,
hardens in barrels quicker than  the
Michigan, which makes it inconvenient
to retail or use as esaily.”

5. “I handle both and know whicnh
All farmers prefer the
Michigan, at the higher price.”

6. “The country merchant and the
farmers claim Michigan salt remains
soft and will not harden in the bar-r
rels like the Texasg salt, but the sale
of Texas salt is increasing every year,
and really we think it is equally as
good as Michigan salt”

It appears that as a rule the whole-
sale grocer believes the Texas salt is
equally ag good as the Michigan ar-
ticle, but the Michigan salt is preferred
by many buyers partly because some
belleve it cures meat better, partly be-
cause it hardens in the barrel less
easily.

The analyses of the salt samples col-
lected are given in the following table.
The amount of impurities were deter-
mined. - The better the salt the less
impurities present. The analyses weqe
made by E, Carlyle,

The average Texas salt contains lesé\»

insoluble residue, lime and
magnesia than Michigan salt, and
more sulphur trioxide. The average
Texas salt, so far as chemical compo-~
sition is concerned, is equal to the
average Michigan salt. The maximum
amount of each impurity is found in a
Michigan sample.

Comparing the individual anal\ses
we find. in three sets the Texas salt is
superior, and in three sets the Michi-
gan salt is superior. The Michigan salt
varies more in composition than the
Texas salts,

Considering all the data, we feel jus-
tified in saying that Texas salt is on
the whole equal in composition to
Michigan salt. There is no justifica-
tion in the statement that Texas salt
will not cure meat.

It was mnext in ‘order to  find out
why Texas salt hardens in the barrels
quicker, and why Michigan salt is pre-
ferred for meat, as
there must be some reason for this
preference. The explanation was soon
found., Texas salt is finer in grain
than Michigan salt. The fine grain
takes up water easily in damp weather,
causing caking, and likewise when
placed on meat, it melts more easily.

In order to determine the degree of
fineness of the salt, it is sifted thru

ENFORCE THE LAW

e

Say It Is Better for Majority
of Saloon Men

DETECTIVES EMPLOYED

Texas Liquor Dealers Association and
EBrewers Co-operate for the
Good of the Trade

The Texas Liquor l?ealers' Assocla-
tion and the Texas Brewers' Assoclh-
tion, "the membership of which are
composed of all the brewers in the

state and leading wholesale liquor
dealers, are active in their efforts to
make the liguor traffic in the state
conform strictly to laws erfacted for
its government,

Some time back cases for the lllegal
sales of liquor were made agginst two
saloonmen at Amarillo but when the
cases came up for trial Thursday, Jan,
17, the county judge threw them out of
court, not on the merits of the cases,
but on a legal technicality.

These cases against the two saloon
men were made by detectives in the
émploy of the Brewers’ Association of
the state and were In line with the
policy of the assoclation, to force re-
tall dealers in iIntoxicants to obey the
laws of Texas. The wholesale liguor
dealers and the brewers argue that it
is the violation of law such as selling
liquor without license, selling liquor
on Sunday, selling ligwor to minors
and conducting ‘saloons that ‘are the
resorts for crooks and other disrepu-
table characters that has in the past
done more than anything else to bring
the liquor traffic into disrepute, not
only in Texas but everywhere else,

Recognizing this to be true,
brewers and wholesale dealers de-
termined to rout out those aring
evils and to that end have in their em-
ploy paild detectives whose duty {t is
to keep constant watch on the liquor
traffic all overe Texas, and prosecute
any retall dealer guilty of violating any
law of the state enacted for the regu-
lation of the business.

The result of this policy is already
evident, especially in the smaller towns
In the state, and the members of the
assoclation believe when it is gen-
erally understood that the wholesale
dealers and the brewers are standing
side by side with the officers of the
law in the fight for law and law’s en-
forcement, the dives and deadfalls will
disappear and the violation of the
liquor laws will almost cease.

A saloon man, not a member of the
liquor dealers’ association, but in full
sympathy with its purposes, said to a
Telegram r rted:

“More good is being done in Texas
In the way of enforcing the laws reg-
ulating the liquor traffic by the liquor
dealers’ association than all the county
officers elected by the people, for the
reason that the association acts for
the elevation of the business, while it
has been frequently the case that of-
ficers have acted against saloon men
simply to increase the fees of office.
The association has no favorites, and
as I understand it a wholesale dealer
or brewer will prosecute a customer
Just as quick as he will a man who is
not his customer, for illegal liquor sell-
ing. It is a matter of self defense with
the wholesale men and brewers for
theére is no doubt that a prohibition
state would have been ‘the result if
the retail Hquor business was ta con-
tinue as it was condueted in the past
There I8 no shenanigen. about this
policy of the assoclation either; it'a
a strict business proposition and as a
business man obeying the law, 1 en-
dorse It. 1 wish every saloon man who
sold a drink eof lHcuor to a minor or a
confirmed drunkard, knowingly, could
be sent to the penitentiary, and I fa-
vor a forfeiture of a saloon man’'s li-
cense who is convicted of selling liquor
in violation of the Sunday law. If
a tippler must drink on Sunday let
him buy a bottle Saturday and take
it home with him. No saloon man has
any more moral or legal right to sell
liquor In Texas on Sunday than he has
to steal a horse on any day in the
week."”

FORT WORTH RACES

The Fair Association Wants Control of
Drivina Club

The directors of the Fort Worth
Driving Club have been submitted a
proposition by the Fort Worth Fair
Association wherein the latter assume
full control of the former, agree to al-
low the same privileges, shoulder all
indebtedness, make extended improve-
ments and keep up the track in the
best of condition.

“The proposition was discussed at
considerable length by the directors of
the driving c!ub, many of whom were
in favor of accepting it, but on account
of others not so favorably inclined, no
definite action was taken.

The directors of the Fair Assoclatioh
state that should their proposition be
accepted, arrangements will then be
begun in earnest for a record-breaking
fair, as the date for the same has al-
ready been reserved in the Texas cir-
cuit.

The directors Intend meeting this
week with the Board of Trade in the
hope that financial aid in the neigh-
borhood of $5,000 may be forthcoming
from the citizens to be used In de-
fraying expenses for a ten days' race
meet in October.

As an example, the directors point to
the Dallas fair, wherein the citizens
donated $20,000 and even In the face of
inclement weather, $1,000,000 came into
the city for local circulation and bene-
fit.

Inasmuch as the fair last fall was
the best ever given, in the way of har-
ress entries, south and west of the
Mississippl, the outlook for 1907 seems
very flattering, as the entries will no
doubt be more in number and higher
in quality.

$28,668 IN TAXES

PAID BY ONE MAN

Largest Single Payment EverJ

Made Here

Winfield Scott paid into the city
treasury of Fort® Worth’ Saturday aft-
ernoon $28,668 taxes, the larg®t sum
ever paid as taxes at one time by one
man in the history of Fort Worth.

The amount paid by Mr. Scott in-
cluded tax and penalties due the city
on real and personal property for the
years 1903, 1904, 1905 and 1906. The
payment was made with a check on
the Fort Worth National Bank for
the sum of $28,668.

The accumulation of taxes agammst
Mr. Scott was due to a didagreement
as to the assessment on persondl prop-
erty, Scott having been assessed on
gtock held by him in a St. Louls oll
mill company. Scott clalmed that this
stock had been assessed for taxes In
St. Louis and that he had paid this
tax.and that the assessment here, it
paid, would be a double tax on the
property. He made a showing to the
city council that he had paid the tax
on the stock at St. Louis, the assess-
ment here was removed and a settle-
ment of the tax claim was made Satur-
day.

FAKE FORMULAE { :

HOUSTON, Texas, Jan, 19.—State
Chemist G. 8. Fraps of College Sta-
tion and Professor P. S. Tillson of
this city, charge that fake fertilizers
are being sold to confiding farmers
over the state who listén to the stories
of peddlers who offer a recipe for $§
and the materials for the fertilizer for
$2 additional.

This is the ‘receipe usually sold, al-
tho it varies sometimes as to some of
the ingredients, as others equally
worthless may be substituted ad libi-
tum:

Two pounds bhlue stone; two pounds
salpteter; two pounds nitrate of am-
monia; two pounds soda ash; four
pounds muriate of potash.

This is to be dissolved in five gal-
lons of rainwater and sprinkled on
sand and is represented as‘'sufficient
for one acre of land.

The state chemist says these in-
gredients may be purchased at any’
drug store for $2 or less and when’
prepared, he says, would be worth &s
a fertilizer about 31 cents,

It may be stated for the benefit of
those who wish to make their own
fertilizer that free recipes may be had
by applying to the United States gov-
ernment stations, while the Texas Ag-
ricultural -and Mechanical College will
gladly furnish them free, and the $5
for the secret formula may be saved.
