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Fort Worth — Many dry sections 
of the State got rains over the week 
end and the more optimistic feeling 
was evident among livestock pro­
ducers at Fort Worth Monday. 
Many ranchmen reported the rains 
enough to bring grazing along, and 
in some spots heavy downpours put 
out critically needed stock water 
into tanks and ponds.

Livestock farmers with grain that 
was barely hanging on reported the 
rains were “life savers”. In the 
North Texas area many farmers 
told us that “just one more like 
Sunday and well about have an oat 
crop made.”

On the market the cattle trade 
reacted rather slowly to the good 
news but there was definite im­
provement in the prices for stoekers

where they had some quality. Fed 
cattle were again scarce, and ap­
parently the supply is dwindling 
pretty fast in this part of the 
country.

Sales of most classes of cattle and 
calves were fully steady to strong 
and some sales 25 to 50 cents or 
more higher were noted through the 
list. Some stoekers were up more.

Good and choice ied steers and 
yearlings drew $18 to $23, and com­
mon to medium sorts sold from $13 
to $18. Fat cows drew $10.50 to $13, 
a few toppy kinds $13.50. Canners 
and cutters sold at $7 to $10.50. 
Bulls sold from $10 to $15, odd head 
$15.25.

Fat calves of the good and choice 
kinds sold from $17 to $21, and 
there were numerous loads and 
small lots of creepfed calves in the 
500-650 pound bracket at $18 to $21. 
Common and medium kinds from 
$14 to $17, with culls $10 to $13.

Good and choice Stocker steer 
calves and steer yearlings drew $17 
to $20, and stoeker cows sold from 
$10 to $13.50. The range' between 
stoeker heifers and steers seemed 
more narrow, with some heifers up 
to $17.25 and $17.50.

briefing. But it is no secret that 
the fall of Indo-China to the com­
munists would be disastrous to all 
our plans ,in Asia.

It would mean the loss of the 
richest tungsten, tin and rubber 
producing areas in the free world. 
More important, it would mean the 
loss of all Southeast Asia and prob­
ably the loss of all Asia. Ultimately, 
we might be driven out of the Pa, 
cific itself!

The issues are simply this: Shall 
we continue to give more aid to 
the French forces in Indo-China? 
Shall we insist that the aid ba 
conditioned upon a more realistic 
attitude on their part? (The French 
forces actually fighting have been 
magnificient. But they have had 
little support from the home front. 
Furtherrpore, their leaders have not 
been inclined to listen to good, com- 
monsense advice.) Shall we con­
tinue without clear assurances that 
others will join us? Or shall we 
withdraw altogether and fall back 
upon the concept of fortress Ameri­
ca?

The next few weeks will see the 
answers to these questions. What­
ever the answers may be, they must’ 
be based upon the full knowledge 
and consent of the American 
people!
