$870 Is Given To 
Bailey County For 
Truck, Team Work

Federal work on the North and 
South highway from Muleshoe to the 
southern Bailey county line was re­
sumed Wednesday following a tele­
gram received Monday from Austin 
headquarters by Pat R. Bobo, county 
director of CWA work.

A telegram was received here last 
Friday ordering that all truck and 
team work should be' discontinued, but 
that a certain amount of hand labor 
might go on. Two reasons were assign­
ed to the order, one being the ap­
proach of better financial and climatic 
conditions in the southern states and 
the other the fact that government 
funds allowed this particular work 
were running low.

Bobo and his assistants have been 
forking an average of 366 men here­

tofore, but this number will now be 
reduced to 251, or an average of 83 
men to each working shift. Work hours 
of hand labor in towns of 2500 pop­
ulation or under and in open country 
has also been reduced from 30 to 15 
hours per week. The sum of $870 per 

eek has been allocated to Bailey 
county for team and truck hire.

Under the new ruling it has been 
found advisable to appoint commun­
ity directors of work, so Mr. Bobo has 
divided the county by school districts 
and the following women have been 
appointed to handle applications for 
work in their respective districts.

At Bula. Mrs. R. L. Patterson will 
receive applications on Monday, Tues­
day, Wednesday, Thursday and Fri­
day.

The additional length is disposed so 
as to provide more space for the front 
seat occupants and considerably more 
room for the rear seat passengers.

In appearance, the sleekness which 
has characterized Chevrolet cars in

By independent front wheel suspen­

sion is meant the attachment of the 
front wheels directly to the frame 
without the use of a front axle. In the 
conventional type of springing it was 
necesary to have very stiff front 
springs because these springs had to 
hold the axle and wheels in place. In­
dependent springing relieves the front 
springs of this task and permits the 
use of a front spring which has a 
soft, velvety action, just as soft, in 
fact, as the rear springs.

“Blue Streak” Engine
The new “ Blue Streak” engine with 

which the 1934 Chevrolet Is powered, 
is more powerful, smoother, quieter and 
more economical than any of its pre­
decessors. Incorporatng many unique 
design features and refinements, the 
new motor has a bore of 3 5-16 inches 
and a four inch stroke and develops

The 1934 line of pasenger cars again 
feature Fisher No-draft ventilation in

all closed body types. All bodies are 
approximately 3 3-4 inches longer with 
the cowl lengthened 1 3-4 Inches and 
2 inches added to >he width of the 
closed body front doors.

The same smart beaver tail design 
and flowing stream lines which char­
acterized the 1933 closed bodies are 
continued in the 1934 line with modifi­
cations. The front header panel just 
above the windshield, is smoother and 
more rounded.

The windshield on all closed bodies 
is sealed more effectively against leak­
age of rain at the lower edge. The 
rubber insulation is made in a single 
piece with the glass seated deeper in 
it. The rubber is moulded with the out­
er sealing lip turned inward so as to 
insure sufficient pressure between it 
and the windshield glass to make a 
tight Joint.

The cowl ventilator is located closer 
to the windshield, with its screened 
opening facing toward the rear. It is 
controlled by a lever with a neat die 
cast knob located farther toward the 
left where It is more easily accessible 
to the driver. The air, which enters 
thru the rust-proofed screen at high 
speed, is divided by a central deflector 
which diverts the air toward the sides, 
insuring better ventilation, because of

more uniform distribution, o f the air
The No-Draft Vetilators in the front 

windows of the Sedan and the four- 
window coupe are wider, balancing the 
increased width of the front doors 
and providing more controllable ven­
tilation. Deflectors are added over 
each of the front door ventilators to 
exclude rain when the ventilator is 
open and to prevent down draft. They 
extend outward from the doors just 
above the edge of the ventilators and 
have a rolled gutter at their outfV 
edges to catch rain and to insure stiff­
ness. They are finished in body color.

The 1934 Chevrolet frame is of an 
entirely new design known as the "Y K ” 
type and is 20 times stiffer torsion- 
ally than the conventional type used in 
previous models. In shape, the sub- 
frame members simulate a letter “Y ” 
and the second cross member with its 
braces forms a letter “K,”  from which 
the frame derives its name. It was de­
signed to cooperate with the new in­
dependent front wheel suspension and 
consequently it imparts proper sup­
port and rigidity exactly where the 
new suspension requires those proper­
ties.

Brakes on the new Chevrolet are of 
the double-articulated shoe type, with 
additional length of contact surface

produced by the increase in the length 
of the lower shoes. This provides more 
uniform support for the dftmis, pre­
vents undue distortion under heavy 
braking pressure, as well as greatly in­
creased braking efficiency. Both front 
and rear brakes are of the diagonal 
full-cable control type with a short, 
rigid cross shaft.

The core of the smart, rakish new 
radiator is of the same ribbed, cellular 
type which proved so efficient in the 

car. The core is made entirely of 
copper this year, representing still 
further cooling efficiency.

Gov. Loans To Be 
Based On Acreage 
Reduction Contracts

of various kinds must first enter into a 
crop acreage reduction contract with 
the government to be eligigble to 
same, acording to J. B. Waide, Jr.. 
Bailey county farm agent.

A tenant farmer who does not know 
whether hi slandlord will enter into 
a government contract is advised to 
fill out a contract himself and return 
it to the county age t ’s office office in 
Muleshoe. This wil put him in the 
clear, said Mr. Waide. showing his own 
willingness to co-operate with the gov 
emment. These contracts will be kept 
on file and may be of value to tenants 
later on in getting future loans should 
the landlords eventually refuse to sign.

Also, where growers have signed un­
der the 10 cent advance on spot cot­
ton or the $20 per bale advance on op­
tion cotton, they must sign a contract 
to reduce acreage this year. In this 
case, where the landlord refuses to sign 
such contract, the contract should be 
signed by the tenant and turned into 
the county agent's office.
