Farmers Warned 
Of High Egg Price 

During The Spring
The drouth o f^934 may come to Am­

erican breakfast tables in the higher 
price of eggs this year, according to a- 
vailabale information. Even now, the 
volume of eggs rolling into centralized 
markets is considerably diminished 
from the amount a year ago.

Elmo Head, local poultryman, says 
the price of eggs in Muleshoe has been 
about on par with other years, but 
indications now are they may take a 
Jump in the near future. Ty Young, 
local hatcheryman, who is planning 
starting his giant incubators soon, says 
there are less chickens in the country 
at this time than there generally are, 
and, therefore, eggs are likely to be 
scarcer. Another contribution to the 
scarcity of hen fruit is the high cost 
of feed, and many poultriteurs do not 
have the necessary money for buying 
proper laying rations.

Information from the Chicago poult­
ry market is that western egg collec­
tions are running from 20 to 50 per 
centh lower than that of last year.

Frank Priege, president of the In­
stitute of American Poultry Industries, 
said that egg prices are on the way up, 
and warned farmers against extensive 
liquidation of pullets lest normal egg 
requirements of the Nation exceed the 
supply. He asserted that heavy selling 
of flocks during the Fall and Winter 
was the indirect if not direct result of 
the Summer’s drouth. Feed costs rose 
rapidly, too rapidly to permit poultry 
raisers to save laye s, for eggs were 
slow in showing corresponding price 
gains

Fresh eggs sold July 1 at 14% cents 
in Chicago. Since then prices have 
doubled, with spot eggs now selling 
around 30 cents, the highest level 
since January, 1933, and 10 cents high-after expenses had been paid. The pro- h ’ ’

ILL, INDIGENT 
AGED AND IDLE 

WILL BENEFIT
President Proposes A 
Plan of Pensions For 

Many People % % %
President Roosevelt last Friday 

smoothed the way for submission to 
Congress this week of a complex pro­
gram designed to afford social security 
in the future to the aged, idle, ill and 
indigent.

This major phase of the Roosevelt 
program was discussd at length Friday 
at a Whie House conference with con­
gressional leaders, who predicted its 
passage this session without much dif­
ficulty despite pressure for even more 
elaborate federal spending.

Among the impressions gained by the 
conferees about the security program 
were: ,

That while the initial outlay of the 
federal government for the first year 

estimated at $100,000,000 that 
eventually it is expected the sytsems 
will be self-supporting;

That it may require 20 years in 
which to complete the program;

That for the nuemployment insur­
ance plan a payroll tax of between 3 
to 5 per cent may be levied;

That it will require at least a year 
or more for the federal state unemploy 
ment insurance set-up to become ef­
fective and that it may be much long­
er before old-age pensions get into 
the payment stage.

Neither .Secretary Perkins nor con­
gressional leaders would disclose the 
level of oldage pensions planned or the 
exact percentage of unemployment in­
surance.

It was determined, however, to seek 
early congressional action on the secur 
ity program in order to let it come up 
for a vote about the same time the 
$4,000,000,000 work relief program is be­
ing discussed. The work relief effort 
is intended to take care of 3,500,000 of 
those now on the "dole,”

-called unemployables to be cut
off.

Although legislaton to carry the so­
cial security program into effect vir­
tually has been completed, details on 
financing unemployment insurance 
and old age pensions remain to be set­
tled. These are to be worked out before 
Mr. Roosevelt sends a special message 
to Congress this week.

The conference Friday was attend­
ed by Senators Wagner, Democrat,
New York, and Van Nuys, Democrat, 
Indiana, and Representative Lewis, 
Democrat, Maryland, advocates of so­
cial legislation. Speaker Byrns, Secre­
tary Perkins and Edward McGrady, as­
sistant secertary of labor.

The President informed the confer­
ees he would make public probably 
Monday, the report on the study made 
by the cabinet advisory committee on 
economic security, with his message 
and a draft of the measure to follow 
later in the week.

The major purpose of the legislation 
is to bring about uniformity in laws 
of states having old age and unemploy 
ment insurance systems and to induce 
others to establish them by restricting 
federal aid to those having systems in 
operation.

The federal government, it was in­
dicated, would supervise the laws with 
out creating any aditional board, the 
funds to be controlled by the treasury 
and handed out to the states for ad­
ministration.

America’s original World war debt has 
been liquidated.

This fact was disclosed at Washing­
ton a few days ago in the year-end 
statement of the treasury which show­
ed only $5,122,327,400 of the $25,300,000-
000 borrowed in the prosecution of war 
had not been paid off by the end of 
1934. Still outstanding were $1,392,226,- 
250 of first liberty 3% per cent bonds, 
$5,002,450 first Liberty converted 4%s 
and $3,189,117,450 of uncalled fourth 
Liberty 4%s.

1 Four years of depression and at­
tempts to combat it, however, had 
caused the gr6ss public debt to increase 
$12,452,000,006 by the year’s end to a 
total of $28,478,663924. This topped the 
war-time peak of $26,596,701,000 by al­
most $2,000.000000.

Champion Presented to President
The grand champion bird, a six and 

one-half months old pullet raised by 
L. B. Churchill, Muleshoe, Texas, pres­
ident of the association, sold for $67 
and was presented by special messen­
ger to President Roosevelt. The reserve 
champion, a six and one-half month 
old tom, raised by Warren and Pre­
cure, Muleshoe, was presented by the 
author to Secretary Wallace. It osld 
for $50 at auction. Bailey county won 
the county sweepstakes price of $25— 
with Swisher and Hale counties tak­
ing second and third places, respective­
ly.

Every bird grading at least U. 8. 
prime was auctioned. Spirited bidding 
from towns, firms, and individauals 
throughout the terrtory boosted prices 
of even non-winning birds so high that 
the average price on 3,570 pounds sold 
was 29'i cents per pound. Many house­
wives were glad to pay an extra price 
for such fancy birds, while several 
hotels and restaurants in Amarillo and 
Plainview vied with each other in se­
curing the prize winnng boxes to 
feature on their menus. The few other 
birds not auctioned were sold through 
the regular Christmas dressed pool.

The whole movement has evolved 
gradually because a few producers of 
high quality turkeys were dissatisfied 
with the live paying prices which did 
not reward them for their extra trou­
ble and expense. Some individuals be­
gan dressing and shipping in barrels 
by express direct to market. Usually 
it paid, even in spite of a four cents 
per pound express rate. Since the 
freight rate is only about half that, 
the producers asked the extension 
agents and poultry specialists to help 
them ship co-operatively to save the 
difference of two cents a pound. In 
1933 the county agents in Lubbock and 
Plainview helped several demonstrators 
throughout the year to produce better 
birds, and also taught them proper 
methods of dressing and packing. Each 
producer's birds were graded after 
dressing on the basis of quality alone. 
Some netted 9 cents, others 12 cents, 
and others 14 cents per pound, and all 
were satisfied they had received the 
true value of their birds. The whole 
season’s shipments of two and one- 
half carloads netted the growers 
slightly more than the live paying

prices.
Program Promises to Spread

This past year, growers throughout 
the Plains country in New Mexico and 
Texas wanted in. so the same thing 
has been done in a whole region. The 
county agents and specialists worked 
through their four to six demonstra­
tors in each county as the nucleus of a 
local turkey organization. One of these 
acted as the director for this county in 
the regional organization known as the 
South Plains Turkey Improvement 
Association, which served as a clear­
ing house of information and a m?ans 
of determining general policies of edu­
cational and marketing work. Their 
aims have been: (1) promotion of edu­
cational work in producing better 
turkeys more cheaply; (2) working out 
a system of paying producers on a 
quality basis; (3) encouragement of 
farm dressing as a means of accomp­
lishing this; (4) adoption of U. S. 
standard grades; (5) adoption of box 
pack instead of barrel pack, and a 
general improvement of grading, pack­
ing and shipping methods.

Money Saved When 
Chick Orders Are 

Placed In Advance 
s s

Chick buyers are geing warned this 
year to place their order at least three 
weeks ahead of the time when they 
want their chicks.

The reason is that the 1935 hatchery 
code makes it practcally impossible for 
hath irics to prdouce a large number of 
chicks and have them on hand when­
ever buyers choose to come in for 
them. In past years it has been com­
mon for hatcherymen to produce con­
siderably more chicks than have been 
ordered with tile hope that sufficient 
extra chick buyers will come in to 
take the surplus chicks. Many times 
buyers did not appear and these chicks 
had to be sold at distress prices, caus­
ing severe losses to hatcherymen and 
frequently resulting in loss to the buy­
er, as some hatcherymen did not have 
proper facilities for holding the chicks 
after hatching.

There are several advantages in or­
dering chicks at least three weeks 
ahead of time, according to Ty Young, 
local hatcheryman, The first is that 
the buyer will be certain to get chicks 
on the date requester}, for the hatchery 
man can set enough eggs to have a suf­
ficient number of high quality chicks 
for all customers who have ordered 
ahead. Thus the chick buyer can get 
his brooder house ready, start the 
stove going and have everything in 
readiness on the date his chicks are 
due.

The second advantage is thav no 
substitution of breed will be necessary 
and the buyer can be certain of get­
ting the grade and breed specified.

A third advantage is that an actual 
cash saving frequently may be made 
by ordering in advance.

Furthermore, hatcherymen can work 
on a smaller markin of profit if they 
can be sure that all of the hatched 
chicks will be taken than if they have 
a surplus and some must be destroyed 
or held for several days.

While imposing this restriction on 
hatcherymen, the code benefits chick 
buyers by requiring hatcherymen to 
operate under very stringent require­
ments. Every egg set must weigh at the 
.rate of 23 % ounces per dozen which

The dole system, which President

^®ocFsself-\R spect is further empha­

sized when atvwiother time he said: 
“ If any part of people, want to 
be wards, if they want to have guard­
ians put over them, it they want t< 
be taken care of, if they want to be 
children, patronized by the govern­
ment, why, I am sorry, because it will 
sap the manhood of America. But 
don’t believe they do. I believe they 
want to stand cm the firm foundation 
of law and right and take care of them 
selves. I, for my part, don’t 
belong to a nation, I believe that I do 
not belong to a nation, that needs to 
be taken care of by guardians.”

President Wilson had a vision of the 
true American spirit—the spirit which 
has given this nation its individual­
ity, setting it aaprtand making it dif­
ferent from all other nations, a nation 
dedicated to the ideals of freedom and 
democracy which had been subjugated 
with force and bloodshed In the na­
tions of the Orient.
