Bailey Ranks 4th In 25
Regional Counties In
Occupied Farms

The number of occupied farms in
Bailey county have increased nearly
20 per cent during the past five years,
according to preliminary count of the
returns of the supervisor of the 1935
Census of Agriculture, the inventory
being as of January 1, 1935. The re-

port shows there were 758 farms in this |

county in 1930, while the report taken
this year shows 903 farms, an increase
of 145 farms during the past five years.

When it is recalled that 10 years ago
practically this entire county was
given over to ranches, and that during
the past four years the depression has
been on all over the United States, the
increase is indeed gratifying..

A resume of the statistics shows only
three counties out of a list of 25 in
this area had a greater farm number
increase than did Bailey county, these
counties being Cochran, 251 increase;
Stonewall, 208 increase; Lubhoci, 155
increasc. Nine of these same 25 coun-
ties 'showed a decrcase of from one to
as high as 350 farms.

1t is reported many post offices
sold out their consignments the first
day, having to order more to accomo-
date their customers.

These bonds are intended principal-
ly for smali investors, and are offer-
ed in denominations of from $25 to
$1,000 each. maturing in 10 years. They
do not pay interest, but are sold at &
discount, and if held until maturity,
will return the eguivalent of 29 per
cent interest, compounded semi-an-
nually, or, they »uu be redeemed by
the Treasury 60 days after fssuance.
Redemption value at one year is 1.1-3
per cent, rising every six months there-
after

stances are on record where men have taken their teams across the fence
into the neighbor’s field so as to plow up the land they had actually bought.

This writer one time took a picture of a cyclone, (in the distance) and
numerous lurid word wielders have portrayed livid pictures of tragic storms,
forked lightning tornadoes and giant waterspouts, but so far as known no
one has ever assumed the task of describing the monstrous sandstorms of
this area.

Stand anywhere in the glorious sunshine upon a little eminence of this
wide-stretching prairie and look off in the direction of this approaching
sirocco; see it as it assembles in the distance, gathering force, speed and
power, engulfing everything loose within its maw, rolling, tossing, tumbling,
yet coming on at terrific speed.

We mention these facts for the ben-
efit of readers who may be sufficiently
interested to mark down the dates and |
keep track of them, and we might also, |
add that seven eclipses can also be
used by Muleshoe weather sharks in
the event they need an alibi to explain
why their guesses on the weather went |
