In Eastland Coun
ty, for instance, the county
hospital is in Ranger. In
Dickens County it is in the
non-county seat town of Spur
Citizens of Rankin, the coun-
tv seat of Upton County
wholeheartedly supported the
building of a county hospital
and a tax-sustained swimming
pool in McCamey

It would be a magnanimous
gesture on the part of Baird
to support the stock barn be
ing located in Cross Plains
and would prohably profit the
county seat much in vears to
come. Such public relations
would not go unnoted or re
main unreciprocated
