This program classifies crops into 
three general groups, namely; soil de­
pleting crops, soil conserving crops, 
soil building crops. In addition to this 
classification, there is also a neutral 
classification consisting of vineyards, 
fruit trees, idle crop land, waste land 
and woodlands.

T ere will be no contracts signed in 
•^Wt)AQection with this program, the 

county 'agent stated. Persons wishing 
to participate in this program will 
make application for grants and the 
grants will be paid when it is deter­
mined that the applicant has complied 
with the terms of his application.

M  T e payments are diviced into two 
^ yrrou ps. the soil conserving payments 

and the soil building payments.
The soil conserving payments shall 

be made for the purpose of planting 
„ soil out of soil building practices on 

crop lands in 1936 and the carrying 
out of soil building practices on crop 
land or pasture in 1936. The total soil 
building payments shall not exceed 
amount equal to $1.00 for each acre of 
crop land on the farm used in 1936 for 
soil conserving crops and soil building 
crops, or shall not exceed $10.00 for 
the farm, whic' ever is the larger. The 
soil building payment shall be made 
to the eligible producer that has in-

COLLEGE STATION—Base figures 
used in 1935 AAA program in Texas 
will be used in the 1936 farm program 
being set up under the new Soil Con­
servation and Domestic Allotment Act, 
according to a statement issued here 
by Jack Shelton, Vice Director and 
State Agent of the Extension Service.

In preparation for putting the pro­
gram into effect the Extern on service 
staff spent two days studying the plan 
for the Southern Region as explained 
by R. H. Rogers, senior agricultural 
economist from the planning division 
of the AAA who flew here in company 
with A. L. Smith, former chairman of 
the Texas Cotton Allotment Board. 
Smith has been in Washington for the 
past two weeks helping to work out 
details of the new program as they ef­
fect Texas and the other Southern 
states.

Following the conference at College 
Station, Extension agents in the coun­
ties will be called together in group 
meetings at convenient points in their 
districts and district agents will fay

step.
The organization will begin with a 

"community” committee of three 
members who will represent approx­
imately 500 farmers. Committeemen 
from all communities will constitute 
a county board from which a county 
committee will be elected to have spec-* 
ial responsibUity for administering the 
Act in the county.

"Every farmer in Texas will have an 
opportunity to hear the Act explained 
and to cooperate in making the new 
farm program a success,” Shelton stat­
ed. “ It is their program, it was passed 
by Congress at their urgent demand, 
we believe that they will want to un­
derstand it very fully and that they 
will want everybody else to understand 
it too, because the old saying that ’what 
you are not up on, you are apt to be 
down on’ is still true.”

—such egotism is frequently fatal. But 
unfortunately, in many instances, the 
innocent and law-abiding motorist 
pays the supreme penalty for this type 
of folly.

When to this appalling loss of life, 
we add the million others who in the 
same period have been hurt more or 
less seriously because of the motor car, 
the problem assumes vital importance 
not only to the safety-first people, but 
to the medical profession whose mem­
bers are fundamentally interested in 
the conservation of human life. Let us 
all cooperate.

No one questions the alarm) ng 

increase of divorces. It has been 
frequently sai 1 that the reform 
should tie not in the divorce court 
but in the marriage licence. Every 
applicant for a marriage license 
should be required to present from 
an unimpeachable, orthodox physi­
cian a certificate of perfect health, 
perfect sanity, and as far as it is 
possible for the physician to go. a 
certificate of good moral character.

Every young married couple 
should have a home of their own, 
be it ever so humble. Married life 
should never be begun in a flat, ho­
tel or an apartment house.

Alimony should never be paid ex­
cept to the innocent mother who hus 
children to rear. The guilty hus- 
band should be made to educate, 
clothe, support and furnish suffi­
cient! funds for the rearing of his 
children. Their mother should he 
given a competency while she Is per­
forming that task.

If there are no children, and if 
the woman is well and strong, she 
should not be granted alimonv.

No attorney fee should be allowed, 
bo court cost should be paid, no in­
ducement should be offered to make 
divorce litigation easy and desir­
able.

Another thing that might elimi­
nate many divorces would be to re­
store the whipping post. And when­
ever a man mistreats his wife and 
children subject him t« physical 
punishment, put him on bread and 
water, and require him to work In­
cessantly for their comfort and hap­
piness. 1

Uses Scrap Lumber
“We have built a clothes closet of 

scrap lumber and pasteboard, It being 
two feet wide, five feet long and ex­
tends to the ceiling, said Mrs. J. F. 
Carter, cooperator o ' the Maple home 
demonstration club. “We used some 
scrap lumber to brace the closet, heavy 
pasteboard boxes for the sides, and had 
enough paper left from papering the 
house to paper the closet both inside 
and out. We wanted to make it light 
on the inside to keep the moths away. 
I have a five foot rod to hang our 
clothes on and have built % shelves for 
our underclothes and linens. I am us­
ing the top of the shelf for cover. I am 
going to build another one in the other 
bed room.” said Mrs. Carter.

New way To Sub-irrigate 
"My husband has laid 120 feet of 

sub-irrigation with no cost," said Mrs. 
J. A. Johnson, cooperator of the Good-

land home demonstration club. “He ls| 
trying a new way to sub-irrigate. He
dug the ditch, just like he would for 
laying tile, put in four or five inches 
of rocks and covered these with old
sacks, then covered the sacks with 
dirt," added Mrs. Johnson. "After turn­
ing in the water he found damp places 
would appear on the ground the same 
as with tile." Mrs. Johnson plans to 
sub-irrigate much more of the garden.

Plans Garden
"Since my family will need 580 feet 

of leafy, green or yellow vegetables and 
I want to have a variety, I have plan­
ned to plant green snap beans, cab­
bage, yellow squash, pumpkins, English 
pea,, carrots, fendergreens and Swiss 
chard," said Mrs. L. G. Harris, garden 

, demonstrator of the Enochs home dem- 
I onstration club. “ I plan to can 120 
containers of these vegetables so I can 
serve them seven times a week for the 
five months we do not have a garden,” 
added Mrs. Harris. She is going to 
plant six new vegetables this year. 
They are: cauliflower, egg plant, par­
snips, sweet pepper, tendergreens, and, 
Swiss chard.

I’rntecting baby chicks from cocd- 
illosis will go a long way toward re­
ducing their death rate. The chicks 
are Infected by picking up the tiny 
eggs of the parasite which causes the 
disease. The eggs are frequently 
found on the ground and in the brooder 
houses when older birds of the flock 
have been infected.

To control the disease all infected 
chicks should be killed and burned or 
hurled deeply. Thoroughly clean out 
the litter or sand from the brooder 
house at least every other day and re- 

| place with clean dry sand about one- 
| third of an inch deep. Continue this 

frequent cleaning until the disease Is 
checked.

Feeding and drinking containers 
should tie sterilized every few days 
with boiling water, since ordinary dis­
infectants are of no practical value In 
controlling this disease.

If the weather is not too hot, con­
fine the chicks to the brooder house 
for at least seven days to keep them 
from picking up coecidial eggs from 
the ground outside the house where 
diseased chicks may have ranged.

Meanwhile, plow or spade the infect­
ed runways, if possible, so as to bring 
uninfected earth to the surface. Oth­
erwise, the chicks should be provided 
with an uninfected range by some oth­
er method.

Avoid tracking germs into the brood­
er house or placing in the house any 
material which may be infected. Keep 
up the chicks’ vitality by feeding a bal­
anced ration and caring for them prop­
erly.

Treating for Worms Is 
Recommended for Summer
Raising chickens on clean ground is 

the recommended practice to keep a 
flock free of round-worms, and to re­
duce infestation of tape, caecal and 
gizzard worms. Nevertheless, a lot of 
flocks have more or less serious worm 
infestations nt this time.

Late summer treatment means that 
If a good job of wbrm removal Is done, 
the' pullets will mature much more 
rapidly than even when only mildly 
infested. Also, they will flesh up prop­
erly If well fed and not only he ready 
to lay during the high price period, 
but will lay regularly instead of only 
now and then, as the thin pullets must 
do.
