Wednesday, and 
sub-freezing temperature soon 
had area streets and higliways 
aimost impa-ssable By late after- 
riiMin heavily travelled thorough­
fares had thawed .somewhat, 
but motor vehicle travel still 
was considered extremelv dan­
gerous That condition existed 
until afternoon on Thursday 
when the sun appeareil and 
ice melted and moisture evapor­
ated.

The slick roadways were 
blamed for at least five traffic 
mishaps, all of them consid­
ered minor, although at least 
one jierson involved in a mis 
hap reipiired hospitalization Lo­
cal Department of P u b l i c  
.Safety personnel were not avail­
able for individual li.stmgs of 
the mishaps
