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"No Pickles"
Cross Plains, Texas was where we 

lived, down at the east end of what is 
now 10th Street. The house we was 
renting at the time is still standing 
there today. The house faces south. 
My age. at the bme was about 6 1/2 
years. The year was 1944.

We had moved from Fort Worth 
about 2 1/2 years earlier, when my 
father became ill. The doctor told 
mama to get daddy away from the 
city to a place where there was 
plenty of fresh air and sunshine. My 
sister, Ann, was 2 years old when we 
moved back here and 4 1/2 years in 
1944.

She was a pudgy little girl with 
huge brown eyes and a sweet smile. 
I remember when we lived here, her 
most frequent playmate was Ross 
McGary. I remember his mothers 
name was Buelah.

That year I began to cough an 
awful lot, wasn't gaining any weight; 
as a matter of fact 1 was painfully 
thin. My sister and 1 both weighed 
25 pounds. Mama took me to the 
doctor at Baird as my cough got 
worse and worse. He was Dr. 
Stubblefield and from him mama 
learned two things. My problem was 
1 had tuberculosis and 2nd I had to go 
to a sanitarium for the tubercular.

My Uncle Wayne drove us and we 
went to San Angelo. My uncle, my 
dad, my mother and me spent the 
night with mama's cousin Gracie, 
her husband and daughter Belita. 
We had to get up so early in the 
morning that it was still dark out Of 
course to a 6 1/2 year old girl with a 
whopping imagination, the dark and 
early hour caused the journey to 
have a certain fairy tale mystique 
about it.

Before long I became hungry and 
we stopped and mama got me a 
hamburger. She fed it to me slowly 
and in small bites as we rode along. 
That hamburger tasted so good to me 
especially the onions but 1 didn't like 
the pickles in it and 1 said so. To get 
me to eat was very important so to 
accomplish this, mama had to pick

every one of those pickles out of that 
hamburger. In those days ham­
burgers had a lot more than 3 pickles 
on them also. Well, I shocked 'em all 
and ate every bite of that hamburger. 
Soon we reached our destination. It 
wasJuly 1944,andour destination,a 
sanitarium for minor aged children 
for the tubercular. A destination 
which changed my life forever.

I was left there and the rest of my 
family had to return homo to Cross 
Plains to see about my little sister. I 
stayed in the sanitarium for nine 
months. My parents visited me 
monthly which was all they could 
afford. Things were rough in World 
War II. 1 only was able to sec my 
sister once in all that nine months, 
one time and then I was only able to 
wave to her from across the street. 
You see tuberculosis is contagious 
and no children under 16 were al­
lowed to visit. Not even your own 
sister.

I spent my first year in school 
there. Another little girl, her name 
was Ruth and I got a spanking while 
there for picking the state flower. 
We thought our bouquet of blue­
bonnets was quite lovely. We knew 
better 'cause we tried to hide the 
bouquet by picking tree leaves and 
placing them over the blossoms. I 
was able to return to Cross Plains in 
April 1945, by that time to a home on 
9th Street one street over. Mama and 
daddy had bought a house.

The bluebonnet is still my favorite 
flower, I still don't want pickles on 
my hamburger or sandwich and I'm 
sure not thin anymore. Not by a lo- 
o-onn-n-nn-g shot.

In 1949, we left Cross Plains and 
moved to Baird. In 1958 I married 
and we lived in several pbces and in 
two different states.

In 1992, we moved to Cross Plains 
and now have a daughter and grand­
daughter living here. Our other three' 
children and two grandchildren live 
in other cities in Texas.

I suppose you could say I've come 
full circle. My pickles! I still want 
them "on the side". NOT on my 
hamburger!

Local Efforts Fail To Prevent C losure  
of First Med of Cross Plains

;When the pending closure of the 

Vfcndrick Medical Center First Med 
Clinics was announced in the 
Abilene Reporter News local efforts 
began to try to prevent the loss of the 
local clinic. Cross Plains Economic 
Development Corporation Execu­
tive Director £>enise Coulter and 
Chamber of Commerce Office 
Manager Susan Schaefer consulted 
and decided that a phone-in cam­
paign and petition might be the best 
way to convince Hendrick officials 
pf the importance of the First Med 
Clinic to the citizens of the Cross 
flains area.

Petitions were placed at various 
locations around town and to date 
almost 400 signatures were obtained 
requesting that Hendrick keep the 
Cross Plains clinic open. Denise 
Coulter. Susan Schaefer and Steve 
Mack, President of the economic

Development Corporation placed 
calls to Joe Pearson, Hendrick Vice- 
President of Regional Affairs, and 
Mike Walters, CEO of Hendrick 
Medical Center. Both individuals 
stated that it was impossible to keep 
the local clinic open because of 
economic reasons. Joe Pearson also 
commented on the "hundreds of 
calls" received from Cross Plains 
residents.

The Cross Plains Economic De- 
velc^ment Corporation office was 
contacted by State Representative 
Jim Keffer's Austin office. Repre­
sentative Keffer requested that a 
representative of the Cross Plains 
EDC be present at a March 11 
meeting with Hendrick officials 
concerning the closure of the clinics 
in Clyde and Cross Plains. Denise 
Coulter traveled to Austin and met 
with Representative Keffer, Norman 
Archibald and Richard Shelboume 
of Hendrick Medical Center, and

Craig Walker and Bob Moore, Rural 
Health Care Advisors. In this meet­
ing Representative Keffer suggested 
that Hendrick allow the Clyde and 
Cross Plains clinics to remain open 
for an additional 30 days to give the 
two communities a chance to work 
on an agreement similar to the ar­
rangement between Hendrick and 
Albany (this agreement involves a 
monthly subsidy of S4,400/month 
for one year and then the local hos­
pital district will take over operation 
of the clinic). U.S. Senator Phil 
Gramm’s office also contacted the 
EDC office and requested an update 
on the matter. On March 15 Coulter 
was contacted by Hendrick official 
Mike Walters stating that Hendrick 
would allow the Cross Plains clinic 
to remain open another 30 days.

Coulter than contacted County 
J udge Roger Corn to see i f the county 
wanted to be involved in this effort. 
Coulter and Com discussed the fact

that the .Mbany soluuon involved a 
subsidy of the clinic by the City of 
Albany. Both felt that neither the 
county of the City of Cross Plains 
had the funds to subsidize the Cross 
Plains Clinic. Hendrick officials 
contacted the employees of Cross 
Plains First Med Clinic and asked 
them to remain for an adijiiional 30 
days. First Med employees con­
tacted Coulter and inquired of the 
chances of reaching an agreement 
similar to that between Albany and 
Hendrick. When Coulter told the 
First Med employees that tliere was 
almost no possibility of that occur­
ring they decided to pursue other 
opportunities.

Pursuant to these events the First 
Med Ginic of Cross Plains closed, as 
scheduled, on March 26. Denise 
Coulter of the Cross Plains EDC 
would like to thank all of those who 
participated in the phone and petition 
campaign and stated "Representa­

tive Jim Keffer played a very big role 
in talking with Hendrick about the 
clinic and deserves the appreciation 
of the entire Cross Plains Commu­
nity. I would also like to thank U.S. 
Senator Phil Gramm for taking an 
interest in this matter." Coulter also 
stated, "We are very fortunate in the 
fact that Cross Plains has another 
Rural Health Care Clinic: Clyde and 
Merkel do not All of the citizens of 
Cross Plains need to support our re­
maining local clinic.

Callahan County reported four 
positive diagnosis of rabies in 1998 
and so far in 1999 no positive 
diagnosis have been made.

The Texas Department of Heahh 
examined 26 cases in Callahan 
County In 1998 and one fox, two 
coyotes and one cat came back 
positive for rabies.

The state health department re­
ported a total of 22 animals were
dtegnosed negative for rabies. 
T ftvey included one negative test for 
rabies by a fox, six negative tests 
on raccoons, five dogs were nega­
tive and ten cats came up negative 
for rabies In 1998.

The Texas Department of Health 
reported 1998 cumulative totals 
for rabies included 303 (3%) posi­

tive tests results, 9,991 (95%) 
negative results and 232 (2%) 
other (sheep, goat, bobcat, ring­
tail) for a total of 10,526 diagnosis 
made. Total animals tested for ra­
bies by the Public Health Regions 
between January 1998 to Decem­
ber 1998 included 482 skunks 
(116 positive, 336 negative); 163 
fox (21 positive, 138 negative); 
1,117 bat (104 positive, 945 nega­
tive); 74 coyote (six positive, 68 
negative); 659 raccoon (five posi-1 
tive, 634 negative); 3,980 dog (15 ' 
positive, 3,839 negative); 3,094 
cats (eight (>osltive, 3,056 nega­
tive); 128 bovine (five positive, 
120 negative); 104 equine (12 
positive, 92 negative); and 797 
other (11 positive, 763 other).

ACJSTIh—The Senate heard leg* 

illation Monday that will affect 
Texas pick-up truck drivers' ability 
to transport children in the back of 
their trucks on public roads. The 
bill prohibits children up to the age 
of 18 from riding In an open bed of 
a truck or a trailer at any speed. 
Lubbock Senator Robert Duncan 
sponsored Senate Bill (SB) 411, 
saying "This bill just makes sense 
that we should not allow kids to 
ride in the back of a pick-up and 
subject themselves to injury.*

The bill includes exceptions for 
transporting farm workers and chil­
dren when a pick-up truck Is the 
only source of transportation for a 
household. The bill finally passed 
on Tuesday.

On Tuesday, two state senators 
passed legislation trying to prevent 
the Y2K computer glitch from be­
coming a courtroom disaster. Sena­
tor Troy Fraser of Horseshoe Bay 
says he does not know exactly 
what problems may arise, but hopes 
the legislation he is sponsoring can 
help prepare Texans, *lt's a prob­
lem that grows literally with each 
hour of each passing day and de­
pending on whom you talk to it 
could either lead to a worldwide 
calamity of epic proportions or it 
simply could turn out to be one of 
the most over hyped events ever 
known.*

Committee Substitute for Senate 
Bill (CSSB) 398 encourages com­
puter companies to address pos­
sible Y2K problems before a failure 
occurs. The bill exempts computer 
manufacturers from lawsuits when 
they attempt to find solutions arvl 
pass them on to consumers. The 
bill also mandates a statewide web 
site and toll-free numbers to pro­
vide information about Y2K com­
puter problems and solutions. Lub­
bock Senator Robert L. Duncan 
co-sponsored the bill.

Assaulting a mother-to-be would 
become a felony under CSSB 188. 
The bill creates an offense for caus­
ing bodily Injury to a pregnant 
woman, with IrKreased penalties If 
the woman suffers a miscarriage or 
stillbirth. Bryan Senator Steve 
Ogden sponsored the measure arid 
fielded questions about whether 
this bill might be an anti-abortion 
measure in disguise. Ogden said 
no. and that his intentions are clear. 
The bill passed to engrossment on 
Tuesday, with final passage on 
Wednesday.

Other Senate business on Tues­
day included passage of SB 460, 
sponsored by Victoria Senator Ken 
Armbrister, which allows an oral 
confession to a police officer to be 
admissible in court finally passed 
the Senate. A floor ameridment 
calmed many senators' fears about 
potential abuses by police officers. 
Dallas Senator Royce West spon­
sored the amendment to restore 
language which requires a video or 
audio recording of any oral state­
ment for it to be admissible in 
court. It also allows an oral confes­
sion to be admitted without a re­
cording when used only to im­
peach an alibi witness. In other 
words, if an alibi witness lies on the 
starKl, an oral confession to a po­
lice officer can be used against 
them in some circumstances. Lt. 
Governor Rick Perry believes the 
bill will allow police officers more 
freedom, *lt tightens a loophole in 
the law providing another tool to 
keep criminals off our streets arnl 
behind bars.*

Local governments will not be 
able to sue gun makers without 
approval from the Legislature if SB 
717 becomes law. Bill sponsor 
Senator Jon Lindsay of Houston, 
says that if a lawsuit is going to be 
f lM ,  it should be on behalf of the 
whole state. Lindsay says he is

trying to stop a national trend that 
could significantly increase gun 
prices, *1 think this is kind of a back 
door way for the anti-gun people to 
put the gun business, the gun in­
dustry totally out of business.*

Originally, the Texas attorney 
general was among those prohib­
ited from filing lawsuits. The provi­
sion drew opposition from most 
senators. Senators added a floor 
amendment allowing the attorney 
general to file suit on behalf of the 
state or any other governmental 
unit. The amendment was not 
enough to satisfy all the members. 
Some senators say the Legislature 
should not choose who has the 
right to sue, they say it should be a 
local decision. Austin Senator 
Qorualo Barrientos spoke against 
the bill, *The bill is out of control. 
It’s bad legislation. They're going 
to be putting lipstick and earrings 
and perfume on K, but it's still an 
ugly bill.”

Houston Senator Rodney Ellis 
sponsored SB 411, sales tax relief, 
which passed out of the Finance 
Committee on Wednesday. The 
$250 million dollar package ex­
empts diapers and over-the-counter 
medicine for children. It also cre­
ates a 14 day sales tax holiday on 
shoes and clothing in August. The 
bill mirrors a tax cut proposal out­
lined by Governor George W. Bush 
during his 1998 campaign.

Lt. Governor Rick Perry celebrated 
the session's halfway mark bV re­
viewing the Senate's accomplish­
ments, stating, "As of last Friday 
the Senate has accomplished more 
this session than any legislative 
session in the past decade. When it 
comes to hard work and dedica­

Sales & use 
tax totals 
for county

The state sales and use tax analy­
sis for Callahan County has been 
reported for the third quarter of 
1998 by State Comptroller John 
Sharp's office on Monday, March 
29.

Sharp reported gross sales, for all 
industries in Callahan County, for 
the th ird quarter of 1998 at 
$12,207,986 which was 3.9% 
lower than the gross sales of 
$12,706,682 reported during the 
third quarter of 1997. Gross sales 
are the total amount of all sales, 
leases and rentals of tangible per­
sonal property and all labor and 
service charges made during the 
reporting period.

Use tax purchases for the second 
quarter of 1998 for all industries in 
Callahan County amounted to 
$262,729. Use tax purchases are 
the cost of all taxable items re­
moved from inventory for personal 
or business use and all purchases 
on which no Texas sales tax was 
paid or use tax accrued.

The amount subject to state sales 
and use tax in the third quarter of 
1998 in Callahan County was 
$5,823,374. The amount subject 
to state sales and use tax is calcu­
lated by taking taxable sales and 
adding use tax purchases.

The number of business loca­
tions in Callahan County, with a 
sales and use tax permit which filed 
a return, was 261. There were 287 
permits issued during the same 
quarter the previous year.

The gross sales for the retail trade 
division in Callahan County for the 
th ird  quarter of 1998 was 
$7,762,105 which is 1.7% higher 
than the 1997 third quarter gross 
sales of $7,628,887.

The use tax purchases for the 
retail trade division in Callahan 
County for the third quarter of 
1998 was $134,972.
The arhount subject to state sales 

and use tax for the third quarter of 
1998 was $4,271,179 for the retail 
trade division in Callahan County.

The number of reporting outlets 
in the retail trade division in Calla­
han County totalled 151 for the 
third quarter of 1998. There were 
156 reporting outlets during the 
same quarter in 1997.

Lawyer Answers 
Nursing Home 
Residents' Need
A couple of years ago, a young 

Corpus Christ! lawyer named Kathy 
Snapka started getting angry about 
the way cases Involving nursing 
home patients were being, in ef­
fect, dismissed.

“Nursing homes and their law­
yers would pretty much discount a 
claim on behalf of an old person," 
Snapka said, “because they feh 
that person's life was over. They 
seemed to judge everything on the 
basis of earning power and life 
expectancy and a person in a nurs­
ing home didn’t have much of 
either. The underlying idea was 
that the life and dignity of someone 
without any earning power wasn't 
worth very much." As a result, few 
attorneys wanted to take cases on 
behalf of those who had been 
abused or neglected in nursing 
homes.

Snapka didn't just shrug and walk 
away. Instead she decided to do 
something about it.

She’d long been one of the per­
sonal injury attorneys who took 
reduced fee referrals from the Le­
gal Hotline for Older Texans. She 
approached the sponsoring 
agency, The Texas Legal Services 
Center, about funding a separate 
toll— free line to take calls regard­
ing nursing home residents.

“The hotline (for older Texans) 
was so busy," she remembers. “1 
worried that people calling about 
abuse and neglect in nursing homes 
would have to wait." Nursing home 
residents, Snapka points out, of­
ten have health and safety prob­
lems that can quickly spiral out of 
control.

Snapka approached Mina 
Loomis, managing attorney for the 
Legal Hotline for Older Texans. If 
Loomis would agree to give priority 
to nursing home calls, Snapka said 
she'd fund, not just a separate 
to ll-free  line for those types of 
calls, but staff time to respond to 
them as well.

As a result the Nursing Home 
Advocacy Project was begun. 
Housed at the Texas Legal Ser­
vices Center in Austin, the hotline 
serves as an adjunct to the state's 
long term care ombudsman pro­
gram, which provides lay advo­
cates who help nursing home resi­
dents voice their complaints.

The Nursing Home Advocacy 
Project hotline, on the other hand, 
screens complaints to see whether 
or not the legal rights of the nursing 
home resident have been violated. 
Sometimes the hotline attorney 
recommends a call to one of the 
state agencies or the long term 
care ombudsman. On other occa­
sions, if there is an injury that 
warrants further legal action, the 
case is referred to an attorney who 
is a specialist in these types of 
cases and has agreed to work at a 
reduced fee.

Snapka is proud to be one of 
those attorneys.

The goals of the Nursing Home 
Advocacy Project are also sup­
ported by the Texas Bar Founda­
tion. The Foundation has provided 
matching funds to make the project 
a success.
