House Agriculture Committee 
Holds TMDL Hearing

On June 26th, the House Com­
mittee on Agriculture held a full 

'  committee hearing on the Environ­
mental Protection Agency’s (EPA) 
proposed regulations onTotalMaxi­
mum Daily Loads (or TMDLs).

These are rules that would force 
states to regulate, on a dally basis, 
the total amount of runoff into 
streams.

On the surface, some might think 
this sounds like a useful way to 
advance the goal of increasing our 
nation’s water quality.

In fact, almost every state, local 
government organization, and ag­
ricultural or landowner group has 
determined that EPA’s proposed 
rules are more concerned with ex­
panding federal power than clean­
ing up our rivers and streams.

They understand that the laws 
passed by Congress give the states 
control of dealing with runoff from 
private lands, not the folks at EPA.

They also have argued that EPA’s 
approach requires too much com ­
plex data and, even if it could be 

■ made to work, would bankrupt 
many rural landowners.

During the hearing, there was 
testimony about the severe techni­
cal flaws in EPA’s proposal. In fact, 
the US General Accounting Office 
testifie’d that both the scientific data 
and the cost analysis used by EPA 
were highly suspect.

The Society of American Forest­
ers also reported that their inde­
pendent analysis of EPA’s data 
found it chock full of errors and

Courthouse News |
bad assumptions.

Members of Congress from both 
parties have become so concerned 
that almost half of them have actu­
ally cosponsored legislation to stop 
EPA’s ill-conceived efforts, and 
demand that EPA use sound sci­
ence before drawing up a new plan.

As I have mentioned in the past. 
Agriculture Committee Chairman 
Larry Combest and I introduced 
one of the bills to do just that.

On Thursday, June 29, the House 
passed an emergency spending 
measure that included language to 
put a stop to EPA’s misguided 
efforts.

Once that bill is also passed by 
the Senate, we hope to be able to 
work with EPA, along with full par­
ticipation by the (J.S. Department 
Agriculture, to craft a new clean 
water proposal that is fair to farm­
ers and ranchers. This must be a 
proposal that will really help clean 
up our water, not just increase the 
power of federal regulators.

Agriculture Appropriations
On Thursday, June 29, the full 

House began final consideration of 
the Agriculture Appropriations bill, 
the legislation that funds the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture (USDA) 
and many of the nation’s agricul­
ture programs.

Unfortunately, action was not 
completed before the House ad­
journed for the Independence Day 
recess. Hopefully, the House will 
complete consideration of this leg­
islation soon after the recess.

Many electric utilities offer de­
ferred payment plans for those who 
cannot pay their entire bill and may 
delay disconnection for customers 
trying to pay their bill.

audit. The cost of the audit Is paid 
for through the electric rates. But 
Senate Bill 7, the electric restruc­
turing law approved last year by 
the Texas Legislature will change 
this. The law requires investor- 
owned electric utilities to unbundle 
their activities into separate units; a 
power generation company; a re­
tail electric provider; and a regu­
lated transmission and distribution 
company. Utilities must also sepa­
rate business activities into com- 
petitiveand regulated components.

Beginning September 1, 2000 
energy audits will be considered a 
competitive service, and will no 
longer be provided by electric utili­
ties.

Under new rules adopted by the 
Public Utility Commission (PUC), 
utilities must offer incentive pro­
grams to independent service pro­
viders who install energy efficiency 
measures and services for retail 
electric customers.

The unemployment rote in Calla­

han County for the month of May 
2000 rose to 3.8%, up one-tenth of 
one percent from the April rate of 
%, according to jobless figures re­
leased Monday, July 3 by the 
Texas Workforce Commission.

5.8% in June, according to the 
unemployment figures.

Big Country area counties, bor­

SBA disaster loans available 
for storm and flood victims

FORT WORTH, TX -  (June 30. 
2000) — Victims of the June 15th 
severe tliunderstorms and flood­
ing in Brown County and surround­
ing counties may now apply for 
low-interest, long-term disaster re­
covery bans. The U.S. Small Busi­
ness Administration (SBA) will open 
a temporary disaster loan center in 
Brownwood Wednesday, July 5th 
to assist victims. At the center, 
families and businesses may get 
help in applying for a disaster loan 
to cover losses from severe storms 
and flooding.

SBA Administrator Aida Alvarez 
on June 29th declared Brown 
County a disaster area because 

,the storms and flooding that oc­
curred on June 15th. In addition, 
persons in Callahan, Coleman, 
Comanche, Eastland, McCulloch, 
Mills arid San Saba Counties are 
also eligible to apply for SBA bans.

The SBA disaster loan center is 
located at the Adams Street Com­
munity Center, 510 East Adams 
Street in Brownwood. The center 
will be open daily from 9:00 AM 
until 6:00 PM, Monday through 
Saturday, beginning at 12:00noon 
on Wednesday, July 5th. SBA per­
sonnel at the Center can help indi­
viduals complete their loan appli­
cations and answer questions about

the loan program.
SBA makes b a tu to  homwwners, 

renters, and businessM of a l sizes 
when a disaster is dedorod. These 
loans are available to covor unin­
sured and underinsurad ioooes to 
real estate, person balwnlwgi, and 
business property.

SBA can loan up to $200,000 to 
homeowners. Homoowiwre and 
renters can borrow up to $40,000 
to replace damaged or dootroyed 
personal property such as furni­
ture, clothing, and r̂ahiciaa. Busi­
nesses may borrow up to $1 .5 
million to repair or repiaca dam­
aged real estate, maddnaiy. equip­
ment, inventory, and other busi­
ness assets. Intereal rataa are as 
low as 3.687 percent arilh pay­
ments up to 30 years.

Anyone with disaster damages 
should apply as soon as possible. 
The sooner one appHes and com­
pletes an application; the sooner 
SBA can help begin the recovery 
process.

Anyone with damages from the 
disaster should seek assistance by 
visiting the SBA disaster loan cen­
ter in Brownwood or by calling toll- 
free at 1-800-366-6303 or TDD 
817-267-4688 for the hearing im­
paired.

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Health food kick...
There was an accusing look in 

my eye as I pointed to the soda 
bottle in MyKeeper’s hand. “I 
thought you weren’t going to drink 
that stuff anymore.”

"This isn’t ‘stuff,’ it’s health food," 
he said.

“Oh, sure. How do you figure?” I 
chided him.

We’ve sailed way past the age 
where any food is good food, and 
are trying to become more health 
conscious. It is a long process, 
learning to eat healthy, ^ t in g  is 
too much fun, until that time when 
indigestion or weight gain tells us 
painfully that certain foods should 
not be included in the diet any­
more.

First, we just quit eating those 
few offending foods. Then we 
started learning about fats and pre­
servatives and sugars, cholesterol 
good and cholesterol bad, the battle 
of protein and carbohydrates for 
top billing in diets

In time, we began to consider 
which foods would most likely nour­
ish the bodies that carry us around 
all day for the rest of our lives.

It’s hard to give up poor eating 
habits. Everything bad for us tastes 
so good to us. I could not even 
imagine a world with no spaghetti, 
and My Keeper would do battle over 
a gallon of ice cream.

One thing was obvious. We had 
developed a dependency on soft 
drinks. It’s an insidious buildup,

We got to thinking one day that 

there was no all-day, ever^-day 
soda F>op craze when we were grow­
ing up. We could just about count 
on our toes and fingers the number 
of soft drinks downed with meals 
or snacks. Picnics were the biggest 
source of junk food, and hot Au­
gust weather. In the heat of Au­
gust, cold drinks were doled out 
with Popsicles after dousing our­
selves in the sprinkler. That was in 
the days before consumption of 
soft drinks became a national pas­
sion. This generation needs no 
special occasion to pull one out of 
the refrigerator.

Cutting it from our diet was hard 
work. We were taunted by the crav­
ing. I even thought it was reason­
able to think that if MyKeeper 
fudged (oooh, it’s that chocolate 
word!) on our deal, why should I be 
the only one to deprive myself.

I still slurp invol­
untarily when a frosty cola can 
splashes my senses from a TV 
commercial.
