CAPFTOWN July 20— Subjects 
ranging Irom the heart of an oc- 
tupus to  which cult in modern 
times will be discussed by more 
th an  500 scientists from all parts 
ol ihe world when the British a s­
sociation tor the advancement of 
science meets here in its annual 
sessions beginning Monday night.

T he meeting is the annual one 
of the British association as it 
is rolled, and is taking place a t  
the invitation of the South African 
association. The B ritish associa­
tion in s  held one previous m eet­
ing in South Alrica. In 1905.

The meeting is always of in te r­
est to the lnvman. because It is 
the rule ra ther th an  ’he exception 
lor the scientists to  express their 
views on everyday common or 
garden th ing . In the simplest lan­
guage.

Evolution is one of the time- 
honored subjects officially down 
for discussion. I t  is thought tha t 
the spicy and more controversial 
items will be kept for the public 
lecturers which the scientists have 
been asked to make during their 
3? days' stay in South Africa

T he meeting is divided into 
th irteen  sections under the head­
ings of m athem atics and physical 
science, chemistry, geology zoology, 
geography, economics, engineering, 
anthropology, physiology, ixsycholo- 
gy. botany, education and agricul­
ture.

Committees will be formed for 
each section which will meet n ear­
ly every day to hear lectures or 
papers by em inent scientists from 
Australia. Spain. Italy, u e rm am . 
Hie United States. Holland. D en­
mark and the British Empire.

According to the itinerary of 
the association, the first week will 
be spent In and around Capetown, 
after which the meeting will be 
transferred to Johannesburg and 
Pretoria, ending Wednesday. Au­
gust 1. The rem ainder of the 
time before the members return  
lo their homes will be occupied 
by u series of eight tours to d if­
ferent parts of the Union.
